separately with each of the Departemnts. Oa the basis of
all these review meetings and discussion, the Departments
were requested to indicates whether the fund allocated to
them could be utilised. In case the Departments were

unable to utilise the fund, they were requested to surrender
the amount so that the amounts thus surrendered could be

reallocated to those sectors which were in need of more
funds. On the basis of the information given by the var-
ious Development Departments, certain funds were realloca-

ted (the revised outlay statement is at flag‘’3’). As a matter

of fact, the amount surrendered under the General Areas

Plan was Rs. 201.76 lakhs only and in respect of the Hill
Areas Plan it was Rs. 2.65 lakhs only. A list showing the
Departments which surrendered plan outlay as noted
against each is placed at flag'C’.

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Ruling From The Chair

Shri Santi Ranjan Dasgupta : Sir, I have got a submission
for a minute. Sir, about the matter which the hon’ble
Speaker is going to announce now, the entire proceedings
were heard outside the Assembly House, but the decision
will be announced in this House. So, Sir, we shall abide
your decision but under protest

Mr. Speaker 3 Hon’ble Member Shri Santi Ranjan Das
Gupta and fourteen other hon’ble Members belonging to
the United Minority Front Assam Legislature Party had
submitted a petition in the form of a letter to me on

30.1.86 as follows :

“We the undersigned signatories (Members of Assam

Legislative Assembly) belonging to U.ML.F. Party do hereby
claim that as per Section 2(2) of the 10th Schedule of 52
Amendment Act of the Constitution, 1985 the undernoted

Members though elected as Independent candidates to the
Assam Legislative Assembly from the constituencies noted
hereunder have joined A G,P. party and thereby they have
been disqualified for being Members of the Assam
Legislative Assembly :
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1. Shri Sahidul Alam Chowdhury s Algapur

2, ““Sirajul Haque Chowdhury - Karimganj (N)
3. <« Joy Prakash Tewari - Udarbandh

4. < Khorsing Engti - Howraghat

5. * Haliram Terrang - Baithalangso
6. ¢ Samsing Hanse - Diphu,

They shall, therefore, be declared, under Sec. 6 of the
10th Schedule of 52nd Amendment of the Constitution

Act, 1985 to have been disqualified for being Members
of this August House under above-referred Act.”

The Constitution (52nd Amendment) Act, 1985 is a
memorable document in that it has removed the evil of
political defection. It has come into force with effect from
15.2.1985. The disqualification on gronnd of defection has
been defined in para 2 of the Tenth Schedule to the Consti-
tution and covers an elected member of Parliament ora
State Legislature who has been elected as a candidate set
up by a political party or a nominated member of Parlia-
ment or a State Legislature who 1is a member of g
political party at the time he takes his seat or who
becomes a member of a Political Party within six months
after he takes his seat would be disqualified on the ground

of defection 1if he voluntarily relinquishes his membership

of such political party or votes or abstain from voting

in such House contrary to any direction of such party or is

expelled from such party. Similarly, a1 independsat member
of Parliament or State Legislature shall also be disqualified

if he joins any political party after his election.
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Since in the present petiton complaint has been made
about the iodependent members allegedly joining a political

party after election I shall not make any  reference to
other provisions governing cases of other category of mem-

bers.

It is a fact that the six candidates against whom
complaint has been made contested the General Election
held to the State Legislative Assembly on December, 1985
as independents on free symbol. Subsequent to their elec-
tion they applied for and became members of the Asom
Gana Parishad on different dates but before the Asom
Gana Parishad was registered by the Election Commission
of India as a Political Party. The question to be decided
is whether these six independent members who had contes-
ted the General Election on December 16, 1985 on free
symbol would be subject to the disqualification under
paragraph 2 (2) of the Tenth Schedule to the Constitution
for becoming members of Asom Gana Parishad which was
not a political party but an Association of independent
members at the time wien these six candidates joined it.

Before I make any reference to the written as well

as oral submissions made by Hon’ble member Shri Santi
Ranjan Das Gupta on behalf of all other signatories . to
the petition, I should like to mention a few facts which
are relevant for the purpose of understanding the question
in issue and these are—

The Asom Gana Parishad was formed on 14.10.85 at
the Golaghat convention, The Asom Gana Parishad was
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not granted registration by the Election Commission
of India as a Political Party under para 3 of the Election
Symbols (Reservation and Allotment) Order, 1968,
hereinafter called the ‘Symbols Order’ at the time of
election in December, 1985, The Asom Gana Parishad
was accordingly not a ‘Political Party’ as defined in para
2 (1) (h) of the Symbols Order at the time of Election in
December, 1985. The result was that the members who
had been put up by the Asom Gana Parishad contested
is independents by reason of the Symbols Order and
they obtained the free symbol of “Elephant”. The six
candidates whose alleged disqualification is now in ques-
tion also contested the election as independent candidates
and they also obtained different free symbols, The Asom
Gana Parishad had extended support to these six candid-
ates and had not set up any candidate in these
constituencies with the ‘Elephant’” symbol. After the de-
claration of the results of the General Election at which
these six candidates were also declared to be successful
candidates, thcy applied for admission to the membership
of the Asom Gana Parishad and were duly admitted as
members. At the time when these six persons joined the
Asom Gana Parishad, the said Asom Gana Parishad was
not registered as a political party under the Symbols
order. In fact, the Election Commission of India granted
registration to the Asom Gana Parishad only on 25th Fe-
bruary, 1986,

The question on which my decision is sought is whe-
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ther the stand of the members of the United Minorities
Front is correct or not.

Hon‘ble Member Shri Santi Ranjan Das Gupta and
other complainants submitted a petition on 30.1.86 in the
from of a letter. The complaint petition has not been g;-
pported by any verification or afidavit. I am therefore,
not bound to accept the contention and act on the letter
in absence of such verification or an affidavit, When Shri

Santi Ranjan Das Gupta was asked as to why they did
not comply with the requirement he replied “it is not ne-

cessary. para 6 of Tenth Schedule says ‘the matier should.
be referred to Speaker. So, this is a simple matter of referr-
ing. As per rule it is not our duty to file a petition. “‘But
it is most essential the €very complaint petition should
be signed by the petitioner/petitioners and verified in the
sameé manner as the petition. But as mentioned above
nothing has been done by the petitioner to comply with
the requirements, Therefore, the complaint petition filed
in the form of a letter by which the complainants are going
to take away the rights of six hon’ble members is not
legally maintainable,

Shri Santi Ranjan Das Gupta in reply to a question
as to the definition of political party said that a political
party has been defined in the Manual of Election Law in
paragraph 2 (1) (h). Here ‘political party” means an as-
sociation or body of individual citizens of India register-
ed with the Commission as a political party under
paragraph 3 and includes a political party deemed to be
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~ registered with the Commission under the provison to Sub-
| paragraph (2) of that paragraph.

He also stated that classification of political parties
has been made in the same order and said that political
parties might be either recognised political parties or unre-
cogunised political parties. In this connection he had read out
relevant provisions of the Reservation of Symbols Order as
follows : -

“A  political party shall be treated as a recognised
politica) party in a State, if and only if either the condi-
tions specified in Clause (A) are, or the condition specified in
Clause (B) is, fulfilled by that party and not otherwise,
that is to say—

(A) that such party—

(a) has been engaged in political activity for a continy-
ous period of five yearss and

(b) has, at the general election in that State to the
House of the people, or, as the case may be, to the
Legislative Assembly, for the time being in existence
and functioning returned —

either (1) at least one member to the House of
the people for every twenty-five members of that House

or any fraction of that number elected from that
State ¢

or (ii) at least one member to the Legislative Assem-
bly of that State for every thirty members of that
Assembly or any fraction of that number.”
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Similarly, Shri Das Gupta has also referred to page
No. 292 of the Practice and Procedure of Parliament by
Kaul and Shakder and referred to different facilities pro-
vided to the political parties. He also contended that accor-
ding to this provisions the members of the Asom Gana
parishad were given a block of seats inside the Chamber
Legislature party room and and office room in the Assam
Legislative Assembly Building.  All these facilities have
been provided to the Ason Gan2  Parishad because it is a
recognised political party. Therefore the Asom Gana par-
ichad party is a political party according to the Manual of
Election Law and practice and procedure of parliament by
Kaul and Shakder including the Asom Gana parishad
“MUKHA PATRA.”

In this connection the following extra t from the pro-
ceedings may be set out below :

Mr. Speaker1 Whether any definition is there about the
poh'tical party in the Constitution (52nd Amendment ) Act ?
Shri Santi Ranjan Das Gupta : The word “Party” is there.
In this Manual of Election Law, there are two types of
Political Parties - one is recogaised and the other is unre-
cognised.

Mr. Speaker :  As per provision of Election Symbo]
Reserved Order, 1968, whether according to this order, the
Asom Gana Parishad was a political party on the date of
filing nomination and on the date of poll and also on
the date of declaraction of results ¢
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Shri Santi Ranjan Das Gupta : From that point that was
a political party from the date when the symbol was
allotted to them and according to Rule 6 (2) (A) and (B)
on the date of election they have automatically become
political party by obtaining 63 seats and more than 4%
votes.

Mr. Speaker : You have shown the gazetle, As per gaz-

ette notification what is the status of Asom Gana Parishad
including these six Independent Members ?

Shri Santi Ranjan Das Gupta: As per direction of Election
Commission they fought as Independent members with
Common Symbol 'Elephant’. Their status was Independent.

Mr, Seaker : The six hon’ble members who had joined the
Asom Gana Parish'ad after their election and against whom the
present complaint petition hais been filed appeared before
me and each of them had submitted a written statement
along with a copy of Notification dated 25th February, 1986
issued by the Election Commission according recognition
to the Asom Gana Parishad and reserving the symbol
‘Elephant’ to Asom Gana Parishad and deleting the said
symbol ‘elephant’ from the list of free symbols. All of
them have also submitted a copy of letter issued by the
President - in-chief of the Asom Gana Parishad admitting
them into the Asom Gana Parishad. From the records
they supplied to mz it appears all of them had joined the
Asom Gaina Parishad in the month of December, 1985
immediately after the results of the elections were anno-
unced. All of them have admitted that they contested the
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1985 election as independents but “supported by the Asom
Gana Parishad and that when they joined the Asom Gana
Parishad, it was an association of persons and not a poli-
tical party as defined in para 2 (1) (h) of the Election Sym-
bols (Reservation and Allotment) Order, 1968. All of them
have also asserted that the complaint petition in the form
of the letter is not legally maintainable and is liable to be

rejected.

As regards the coatention of Shri Das Gupta that
a ‘political party’ may be a recognised political party or
unrecognised political party, it may be stated that the
answer to this pointis very much obviousin the Election

Symbols (Reservation and Allotment) Ocder, 1968.

Para 6 (1) of the Order deals with classification of
political parties and states that ‘*‘political parties are either
recognised political parties or unrecognised political parties.
““Again what is a recognised political party has been defined
in para 6 (2) of the Order which I Fave already referred
to. Para 6 of the Symbols Orders deals with Political
Parties. The expression ‘political party’ is defined in para
2 (1) (h) of the said Order and it, inter alia, means an
Association or body of individual citizens of India regis-
tered with the Commission as political party under parag3.
Para 3 of the Symbols Order lays down the procedure for
obtaining registration as a political party from the Election
Commission of India and the Commission is empowered

to decide either to register the Association or Body as a
Political Party, or not to register it and the decision of
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the Commission has been made final. No order has been
placed to show that the Commission had registered the
Asom Gana Parishad as a Political Party under para 3 of
the Symbols Order either at the time of the election or
at the time when these six persons joined the Asom Gana
pari-had. That being the position reliance on para 6 of
the Symbols Order does not advance the case of Shri Das
Gupta.

Similarly reliance on certain pussages from ‘Practice
and Procedure of Parliament’ by Kaul and Shakdher also
does not advance the case of Shri Das Gupta and on the
basis of the said passages it is difficult to hold that the
Asom Gana Parishad was a Political Party at the time when
these six members joined ths sail party so as to attract
the disqualification under para 2 (2) of the Tenth Schedule
to the Constitution.

_ I now come to the question of definition of Pelitical
Party. The phrase “Political Party” occurs in the Tenth
Schedule to the Constitution waizh deals with elections
and disqualification of members. The Scheme of the Tenth
Schedule adheres to a great extent to the scheme of the
Symbols Order as the question of registering a political
party, recognising a political party and allocating a symbol
thereto and dealing with the question of a split in a poli-
tical party are all matters dealt with in the Symbols Order.
The phrase “Political Party” is defined in para 2 (i) (h) of
the Symbols order and read as follows:

“Political party” means an association or body of
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individual citizens of India registered with the Com-

mission as a political party under paragraph 3 and

includes a political party deemed to be registered
with the Commission under the proviso to sub-parag-
raph (2) of that paragraph.”

Thus a political party for the purpose of Election is
only a political party which is registered by the Elzction
Commission of India and thereafter recognised for the
purpose of election.

Any éttempt to give a wmeaning to the phrase ‘po-
litical party’ other than as understood in the Symbols Order
would be contrary to the Rules of construction and may also
lay open the constitutional amendment to challenge on the
ground that it may affect the basic structure of the Constity-
tion. It has to be remembered that the phrase occurs in
provisions of the Constitution and that too provisions made
by amending the constitution long after the making of the
Symbols Order. It has also t)» be remembered that the cons-
equence caused by the Tenth Schedule to the Constitution
on a member of the Legislature is drastic. Considering
the mischief sought to be eliminated and having regard to
the consequence that may follow, I am inclined to construe
the phrase ‘political party’ in para 2 (2) of the Tenth Sche-
dule not in a wide sense but as a political party which g
registered by the Election Commisson of India and there
after recognised for the purpose of election.

In this background, I am sure that any attempt to
give a meaning to the phrase ‘“Political Party*’ other than
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as defined in para 2 (1) (h) of the Symbols Order would

' be contrary to the rules of construction. Therefore, the

meaning to be attributed to the pbrase ‘Political Party”
would be the meaning in which it is understood in the
Symbols Order, i. e., a party which has been registered
or recoonised for the purpose of an election. The Asom
Gana Parishad was not a party which has been registered
on the date of poll, namely 16th December, 1985. It
was not a party which was registered or recognised on the
date when the six independent members applied for mem-
bership of the Asom Gana parishad and became members
thereof. When they became members of the Asom Gana
not become members of “a political

parishad, they did
of paragraph 2 (2) of the Tenth

party within the meaning
Schedule to the Constitution. I therefore, declare that these

. six members who had been elected as Independents and

subsequently joined the Asom Gana Parishad before 24-2-86
are not subject to the disqualification under paragraph 2 (2)
of the Tenth Schedule and are not guilty of defection as

contemplated by the Tenth Schedule to the Constitution.
Accordingly, the petition is dismissed.

Shri Sarat Chandra Sinha : Mr. Speaker Sir, this is abso-

lutely within your jurisdiction and the Assex bly has nothing

to do. It is practically your jurisdiction,

Shri Suren Medhi (Minis.er)s Sir, 15 members of the

Shri Altaf Hussain Majumdar ¢ Mr. Speaker Sir, I support
the resolution moved by Mr. Basumatary and also fully
endorse the views expressed by him. It is a most justified
case for a resolution brought by the hon. member, that in
a welfare state it is the primary duty of the Govt. to see
that those people who have been made homeless by the
river erosion should be given priority in the matter of settl-
ement of lands.

Whatever it may be, so far as the tri-
bal belts and blocks are concerned, Sir we are not going
to tolerate any encroachment upon the tribal belts and
blocks by the people, whether erosion affected or not.

I am repeating, Sir, we are not going to tolerate encroach-
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ment upon the tribal belts and blocks by the people in
the name of becoming landless due to the erosion cau-
sed by the Brahmaputra river. We want that the pro-
vision of Chapter-X which governs the tribal belts and
blocks should be implemented in its true spirit.

Shri Santi Ranjan Das Gupta s Mr. Speaker, Sir, I beg to
move that this House do hereby resolve that a Minister
so long as he remains a Minister, cannot be a Chairman,
President or Member personally by himself of any Commi-
ttee in the District, Sub-Divisional Bodies or local Bodies,

Colleges, or Schools ; but can nominate a person of his
choice to such Bodies.

Mr. Dy. Speaker, Sir, when this resolution was given
to the Secretariat, at that time, the Budget Speech was not
with us and the decentralisation scheme was also not with
‘us. Therefore, we were not aware of the decentralisation
positions. I would not have moved this resolution, because
there was a convention of the House previously from its
beginning, so far as I remember, subject to correction, that
a Minister, while he remains as Mintster, cannot be a Mem-
ber or president of any school or college or any organi-
sation in any Sub-Division. That was the conveation of
of this august House, Sir. But in the last session, T found
that many Hon’ble Minister have become also Presidents
of schools and colleges and Chairman at all levels. My
personal experience is that whenever a Minister becomes a
Chairman in any Sub-Divisional level or in a Block level
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Committee or any local body, the officers who are engaged
there in that Sub-Division or district or local bodies or
colleges or schools cannot give their free opinion as mem-
bers; The entire proceedings of these bodies are carried
out by the servants of tiie Minister. Other members become
completely defunct and in my opinion, of course, Sir, this is
a way to induct corruption in the administration, Subject to
correction, I have already said, Mr. Dy. Speaker Sir. There-
fore, I feel that when this was the convention, though a
Minister may become a Member of any Body in the sub-
Divisional level, we move such resolution. There was a
certain member of previous Ministry who was President
of certain schools and he is not Minister now, but he is
still continuing as president of school and continuing as pre-
sident of colleges, body of which is already dissolved. But
after moving this resolution, when this decentralisation sch-
eme is given effect to, I think that with the limitation of
this decentralisation scheme, Minister as Chairman of diffe-
rent Sub-Divisional Boards should strictly adhere to the
limited matter like all other bodies in schools and colieges
and other Committees in block levels. A Minister should
not be a Member of the Committees or Chairman himself,
In my opinion, that brings corruption.

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been included in one category. Sir, the Districi level or Sub-

and responsible public leaders should head the committees,
Sometimes it is a practice with Government to make offic-
ers the chairmen or Presidents of the District level or Sub-
Divisional level or Block level committees. Here I find
these things are humaliting to the public representatives,
legislators and Ministers. Sir, the elected public represe-
ntatives, are responsible to the people and whenever
there is a public committee at the district level or Suk-
divisional level the committee should be headed by respon-

sible public leaders, M.L.A, or Ministers or ex-Ministers

irrespective of their party affiliation. Here I would like to

give a concrete example and [ hope the new Government

should not be very formal that in all district level and
Sub-divisional level committees they should appoint only
their party members as president or chairmen of the com-
mittees. For instance, I would like to give a concrete
example. In Dhubri district we have district level committees
where if man elderly man like Shri Sarat Chandra Sinha
are chosen for appointment as Chairman or president in such
committees we shall be immensely benefited. He has cnough
experience of administration. In such committees if a youn-
ger man by virtue of being a Cabinet Minister becomes the
president I do not thing that would be very fair.

This will be an insult to the public representat-
ives. From this point of view oppose the resolution. I would
feel like ~ supporting the deci:ion of tha Government partly
that Ministers should be made the presidents of the commni-
ttees, but with the relaxation that wherever in some district
or Sub-division there is no Minister, and even if there are
Ministers, this relaxation that some senior and elderly per-
sons and representatives of the p o;le although they do not
. belong to the ruling party, may be allowed fo head such

committees.

Sir, here another category of bodies like colleges and
schools ~ has been included. These are not admiaistrative
bodies like district level or Sub-divisional level committees.
These are educational iastitution which should be mana-
ged by the managing committees formed of educationist,
general public leadzrs and others for the uplift of education.
In such committee, there is no harm to appoint responsible
- public leaders interested in education, as president of the
committees, My submission is that there should not be
any hard and fast rule in such matters of the two categories
of organisations one is administrative body conunected with
development work of the Government and the other is edu-
cational institutions and thes responsibillity is comletely
different, Therefore both the categories shouli not be
covered by the same type of rule. Here I feel public
leaders may become president. If a Minister is there, there is
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no harm if he is made the President of the Governing body
as he might have developed the school or college for many
years, He might be  the founder teacher of the instiiution.
So there should. not be any bar for him to become pre-
sident of such institution as because he is a Minister to day,
My main submission is that there should not be any hard
and fast rule but we should be guided by reasons and

conscience.

Shri Binai Khungur Basumatari : Honourabtle Mr. Speaker, sir,
this is a ticklish issue b_ut even then I would lika to support
it because the Hon’ble friend has sought here by this resol-
ution something which is binding on the Govt. The const-
ruction of the sentence, as we have seen in this resolution,
clearly indicates the huge backlog of employment in the
Govt. services which the Scheduled Castes and Scheduled
Tribes are entitled under the Constitution and seeks cleara-
nce of the backlog in regard to employment in the Govt.
services by the people from the scheduled castes and Scheduled

Tribes and other backward classes. Sir, I was fortunate to
Le associated with the passage of the Bill of this August
House during 1978-79 when we found that Janata Govt.

was in power. Now, sir, [ will explain the postion. Out of
tie reservation of 10% of the Plain Tribes and 59, of the
Hiil Tribes merely 4.5% for Plain Tribes were honoured ang -
less than 1% was honoured tor the Hill Tribes. Sir, today
the ratio of this constitutional commitment was increassed
to 6.5% for the Plain Tribes and 2.5%, for the Hill Tribes.
So, it is apparent that the plain-tribes are due to get ano- -
ther 4.5% 1.5% for hill-tribes, which the Govt. is yet to
admit. Now, sir, when this ministry was about a month

old, some sort of misunderstanding was created by some
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statement made by the Hon’ble Leader of the House which
was interpreted by some of our tribal people that the A.G.P.
Government [is trying to scrap the resevation quota.
Fortunately, sir, the Leader of the House had clarified it,
Now, the bill, that was referred to and passed by this House,
categorically points out that the placement of vacancies and

upgradation of posts etc., in the Govt. Services should be

filled in this principle and according to this principle the
first post will go to the Scheduled Castes and the third
one is to go to Scheduled tribes. Whea the vacancies are
more then the first, seventh and eleventh are to go to the
Scheduled-tribes-Hills, But in practice this is not followed.
We have seen when there are 12 vacancies, the tribals
got only 3 posts denying the declaration according to the
constitutional commitment. That means only ose post
will be given to the tribal and remaining 5 vacancies are
for the people belonging to general communities. There-

fore, sir, if there are 12 vacancies, we are given only 2 posts
in place of 3 post. In this wuy, sir, our people are denied
all the facilities and during my tenure of this House I
have seen that several Govts, have come with several com-
mitments saying that constitutional provision will be hon-
oured. But, sir, in actuality when it comes to the procedure
of appointment, these are ignored and our people have been
denied. Now, sir, presently there are lot of vacaacies in
the State and these vancancies have created because of
the creation of the new Sub-divisions and Distr.cts. Ths
carlier Govi. have established Central Recruitment com-
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mittees at the District level and I have a very bitter experience
about it in respect of our own Mangaldai District, which
is now known as Darrang District. This now Darrang
District is divided iito Udalguri and Mongoldoi Sub-
divisions, There are -about 200 vacancies' in Mangaldai
Sub-division and 166 vacanci s for Udalguri Suddivision,
The position today is that most of the candidates selected
for Mangaldai Subdivision had been employed and many
candidates selected for Mangaldai Subdivision have been
placed to Udalguri and out of 166 vacancies for Udalguri
66 vacancies Hldve gone to the candidates belonging to
Udalguri Subdivision and thercby about 100 posts have
been denied to the people of Udalguri Subdivision, ang

now we hear that this selectcd list will expire and there by
it leads us to believe that the people sclected from Udalguri
will be denied the jobs in the Administrative departmnents
created at Udalguri and Mangeldoi. Therefore, sir, it s
appropriate that our hon. member Shri Basumatary havye
moved this Resolution and we support this, We have g,
alternative but to support, because, we have found Sir, in
the Constitution, in the matter of tribals, although it is
absolutely clear, it is denied to them. Under Article 46
which is one of the Directive principle of the State polici:s
says that the Government should look

after the interest of

the weaker section of the society and the keeping with

uadertiks1 to
meet the constitutional commitmznts of the tribal people.

U Ifit is there absolutely clear, we have seen that this provi-
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sion is not honoured and ttere has been violation of this
provision by not accepting the commitments, Therefor,
Sir, these tribal people are there everywhere in the country
as has been told by one hon. member, ;not only in Gujrat,
It is in Assam we are not happy. Sir, bere is a new Govern-
ment. we want to tell this new Government that ip the
matters of job also we are not happy, and I am sure, all
the tribal members of this august House agree with thig
Resolution, In the Treasury Benches, members have opposed
this. Thave even said that this is not appropriate. We
still say that they donot oppose this Resolution. This resolition
is appropriate and because we are weak, we belong to ,

weaker section of the people we have no other means of
getting justice. Therefore, itis our only chance in this

House to  voice our feelings therefore Sir, we again say
that we are very very uabaypy and we hope that this House
will accept this Resolution and the Govt, will stick to also
the Constitutions commitments imposed upon them.
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Shri Charan Narzary ¢ Hon’ble Mr. Speker, Sir, For we the
tribal members of the august House the resolution moved
by hon’ble Shri Amritlal Basumatary is a good peace of
discussion. It is not the question of who has moved the
resolution, whether it has been moved by a member of the
opposition bench or the treasury bench. It is not the que-
stion. We have to look at it from the view point of our
constitutional position. That is why as there is cent percent
agreement with regard to the huge backlog due to the sched-
uled tribes and scheduled castes in respect of employment
in the State, I fully endorse this resolution and I think
there should be a consensus among the hon’ble members
representing various political parties including the treasury
bench. We should not argue for the sake of argument
we should not oppose only for the sake of opposition beca-
use it such a vital matter which affects the scheduled tribe
and scheduled castes people. It also affectes the Govt.
There is no harm in adopting such a resolution in the House
of Parliament that on occasions, motions or resolutions moved
by the opposition members are also adopted after arriving
at a consensns. A motion or a resolution is not turned down
on all occasions by the treasury benches only on the ground
that the resolution was moved by a member of some mem-
ber of the opposition. Sometimes the resolution brought in
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by the opposition members is also accepted in the House.
This resolution does not relate to any fresh demand for the
scheduled tribes and the scheduled castes. The provisions
are already there and it is binding on the Government
constitutionally that the Govt. have to implement the rese-
rvation quota in view of the constitutional provisions provided
for the scheduled tribes and scheduled castes. Even the
State Govt, of Assam made a legislation guaranteeing the
reservation of jobs for the scheduled tribes and the scheduled
castes. Now the complaint is that though job reservation
Act is there, constitutional guarantces are there, they are
not implemented in reality as has been pointed out by hop?
ble member Shri B, K. Basumatari Although there is no
dearth of scheduled tribe and scheduled caste candidates
for various jobs, the quota is never fulfilled. It ig very
strange indeed when there is no dearth of candidates, dege.
rving candidates for various jobs, how is it that the reserved
quota was never fulfilled. But unfortunately for wus it hag
happened, it is happening and I am afraid, Sir, it wi)
continue to happen for many more year to come. Whep
there will be a full stop to it I do not know because every-

 thing depend on those who are entrusted with the respon-

sibility of giving employment to the scheduled tribe and
scheduled caste people. It largely depends on the mental
make up of those who have to implement it, The provisi-
ons of reservation Act could not be implemented have not
been implemented only because of the lack of sincerety,
only because of adverse apathetic mental attitude towards
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those people; What happens, Sir, in the subdivisions or
district headquarters whenever any vacancy occurs, which
should be filled in by a scheduled tribe or scheduled caste
candidate, without knowledge of the people concerned
sorneone is transferred.
