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Voting on Demands For Grants
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Shri Binoy Khungur Basumatari : Mr Speaker Sir, you are aware,
education has a special importance, it touches all of us apd
yesterday we had seen the performance of our tribal mem-
bers of this August House, I am very much grateful that
this Housc had listen to them. 1 am also very gratefu]
because I have been observing since yesterday the Hon’ble
Education Minister has been wearing Boro scurf on his neck
and I am very happy, way be that is a sign of his Xkind-
ness to our tribal people. But Sir, we had expected a lot
of improvement under his leadership on the allocation of the
budgetary funds under this Deptt of Education. Sir, out of
the annual total allocation of about 500 crores of rupees
more than half of it, ie. 260 crores of rupees are ear-marked
for this Education Deptt. Out of the total . 500 crores of
rupees, per capita allocation for general budget is  ahout
Es 250. 00. But if we take into consideration the Tribal
Sub-Plan ailocation, we find that allocation for every
tribals is only Rs 30 per head Similarly. Sic, If you go

through  this allocation for  th:  Education Department
out of 260 crores, I am afraid Sir, only to the tune of
approximately 8§ crores have been provided for Tribal Sub
Plan, If there is a population of I1% of tribal in the
state 1 think it would have been reasonable if 11 9 of

the allocation of the total budget have been provided under
the tribal Sub-plan it would have done minimum justice 1o

/
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the tribal, For such haphazard plan there is a great imbalance.
For instance, in my district, there are only two colleges for
a population of about 5 lakhs of people and there are
hardly about 5 Higher Secondary School for a population
of 5 lukhs of people, whereas in Upper Assam or in Kamrup
District; I think the number of Schools and colleges are
much more and that indicates the concentration of éducation in
developed areas only, Now, Sir if = this goverament really
wishes to look after the well being of the {tmbal people,
then I would request for more funds for the tribal education
in the tribal areas. Sir, I would also like to mention that
the government will also have to initiatc certain measures.
For instance Mr. Narzary, an hon’ble membcrs has said
about this Bodo as -major Indian language. But I would
like to imprové upon his stand.’ Because. Sir, even to-day
there is fiot a full section or a full course for Bodo lang-
uage in Gauhati and Dibrugarh Universities and till a full
course in Bodo language is introduced in the University
level, we will not have any “person capable of teaching
the Rcdo linguage in the college in Assam as a major
Indian language. So till that stage arrives, the University
haé probably started an one year Diploma course and in

this one year Diploma course students from any stream
has been accepted particularly’ those who belong to the

godo community. Tt is a'stop gap measurs. So, Sic tll a
full course in~Major Indian Larnguage in Bodo is introduced,
we wiil have 1o —arfange some stop gap arrangement and
that' will be Timited’to 2°or 3  years i, e. till- ‘they - attain
full degree in Bodo language. - Till that is doﬁe, the provision

or rules “for appbinting lecturers in Bodo MIL must be realised.
‘Whea the Gauhati University was Started there was some process

of linguistic development of th: Assamese language. I think it

will he just on the part of the Assamese leadership to allow us to
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follow their foot step. Now, Sir, with regard to the circular which
Mr. Altaf Hussain Majumdar has referred. This circular is a very
fmart way of expressing the policy of the government. This
circular is with regard to the syllabus in the Secondary Schools,
This circular tries to enforcz a syllabus which has stated

that Assamese would be the 3rd language for the Bodo medjum
students. But whereas the present state of the situation of

the Bodo is that the Bodo stndents should be allowed to study

in Bodo, English and Hindi and Assamese will be allowed to
have as an clective subject on a spontaneous measures without

taking into consideration whether they pass or fail in the Annu-
ual Examipation. This spontaneous measure which is accepted
by the Bodos and as a rcsult of which a friendship amongst
the Bodos and Assamese now is continuing. So that is the
status quo position. Th: other day I requested that there should
be a promise that status quo should be maintained and the

sentiment of the Bodo people should not be charged with the
enforcement of the syllabus. Therefore, Sir, T would request

that this circular which has already created a lot of mjsunder-
standing should be withdrawn. Now, Sir, the last government
have instituted the Council for Higher Education and after that
the Council has acted in a manner which the Council was
not supposed to have done. Therefore, Sir, the Council went
against the wishes of the government. The government decided
that certain number of High Schools should be upgraded to
Higher Secondary Schools and as a result there was a shortage
of teachers in Higher Secondary Schools. Because the Dibrugarh
and Gaubati Universities have failed to provide teachers with
requisite qualifications. Now this decision of the government
should be withdrawn. The Council has failed to appoint teachers
and upgraded Higher Secondary Schools should be downgraded

agai n due to failur: of teaching staff by ihe Council, Therefore,
Sir in actual position the Council has gone against the wishes

H
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of 'the government. Now, Sir if this government also wishes
to ‘work jointly along with the Council T think the act for the
Higher Secondary Council should be amended. Otherwise

there will always be a conflict between the Council and the
government. Sir, I do not wish to lengthen my discussion on

' the budget. But I would request again that for maintenance

of peace and tranquility amongst various ethnic groups this
circular should be withdrawn. With this, Sir, I would conclude.

On Education sufficient
discassions have taken place and many suggestions have been
offered on this subject. 1 wish to place certain other sugges-
tions, As regards supply of books and dress I will say thag
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supply of books is no ‘doubt encouraging thing because every
‘'student will get the benefit of ‘having books which are not
-available generally sometimes in market also, So if the sovern—
‘ment supplies books it will be a great help to the students
‘community as a whole. But there is another problem that is
misappropriation of money. It is not known whether ready
made dress or cloth will be supplied. If ready made dress
is supplied, it will not fit on the body of all and if cloth
is supplied, there will be misuse both in terms of e¢loth .and
tailoring money. So, sir, these are the things to be taken
into consideration. As regards the supply of dress, many of
my Hon’ble Friends have already ' spoken a preat deal. 1In
Support of their contention. 1 would also like to peint out
that many stvdents cannot go to schools for want of dress.
Sir, the tich and the affiuent guardians and parents can very
well send their children with proper dress and other essen-
tial items. But in oencral our poor parents are unable to
provide the dress etc., to their children. Those affluent people
'tan be singled out, Sir, as we know, various committees have
been formed by the Govt. from time to time and those com-
mittees have submitted various recommendations regarding the
Supply of dress and other essential materials io the students,
I would request the mew Gowvt. to examine thoSe recommen-
dations and provide dress etc. to the students accordingly.
It is necessary to see that the money which will be saved
from those items may be utilised for the improvement
of the School Buildings and, also to make  available
the essential materials like blackboards and maps.  Sir,
it has been noticed in the past thatin many Schools damaged
materials are supplied by some firms in collaboration with
the department and misused huge amount of public money.
Therefore, sir, my submission to the new Govt. to put a
check in all these things. The Hon’ble Minister has made 3
provision of Rs. 45,000/~ for the construction of Primary
Schools building. But I think this amount is inadequate jn
view of rise in prices of building materials. T would, there-
fore, like to draw the attention of the Hon’ble Minister to
ephance the amount. Then, sir, in many Schools. I have found
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that both the tcachers and students do not attend the

from days together and it

is nobody’s concern,. Teachers do

not uOtth ‘whether stadents are eOmng or atte nding the:

Schools ‘or not as téachers themselves remain._absent . very

frequently. ' There are departmental officers, and - they are-

‘requ}red to' go for. regular imspection but I wonder  whether

they are going for inspection or mot. Sir, the Sub-Tnspectors:
are also included in the managmng commtttees of .the S"chools
but they never attend the meetings and whatever granits
provided arc misused, Sir,. I . think the new Geovt. * will gee

that the existing eonditio\n' of these schools is irhproved end

are

grants- are properly utifised. It Has been Brought i." our notice
that about 25% of ‘the grants are to be paid to the office
before they are rcleased and the resis are misued. Theérefore,
sir, my submission to the new Govt. is 10 put an "end to
this J;ort of ecorruption. Simifarly, corruption is also noticed
in M. E. and H. E. Schools in different areas. 8ir, as we al}
know, in the “education department corruption is rampantrand
it'is the highest where there is no limit. Then, sir, certain
M. E. Schools, which were to have been provincialised, may
now-be providcialised' and teachers should be appointed with
proper ‘Pay-seales. I think the Govt. will give proper aiten-
tion to this aspect also. Now, I would like to mention about
the ‘Ianguage policy _o.f the Govt. Of course, many Hon’ble

. Friends have already spoken about it, Sir, as we all know.

the Govt. has issued instructions abeut the Assamese Language

to be ‘made compulsory im the Scheool from certain levels.

‘In this connection I would Iike to mention here . that Ian-

ghage policy - of the Govt, has crea;ed problems in the past
and if we do not proceed carefully in this respect, then it
is likely to create law and order problem in the State.

So, I drew the attention of the Hoa'ble Education Minister
ito this side that while the Education Minisiry will be giving
smoney for development of education and efficiency in educa-
tion, at the same time there must be proper ocontrol and
check Wihether the money is properly wutilised.

P am making all these suggestions to hint so that Ke can devise
ways and means for the development of education.

Again, Sir, while job-oriented education is necessary, charac-
ter building is also necessary. what our couniry as a whole needs
now is character building education. On that side afso I request
the Education Minister to give his dae consideration, btecause
unless character is built properly from' earfier life, boys and girls
grown up cannot become proper and good citizens. Therefore cha-
racter building education s & must and it is a NeCessity.

Ir Indiz the concept and objective of education as Puranas,
Upanishads and Bhagbat Gita preached was character building,,
The philosophy of educatiom was to build character to make the
people useful citizens.
