" The second nominee is Dr. Zehurul Haque, Joint

Director of Health Services since May/85. There are
also certain allegations against Dr. Z. Haque and the
same were referred to State Vigilance Commissioner for
a thorough inquiry and report.

Dr. A.C. Patowary Professor & Head of Deptt. of
SPM Gauhati Medical College, Gauhati is the third
nominee and is an eminent physical of repute with
good administrative and teaching experience. Govt. there-
fore, pending clearance of the above two cases against
the first two nominee, decided to put Dr. Patowary in
full charge of the post of DHS in addition to his own
duties purely on temporary basis until further orders.

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Shri Sarat Chandra Sinha: There is a point Sir.
Whenever a member puts a <uestion, it should not be
taken that he has done it on behalf of a particular
person. We have observed everyday the -discency and
dignity of the House is being eroded.

Shri A.F. Golam Osmani: This will set up a very
dangerous precedence. It is against the precedence of
this House. In Parliament even the Supreme Court
affairs 'were discussed, The hon. Minister has replied
that a particular officer has committed certain irregularities
-now we have the right to know the nature of those
allegations.  Whether he has been charge-shected and on
what points he has been <charge-sheeted - we have the
right to know. : :

Shri Charan Narzary : We have the right to know
the nature of the allegations against these officers - other-

~wise this is a breach of privilege.

Shri Surendra - Nath Medhi (Minister)— Sir. I request
the hon’ble members to go through Rule 279A. 1t is
‘No allegation of a defamatory or incriminatory nature
shall be made by a member against any person unjess
the member has given previous intimation to the Speaker
and also to the Minister concerned so that the Minister
may be able to make an investigation into the matter
for the purpose of a reply:’ Therefore, there is no
allegation made by any member. No notice has been
given to the Minister or the Speaker,

Shri A.H. Mazumwrdar — I request’ the hon'ble Speaker
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to. go through the Rule quoted by the Minister because
the Rule said something else. Hon’ble Minister said the

third in the list has been allowed to take over charge
because certain allegations are there against the first and

second. This House has every right to know what are
those allegations. This right is there in Parliament and

in every House of the States.

Mr. Speaker — I want to know from the hon’ble Law
Minister whether the Vigilance Commission is a court
of law.

Shri Surendra Nath Medhi (Minister) — Vigilance
Commission is quasi - judicial in my opinion.

Shri A.F. Golam Osmani — Even the charge sheet

in the Ram Swaroop case was discussed in Parliament
and nobody said that it is out of jurisdiction.

or statutory authority performing any judicial or quasi-
judicial functions or any commission or court of enquiry
appointed to enquire into or investigate any matter but
may refer to matters concerned with procedure or subject
or stage of enquiry, if it is not likely to prejudice the
consideration of the matter by the tribunal or commission

or court of enquiry.’

FOR GRANTS
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Shri Sheikh Saman Ali : Mr. Speaker sir, 1 beg to
move that the provision of Rs. 2,70.00,000 under Supple-
mentary Demands for Grant No. 11 in respect of “Trans-
port Services” at pages 1—2 of the Supplementary De-
- mands reduced by Rs. 100.00 ie. the amount of the
whole Supplementary Demand of Rs. 270 09,000 do stand

reduced by Rs. 100.00.
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Shri Silvius Condpan ¢ Mr. Speaker Sir, in support of

the cut-motion I would like to make some observations on
this particular supplementary demand. Sir, I have noted
that the Transport Department has come forward for an
additional amount of 2.70 crorcs for revised allocation
in connection with city bus services. [t is rearly very

‘encouraging that steps have been taken for improve-

ment of the bus services. Sir, We do not hasitate to
pass this very supplementary demand. But, Sir, how this
will be spenty We have experience in driving in the city
buses. What we have scen is that the conductors do
not cautiously collect the fares. I have seen from my
own experience fares are 1ot properly collected. It is
good that the Govt. will place some more city buses in-
some morc routes. But Sir, Govt. will have to see that
the buses giving services earn Teveitue. The Transport
Deptt must provide city buses with adeqguate staff and to
sec that there is no leakage in the city bus services, at-
least there should not be any leakage in collection of
tovenue. Ido not find the conductors are.very serious
in collecting the fare. Even though the fare is collected
tickets are not properly given. From my own experience
while T travelled from Panbazar to Dispur, I paid Rs. 2.00
and Iwas returned .75 paise. I tried to read in the slip
of paper given to me. There was nothing written how
much was taken from me. Istarted doubting ~whether
this money will go to the exchequer of the Govt. Sir
my single experience may be very smcall; but every day
this is happening. But if everyday it is happening what
will happen, Sir ? How they will improve ? This IHouse
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is ready to pass the grant as sought for. Butif the
Department is not careful what will happeny It is a
commercial department. It must have an earning motive.
If the employces think that either the Corporation or the
Department will get the revenue by way of fare etc, or
does not get, it matters little then as their service is secured
and they will get the monthly salary. If that is the attitude,
it is very dangerous and the State will suffer heavy
financial losses. Every 'year we vote for huge amount
of money from the public exchequer for the transport
department. I would request the Transport Department
through you that they wiil have to be very careful in
selecting persons who will be incharge of the city buses
for collecting fares. They must see that collection of every

paise goes to the corporation.

Then Sir, the condition of the city buses is horrible.
During the rainy season in many buses one will find the
passengers with their good clothes prepared to go to office
or market are not in a position to maintain their clothes
properly because the rain water leaks and they get wet,
So the public is ready to- pay the fare. But the depart-
ment will have to sce that buses are with good condition.
With this observation, Sir, I conclude.

Shri  Ardendhu Kumar Dey: Hon'ble Speaker, Sir,
while moving the cut motion moved by hon’ble member
Shri Sheikh Saman Ali, I want to place before you the
following few facts, Sir, we have already  passed the
Supplementary demand during the month of January.
Again we pass a very big budget or we are going to
pass it during this budget session and again surprisingly
there 1s a Supplementry Demand for transport services,
thete is a .demand for grant of Rs. 2 crores 70 lakhs of
rupees and already there is a demand for grant - of
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several crores of rupees in the budget. There are only
8 days left for the end of March and we do not know
where the miracle will play. How this 2.70 crores will
be spent from tomorrow within the 3lst. March. Sir,
there is a solution. Only that this amount can be spent
if already the amount is sanctioned for the concerning
department— for the concerning projects without the
approval from the hon’ble House. I think there is no
other alternative how the government can spend this
big amournt. Sir, for the improvement of city buses in
Gauhati city Rs. 2 crores have been sanctioned. We
appreciate  But everybody. will feel now that the number
of transport at Gauhati city have been increased in such
a rate that it has become difficult for the people here
to walk on the road or on the foot-path. But alas,
there are some places and I would like to mention about
Lamding where there is no bus service for the last
several years. Only for the last few months, the trans-
port services are utilised by the citizen of Lumding.
But for the last few years we did not have any trans-

“port service at Lumding and the people find it very

difficult to go to Hojai, the Sub-divisional headquarters,
or to Nowgong the district heacquarters. It is also a
fact that the people of Lumding area appealed to the
Transport Department for introduction of transport service,
but we do not know why the minimum requirement of
the transport services could not be extended there. So
while improving the transport service throughout the
whole  State, I would like to request you, Sir that
Lumding should not be deprived of the minimum faci-
lities and I request that transport service should be
immediately implemented at Lumding area. Thank you,
Sil.

Shri Charan Narzary: Hon’ble Mr. Speaker Sir, I
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want to speak a few  words on the Supplementary
Demands under the head ‘Transport Services’. Sir, here
an amount of more than rupees two crores has been

sought by the hon’ble Transport Minister in regard to the

transport in the Gauhati city. 1 do not have any objection
to this demand for supplementary grant and actually this
grant has been sought to regularise the expenditure
already incurrcd by the government. Though it is not
written, it is implied. Now, Sir why only Gauhati city ?
There are many other smaller towns, district headcuar-
ters, Sub-divisional headquarters, where there is urgent
need to increase the services of the city buses and
this point has not been taken into  consideration.
Particularly in the district head uarters or Sub-divisional
headquarters or backward - districts the people are
facing the difficulty. There is dearth of transport faci-
lities and as we know very often most of the public
buses are requisitioned by the police department and as
a result the people have to remrain stranded for hours
together. Even they have to ‘pass nights and days to-
gether for want of transport services. How to cope
with this situation ? That is why 1T only want to

request the hon’ble Transport Minister to take note of |

whis important point so that an adequate provision is
made to provide the backward district headquarters or
sub-divisional or any other towns with sufficient transport
facilitise. This is my submission. Thank you, Sir.
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Shri A.F.G. Osmani:— Hon’ble Mr. Speaker, Sir, I
would like to speak a few words in support of the Cut
Motion on this Supplementary Demand for Grants. Sir,
when we are wearing for the public transportation prob-
lem, T would like to draw the attention of the House
to the fact that Transport Department in other States
have extended facilities to the Hon’ble Members of
their respective House to travel freely throughout the
State. Here additional demands are made to defray the
expenes of the Transport Department and this House

4
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will surely pass the demand. But I would like to
request the Hon’ble Minister, Transport, to see that
the facilities that are enjoyed by the Members of other
States be extended to the members of this House as
well. In this connection, it will not be out of place to
mention that the Hon’ble Members of the Legislative
Assembly are required to perform the duties of omnibus
nature both inside and outside the House and their
total emolument” of salary is below the emolument of
what a primary teacher gets. Mr. Speaker, sir, through
you I would Ilike to request the Hon’ble Minister,
Transport, to extend the similar facilitics to our Hon’ble
Members to move freely throughout the State. = As regards
the demands made by him, I hope this House will

favourably consider the same. With these words, Sir, I

conclude my speech.

Shri Dewan Jainal Abedin :— Mr. Speaker Sir, while
supporting the Cut Motion moved by my friend
Shri Sheikh Samon Ali, T would like to make a few
observations. Sir, I have said on earlier occasions also
that while the private bus owners make good profit
by running buses along the roads of Assam, but we fail
to understand why the buses of the State Transport
Corporation are facing such a huge loss. Sir, I feel that
we should not have any objection of granting this amount
of Rs. 20,70.00 lakhs to the Transport Ministry, but we
should grant the money with a note of caution to the
Ministry. That the Minister should see that this money
is not misused and the money that is got by selling of
tickg:.ts to the passengers comes to the Government
exchequer and not miisused. Here, Sir, I would like to
draw your attention to matter, that of late, we have
seen that All India Public Buses have been plying on
these roads. One thing must be admitted that these private
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bus owners who are plying their buses from very interior
places to Gauhati, they are providing facilities to the
travelling public which the State Transport buses cannot.
I want also to make a demand in this respect. The
demand is that Government should ply as many buses
to as many corners as possible in the Stite by giving
permits to the individual owners and the places where
the Government cannot provide sufficient buses for public
convenience. They should give permits to the private
bus owner for the present. In near future they should
nationalise and provincialise the routes for the convenience
of the people. In this respect, I would like to mention
another two things, that the Government should not
issue short permits. In issuing temporary permits there
is scope open for corruption by the officials. So, the
practice of issuing temporary permits should be stopped -
These permits for two months and three months are
nothing but some floodgates of corruption for some
officers as well as harrasements to the travelling public
and the bus owners. The permits should be for a consi-
derable period of time so that the people of the areas

know about it and the owners of the vehicle so that these.

can be kept in order. Another thing to which Government
should pay their attention. This is as regards the fair
of the private buses. ‘

Sir, the private buses acts in such a way as if they
donot have any concern. about the fair. They demand
fair as they like. As far as the Transport Department
-is concerned, they should not allow this to happen.
They should have some cantrol on them. There should
have some control over the owners of these buses, I
would request the hon. Transport Minister to look into
this matter. To another matter of public concern I
would like to draw the atiention of the Transport
Minister. It is about the non-regularity in Plying of
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the transport buses. They do not run regularly, why
it is so, very often the buses are condemned and
breakdown on the road. It is mainly because .of the
workshops not properly being manned. So far as I
know, given a few questions ro the Assembly on this.
But my questions have not yet come wup. [ wonder,
whether these questions will at all in this session of
the House. To my knowledge there are six workshops
in Assam. These are Divisional Workshops. The Central
Workshop is at Gauhati. It is very astonishing to see
that there is not a Divisional Workshop in -the entire
Lower Assam from Gauhati to Dhubri. At Dhubri there
is one workshop, but it’is not a Divisional workshop.
In this workshop therc is no engineer. This workshop
1s going like this for many years. If this is the condition
of the Transport workshops why there will not be break-
down of vehicles on way. I would like to draw the
attention of the Transport Minister to these things to
see that these are attended to in time so that the people
may have confidence upon the system of transport buses.
Sir, there is another great difficulty faced by the people
of Dhubri and Goalpara district as well as the people of the
Garo Hills district. This is as regards the Ferry ghat over
the river Brahmaputra at Golakganj-Fakiragram. I would
like to give a suggestion in this respect. The two R.P:Ls
which was there previously have been removed and missing.
These missing RPLs should be taken there again to
remove the bottlenecks of this Ferry ghat. With these
few words I conclude.
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Shri Charan Narzary: Sir, a Point of Order. We are
having a good number of Supplementary Demands for
grants.  Should we exhsust the whole of time allotted
on this particular grant i. e. only on transport ? Hon.
members should be given chance to make their obser-
vations on other grants also.

Mr. Speaker — Now I request hon’ble member
Shri Osmani to speak on his cut motion. :
Shri A.F. Golam Osmani ¢— Sir, this cut motion is
brought only to peint out the deficiencies that is being
observed in preparation of the earlier supplementary
demands for grants which were moved in the month of
January. In some heads in the explanatory notes it is
being pointed out that expenses are required for payment
of rent for office accommocation for the period from
Ist October 1985 to 28th February 1986, which could
very vell be covered in the earlier demands discusscd
in January.

Shri Binai Khungur Basumatari — Mr. Speaker, Sir,
I will deal briefly as in supplementary demands we are
supposed to limit out observations particularly to the
points mentioned in explanatory notes. Sir, the additional
amount is required for meeting expenditure on salary,
wages, travel expenses, rent rates and taxes, machinery
and equipment, materials and supplies etc. and for
arrear liabilities for requisition of vehicles for items
shown above asthe budget provision proved inadequate.
Sir, I wish to deal with the second part of the sentence.
It is for arrear liabilities, most of it is for arrear
liabilities and most of the arrear liabilities are for
requisition of vehicles. I remember during the movements

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in the past six years many Crores of rupees were kept
pending on the head of vehicles requisitioned from
private owners and in the last session we were assured
by the Government that all the arrears were cleared.
Therefore, I have my doubts whether all those arrears
were cleared. If it is than why this demand ¢ - How
this additional liability has come? If that be the case,
I will say the Finance Deptt. is not up to date in the
maintenance of accounts. It is only two and half months
and it is said that there is an arrear. Therefore, Sir,
the Finance Department and particularly the Chief
Minister who is in-charge of Finance, he should enquire
whether there is an overlap of the claim, whether there
is duplicity in the claim. Secondly, Sir, the portion
‘budget provision is inadequate’, this itself is a telling
explanation  of the performance of . the Department.
When the Finance Deptt. itself declares that the provision
was inadequate, it means that they do not do their
work properly.  Sir, we bring this to the notice of the
new Government ; we feel that the budgeting should be
correct and we should not come into a situation when

there is repeated demand for supplementary grants.

Sir. there is another point which has come to our
notice.  When the last Assembly was dissolved the Govern-
ment almost came to a stand still. Asa result the officers
were afraid to incur any expenditure and crores of rupzes
are proposed to be surrendered. We want to know the
actual position whether Finance will really do surrerder
such an amount. Of course, some Ministers have <said
in this. House that there will be no surrender. Today
is 22nd and as per Financial Rules the supplementary
demands must be cleared by 25th March. Suppose toda;r

we pass the supplementary demands will the entire amount
be disbursed within the remaining 3 daysy Whether
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we do follow the Financial Rules followed by the Country.
Then of course, at page 7. item No. 10, a sum of Rs. 10
lakhs is sought for “payment for professional and special
services” under Home Guards. Whom are we paying
for professional and special services 3 Have we brought
in some people from a foreign country or some other
States for training our Home Guards ? Have we appointed
some outside State organisation for providing professional
and special services ? What are these 9 - It will enlighten
me to know what special services for which the State
spent some lakhs of rupees ? Whether these professional
and special services are retained in the State or whether
it goes to some other country and other States.

Shri Binoy Khungur Basumatari — Mr Speaker Sir,
on this grant No. 25 we are about to allocate an
additional amount of Rs. 7,81,500.00. The amount -is not
very noticeable, it is quite small. But on the explana-
tory note it says that the amount is required for con-
struction of a new Assam House at Delhi. I have been
to Declhi and found that this building is very nice but
it 1s defective. Sir, there is no fire escape arrangement
in that new Assam House. Sir, in a tragic incident at
Delhi, it is presumed that 90 per cent of the inmates
of the Hotel which had about 700 inmates succumbed to
fire injuries because the Hotel did not have fire escaping
arrungement.  Similarly, Sir, our new Assam House also
does not. have proper fire escape arrangement and
therefore, the Delhi Development Authority have refused
permission to open this new Assam House. That is
very sad. If we stay in that hotel, and if the hotel
catches fire we will have no way of escapping. That
is a very serious problem. So Sir, when we are about
to pass this demand, we like to stipulate on fire escapping
mcasures. which should  be immediatc_iy installed. I also
had a good fortune of meeting the engineer there. I do
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-not want that he should face purishment for this. I
hope this engineer will not be punished because he has
frankly confessed to me. He confessed that the foor
of the kitchen is lower than the water level ard thet
when there is rain, the water of the Iccality will enter
and it will be flooded. Therefore I ask the Government
to keep note of this and they will irstal an additional
water pump to drain. out the water. Sir this a very
funny sort of engineering, which. we are doing. They
have made fool of us. I do not kncw why these people,
who are staying in Delhi did not reject the architechture
of the building 7 Lastly Sir, I had a very infortunate
incidence when I left Assam Fouse on 14th. I wenttio
Assas, House on 3rd at 1-30 P.M. and T left Assam
Bouse on 14th at about 4 o’clock. So Sir, I stayed
there for 11 days. But I was charged for 12 days. 1
refused to accept this. [ did not give them ore days
charge. Sir they said - that there was a new Finance

Officer there. 1 do not know the reason for appointing .

this Finance Officer, in the Assam House. Sir, they
also said that there was a new calander day. I have
not heard of this calander day in the Assam House.
This is completely a new thing. There should be sonie
common norms of calculation of stay days. I do not
know why the other officers do not challarge. Perhaps
ttey do not like to argue with the subordinate officers.
1 do not think this should be thc arrangement. Secondly
Sir, if you go through the bill of the Assam House,

New Delhi, you will find that they charge extra for -

electricity, ¢xtra for linen ectc. What is the harm in
paying this extra charges of Rs. 6 or Rs.7 or Rs.50/?
It is nothing. But I think this require lot of streamlining
of the system. I bring this to the notice of the Govt

Shri A.F. Golam- Osmani =— Hon’bie Speaker, Sir, in
woving this Cut Motion 1 would like to know from
the Govt whether there are standard norms for charging
the occupants of the Guest Houses, because in some
cases we are charged 4 rupees and in some cases 3 rupees
varving perhans from place to place. When Hon’ble members
of this Bouse go to place, the question comes up whether
our financial capacity also increases bacause we expect
to go to Calcutta or wherever we go we are to pay
one rate and when we go to Dhubri we are to pay
another rate. I am raising this issue because I find
that there is a tendency to overlook members of the
Legislative Assembly. This is a soiry state of affairs.
They do not think anything about the members whether
they go from place to place on public interest, whether
they serve the people or not, there is nobody to look out.
Unfortunately amongst ourselves there are people who
think that the members should serve the country even
if they remained hungry, no question of his efficiency
and sacrifice. These things are not looked into. Sir, it
would be a very sorry state of affairs. These things
have developed in course of years in case of those
members of the Legislative Assembly. Nobody bother
about their financial constrain. If the members of the
Legislative Assembly are compelled to serve at a
starving level then there will be loss of honesty.

Sir, in this connection I would like to say about
the hostel. What about our hostel in which we are
living This is a nzw hostel, a very big building is
made. But if the hon’ble members go to the building
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he will find that it is se dirty that it is neot cleaned
even in alternative days. There is no faeilities. Rut about
the old hostel I think some eare is taken but this
orphanage you will find that till today no filter is supplicd
to keep drinking water. So, Sir the money that hias been
cemanded will be spent. But that should be spent for
scme useful purpose. The Assam -House in Delhi was
to be completed in 1983 no matter whether it was being
done by P.W.D and G.A.D. But there is a tendency
on the part of the departments to linger the completion
of this type of projects. It is a serious matter. It also
skows that the departments are not taking proper action
for early completion of the project and Assam House,
Delhi is an example. So I would request that this aspect
of the matter should be looked into. Another point is
why the members of the Legisletive Assenbly should be
charged. So instead of paying by the hoi’btle members
of the Legislative Assembly the charges ean rather be
waived. The hon’ble Minister, Home can very well take
this money but in turn he should pay something to the
members.

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Shri Charan Narzary :— Mr. Speaker Sir, supporting
the Cut Motion I want to speak a few words. Here,
the Supplementary Demands for Grants for education
includes payment of salaries also, possibly, the payment
of salaries to the teachers. I want to draw the pointed
attention of the Government here, that many teachers
have not yet received their monthly salaries in different
districts. I want to cite a specific case which has taken
up with the honourable Education Mirister and with the
Commissioner of Education. In Dhubri district the Bodo
medium M.E. School teachers have not received their
monthly salaries for the last 20 or, 21 months. You
just imagine what a situation is prevailing. There are
instances in other districts also. In the districts of
Goalpara, Sonitpur and in the Sub-division of Udalguri
also. I am citing this specific case of Dhubri district.
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because, the hungry teachess, the striking teachers came
up to the State capital time and again submitting their
representations without any remedy. I can give the nanes
of these unfortunate schools of Dhubri district,- they are
Sildura M.E. School, Manikpur M.E. School, Banardip
M.E. School, Tikai M.E. School, Basbari M.E. Schoo}
and Mangaladhara M.E. School, so on and so forth.
How these unfortunate teachers are living Government
alone knows. This is easily imaginable. So | want to
draw the pointed attention of the FEcucation Minister
whether in these demands for grant of supplementary
demands, the payment of salaries of those teachers are
also included. With these words I submit.

Shri A.F. Golam Osmani :— Hon’ble Speaker, Sir, in
support of this Cut Motion, I would like to refer to
the points made out by Hon’ble Member of the Treasury
Bench about the notes that were made available in
respect of a very small book ‘Kuhipat’. With reference
to that, perhaps, we mean reference to the machinery
that is available presently in tlie State and entrusted
with printing and disiribution of these books. If that
was the state of affairs during the last regime. Sir, dae
to corruption and other things, things that happened
‘with primary books were to be supported by a note
book. This year also, I feel that Rs. 18 crores will he
spent on supply of books - text books and uniforms,
Sir, we met last year and we did not hear this type of
allegation that some schools did get and some did not.
It all depends upon machinery. Simple desire to a new
academic atmosphere . in the State as was ensured by
Hon’ble Minister in his lenthy deliberation yesterday is
not enough. We have to see whether there are instru-
ments to execute these things. If the instruments are
lost.  something will happen to this Rs. 18 crores. I do
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not want to pass aspersion on any one, but there should
not be discrimination. Everybody will appreciate if our
students get free books, free uniforms etc.

Another point, Sir, it is referred to the extent of
corruption that was perpetrated in the fast regime. Sir,
yesterday 1 received a letter which has troubled me
considerably and I want to avail this opportunity to
point out that the present administration should see that
abuses that were done during the last regime should be
set right. Sir, T refer to a particular case. I hope,
Hon'’ble Fducation Minister has already received the main
petition. It refers to one Smt. P. Suklabadya. This case
shown to what extent corruption goes and it is revolting;
sometimes we feel sick. She is obviously of a Scheduled
Cast community. She served in school for last six years
and now we may call it a chance taken. 1 happen to
read it ard to just recapitulate as well as to draw the
attention of the new administration of the State, I want
that it should not continue any more. After putting
six years’ service to that L.P. School and without a
question of absorption in a permanent vacancy, this lady
was deprived, because the MLA did not agree. It is
peculiar. A resolution of Silchar School Board dated
13.8.834 contained an observation that the MLA of that
arca pointed out that as she is not a Govt. employee,
her case cannot be considered for final appointment.
After six year, this typ: of proposition to deprive a person
from a living is unjust. She is already 30. Why a copy
of this letter has been given to me I do not know.
Hon’ble ex-Chief Minister, Shri Sarat Chandra Sinha
might be konwn to' het. He has been given a copy.

She also has given a copy to Shri Joi Nath Sarma, the
chief whip and also the leader of the AGP.

This state of affairs is an insult to all of us. Erastic
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action should be takes against those corrupt people who
can go to that extent and deprive a helpless person from
living. I draw the attention of the Hon’ble Education
Minister to see to this case and at least show to ethers

M. Speaker — Now, hon’ble member Shri B.K. Basu-
matari to speak. ;

Shri Binai Khongur Basumatari — Sir, on this grant
No. 4, we have seen that almost two crores of rupees
that is Rs | crore 74 lakhs will be used to regularise
absence pay, as it appears for the agitation period of
fast six years. We have nothing tO comment on it. But
the next amount that is Rs.35 lakhs 64 thousands is for
a scheme of prevention of blindness. Sir, blindness oceurs due
to malrourishmwent and it occurs mostly at a tender age.
Therefore, the Indian Council of Medical Health, they
have started a school at Madras where in they administer
Drum-stick leaves mixed with pulses (dal) to prevent
child blindness. It is a new discovery and it is an original
Indian discovery. Sir, we want that such schemes should
Be started im Assam but we do not have a clear idea
as to what will be the scheme for prevention of blindness.
Sir, when we are talking about prevention of blincness,
we have to consider the present social position of the
society. Sir, as you know television is a popular medium

today and television as it is sold in Incia are harmful -

to the tender eyes of our children. Sir, in western
countries there is a strict standard in giving the lighting
in a television. The western countries specify that watt
svstem. wattage of a television so strictly that it does
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mnot harm the retina of the children. When in India for
the last two, three years and particularly in Assam fof
a year it has become very popular, we have to consider
that our childrens’s eyes are already damaged by observing
this television. Sir, since this Govt. is new with new
ideas, eitker this Govt. should indicate its wviews or on
its own specify the wattage in television, otherwise the
television that we have in India are mostly of tubes
developed in Korea, it may be of Japanese brand or
Keltron on any other brand, and these tubes are not
manufactured in India and as you know in that country
a rat race is going on and they are not worried about
the health of any country. It is the duty of the House
to ensure that the children of the State do not suffer
from blindness by observing television. Sir, the next
amount that is taken is Rs. 35 lakhs 64 thousands, out
of which Rs. 10 lakhs has already been taken from the
Contingency and Rs. 2 lakhs is required for imple~
mentation of the centrally sponsored scheme for training
of multipurpose workers on the basis of 50¢ 50 share.
Sir, in the last session I think I had vocierously complained
that Rs. 50.00 is paid to the medical workers in the
villages. I do not know whether this amount is required
for that particular cadre of workers.

I have already demanded that their working condition
should be improved and today again I draw the attention
of the Govt. that their condition is taken care of.
Then Sir, the last item (vi), additional amount of Rs.
12,49,000 is required for purchase of additional equipments
and for payment of construction cost of laboratory
building of the Board for implementation of Air
( Prevention and Control ) Act. This is a Department
which is trying to free our atmosphere and waters from
pollution and we have no idea what will be the
specification for freeing the atmosphere over us from
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pollution. Whether any acid rain falls inm Assam, whether

there has been a survey to the effect that acid rain has

fallen in Assam ? It is very impertant Sig, because im
our area we used to produce aburdance of erznges but
now all the erange trees have died and in our fields
there are dead patches where paddy does not grow.
This  believe denotes there is acid rain in Assam.
What method of conmtrolling the pollution and elearing

the atmosphere is taken by the Govt. amd we would be

very happy if our young leader of the House takes us
into confidence and tells wus in detaii what are the
specific burposes for whieh the grants would be used
ard as fo how the Government proposes to clear our
atmosphere from air pollution. Thank you Sir.

Dr, Ardhendu Kumar Dey - Mr. Speaker, Sir, I want
to make a few obseivation on this demand where under
item f a sum of Rs. 23,358,000 under non-plan is scught
to be taken. Again under item (a) I-salaries a total sum
of Rs. 1,75.50,0C0: has been sought for payment to the
employess who were unauthorisedly absent for a period.
{ do not know whether they were the agitators involved
in 6 years’ movement. But what T want to point out
is how many of the employees were involved in the
movement and ‘what amount will be paid to them.
Whether this 1,75,50,000 rupees will be spent for these
employees who were unauthorisedly absent.

Another point I want fo bring to the notice of the
fHon’ble Chief Minister and also to the notice of the
House is about LTC— Leave Travel Corecession. Sir, it
is a very funny thing, Sir, you will find all the employees
who take LTC they peint out in their application that
they will move from Guwahati to Trivandrum, because
this is the longest route in India. Everybody claims on
that route. But I do not know how many of these

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employees actually go to Trivancrum. Those who actually
want to go to Trivandrum or some other places generally
it is found that they are deprived of the facility of LTC.
I applied for this when I was a Senior Medical & Health
Officer and all the formalities were observed.  When I
went to tke Director of Health Services’ Office the dealing
assistant wanted some monzy from me. But I refused
to pay the money and so I wecs deprived of the LTC.
Whenever you go to the Director of Health Services’
Cffice you will find some of employees very busy. But

- as a matter of fact they pret nd to be very busy. When -

any work s entrusted to them they simply ignore it. Our
present Government has declared that they will give the State

a clean and efficient administration. But even then, if
you go to this office now, which can claim second
position in corruption first being Education Department,
you will be disapointed to find them saying— ®ifi @Rsgi

Next I am coming to another point thatis, Centrally
sponsored scheme. Here th: Government India have
communicatee the sanction of an amount of Rs. 35,64,
000 for prevention of visual empalement and control of
blindness. It is a funny thing, Sir. Most probably this
total amount is not given in cash. This may be in kind of
some materials and articles mostly Vitamin ‘A’ solution. Sir,
this Vitamin ‘A’ solution is very essential which prevent

blindness if administered timely. When the boxes contai-
ning the Vitamin “A’ solution reach the outlying hospital and
dispensaries the Medical Officers find either the date
of the solution has already expired or on the verge of
expirv, and the Medical Officers fird it difficult' to
distribute the Vitamin ‘A’ solution. But there will be
pressure from the District office for distribution and

consumption by the patients, and the Medical Officers
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will be asked to furnish the return of distribution of

Vitamin ‘A’ solution. Medical Officers know that more
harm will be done to a patient than good if such expired
dated Vitamin ‘A, solution is given. What they do is
they keep the solution in the store and they show in the
return the issue according to doses.

Next, out of this total sum of Rs. 35,64,000 it is seen
Rs. 1 Jakh has been taken from the Contingency fund.

Here it is not mentioned when the amount was with-
drawn. About Public Health and Water Supply there
are many things. What I want to point out here is
that when the amount was withdrawn from the Con-
tingency fund is not mentioned. If it is before January,
then when the supplementary demand was placed in ths
last Session why it was not brought at that time ¢ Sir,
during the discussion on Budget the Medical Depart-
ment could not be discussed. Therefore, I want to speak
a few words on this Department. I have already said
Sir, after the Education Department if any department
can claim for corruption and inefficienty, itis the Health
Depatrtment which will occupy the second position. RBe-
cause the controlling authority of the Department is the
Secretary, Health and he being an IAS Officer he does
not know and cannot know the ABCD of medicines
and medical profession. What he wants when he does
not understand the subject. That Secretary never cares
to make himself understood from the person who has
knowledge on this subject. Sir, the Medical Association
from time to time claimed that atleast an Under Secretary
should be taken from the medical profession, but I am
sorry that till today their demand has not been fulfilled.
If that demand of the Association could be fulfilled,

I think, the Health Department would become more effi-
cient and geared up. So, I would like to request the Hon.

Lo
Y
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Chief Minister who is in charge of this Department,
through you Sir, to look into this matter ?

Another matter I. want to dwell on in this connection,

which requires Chief Minister’s attention. Sir, there are
two A and B Departments of Health Services, and in the
morning I heared there were talks about promotion in
the Directorate of Health Secrvices. Sir, a person from
Department is to come to occupy a post oOn pro-
motion in the B Department. He was there in the A
Department. Also there isa Department, that is, the
Directorate of Health Education where a person from
the Medical ‘A’ Division side has been placed although
there is scope of promotion in the Medical ‘A’ Department.
These dectors have been passing through several stages
to reach higher stages of promotion: after comple-
tion of his career as Medical & Health Officer, he becomes
a senior Medical & Fealth Officer, from Senior
M. &. H. O. to the post of Addl. Chief M. & H. O,
from that stage to the Chief Mz:dical & Health Officer.
Very few, say five percent of them can reach the level
of Chief Medical & Health Officer, and not even one
percent can come to the level of Joint Director of
Health Services, and evenless than one percent of them
can get a chance to become the Director of Health
Services. So less than 19 chance is only there for one
of them to become a Director, and that too is now
given to some officer of some other Department. Probably
this is because that chair of the Secretary has been
occupied by an I. A.S. Officer who does not know
A, B, C, D. of the profession. I would again request
the Hon. Chief Minister to look after this matter
sympathetically so that inefficiency of the Department can
be removed. The doctors who are serving under Govern-

ment should be given better facilities; otherwise like
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some other States of West Bengal, Bihar or Orissa,

the same thing will happen in Assam when many hospi-
tals and dispensaries will have to run without proper

Medical Officers. A doctor can earn five thousand or
so a month wherever he stays, even in Majuli interior

where I was workirg as a Medijca] Officer for one and
a half years. So if they can earn five thousand rupees
a month staying at any place, why should he come to

serve under the Goverrment’s Medical Department if
better facilities are not made available to them. Due to
this, in some States like West Bengal or Bihar or Orissa
where there are a number of dispenﬁsaries or Medical

Centres running without doctors, the same thing may
also happen here in Assam if timely action is not taken.
I would therefore like to warn the Medical Depaitment
through you Sir, that they should be cautions enough
in the matter of facilities to Medical Officers so that

such a situation is not created here in Assam. Thank
you.
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Shri A. F. Golam Osmani: Mr. Hon’ble Speaker
Sir, not to speak of the technical aspect of the thing.
I would like to say that this is disturbing lot of people.
Sir, in course of Question Hour I wanted to raise that
question but as the subject of this was against the
particular question. I sat down. This is the practice of
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Govt. doctors who are _employed in various medical

colleges or others. Sir; this has rather created a pecu:-

SHAG pr@b—lem As a doetor, it i3~ quite nice that the

Govt. doctors are not to go for private practice. Then

Sir, it envisage a state: of affairs because an individual
might have to call for a doctor for comsultation to his
residence because of his speciality. Sir, things as they
are some times we do feel the necessity of calling a
doctor knowing his expertise in a parllcular department
though ke is engaged by government in some Medical
College- or hospital. But because of this contradietion it
is observed that sometimes the doctors are alse hesi-
tant. All people are not bad and all doctors are also
not free from conseious. Sometimes they also feel this
type of problem that whether to respond the call or to
obey the rules of prohibition. In the western cguntrles;
medical facilities are taken to a level where this type
of thing never comes up. A patient constantly goes to
the hospital and avail the medical treatment. That faci-
lity is there. So, I would request the hon’ble Chief
Minister to consalt the doctors what they think about
it. There should Be a pregmatic approach to this
problem and the government should look into that.
There is another very important aspect. We have
observed that the production of doctors is not commen-
surate with the production of pharmacists. This fact
will be amply demonstrated if we look to the training
facilities now available to the State to brihg out phar-
macists. Sir, Pharmacists are very necessary. But to
what proportion ? Somebody will have to find it out.

The needs of hospitals are there and to what extent
they need Pharmacist is to be ascertained. Perhaps
that study was not made. Wherever we go we hear the
constant complaints that hospitals are without Pharma-

s
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cists. Only the Dibrugarh Medical College has got a
course of study in the subject. These are the pregmatic
question which is to be tackled- at certain level. So I
would request the hon’ble Chief Minister that he should
examine this aspect of the matter. Recently the Pharmacists

Association has submitted a memorandum to the hon’i?le
Chief Minister with a copy to us about their service
conditions. This may also kindly be looked into. Now

what about village Fealth Visitors. Whether they are
going to retain this type of service. It was assumed that
this type of Health Visitors will go to a Primary Health
Centre at the village level and it was said that this
type of experiment was very successful in China. Sir,
suppose a doctor after examining a patient, prescribes

20 injections. Then the question will come who will
push the injection. If the poor villager has to go to

‘a doctor to get this 20 injections you can very well

visualise the amount of economic hardship that - the
patient will have to bear. So at certain level there
has to be Health Visitor who can tackle this problem.-
I would request the Hor’ble Chief Minister to look

into this aspect also. Incidentally and fortunately for the
State that the head of the State is dealing with the

subject.

It is a sorry state of affair when have seen a photo-
graph in a local daily paper in connection with the
Jubilee Ceremony of Gauhati Medical College. In that
photograph the sanitary condition was shown in a very
deplorable condition. Whoever you visit a Medical
College or a hospital you will find that the sanitary
arrangement is very poor and there is no main-

tenance. The Medical College and hospital should be
judged from the standard of sanitation. With these few
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words I would request the hon’ble Chief Minister to see
that these are removed. -

The pay and allowances of the Gazetted Officers
are fixed by Accountant General, Assam, in revised
scale of pay in accordance with the provision of Assam

I___;
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Services (Revision of pay) Rule, 1983.

After fixation of their pay and allowances in the

revised scale, the Gazetted Officers draw the anounts
on the basis of the authority issued by the A.G.,
Assam. The exact amount in this regard carnot be

anticipated earlier, unless necessary authorities for drawal
of pay and allowances of the Gazetted Officers are
issued by the A. G., Assam.

The Govt. sanctioned additional dearness allowance
and also increased the enhanced rate of medical allo-
wances (from Rs. 50/- to Rs. 75/-).

Shri Prafulla Kumar Mahanta (Chief Minister): Sir,
I beg to introduce. the Assam Appropriation (No. I1)
Bill, 1986.
(Secretary read out the title of the Bill)

Mr. Speaker :— Now next item.

Shri Prafulla Kumar Mahanta (Cheif Minister) :— Sir,
I beg to move that the Assam Appropriation (No. II)
Bill/1986 taken into consideration.

Mr. Speaker :— Here is a message from Rajbhawan,
February 27, 1986. “Under the provision of Article
207(3) of the Constitution of India, I Bhishma Narain
Sirgk, Governor of Assam, recon m nl that the Assam

Appropriation (No. II) Bill, 1986 be taken up for consi-
deration by the Assam Legislative Assembly”. Bhishma

Naraia Sinzh, Governor of Assam.

Shri Binai Khungur Basumatari :— Mr. Speaker Sir,
we are now, to consider the eppropriation Bill. The
total amount that we arc about to pass through appro-
priation is Rs. 50,51,73,300 and out of this the charged
amount is Rs. 8,61,800 on which we can make no
comments. Now in regard to the appropriation and the
appropriation policy underlying, we have to make obser-
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vations. As we have seen and as is our experience,
this is the second time we have been facing such a
situation when the financial wvear is about tc end a few
days hence. Sirin this appropriation Bill and the budget
that is before us we are to consider it, but before
completing our annual budget for next year these
demands have come and we weie told that decentralisa~
tion of budgetory provisions and actions by the Govt.
will follow. Therefore Sir, it is apparant that the sum
of Rs. 50,51,73,300 even though we are appropriating
today will pass on when the Govit. needs a new proce-
dure of decentralised administration. Sir, in other States

like West Bengal a Secretary is allowed to spend pro-
bably upto Rs. 5 lakhs without any clearance from the
Finance Department. Now, Sir, when the Government
has onunciated the policy of decentralised administration,
it is the duty of this Government to tell us, to take

this House into confidence as to the limit fixed for each
officer. For instance how much a subdivisional officer
under his own authority spend within his sabdivision or
whether in spending such sums he will be allowed a
limit pertaining to one particular department or for
separate departments he will be given separate limits ?
Whether in one financial year a subdivisional officer can
spend say Rs. 50 crores in to or whether he will be
allowed to spend a maximum limit of Rs. 10 lakhs per
department say for five departmentsy And if it is a
decentralised planning then what is the limit given to
the Secretaries¢ And we, as politicians, as puplic repre-
sentatives, we are a little charry of the authorities of
the bureaucrats. We always feel that the bureaucrats
are the elites of the country, they are much better
educated, they have come from a better atmosphere
and they have not followed .the humdrum of life that
we have followed. Therefore, we have a little reservation
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against these bureaucrats, whether they under our very
nose will manage some of tle portions in a way which
cannot be observed by our eyes, which we "will fail to
notice. So, such a situatior, and this is a new experiment
that the Government has cmbarked on, I think - the Govern-
mwent should tell us clcarly what is this decentralised #dminis-
tration. Decentralised administration may mean general
situation of th: State, that isthe law and order situa-
tion. Whether law and order situation will come under the
decentralised administr: tion or by decentralised- adminis-
tration the Govt. means th: entire gamut of administration
mciudmg planning and we are not aware of it. I think the

lead of the' House had called the Deputy Commi- .

ssioners and Subdivisional Officers yesterday. = When a
session is on before tekirg tke officers into confiderce
it would have been more appropriate if the, leader of
the House and Govt. could have told us what they
intend fo 'do because it is new thing, Sir. Seo, before
taking the administrators into confidence it would have
been proper if the Govt could have “taken us into
confidence. What is' done cannot be undone. So, this
is an occasion for us to ask the Government what
they have in mind when they profess decentralised
administration. Now, Sir, in regard to this Appropria-
tion we would like to know whether “this Covt. has
started any new procedures, any mnew fi: aicial proce-
dures. In my experience in the House for tle last
eight years we have always said about this time ard again,
we have repeated it many times that the entire fund
of the State is released between 28th ‘March 2nd April
even by opening the State Banks and Treasuries twenty-
four hours and the previous Govts. have always assured
us that this will not happen this year ~but invariably
this has happened. Now, we ‘want to ‘know what
procedure they have adopted bzfore assuring the House
that they are not going to repeat this happening again.

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Sir, on this Appropriation Bill we can also discuss
some of ‘the -other ~things. I have a personal objection
or rather :point that I want to be clarified from the
Govt. Sir, during this financial year. we are still in
this financial  year, six ITIs were sanctioned and out of
this six ITIs, the entire allocation for establishment of
the TTIs came from the Govt. of India, out of the six
ITIs, one - at Sibsagar, one . at Tinsukia and one at
Kokrajhar these three have been started, whereas there
are three others, one at Udalguri, one at Haflong and
one at Dhubri, we have no sign -of activities regarding
these three ITIs. As far as I have learnt the labour
Department had surrendered Rs. 5 lakhs and 40 thousands
which was allocated for establishment of the remaining
three ITls. Sir, ‘there were many grants that we did
not -put our cut motions because we knew that the time
was short and even if we wanted to have a long dis-
cussion on many of the grants, we have cut short our
discussion.
