strike from 31st March. Sir, I would like to raise the issue
before the House and state that the demands for which this
Garkaptani Sramik Sangha is going to stage this coninuous 1
strike are applicable equally with regard to the whole of

Assam. Sir, in this connection I would like tp point out
one serious irregularity, particularly in the Irrigation Depart-

ment. The irregularity is that the Irrigation Department

usually do not emp oy the 3rd and 4th Grade emplf)-

Master Roll employees and use them in places of Khalasi,

Chowkidar and other 4th grade employees. They indulge in

of employees, they show in their rolls a much higher number
and whenever they employ these employees, say for one week

or 10 days, in a month, they make bills for the whole month
and this money is distributed amongst the corrupt officials
and thereby they misappropriate large amount of Public
money. They also keep these poor employees permanently
in suspense, Sir. So the demands for which these emplo-
yees are agitating, I think they apply to the whole of Assam
and through you, I would like to request the hon’ble Minis-
ter, Irrigation to ensure that the employees who have been
working there as casual labourers or as Master Roll labourers
should be reguarised as Chowkidar, Khalasi, or whatever
it may be on seniority basis and this practice of keeping
irregular Master Roll employees should be stopped and some
rules and regulations should be framed for this. Thank you, Sir.

There are innumerable
Govt, circulars, directives and resolutions adopted from
time to time every year, asking the different depariments
to take effective measures so that the scheduled tribes and
scheduled castes are not deprived of their due share but this

is not being done. As a matter of fact, the Govt. has a
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constitutonal obligation to employ the scheduled tribe and
scheduled caste candidates in Various services according to the
quota fixed for them, but this quota has never been filled
up. Why ? How ¢
( Mr, Speaker vacated the chair and Mr. Deputy Speaker
occupied the Chair

What is the reason ? Yesterday also I said, Mr. Deputy
Speaker Sir, that it is because of the lack of sincerety,

honesty and sympathy of the concerning officers who are
required to do Jnstice to the scheduled tribes and the

cheduled castes. As the Govt, has not been able to
fulfill its constitutional obligation, the State Govt. also
had to enact a law in 1978 which i1s known as
the Ascam Ycheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes Reservy..-
tion of Vacancies in Services and Posts Act 1978. Whether
the provisions of this Act have been implemented p Ican
bluntly say, Sir, in this august House that (ill today provi-
sions of this Act have never been implemented. They are
being implemented rather in flouting the provisions of this
Act,

[ am citing some example how the tribal applicants
are being deprived. Supposing a vacancy is due to occur
in a particular Department—in some particular office, what
is immediately done there ? The officer concerned quietly
harbours some other persons from other place by way of
transfer. When a vacancy occurs at Kokrajhar, which was
supposed to be given to a tribal candidate, that vacancy is
filled up tactfully by way of transfering some one from some
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other place in some other district, and consequently a vaca- 3*
ncy occurs there and this vacancy is, in due course, filled
up by a person who is not a tribal. This is' the way how
the tribals are being deprived of their due shares. This
is one modus operandi and there are other modus operandis
as well. That is why, Sir, I feel that everything entirely
depends on the good will, sympathy, sincerity, honesty and
enthusiasm of those who are sitting at the helm of affairs,
and who are supposed to do some justicc to them 9 This
is not being done, not 10 speak of many other Goyt. Depart-
ments in  various districts. What we have seen here in
the Assembly Sectt. itself ¢ Sir, I think most of the Hon’ble

Members will also agrec with me ; what is the percentage of
grade III and Gr, IV tribal employees here in the Assemmy
Sectt. 9 I have raised this points just to give an idea. I do
not want to elaborate it, Is it the justice done to the tribal
people ? Is it because of the fact that there ijs dearth of
tribal applicant ? Definitely not. Why and how this has
been happening ? This matter is to be looked into.

Sir, because of failure in implementing the Provisions
of reservation Act for the scheduled tribes and scheduled
castes, there is also penal provisisns, The penal provision
under Sec. 7 of the Assam Scheduled Castes and Scheduled
Tribes ( Reservation of Vacancies in Services and Posts )
Act, 1978 says that “Ii an appointing authority makeg an
appointment in contravention of the provisions of Section 4
or Section 5, he shall be punishable with fine which may

extent to one thousand rupees and the State Govt. may also g
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draw up proceedings against the respective Head of the
Department asking for show cause and for further punish-
ment ¢ Provided that nothing contained in this Section shall
apply in relation to an appointmect to any service or post
of which the appoint authority is the Governor. “QOnly in
case of appointment made by the Governor, this penal provi-
sion does not apply.” Officers are responsible for such injustice

done to the tribal and scheduled castes people. It is the
failure of the officers because they do not want to adhere

to the provisions of the Govt. in such particular case. They
do not want to comply with the direct principles of the
Constitution and also the guidelines prescribed by the State
Covt itself. Have the provisions of this penalty been applied
so far 9 The answar is ‘no’. Just to cite an example, in

case any head of Deptt. fails to act adhering to the provision
of this job reservation Act, he is bound to be punished.

Put none has been punished so far. So, how can We
expect any justice.

The new Govt. is there with energetic and broad mind
and imagination. We only hope that concrete steps should
be taken by the Govt. to fill up the back log accumulated
during the last many years. The backlog is already there in
huge quantity, and the proportion of the backlog will be
enlarging. Even during the time of this regime, if the Govt.
fails to take cffective steps to remove this backlog by ful-
filing the quota reserved for Scheduled Tribes and Scheduled
Castes, it will be a sad affair. Sir, these are all sad stories,
Thousands and thousands of tribal boys and girls seeking
Gr. IV jobs are not getting any job. We simply wonder
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what is the remedy, where is the remedy, who is there to
give us remedy ; there is none. Whom should we approach,

where to go, to whom to go ? Isthere anybody to do justice
to these people ? The simple answer is ‘no’. We are wande-

ring in the open. These are serious grievances. Innumerable
Govt. circulars, departmental circulars are there and when-
ever we approached any head of department, may be, he is
an engineer or a Dy.Commissioner or some other officer,
and if we tell them about all this, they have simply ignore
all this as if they donot exist at all ; it is not a matter of their
concern at all. They simply go on ignoring. Also, Sir, most
of the heads of departments appear to be quite in the dark
about all these circulars.

Some-time guidelines are issued by the Home Ministry,
some-time issued by the Chief Secretary and Personnel Deptt.

or TAD Depit.-but nothing is happening and I don’t
believe something will happen also. If the present Govt.

can really do something for giving due justice to the ~sched-
uled tribes, we will appreciate and congratulate them and
let me tell that every good piece of work deserves, congr-
atulations and appreciations, Sir, I don’t want to prolong
my observation every year we have been speaking about
all these without any remedy. This time let us hope that
we will see something good will be delivered. Let us see what

justice we get. With these few words I conclude Sir,

These are the 4 basic principles, on the basis of which we
wanted a solution. Sir, these basic principles have been
accepted and incorporated in the Memorandum of settlement,
Thus our stand has been accepted.

account of this I support them
Sir, the second ground for which I support them is that
for the determination of the foreigners, 1971, 24th March
has been fixed as the date line for all practical purposes.
Those who came still that date will be all regularised as
Indian nationals. Sir, this was also basically our stand and
this has been accepted and incorporated in the Memorandum
of Settlement. So, Sir, we support them and we congratulate
them for accepting what we have advocated. Sir, in the
Memorandum this has however, been recorded in a different
manner. But whatsoever be the manner in which it has been
recorded, the fact is that 1971, 24th March is the date line.

Now, Sir, we are satisfied. Our stand -
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Sir, those who came till that date were divided into two
categories one category is that those who came till 31.12.65
are all regularised by this Memorandum of Settlement. The
second category is that, those who came in between 1.1.66
and 24.3.71, also will be regularised but by posting through
certain processes. First, they will be detected. Second, their
names will be deleted from the existing electoral roll.
Thirdly, their names will be registered as foreigners, but,
lastly, they will be restored in the electoral rolls after a
lapse of 10 years from the date of detection. Sir. these are
the processes by which they intend to make them Indian
Nationals. So, Sir, the total effect of the Accord is that
those who came to Assam till 24th March, 1971 will be all
regularised as Indian nationals. First category has already
been regularised by this Memorandum of Seftlement and the
second category will be regularised oanly after passing through
certain processes, but, then, the fact is that they will all be
regularised. Sir, thus, so far as this date is concerned, we
support the Accord, because this was our stand. Now in
the memorandum we see that two of our stands have fully
been vindicated. One is our stand on the basic principles va
which the Accord has been accomplished. The other is the
date line for the determination of the foreigaers, that is, 24th
March, 1971. Sir, this date line has been accepted. Now,

'Slr, 1 want to get it from the Government. I quite under-

stand that there is certain difficulties on the part of the Govt
to clarify this, I may not press for that as the Govt is

hasitant, The Govt feels embarrassed. I will not certainly
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embarrass the Chief Minister. I will not embarrass the Home >
Minister. Let them not answer. They may not answer. But
we must understand, The people of Aséam must understand'
what the effect of the this Memorandum of Seitlement is.
So, Sir, we are not insisting on any answer, or clarification
from the Govt. They may not give answer, because it would
embarrass them. But we must have an answer. And, we
have had it.

Mr. Speaker ¢ Now, Hon’ble Member Mr. S. C. Sinha will
continue,

Shri Sarat Chandra Sinha : Mr, Speaker, Sir before I resume
the discussion I want to clarify that by the word ‘foreigner’,
1 mean the foreigners as contemplated in the Accord, Sir,
I beg to submit to this House and through this House to the
people of Assam that none of those foreigners who came to
Asam till 24 th March, 1971 will be deported. They will alj
be regularised. That is the met result of the Accord. Sir,).
now, coming to the category of foreigners who came to
Assam between 1.1.66 and 24.3.71, Ishould like to point
it out that these foreigners according to the Accord will be
first detected and then their namess will be rdeleted from
the existing Electoral Roll. And then they will be registered
in the Register of Foreigners and after the Japse of 10 years
from the date of detection, they will be restored in the Elec-
toral Roll. Sir, this is all right. Now, what about their
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rights and liabilities after detection ? The Govrament of
India has amended the laws suitably to accommodate them.
Sir, otherwise, too, we may consider the questions. Say, a
person is holding land in the village and eultivating and
earning his livlihood. Now, if he is detected, what will
happen to him after detection + Will his land be taken away
or will ke be prohibited from ploughing his field and earning
his livlihood ? Sir, as he will not be deported, the respon-
sibility will fall on the utate to feed him, if his means of
livlihood is taken away. What I mean to say is that he will
bz allowed to carry oa his normal ways of life, hiving all
the benefits even if the law was not amended. But there is
no denying the fact that these people will have to live in
uncertainty for an unlimited period of time. So far as detec-
tion is concerned, no time limit has been fixed. He may be
detected now, he may be detected after 10 yeirs, or he may
be detected even in 2lIst Century. And, then during
the period till his detection, he will live as an Indian
citizen. And, say, if he is detected in 21st Century, after
10 years, say 2010 A D. he will be restored in the Electoral
Rolls. These anomalies are there. Then, Sir as 1 have al-
ready mentioned in my Budget speech —when they will be
regularised, and will be citizens after 10 years of the detec-
tion, why should we create this bitterness ? Why should we
create uncertainty in their minds and a feur psychosis y That
is not good. Therefore, as I suggested in the Budget speech,
I think let them be a good citizen and let us see if we could
amend these clauses, so that they are not to go through all
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these unncessary processes. Sir, we want to have peuacs,
prosperity and unity in the State. Sir, these measures will
be just obstacles for achievement of peace prosperity and
unity. This section of the people will remain with us and
will live with us, Why should we create trouble for them
for a certain period ? Why should we humiliate them ?
So, let us not do that. That is what we appealed to the
Government in the Budget speech. I am repeating it here
again, Sir, we have objection to this method of treatment
to this category of the people. We have found that the
other measures which relate to the existing legal provisions
are more or less acceptable. Sir, let me now go to the specific
points. Sir, the sub-clauses 1to 6—of clause 5, have already

been dealt with. These are other two Sub-clauses., One of

thes is that all persons who were expelled earlier but have
since returned illegally to Assam shall be expelled, That
is alright. As they have already been expelled, there
cannot be any objection. The other Sub-clause provides
that the foreigners who came to Assam on or after
March 25, 1971 shall be detected, deleted and expelled in

accordance with law, Law has already been passed to deal

with this group of foreigners who came after 24th March,
1971. The law was passed in 1983. That law will take care

of them. When there is law to deal with it, we cannot object
to it.

Then Sir, coming to the constitutional safeguard for
the people of Assam, we find that the Constitutional, legisla-
tive and administrative safeguards, as may be appropriate,
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shall be provided to protect, preserve and promote the
cultural, social and linguistic heritage of the Assamese people.

Now, Sir, a new question has arisen. Who are the
Assamese ¢ Earlier, the question was. Who are the forei-
gners ; That has now been answered by the Accord. The
Accord has not tackled the questin ; Who are the Assa-

mese ¢ That question has been answered by the Hon’ble
Chief Minister in his stitemeiit. If we have understood it
correctly, he has given the connotation of the Assamese like
this: If I understand it correctly, then, Sir, this clause is
alright,

Now, coming to the next clause—economic develop-
ment. We all agree that there should be economic develop-

ment and this clause has been rightly inserted is the Accord.,

Sir, coming to the other clause, say, Citizenship Act,
the Government of India will deal with the question of citi-
zenship. It is alright. As a matter, of fact it is the
responsibility of the Govt, of India. The Government of India

had authorised the State Governments and now if the Govern-

» ment of India want to withdraw the authorisation and want

to deal with it themeselves, it is alright. We cannot object
to it.

Then the question of fencing. Sir, it is not only a

question of merely ercetting fencing, it is the question of
security arrangements in international border. Many ques-

tions are involved there—say, development of roads—border
roads. Then the question of adequate patrolling both land
and river and all other matters are all indeed very important.
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All these proposals are welcome. But as [have said, not on
tae floor of theiHouse but outside the House, that fencing
is a difficult task. It is “indeed a difficult proposition too.
Sir, you can have it on the Goalpara side ; but how to have
it in the Karimganj Border in the Kushiara river of the
international border. These difficulties are there, But, any-

way, if it can be done, it is alright. Asa matter of fact, we
also proposed as far back as in 1964 that there should be
fencing ; but as time passed on, we have now seen that it
has b:come a very difficult preposition. How'ever, there
cannot be any difficulty, if he Government want it. If the
Goverament want it, Government can do it. But I have said
that there are difficulties.

Taen Sir, coming to the problems like prevention of
encroachment and eviction from the tribal belt, Govt. land
and forest lani, we find that to deal with all these, there
are lezal provisions. Nobody can eicroach upon land in
the tribal belt. As no body can encroach upon the Govern-
ment Khas land ; but inspite of the legal provisions, there
have been croachers. Oviously, these will have to bs dealt
with according to the law. Whether it is the question of
eviction fron the tribal belt, or Government khas land, there
are definite laws. But in:pite of such law, fhere have been
heavy encroachments. Wiaen by the clause 10 encroachments
have bsen proposed t) be removed, we cannot object to it.
But, as I have said earlier, by merely removing the encro-
chers, probably it will be difficult for us to keep the Govern-
ment land or the forestland free from encroacment. Sir,
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we, may remove the encroachers, but there will be encroach-
ments again, because these people who earn their livelihood
from land cannot live without land ; so they will always be
in search of land and will come to forest or Govern-
ment khas land even after eviction. Sir, yesterday, the
Hon’ble Revenue Minister has rightly said that not only
Brahmaputra, but there are hundreds of tributaries causing
erosion and rendering people homeless and landless. It is
really difficult for the Government to find out land for all
of them—we fully agree with the Hon’ble Revenue Minister.
We all agreed with him, when he said that some arrange-
ments would have to be made, if not for all, at least,

for those who needed most. Sir, when we know that it
will not be possible to find alternative land for all, there

should be endeavour to fiad as much land as possible before
we evict the people. Some arrangements will have to be
made. I say this not in the interest of those people who
hive encroached the land, but in the interest of the Govern-
ment khas land, reserved land in the tribal belt and block.
Unless some alternative arrangement is made, they are bound
to come again and again and encroach upon the Government
land or the forest land. Sir, the problem is very ticklish, and
very difficult, yet the Government will have to tackle it in
a scientific manner, so that thereis no harassment of any
secticns of the people.

Sir, there is another clause providing that the foreig-

ners cannot acquire land. This is existing law, They cannot
acquire land. Then, the clause 12 provides that death and
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birth certificates should be maintained. We certainly support

all these measures. But, while supporting these measures
we want that the Government should be very very careful
in implementing the Accord, s> that there may not be any
misunderstanding among the different sections of the people.
Mr. Deputy Speaker, Sir, why I wanted an answer from the
Govt. because there should not be any illusion among one
section “of the people and a fear-psychosis among the other
section. There is an illusion that the accord has achieved
something as to* the expulsion of the foreigners coming to
Assam till 24th March, 1971. That is an illusion. Then,
sir, on the other land, there is a fear-psychosis among he
other section of the people who came to Assam till that date,
That is why, sir, I wanted an answer, because I feel there
should not be any illusion or any fear psychosis, as far as
the explusion of foreigners coming to -Assam till the 24th
of March, 1971, is concerned, Those who are under the
illusion that the accord has achieved something, they should
realize that nothing has been achieved. Then, sir, on the
other hand, those who are afraid that they will be thrown
out should not have any fear. There should not be any fear-
psychosis, because the accord has given them guarantee that
they will be all Indian nationals. The accord has not autho-
rised the Govt. to deport them. Sir, before I conclude, |
again thank the Hon’ble Chief Minister, who was the President
of AASU and the Hon‘ble Home Minister, who was the Gene-
ral Secretary of AASU, for signing tke accord especially for
two points. The first point is, as I have mentioned, t-at this

-
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accord has accomplis hed on the basic principles we stand for
and the second point is that this accord has practically made
1971 as the cut off year for determination of the foreigners

which was our stand. The accord has vindicated that stand
too. With these words, sir, I conclule.

Shri Altaf Hossain Majumdar ¢ Mr. Speaker, Sir, at the
outset I must thank the Hon’le Mover of the Resolution
Mr. Amwmritlal Basumatari for tabling a very important resolu-
tion, I must also thank the Hon'ble Chief Minister Shri
Prafulla Kumar Mahanta and the Home Minister Shri
Brighu Kumar  Phukan for signing an accord and I would like
to say that it is an historic accord. dir, we -congratulate
them for signing the accord. Sir, the rzcords of this House
and our earlier speeches will amply bear it out that our
stand on the foreigners issue was very clear and we wanted
that the foreigners should not be allowed to come in. There
should not be unabated entry of foreigners. That was our
stand and secondly we wanted that the foreigners issue should
be solved on the basis of the Coanstitutional provisions,
citizensnip-rights and national commitment, We wanted that
not a single person should be deported from the soil of our
country prior to 24th of March, 1971, and it is this accord
which has come into existence as we wanted. Therefore,
sir, we congratulate the Hon’ble Chief Minister and the
Hon’ble Home Minister for signing the the accord which
indicatevd our stand. Then, Sir, we do not want to emba-

rass the Hon’ble Chief Minister as said by respected
leader Shri Sarat Babu, we =lready stated that this Govt.
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should continue and they should execute the accord in true

spirit, Sir, we do not want to put the Hon’ble Chief Minister

and the Hon’ble Home Minister in an embarassing situation.

But during the time of a:itation there was the slogan and

demand of the agitationist that those came after 1951 dand

before 25th March 1971 shall have to be deported, As there

was no difference regarding those come after 25th March

1971. Thatis why we d> not want to put them in an emba-

rassing situation as we support the A-cord. During the

period of agitation, there was a demand that the so-called

foreigners who came befor 25th March should be deported.

But now, sir, accord has made the position different and it
is for the regularisation of those so, called, foreigners, According
to Accord there is no plovisions for deportation of any one

who came before 25th March 1971, That was our stand and
the accord has come into existence perfectly in the line of our
stand. Sir, the agitation was launched giving an impression
that 50/60 lakhs of people will be deported but the Accord
signed by Shri P.K, Mahanta and Shri B.K, Phukan, on

the contrary regularise the citizenship of those who came
before 25th March 1971. They shall have tq explain the
position to the people that they have entered into ap agree-
ment and according to the provision of the agreement no
one who came before 25th Muarch 1971 can be deported.
Let there be illusion. Sir, either today or tomorrow they
will have to explain this corrrect position to the Avita-
tors. It is batter to explain the position right now. In the
light of the Accord, climate has to be created, that will be
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better for all concerned, for the Government as well as for

the people of Assam. Even to-day we find that there 1s
some misconception among the people in the towns and in
villages whenever the word “CHAR” comes up. Some of
us have got the allergy about this Char people, which is
predominant & inhabitated by Muslims. They think chars
ate full of foreigners. Sir, you know that the people in the
Char areas of the State settled long before T was born and

long before many of the honourable members were born.

Tt is wrong to say that those who are living in char areas,

are not Indian citizens. That will be a entirely wrong con-

ception and it will go contrary O the Agreement of the
Accord which was eatered into by AASU aad subsequently

which was codified in the Parliament. So, Sir, it is clear
that we should not have any complex about CHAR AREAS.
We should not have any mis conception about CHAR AREAS.
T shall take the privilege of quoting from a book which - was
wriiten by the Honourable Chief Minister; Shri Prafulla Kr.
Mahanta. Mr. Speaker, Sir, with your kind permission I
quote from this book which was released the other day by
the honcurable Governor. The Congress stood against the
infiltration of the foreigners. I quote from page $2,—%In
1962 the Assam Fradesh Congress Commsttee Executive
mecting adopted a resolution and urged the Central Govern-
ment to prevent the Pakistani infiltration, The resolution
was as follows ; ‘The Executive Committee of the Assam
PCC is of the confirmed opinion that the infiltration of
Pakistani nationals without valid travel documents into Assam
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is likely to endanger the security of the country and it is
an imperative necessity that further infiltration should be
stopped forthwith and all such foreign nationals should be
expelled from the State as early as possible. Further, this
Committee appeals to the peopls of the State to consider
this problem dispassionately asa national one without im-
porting into it any communal or sectional colour”. On 19
siarch 1964 Syed Ahmed Ali, General Secretary submitted
one memorandum on behalf of the Assam Congress Purlia-
mentary Party at Shillong to the Union Home Minister, Go-
vernment of India, $hri Gulzarilal Nanda. This memorandum
also highlighted the infiltration problem. It stated that :
Pakistan has never been friendly with India since its inception '
and it had its birth as the culmination of communal frenzy
and ﬁatred, persistently pursued by the British rulers.”

Unquote Sir, what I was trying to make out that Congress
was againt infiltration vehemently & wanted a settlement
of the problem. Sir, I am thankful to the writer of the book

that he has correctly placed some bhistorical facts in this

book regarding the stand of Congress. Further I quote from
this book at page 95, under the heading PIP schemes ;

Quote. In order to effectively ¢deal with the problem of
influx of the erstwhile Pakistan nationals a scheme was
launched by the Government of India in 1964 and for this
purpose additional staff was sanctioned under the PIP
schemes unquote Sir, in page 97, Quote ‘To detect, delete

and deport the foreign nationals from our country, specially
from Assam, the Government made the Foreigners (Tribu-
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nals) Order 1964, which was published in the Gazette of
India, extradinary, pt. 11, Sec. 3 (i) No. 39 dated 23 Septem-
ber, 1964. Unquote I would express our thanks to the
young Prime Minister of India, Shri Rajib Gandhi who
brought about Assam Accord, waich is going to protect
the minorities. But it should be seen that there should not
be any harassment to any lIndian citizens as deciined ia
the Accord. Sir, I will ask the Goverament, to answer tae
questions raised by me. Let them clearly and expiicity
categorically answer the question before the august House
so that there may not be any misunderstandiag in any
question regarding the implications of Assam Accord.
Because, this Accord was signed by them. Truth shall have
to be said. It cannot be concealed. Sir, as I have said
that this Memorandum of settlement has been codified 1n
the Parliament resulting in the amendment of the citizens-
hip Act. T will not dilate on the facts of the proceedings
as mentioned in the Accord as hon. member Shri Sinha
has analised. I will only say that let Goverrment explain
to the people that the agreement does mnot define foreigner,
as understood by the Agitationist, Name of those fail
between the years 1st January 1966 and 25th March, of

1971 can be deported. It may be explained that by this
codified Accord, they may be debarred from voting rights

for only 10 years. According to the Accord and this amended
Act those persons will excruesed voting rights after 10 years
a defections. But in the meantime they will have all the
rights including right of passport except voling right. Let
the Govt remove the cloud of suspicious they are creating
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by till failure to give specific answer to the raised questions.
Let there be no effort on the part' of the Government to
defeat the purpose of the agreement and this is a warning
I am giving to the Government and “that this is not 1983,
this is 1986 ; enough of water has passed through Brahma-

putra, so let them remove all illusion and follow the
Accord honestly and sincirely. Thank you.

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Shti Binai Khungur Basumatary ¢ Hon‘ble Speaker, Sir,
We are fortunate that after long six years, peace has been
testored by conclusion of this memorandum of settlement.
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We all welcomed it and we welcome it again. But in actu-

ally signing this, we wanted to analyse and find out whether

certain loopholes had remained. I wish to impress it for

some of the points, because we are having certain problems.
Firsl, there is no doubt that there were foreigners and there

are still foreigners and everybody wants that the foreigners
should be driven out, Well, that is that. On that issue there
was a movement. That is also al] right. Then, in concluding
the movement, this Accord had to be signed. That is also
all right. Now, I would speak for the tribals, What was our
demand ? Our demand was that tribals should also be taken
into confidence while signing this Accord, and with that aim
in view, the erstwhile Prime Minister, Late Mrs. Gandhi had
also invited us for participating in the discussion whenever
they had invited the agitationists for discussion. Last year,
in 1985, there was a new Govt. under a new leadership.
This new Govt., i.e. the Central Govwt, did not bother to
find out the feelings of the tribals. We had given moral
support to this movement, but when the movement, we felt
was derailed, we abstained from it and we had the courage
to abstain from it and now we have the courage to say that
in concluding this Accord, certain ambiguous wordings have
been there, For instance, Sir, I do not want to deal on the
whole Accord, but I would deal on only Clause 6 that has
been read out by our senior Member. I would not read
again. We fell that this Clause 6 is trying to promote the
cultural, social and linguistic identity and heritage of the

Assamese people, So, what is wrong with this “Assamese
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people” when the tribals have different opinion for this ?
Our opinion is based on the history of Assam. Our opinion
is based on the treatment that we have received. Sir, India
became independent, but in the history of Assam, in all
big books, in important bookst tribals like Ravas Kacharis
who had got British bullets have rarely been mentioned.
Only there is stone pillar at Dhekiajuli.  Any man from
Assam who has least interest in the independence struggle
of Assam has to go to Dhekiajuli to see only the stone tab-
lets where the name of Lerela. Kocharti is there. There was
Anpiram Basumatari near Doodhnoi who was also ‘a rebel
and who fought for independence. His name is not mentio-
ned. There was also Belbung Kochari who fought for
Independence, but his name has never been mettioned. He

was the only victoric cross earner amongst Kacharies afd

I was very much against the senior Member, Shri
Sarat Chandra Sinha when he killed our people, because
we waated our identity, and we launched a movement form
Roman scsipt during 1973-75. ’

We find that the tribals are not taken into confidence
in Assam and our existence today is threatened. We talk
of tribal belts and blocks and constitutional provision of job
reservation. Considerable provisions are discussed and assured
I say ‘no’. Constitutional provision is there, but in spite of
that, we have been repeatedly denied such protections.
Even today, why the Assamese speaking people occupy land in
tribal areas ; Where has the Constitution gone 1 We have been
absolutely left out. I humbly say, Sir, the definition of
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“Assamese peopie .is slightly ambiguous for us, because we
/have a distinct identity, our habits are differeat, we have our
_different customs and traditions and [ would say that Assam-
ese leadership has failed to embrace us totally, Sir, with your
permission I would quote from the Constitution. Yesterday
I had quoted Atticle 46. Article 45, I quote —*“The State

shall endeavour to provide, within a period of ten years from
the commencement of this Constitution, of free and com-
pulsory education for all children until they complete the
age of fourteen years.” Now this Article, i.e. Article 45
has relztion with Article 29 and 30 of the Constitution of
India. I would again quote Sir, Article 29. “Any section of
the citizens residing in the territory of India or any part
thereof having a distirct language, script or culture of its
own shall have the right to conserve the same”. Sub-para

{2) “No citizen shall bs denied admission into any educa-
tional institution mainatined by the State or receiving aid
out of the State funds on grounds only of relig'on, race,
caste, language or any of them.”

Article 30, Sub-clause I—*“All minorities, whether based
on religion or language, shail have the right to establish and
administer . educational institutions of their choice” So, if
we juxtapose these two provisions of the Constitution against
Clause 6, we find that this consititutional provisions are set
aside and through this clause a new Assamese society or @
new Assamese people is sought to be established, This, to us
is a little ambiguous and we are ‘very much apprehensive
that we will be very soon swamped by this growing Assamese
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society. This is our thinking as simple as anything. Of
course the Chief Minister has given an explanation of it.
I again say that there are 3 parties involved in this Act.
One is the Agitationists, the other Central and State Govts
and the third one is the Prime Minister of India. So, if a
clarification is given only by the agitationits ie. the first
party it is not enough, it should also be accepted by the
Second and Third parties. We welcome our Leader of the

House who said that Assamese Society also includes us as
Assamese which should be ratified by the parties No. 2 and

No.3.

Sir, in regard to Clause 10 read "out by the hon,
member, I want to say a few worls. Sir, here I find there
are tribal belts and blocks where (here are Govt. lands
and we have been made to believe all these years that the
tribal belts and blocks are the doimain of the tribals, we
are the supreme authority in the belts and blocks. We
have been nurished on that idea persistentiy that all these
lands whether Forest or Govt. belongs to tribals, In the
north bank all the forest areas are within the tribal belts
and blocks. Here also the forest areas are Govt. proper-
ty. We feel that our domain and suzeranity which is
supposed to be with us is again infringed upon, Unafor-
tunately we bave secn last time that the tribuls are evicted
from such areas, One hon. member has referred about the
Tamulpur that there are lakhs and lakhs of foreigners,
there are hundreds and thousands of foreigners ia thc tri-
bal belts and blocks and even then the (ribals are being
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evicted from there. Ther<fore, Sir, I support this motion.
Whatever has been expressed by different membprs isright
and whateyer we have expressed is also right. In democt-
acy the majority is always right, The AGP being in majo-
rity have formed the Govt. Now, whatever they say is
right but in a democracy Sir, the minorities are also there
—their grievances are also to be taken into account and con-
sidered, so that the appreheasion from their mind is remo-
ved. Sir, in a parliamentary democracy we have a right
to discuss everything which concerns us and therefore, we
are thankful to you for giving us the opportunity to expr-
ess our feeling., Thank you Sir,
