By this Clause, we have seen in this House,
that there seems to be an honest intention on the
part of the new Government to restore to the tribals
the lands which .have been alienated by virtue of deeds -
transfer or instrument of sale or transfer recognised
by virtue of the Indian Stamp Act and Indian Regi;
stration Act. :

Sir, while préssing for acceptance of this resolution
I shall have to record from the Constitution of India
in regard to Article 245 which has specified the DOSi-
tion of these two Acts. i. e, the Indian Stamp Act
and the Indian R_egist'ration Act. Sir, T quote Article
245 which goes like this ¢ : ' -

S Extent of laws made by Parliament and by the
Legislatures of the States. (1) Subject to the provision
of the Constitution, Parliament may make laws for the
whole or any part “of the territory of India, and the.
Legislature of a State may make law for the whole
or any part of the State.

(2) No law made by Parliament shall be -deemed
to be invalid on the ground that it would have extra
territorial operation. :

o

Then again, Sir, this law passed by the Parliament
will have an effect on' the State of Assam, or any
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part, of it. Therefore. Sir, this Indian Stamp Act and
the Indian Registration Act, .they have over-riding
power for the entire nation. But the next Article i. e.
Article 246 also authori;es certain Acts of the Parlia-

ment may be amended by the State Legislature.” So,

Sir, this Article 246 empowers this Assembly to "have -

an amendment of these two Acts. Sir, I quote Arti-
cle: 246. '

“246. Subject matter of laws made by Parliament
and by the Legislatures of States. (1) Notwithstanding
aything .in clauses (2) and (3), Parliament has exclu-

sive power to make laws with respect to any of the

matters enumerated  in List 1 in the Seventh Schedule

(in this Constitution referred to as the “Union List’).”
These two Acts,ér'e not in the Union List. Ther-
efore, St this clause does not ajfect ‘us. But the next
Clause (2) affects us. 1 quote. :
~ “(2) Notwithstanding' anything in Clause (3), Par-
liament, and, subject to Clause (1), the Legislature of
any State also, have power to make laws with respect
to any of the matters enumerated in List [T in the
Seventh Schedule ( Tn this Constitution referred toas
the “Concurrent List” Yo |
Therefore, Sir these two Acts fall in the Union
List and therefore, this Assembly has every right and
power to amend these ‘Indian Acts and if we go thr-
ough the two Aects, Indian Stamp Act and Indian
Registration Act, then we will see that every States
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have amended those Acts as per particular demand

- of a particular State and it is ncqessafy. Then 1 refer

to clause (3) of the same Article. T quote-

“(3) Subject to clauses (1) and (2_\; the  Legislature
of any State has exclusive power to make law for
such State or any part, th?reof with respect to any

‘of the matters enumerated in‘ List II in the Seventh

Schedule (in this Constitution referred to as the “‘State
List?) '
There were certain Subjects in regard to this land
rules.. Land hasrbcen divided through,t'his Act into two
parts; moveable properties and holdings and Agricultural
ldnd. Agricultural land is -entirely within the jurisdiction
of the State list, whereas the property holdings land is in
ihe jurisdiction of the Concurrent Lfst. Therefore, Sir these
two acts clearly enunciate that this Assembly has the

powér and authority to amend this two Acts. Now,
Sir T would like to go back to these two Acts. S,
why is it neécessary for us to amend these two Acts
i. e. the Indian Stamp Act and the Indian’ Registration

Act, First bf all Sir, we have to state what is this

Indian Registration Act. Sir, this Indian Registration
Act 1908 has its own Objects and Reasons and in
the beg{n:ﬁﬁg of the Statement of Objeqts and Reasons
it is clearly stated that I quote “this Registration Act
is a pure consolidating Bill. The provisions relating

to the registration of documents -are now scattered

about in seven enactments. The object of the present

Bill is ‘to- collect these” provisionsand to incoroate them
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in one Act. This will make the law more ~escertai-
nable”

Therefore, Sir, it is clear that this Indian Regis-
tration Act is the consolidating Bill relating to the
registration of documents, What are the documents ?

 These documents are the sale deed and instrument of

transfer of the land. This .is contradictory with the
present Assam Land and. Revenue Regulation Act :

1886 and its Chapter 10 of the provision. Sir. Cha-
pter 10 specifically s'ay that land belonging to the

tribals will not be transferred, they will not be regis-.

tered and in fact, Government of Assam has repeatedly
issued many circulars and orders to all the Registra-
tion authority that land sold by the tribals should not
be accepted and registered. But in spite of these
circulars and orders we have seen that the Registrars
and Sub Registrars in the DiStI‘lCt and Sub-Divisional
headquarters continue to register the sale of tribal

land. This Act is supreme. But still then the Regis-.
trars are regiSt'ering the documents. Therefore, under .
the plea of Indian Registion Act these transfer, sale

or. instrument of sale are to be registered. Thqrf01'e,
in the matter of land falling in the tribal belts and
blocks, the purpose of the State government has been
nullified by the existence of -these Act. Therefore, Sir
the government should amend the act as in case of
other States. Because otherwise the onous purpose of
the government to stop alination of the tribal belts

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and blocks will not bear fruit,” So in order to give
cffect to the ~purpose of the government, the land be-
longing to the tribals should not be registered. Iha.\}e
not asked for the exclusion of the entire State from,
the operation of the provision of-the Act. Bat I have -
asked that only land belonging to the tribal belts and
blocks should be excluded from the jurisdiction. Sir,
. have already said that this Act specifically says that
there will be Registrar and S_ub—Registrar at the dist-
rict level and the Registrar and Sub- Registrars ar?* to
be controlled by the provision of the Indlan Registr-
ation 'Ar‘t. Sir, you are aware, since you are ‘also a
learned lawyer that while registering we will have to
purchase stamp for sale or transfer and no reg’islriat‘ion
can be effected if the documents are not stamped.
Therefore, Sir this big Act 'say that for every transfer
and sale certain amount of stamp ' are. to be used:
'So the Indian Stamp and Registration Act are very
closely related.
