The District Magistrate and Superinten-
dent of Police, Cachar rushed to the spot with a Iarg.e police
contigent and the situation was brought under control.. Earlier
Mr. P. Pal Choudhury and Mr. Dilip Rai, two important func-
tioneries of the ACSA were mercilessly beaten by the CRPF near

-the Deputy Commissioners Office. The District Magistrate, when

contacted, declined to comment on the firing. Residents of the
Tarapur area near the Railway Station told ‘this correspondent

that the CRPF personnel went berserk and ransacked the shops

in the vicinity of the Station, let loose.a reign of terror, inti-
midating the innocent people. All the injured were rushed to

the Silchar Medical College Hospital. Two persons are in criti-
cal condition, hospital sources told the Sentinel. A spokesman
for the ACSA said the firing was motivated and uncalled for and
demanded a judicial enquiry on the incident.
