Sir, I have submitted a motion for adjournment on matters
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of public importance under Rule:56 and Rule 57 of the Rule of
Procedure and Conduct of Business. of the House arising out
ofa very serfous incident that took place on 3.4.86. On 3.4.86
the Police of Senitpur went armed and stoled setting fire to-
the houses in the minerity inhibited areas like Muslim Tapu.
Rani Tapu and six other villages with a papulotion about
14,000 people. Even the religious places like Mosques were

not spared ; Three copies of Holy Quoran were torn off by .

police while destroying the house of Md. Nazimud din. One
mosque has been totaly burnt down. These people are alk
citizens of India. This matter shows that the Government
is anti minority and anti non-Assamese people. This action
of the Government is difinitely against all principles of jus-
tice. This is why I have submitted this motion for adjourn-
ment. This is an occurance of 3rd April last and it is & ma-
tter of great pablic importance where 14,000 people have
been rendered totally homless and in the open field. This is
a matter of great shame for the administration. The declared
policy of the State, as the Chief Minister has said. they will
creat condition for all, particularly for the minority to live
in peace. But if such incidents take place will there be peace

in the State y It is a total disregard to principles of justice -

and failure of law and order. I will request you kindly to
allow the motion to be moved and discussed in the House.
This is of recent occurrence and of urgent public importance.
The matter has not been discussed in the House in this Sess-
ion ; the motion does not anticipate a matter which has been
previously appointed for consideration ; the motion does not
deal with any matter which is under the adjudication by a
Court of Law and the niotion relates to the primary concern
of the State Government. It is the constitutional obligation
of the Govt. to maitain law & order. Sir, It is the bounden
duty of the democratic Government, elected democratically

to maintain law and order. But this Government has totally
failed to discharge its duty that has been enshrined in the

Shri Dewan Joinal Abedin : Sir, I would like to move
this amendment as a token of my protest to the bill. Sir, at
the introduction stage as I had to go out to recieve a demon-
stration the other day I coud not be present and hence now I
move the amendment just as a token of protest to the bill.
Sir, I would like to move that clause 4 of the Assam Lagisla-
tive Assembly Members’ Salaries, Allowances and Pensions
( Amendment ) Bill, 1986 be substituted as follows : that
“Members shall be provided with free travelling facilities in
ASTC Buses and facilities for travelling in first class in train
with his/her spouse, one attendant and children upto 6000
K. M. within the State and 20,000 K. M. outside the State
annually.”

Sir, while moving the amendment I would like to make
a few observations against the services of Legislators has
always been a noble service and initially in the earlier days of
Parliamentary practice this service had always been looked
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upoﬁ as an honorary s'ervicg as a man like Mahatma Gan-
dhiji, the father of the natiqn has a.lso one e:,uggested that the
lagistators should not be paid salaries Just like other paid ser-
vice. Sir, here by introducing the,practlce of giving salarics
and that too high salaries to the Legislators this noble service
has been denegraded into a common job which it js not. Sir,
we have been elected by the common people ofthe State not
to earn money. We have been elected to this House to look
into the interest of the people. Sir, we have yet not been
“able to do much for ameliorating the conditions of the com-
mon masses in our country who have elected us and before

.doing anything -coucrete for upliftment of the condition of

the poor people most of whom live below the poverty line:
we are taking the first opportunity to upgrade our own salaries
and allowances.  Sir, I can understand one thing. When in
the last Assembly, in 1978 Assembly, when there were some
proposals to bring a Bill for enhancement of the salaries of
Legislators, I had opposed that Bill.. When in the recent past,
our front Government in West Bengal proposed to enhance
the salaries of the Legislators our party there also opposed
the Bill. Sir, here also I would like to oppose the Bill beca-
use I feel that by this Bill we shall be degrading the honour
and prestige of the Legislators. Sir, if a Congress Govern-
ment who represent the interest of the bourgeoise class of
India brought such- a Bill we could understand but 5 party
like the A. G. P. who have come to power on the crest of a
popular movement, when they bring such a Bill | fail to un-
derstand, Sir. While it is argued that for maintenance of
efficient service of Legislators they need some money;, Sir, I
would like to request through you that whoey
done some social service the society always looks after them
and I'would like to remind the party in power through you,
Sir, that till the other day these people who were leading a
novement, I do not think they had any paucity of fund or

Shri Sarat Chandra Sinka : Mr. Deputy Speaker, [
rise to oppose the passing of this Bill. Sir, it scems, there
has been a hurry in bringing this Bill to this House. There
may be some good arguments in favour of of the Bill but I
am sorry to note that the discussion that took place here thet
after passing of the Bill, for all practical purposes, the salary
will be Rs. 23500 whatever you may call it, contingency allo-
wance, you may call it contituency allowance, you may call
it salary, yoilt may classify it in any manner. But what is the
nzt result. The net result is each member will be drawing
Rs. 2500 00 under diffcrent names.  Sir, p.ople are not inte-
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rested in the names or the heads under which you' are draw-
ing. People are interested in the amount you draw. Under
two titles this Bill has been brought to this House in a hurry.

Two other Bills are connected with this Bill—one is Minis-
ters’ salary Bill and the other is Speaker’s and Deputy Spea-
ker’s salary. Sir, after passing of this bill all the M. L. A.s
will draw Rs. 2500.00, Chief Minister will draw Rs. 1750,

Ministers will draw 1500 and the Ministers of State will draw
1250.00. Similarly, the Speaker will draw 1,500.00, and the
Deputy Speaker will draw 1250.00. So, Sir, apart from the
disparity that we have seen in the salaries of the members of
the legislature, Members of the Council of Ministers, Spea-

ker and the Deputy Speaker, it is quite clear that' there has
been hurry. Sir, whatever may be the arguments, serious
thought should have been given to this Bill. But it has been
brought in a hurry and that is also at the fag end of the
sesssion. The Bill clearly indicates how we have neglected
the interest of the other section of the people. I therefore
support Shri Das who has stated that this Bill has created a
kind of impression. Tt has given an impression that the
- members of the legislature are concerned only with their own
contfort and not concerned with the comfprt of the people of
the State. Sir, we have come here with assurance to the

people to give them economic benefit particularly at the time
when the prices are rising Therefore, we should have given’

serious thought on this Bill before it is brought to this Ho-
use. There is an impression that we have come here to do
something good to the people that we should fairly rehabi-
litate them economically.  Sir, our position cannot be equa-
ted to a Govt. servant. For Govt. servant, the Govt. fixes
the salary because the Govt. appoints them ; but here we
have been appointed by the people. Unfortunately, Sir, the
people cannot fix our salary. We ourselves fix our salary.
we are responsible to the people for fixing our salary, for
providing our own amenities. There should be a serious

-~
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thought over this Bill. Therefore, Sir, I would request the
Chief Minister to withdraw this Bill. With this few words I

oppose the passing of the Bill.

Shri ‘Joinal Abedin : Mr. Speaker, Sihlenise
to oppose the passing of the Bill at this stage. It has been
very often argued that enhancement of the salaries and allo-
ances of the legislators are likely to keep them free from co-
rruption. Sir, as we all know, corruption has become almost
a way of life in every capitalist socicty. We know the root
of corruption is the crisis of capitalistic Government basic: 1y
and then again to sow the corruption. Sir, what is impor-
tant to day is an ideological way of life. But we find that
everywhere it is otherwise. Very few people take care of
such idcological way of life. Sir, very few people want lead
such a simple life. -As we all know, legislators are resp=cted
social workers and that is why the people have sent them to
the August House. Sir, I must give a concrete example of
Tigh ideology and ideological approach of social cause can
alone make us free from corruption. Otherwise ne amount
of money can make us free from corruption. I am sure, Sir,
nobody can give any gurraantee that raising of salaries and
allowances of Legislators will make them free from corrup-
tion. If it is so, then the richest man will be free from ail
corruption. - But unfortunately, Sir, that is not happening
and instead of that the richest man is indulging in corrup-
tion. We find that very often these people indulge in corru-
ption. So, sir, the legislators have a special responsibility
towards the people and, therefore, it is our duty to set an
example of high ideology.

So, sir, therc is no
necessity of raising the salaries and allowances of the legis]a-
tors. I have brought an amendment in this connection and
. I wanted that seme facilities should be given to move freely
- and to work for the people. That is my amendment. There-
fore, sir, I-would like to request the Govt. through you to
give a second thought on the whole matter and not to press

for the passing-of the bill. Sir, I am not opposin it just for -

the sake of opposition. Once again I would request the-
 Hon’ble Chief Minister and other Ministers of the Cabinet
and ruspected Members of the Ruling Party to ponder over
the matter very deeply. There should not be any hurry. If
“they want to bring the bill, they may bring the bill after
sometime. This is a very serious matter, and it requires
second thought.
