~ Mr. SPEAKER :—Now, General -discussion on Budget.
I request Hon'ble ember, Shri Charan Najzary to cont
inue his spsech as it was not completed yesterday.

‘Shri CHARAN NARZARY :—Mr. Speaker Sir, yester-

day T said that the Hon’able Chief Minister and his
colleagues should /mmediately sit with the leaders of the
Bodo Sahitya Sabha to sort out the serious issues so.that
any confrontation in near future can be ayvoided. [ do
not want to elaborate the issues here. But I want to
speak something about the employment of the Scheduled
Tribes. There isa profound sense of deprivation, injustice
and - illtreatment inthe minds of the tribals. The experi-
ence show that there is no protection at all for the tribal
officers and other employe's. = Whenever the question of
‘any tribal officer or employee comes up, I find that they

are being. deprived of their due on flimsy ‘grounds. It is .

very often said that tribal officers are not expert, ineffi-
cient for their promotion. I do not want to elaborate the

number of tribal officers whose numbers are very small

and we have seen that quite a good number of them are

 very verY efficient tribal officers. And they are never put

into executive jobs, and many of them, as a result, are
rottint in some useless Departments. So, I hope, the
Hon’ble Chief Minister will look into this aspect of the pro-
blem. The other day, my hon’ble friend Shri Abdul Muhib
Mazumdar, said ‘ about one thing in that some unseen
forces are at work to disintegrate the State and .the pro-
cess of disintegration of the State has to stop. Right,
but then the demand  for some administrative units is
borne out of the accumulation of grievances, sérious
grievances, so to say. So far as We are concerned, the

demand for Udayachal is there and the word ‘Udayachal’ -

is very very shocking to many people, even to many
honourable members of this August House. We are con-
cerned on this, because, you are not able to solve the
problems of the Plains tribals. The Plains tribals are the
aboriginal people, the Bodos are there, the Michings,

Kacharies, the Lalungs, the Rabhas, the Mikirs, the .

Dimachas are there so on and so forth. As these are
aboriginal ethnic groups, they. want to survive because of
their .distinct identities. They have their distinct language,
culture, customs and a way of life that is best in them.
But when they find that it is very difficult to flourish
with the distinctive identity, naturally the resentment
comes. ;

portant thing is the financial aspect. Sir, can this House
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go on with this budget where there is a sharp difference
in the budget- speech, annual financial statement and the
budget. What explanation they can give ? Sir,. I remember
in 1962 when I was speaking on the budget; thereafter
I was called by the then Chief Minister late Bimala
Prasad  Chaliha, hon‘ble late Amiya Kumar Das and
late Siddhinath Sarma, At that time they said my boy
his is the only thing where you have properly hiited
ond this budget is a monster which can not only eat up
the government, it can eat up the entire State of Assam.

Perhaps for this reason. they made an excess denand for
orants of Rs. 41 crores. The Chief Minister should have been
fully and  carefully apprised of the annual financisl
statement and the implications of budg‘?f, you have to
conform with the different grants. Had this been broughy
to the notice of the Government, definitely he could have
avoided this difference before projecting these things. In
showing the budget estimate the Chief Minisier has stated
the total expenditure to be of Rs 2140 crores and in the
annpal financial statement also it is Stated to be Rs 2140
crores in  the demands for 1986.87. But here we have
seen an excess of Rs. 41 crores. Therefore a question
arises how. can there be an cxcess ? If the Goverrment
now do not amend these things we.shall not be a party
to vote for the grants. If you do not amend, how can
you withdraw from the Consolidated Fund of the State
without the proper procedure of voting on  demands in
the Assembly.

will be in he Assembly to speak someting properlv “and
itemwise grants, I will have to study it deeply. 1  have
cone through al these details and I have also taken help
of my colleague in this regard. Therefore, after being fully
_satisfied I have come to speak on the budget otherwise I could
have participated in the - budget  discussion on the first
day or the second day. But my whole in'ention was
to examine the budget again = and again to
come to a correct conclusion. It is after a very careful
- study- I have come to the conclusion that there is a
concealment of 41 crores. Have you got that courage to
expose the fact? : '
