_this was decided on 11th  August, 1951 and this is a
regulation  specifing - the  matters in which it was
found necessary to bring the Public Service Commissions
under this heading of 3 (f), the contents are ““when an
appointment is to be made by direct = recruitment to
Temporary post created in a service, if it is necessary
in the public interest that the appointment should
be made immediately and reference to the  Commission
would cause undue delay provided that if the post has
been sanctioned for, or is likely to last for more than
four months, the Commission 'shall, as soon as possible.
be consulted in all matters mentioned in sub-clause 3 of
Article 320 of the Constitution.

Sir, this 3 (f) is supported by the Constitution itself

and as per the provisions of this Constitutional rules the

. State Public Service Commission is Constituted in line with
the Union Public Service Commission and has enabled the
State Government to Trecruit people in time of emergency
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and it was not a separate provision. Sir, I have with me
.a_copy of Assam Government’s letter, dated 17th June,

1985 from the Deputy'Secretary to the Government of -

Assam addressed to the Secretary of the Assam  Public
Service Commission, Bhangagarh, Gauhati, Subject : Recruit-
ment to the posts of Block Development Officer. I read
the letter. :

“Sir, I am directed* to furnish herewith a  revised
draft advertisement for taking necessary steps for adverti-
'sement of the posts of Block Development Officer as per
terms and conditions of the draft advertisement.

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programmes, Sir, we all know that a new 20-Point Pro-
gramme has been implemented throughout the country
since 1980 and this 20-Point EconomiC Programme is not
unknown to any of us irrgspective of caste, creed or
cornmuunity. There are a good many mentions here in the

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Shri A. F. GOLAM OSMANIJ.—Honb’lc Speaker, Sir,
in Hon’ble Governor’s . address very many things have
been said and the motion that was moved in support of
that address, it has been said that revolutionary changes
have taken place after the last elections. We do accept
that a revolution has taken place.

- opportunity - to- function. It has always been sabotaged at
-political level. Sir, it is -our 'sorry experience in last one
" decade, especially in last few years, and as has rightly

- been pointed out -by a- member- of the Couincil of Minister,

that is._not. the -officers who are primarily respousible for
~corruption, but it is the corrupt politician. Now that a
complete break has been made with the past .and new
set"up has come o occupy the treasury ‘bench, it is
quite possible to go through the files that™ are in the

~ offices and find out at what level our politicians operated -
. in those .days. I have a sorry -experience that as many

as ‘seven times an officer’s ‘transfer was blocked by some
. Hon’ble membcers of the outgoing - House including - one
M. P. If this type of corruption is institutionalised further,
it is already institutionalised, but if it is further allowed
then all these ‘resolutions will be completely hopeless.

So,Sir, I would like. to say
that this Government wil] have to move 'with a sense
of perspective planning and not to succumb to this type
of political epportunism. Now, Sir, what is looming large
over our head and ruuning deep-as a swift current is the
Assam Accord. Sir, this issue earlier enjoined in the
_streets by the countending parties have been brought with-
in the House and now ‘we will have the opportunity to
discuss the samc dispassionately. Because of virtue of
our democracy where we are in a position to discuss
the problem and to arrive at a consensus. S
Governor's address had stated that the signing of the
accord ‘on 15th August, 1985, has heralded a new and
significant chapter in the history of Assam. and has
ushered 1n peace and tranquility.” Sir, the effect of the
Assam Accord has been amply demonstrated in the
election result with the coming of A. G. P. into power.
Sir, we admit that compared to the large scale violence
of the earlier election, this time we have found that except
some minor incidence due to exuberation an atmosphere
of peace and calmness prevailed in the State. Then, Sir,
I would like to point out that atleast two parties in the
House-one 1S sitting in the Treasury Bench and the other
one sitting just opposite to it are the parties who e
committed to see that its implementation is done in to to,
Whereas the parly that I am representing has opposed
it and we want Scrapping of the accord. Sir, theough Non
I would like to place before the House and to the Treasury
Bench, who will be ultimately“responsible for its imple-
mentation, that -its impleme_ntatioq willhiive certetnliCoins
sequence about .which we would -like to convey not oaly .
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to the people of Assam at large but the people of India.
Sir, as you know, this accord was concluded with the agita-
tionists.at the back of the Minorities. Minorities were ignored
at the time of making the agreement. Sir, we need not
feel shy because the result of the election bave shown
that the minorities in Brhmaputra valley at large are
not in favour of the accord. Minority leaders who . were
with the Congress so long and who had described this
accord as the ‘Magna Carta’ had been defeated showing
their rejection of the accord. That was the verdict of the
last election, Sir. it has been amply demonstrated that
this accord has resulted in the elimination of these
leaders of the minorities from the political scene of the
Brahmaputra Valley. Now, Sir, the question is what we
~are to do about it ? From the verdict of the election it
has- been proved that majority of the people of Assam
have expressed their views in favour of the accord. But

here again we find that the minorities are not in favour.

of it. In Democracy we cabnot go by the views of the
majority only. We should also take into account the
viewpoint of the minorities. Sir, here I would like fo
mention that the process of polarisation nas started since
1979 and it is l'kely to go further in the near future.
Therefore, Sir, I would like to place before the House
through you to the new Government that before its
implemention an opportunity is to be provided for dis-
cussion and to have the views of the other parties who
are not in favour of the accord. We feel that there is
a scope of such discussion and I think the new A.G.P.
Government will also agree with me about it. Now, Sir, it
is the responsibility of the A.G.P. Government to imple-
ment the accord which was given birth on 15th August,
1985, Sir, the Government of 1ndia has failed in its
responsibility to have an accord on a national consensus.
Sir, we were very much involved in the present impasse we
had attended as many as 22 times in meetings and con-
ferences with the Government of India

But this time the Government of India did it at
‘midnight. Sir, what was the reason about it and why the
minorities were not invited ? Sir, the reason is that a
section was under apprehension that the presence of
minorities would create difficulties, That is why the accord
was made at the midnight, Sir, I feel that is not the
way to face a problem. Then, Sir, there are Certain pro-

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the Accord. Sir, we are thankful to the Hon’ble Chief
Minister as he has atleast ordered for the survey ot the
Brahmaputra char areas.

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Shri CHARAN NARZARY.—Hon’ble Mr. Speaker,
Sir, while participating in. the debate cn the Governor’s
address I want to make & few observations. Normally,
the Governor’s address projects the performances and
achievements of the previous Government as well as the
promises and assurances of the new Government.  This
18 the practice. But here- this time the Goveinor’s address
as [ have seen has sidetracked the performances Or achieve-
ments if any of the previous: Government [ do not know
why the Governor felt complacent in mentioning the acti-
vities Or performances or achievements of the previous
Government. From: the Governor’s address -1 have reasons
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to believe that the Governor possibly avoided the perfor-
mances of the previous Government deliberately - with
a view Dot tu creating any bitterness. :

‘ Mr. Speaker, Sir, in our Indian politics, as we have
seen since independence, all the time there is sharp con-
tradiction between the profession and praetice. It means
our politicians, who form the Government to rule the State or
the country profcss one thing and do some other thing.
This is the contradiction. As long as this contradiction
remains, there can be no pro-gress of our society what-
soever. Yesterday this side was on that side and now a
new set up has come to occupy the Treasury Bench. Tt
is a Grvernment by a regional party. The concept of
regionalism has set a New trend in Indian politics today.
We have seen this trend in Jammu and Kashmir, Punjab,
Andha Pradesh and so on and this time we are having
this trend, here in the State of Assam. Why this new
trend based on regionalism has set in ? Definitely there are
reasons. This has impelled me to comment that the Indian
Constitution itself has not been able to solve: many com-
plex problems of various States in the country. This new
irend is a result of the Indian Constitution. = It is our
experience that as the Indian Constitution actually has
miserably failzd to tackle - various : problems in various
States. particularly®in north-ecast India and I am perso-
nally very happy that here in Assam a Government has
come into existence with new hopes and aspirations to
solve the problems of the State of Assam in this north
eastern part of the country, The new set up is composed
of young people with high hopes, aspirations, determina-
tion and genuine urge te do good for this State. This is a
welcome gestire. T would appeal to the new Government
to remove the contradiction between profession and pra-
ctice as were resorted to by the previous Government.

Here, in this context, Mr, Speaker Sir, I want to tell
you a story. ~Once upon a time there was a kingdom
and subjects felt that the ruler was a tyrant, an oppressor
and indeed the ruler did all sorts of humanly c@iceivable
misdeeds b@hlnd the smoke screen; of democracy, but
oradually with the passing out of the time this smoke screen
hecome thioner and tranparent and the people could see
that the ruler has been indulging in those sorts of hu-
manely conceivable misdeeds. So, the belief of the sub-
jects was a truth. This did not remain confined to the
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people alone; it had affected :the elephants in the jungles
as well because the ruler along with his lieutenants
were minting gold out of the valuable trees and
there was wanton destruction of forest resources. There were
varities of animals including the elephants and as you
‘know the elephant isa wise animal who could understand
even human feelings. They were losing shelter. So, they
were very vVery aungry and when their misery went beyond
their tclerance, ihe elephants come out in the open aad

gave a severe fight and in the battle the ruler was tra— .

mpled down by the clephants and now they are ruling
the kingdom. [ believe they have no more anger now.

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Shri ARDHENDU KUMAR DEY.—Mr. Sptaker
Sir, T should like to draw the attention of the Health
and Family Welfare Minister to the deplorable condition
of our Health Centres and maternity and child welfare
centrcs, on which subject several Hon’ble Members of the
House have already spoken. Sir, it iS a matter of great
regret that there are so many schemes for family welfare
and child welfare, but if anybody goes to our Primar
Health Centres or Maternity Centres, he can se: the deplo-
rable situation. Sir, refrigerators have been supplied fo
these Centres for preserving vaccines and various life givii;g
drugs, but one will see that they are not functioning and
a resu't, these yaccines anfi medicines cannot be preserved-
to be effective. "And Sir, if the vaccines cannot be stored
therein what was the use of spending so much money for
purchasing these refrigerators. It is & matter of great regret
that due to this anti-rabid vaccines cannot be preserved
and a lot: of human lives are lost. If a person is bitten
by-.a : rabid: dogand if rabbies developed, he will die
within ;1. to2-days. It is seen ‘that after administration
of A:R.V.:t0 dog-bite cases in Government health centres
and, dispensaries, - many of them died. It was because of.
the lack of proper cold storage of such vaccines afd
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their prescrvation,  Sir, our pray to you is that there
should be immediate steps taken for preservation of va-

ccines and' medicines in cold storage in Assam so that’

vaccines can be supplied to different centres from time
to time. Unless this is done, our maternity and child
welfare programme, and our health programme cannot be
fulfilled. In a welfare State, such a situation cannot be
allowed to continue, : '

Regarding clectricity, Sir, it is also nota good picture.
There is slackening in the programme of power generation
in the State. There was ¢n announcement by the Govern-
ment earlier that by 1990, all the villages in the State
will be electrified. The manner in which the electrification
programme was going on, such promise cannot be fulfilled.
It is only a slogan. There were slogans like ‘health for
all’, ‘electricity for all’, but these Were pever fulfilled.

I doubt
it Sir, because in Comparison to the total population of
the State, the total number of beds in our health and
medical centres is 7403, and by calculating we find that
it is less than 30 beds per lakh population. So this is
to Dbe corrected. Sir, Health Centre should be started
immediately with proper staff. Our Maternity and Child
Welfare Schemes and Family Welfare - Schemes will be
a total failure and the promise that by 2000 A. D.
every person Wwill get the benefit of Medical treatment
will remain unfylfilled. About Malaria ' eradication, Sir,
it" is ‘also in a bad state.
