Shri. Dalal Caandra Barua asked:

Shri KAMAKHYA PRASAD TRIPATHI ( Minister,
Finance ) replied : ;

47 (a) ‘The total debt of the Government of Assam
as on 31st March 1967 as per March preliminary accqunt
is Rs. 19,8,05,33,000 (Rupees one hundred and ninety eight
crores, five lakhs and thirty three thousand).

(b) —The scheme is to repay the loan by annual app-
ropriation from revenues for reduction of debt.

Shri Dalal Chandra Baraa: May I know from the Hom¢
Minister whether the revenue receipts will be sufficient 10
wipz out the deficicacies and for successful implementation
of the plin?

Shri Dulal Chandra Barua : With what fund the Hon’-
ble Minister proposes to reappropriate the pre ent require”
ments ?
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Shri Kamakhya Prasad Tripathi: In the sinking fund
the accumulation is Rs, 2,68.55,000 Investiment in Govern-
ment of India Security 1s Rs, 4,65,15,00) . in the current
year’s budget we are appropriating Rs 2 12,5050 for
transferring to the sinking fund and Rs, 22. 55,500 for
depreciation fund: Our sinking funds obviously have not
been adequate from all points of view, Then we have
also investments in industrial and commercial loans to the
eztent of Rs. 9°75 lakhs and odd.

- Shri Debeswar Sarma : Does it include the amount of
security ?

Shri Kamakhya Prasad Tripathi: Now, as these fructify
the income from then will be available and our repayment
position will be better, and we have large funds—more
than Rs. S50 crores - in the Electricity Board. As the Ele-
ctricity Board’s incomes are generated we will be able to
pay on. Our other types of investments are in State Trans-
port. mines etc. ( At this stage Shri Dualal Chandra Barua
rose to speak something ). '

(b)—Under the present arrangements the Government
of Assam can have authorised overdraft of Rs. 60 lakhs
from the Reserve Bank and another ways and Means advance
up to a'limit of Rs, 260 lakhs, makinga total of Rs 320
lakhs. The financial requirements of the State shall have
to be met by phasing expenditure according to receipt and
by curtailing expenditure and increasing revenue.

Shri Dulal Chandra Barua: The hon Minister has just
now stated that the Reserve Bank of India with the approval
of the Government of India has stopped issuing over-drafts

to those States which are notin a position to repay. Now,
may I know what are the arrangements made by the Minister?

Shri Kamakhya Prasad Tripathi: As regards the level
to which over-draft is legally permissible, I have indicated
that it is Rs, 3,20 lakhs. Whenever overdrawal increases
Over this the Reserve Bank intimates us and, we haveto
Wipe out the excess. Kight now, we are not in the red because
Government of India have been advancing funds against
Plan exp:nditure at the rare of Rs. 2 and odd crores per
month with the result that right now we are not in ths
- Ted. But position of the State will become difficult after the
10th month, that is, in the last two m nths the overdraft
will arise. Against this our realisations of taxes would begin
o come. So thers wouli be competitive race between
arrivals and withdrawals, What will be the result it is difficult
to foretell..

Shri Dulal Chandra Barua: Sir, is it a fact that in the
Caulter’s list prepared by the R=serve Bank of India our
State is in the topmost position ?

Shri Kamakhya Prasad Tripathi: I have already stated
that right now we are not inthe red. The Reserve Bank
has no occassi m to warn us or to thr.aten us f.r overdrafts.
This. position will take plac: mostly from July onwards.

Shri Dulal Chandra Barua: Sir. isita fact that as the
financial condition and ths niture f repayment of loan
is deplorable, the Government of India has refused to san-
Ction further lsan t» our Stute ?

Shri Kamakhya Prasid Tripathi : Government of Inda
has not refuszd any loan for development pr.jects: In fact

this year’s plan of Rs 30 crores is financed entirely by the
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Government of India We were due to give 3 crores For
: the plan this year we have no: contributed a single faithing,
The result has been that the entire Plan is being financed

> by the Government of India. So, 30 crcres will be given
by them. The pointis that an overdraft of 11 crores was

outstanding in April 1967 Against those 11 crores, the
present advances against the Plan are being made. So, when
in February they want to deduct these 11 crores from the
30 crores they will have advanced, then the difficulty will
-arise. '

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1967 to discuss matters relating to the boundary Dbetween
the two States and other allied matters. 3
(b) On the boundary question an agreed decision
could be arrived at to have-the boundary between thetwo
States demarcated by the Survey of India in the Nam.SOL
Area only. Certain agreed dceisions were arrived at regard{ng
prevention of serious crimes by hostile Nagas and collection
and dissemination of intelligence regarding such crimes,
(¢)—In pursuance of the decision regarding demar-
cation of boundary in the Naiusoi area referred to above
the Surveyor General of India has been requested to dem-
arcate the boundary in th's area. :

Shri Dulal Chandra Barua : The Chief Minister has
stated that an agreed decision about the boundary was
reached only in the Namsoi area. May I know from the
Chief’ Minister what is the position regarding other areas?

Shri Bimala Prasad Chaliha : They have not agreed
to the demarcation of boundaries in other areas because
they are asking for a boundary commission.

Shri Dulal Chandra Barua = May I know from the Chief
Minister whether Government is aware of the fact that even
after a decision has been arrived at that the present status
quo should be maintai'ned, therc has been encroachment

by the Nagaland authorities by force even in the Namsoi
area ?

Shri Bimala Prasad Chaliha : No, Sir, we have no such
information.

Shri Bimala Prasad Chaliha: We are aware of some
€ncroachments in our forest areas but not the entire forest
area. In reply to an earlier question, we gave certain details
about these encroachments. We are, however, trying to
prevent further encroachments. ‘

Shri Dulal Chandra Barua: Is Government aware of
the fact that the scheme formulated by the Revenue and
Forest Departments for settlement of the landless, flood and
erosion affected peonle of the Jorhat subdivision in the Jorhat
Nagaland boundary areas have been scuttled by reason of
occupation of those areas by Nagaland?

Shri Bimala Prasad Chaliha : 1 cannot say now what
is the exact position. If there are encroachments. these will
be cleared.

Shri Jogen Saikia : This morning I received a letter from
Titabar saying that widespread encroachments by the Naga
people have taken place in the Titabar area during the
last four or five . days.

Shri Bimala Prasad Chaliha : We have no information.

Shri Gaurisankar Bhattacharya ¢ Is it not a fact that the
real position is that the Director of Health Services has sub-
mitted resignation but as the same person also holds the post
of Director of Health Education, he is continuing, and that
in spite of his submission of resignation neither the resigna-
tion has been accepted nor the post has been filled up ?

Shri Mahendra Mohan Chaudhury : The post of Director
of Health for Education has been combined with the post
of Director of Health Services which is also held by the
Director of Health Services. Regarding the resignation of
the Director of Health Services, it has since been with-
drawn.

. S_hri Bimala Prasad Chaliha (Chief Minister) : No, the pos-
itioa is like this. We had a Director of Health Services, Dr.. B.

L. Choudhury against whom proceedings were drawn up and

he was suspended. In that post another gentleman, Dr. Roy
was officiating, and in the meantime with a view to improve
the administration of the Health Department, we have been
trying for a long time to get a Director of Health Services and
in consultation with the Govt. of India, we obtained the
services of Dr. Menon for that posr, and he was brought
on contract Service. In the meantime, Dr. Roy retired and
Dr. Menon therefore became the Director of Health Services
and that Health Education also was combined with that
post. Now, Dr. Menon’s term is yet to be over but we thought
it would be better to fill up this post on permanent basis
and we are actually advertising that post. Dr. Menon did

. not like this advertisement daring his continuance and there- .

fore he resigned and his resignation has been. accepted. But
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he has been asked to continue till his successor is appointed.

Shri Gaurisankar Bhattacharyya : So, 1t is not a fact that
his resignation hag been withdrawn as Director of Health
Services. Now, whether Dr. Menon was brought here as

the Director of Health Services or as the Director of Health
Education 2

to express .it, because of party bindings. Those who have
really lost confidence on their our party and Govt. can-
not say openly due to party binding, but I know their
heart of hearts and 1 hereby prox}ide an opportunity
to those whose hearts are burning with discontent and
unable to express themselves to come forward and do
justice not only to their own conscience but to respect
the feeling of the people who are outside this House
Sir, 1 know that this Govt. is completly incapable of run-
ning the administration of the state. This Govt.  is quite
incapablg to run the administration fo the satisfaction of
any section of the people living in the state. T haveno
doubt that this Govt has become completely . callous to
the people.® The state emblem is the Rhinoceros. As. the
skin of Rhino is thick, the skin of the -Govt. is.also thick
like Rhinos. The Government therefore does not.under-
stand the language of persuasion and  reasoning so. the
people are to give hard blow to the Govt. Only then they
might understand’ the feelings - of the :peop'lé. 'S'if',','?. take
for instai}ce, the Nowgong Police jhulum, was it a really
democratic Govt. that was functioning since 3rd. Novem-
ber, 67 at Nowgong, » Was the democratic Govt, function-
ing there ? Feople of Nowgong who produce paddy'iu the
wholc of the State of Assam which is called the grancry of
the State, today, they are going without food. There are
bhundreds of Fair-price ¢hops opened by the Govt, and
not even 100 grams of rice per head are supplied to the vill-
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the Council of Ministers

agers in the last 20 days. By only giving bluffs, the Govt.
always try to overcome the difficulties. In these days, people
are forced to starve. The general public donot underst-
and the policy of this Govt and they donot want any-
thing but they only wanted a handful of rice. There was
agitation w thin the framework of democratic princifle
and some people offering Satyagraha and hunger strike to
open the eyes of the blind Govt and to make this Govt.
realise the difficulties of the people. This Govt never
realisc the grievances of the people, it appears to be
deaf and dumb. What is the result of this hunger-strike
and satyagrahas ? What is the reply ? The reply was
pumping of water, lathi charge by the police, I was present.
The police was instructed to hit on headsof the people,
they did not hit on their legs to disperse any crowd but
on heads to teach them a lesson If you go through the
records of the injures, you will find about 93% of the
injured got head injury. Is it not shame on the part
of the Govt.? I have seen with my own eyes that police
were hitting people on their heads and I asked the police
as to who had ordered them to beat the people on their
heads and I had t> prevent with my own hand the police
hitting pecple cn their heads. But it is surprising to me
that the Superintendent of Police, Nowgong congratulated
the police-men for beating like that. The people ' are
not treated as human beings but they are treated like
animals. Besides, curfew was imposed to harrass the

' people.

It was a very small matter. It is the democratic right
of the people to offer Satyagraha and to resort to hung-
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er strike, as it is a traditional method of expression ‘_)f
grievances of the people. It is the Father of the Nation 10
whose name our rulers always take their oath and 1t
should be remembered that Father of the Nation introdd”
ced these methods of fighting against the Oppressors by
offering Satyagraha and resorting to hungerstrike, but, Sir,
when any opponent of these rulers resort to hunger strike
or Satyagraha that is showing their grievances by non-violent
methods, they are beaten by these rulers, these innocent peOPle
forgetting the teaching of Mahatma Gandhi. Sir, it is cleat
that they do not believe in non-violence because they are
M power, but we believe in peaceful means, Has every
thing changed ? They forgot their non-violence when they
pounced upon the innocent people, the hungerstrikers and
hit them mercilessly when they were to express their grievances
by non-violent methods. Is this the method of this Congress
Govt. who take pride in non-violence as their motto but
they beat mercilessly the innocent people when they offer
hungerstrike or Satyagraha with the method of violence.
They do not even hesitate to use bullets on peaceful people.
But T warn the Govt. that the people will not always
remain silent and the time may come when they will be
bound to reply arms with arms, lathies with lathies. Nobody
can prvent or suppress the people resorting to the method

of violence if violence is used on them in season and out
of season. People must get their demands redressed. In
the names of Mahatma Gandhi and Jawharlal Nehru these
people came to power and having got into power have
forgotten the lofty ideals of these leaders. It is clear that
nobody is responsible for violent methods except this Govt.
but this Govt. has to reply for their misdeeds, their brutality
on the people. I do not want bloodshed, [ want socialism,
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[ want democracy, but I do not want a Govt. or a regime
of capitalism which is exploiting the masses and draining
their blood. This regime which is responsible for leading
the country to proverty, to weakness, to be beggars and
undermining the national prestige has no right to exist.
We do not want bloodshed, we do not want violence but
we want to do things in a peaceful and democratic
manner, Some people say that communists are believers in
violence ; it is not true. The great Communist leader, Lenin,
who led the first October revolution, the great socialist
revolution declared that the communists did not want revolu-
tion by anerchy and chaos but they wanted to bring revolu-
tion by resorting to peaceful methods without resorting to
force but it can not be one sided and if the enemies of
people, i.e. the counter revolutionaries resort to armed
violence against the people. People will reply with arms
with arms and violence shall be met with violence. This i
the lesson of history. In the present context the respon51b1hty
lies with the Government alone and it is the Government’s
violence that might incite violence.

Sir, T have no personal prejudice or personal dislike
on anybody, butI want to say that this is a Govt. which
should not remain and this is a Govt. on whom our people
have completely lost their confidence or their faith. What
have we seen during these 20 long years of Congress tile 2
Have they not led us to a bankruptcy of our financial
position bankraptcy of ideas, of thoughts and of actions?
These have been proved to the hilt. The country
cannot be expected to bz built, the development projects
cannot be taken up by this Govt. They have in this Ministry,
as mile post, of their rule for 20 years, have 20 Ministers,

Corruption crept in into these pipes and pipes disappeared.
Is this not a slur to the whole country and this Congress
Govt, ? Where is that"aSSi.lral‘lCC of the Chief Mi .ister of
coming to a decision on that scandal ¢ For such kinds of
scandals by this Govt. the people have lost their faith and
their respect on them.

In this House we repeatedly raised the grievances of
the people about an ex-M.L.A, of this Govt. Party who
took settlement of a big area of land at a nominal price
and sold this very land to the very Govt. Who purch-
ased it paying him a huge sum of money ? The ex-M.

He has not, because it is a
corruption in the highest level because -this gentleman
involved, is sitting in the highest pedestal and going scot-

what action has been taken ? These are some of the few
spectacular things for which the people have completely
lost their faith and confidence on this Govt.

In such circumstances, can you say that this is the

rule of the law? No, Sir, it is the jungle rule, a rule
which is not fit for a civilised couniry. It

is a jungle

rule pure and simple.

Then I find that this Govt. is running the adminis-
ité . swhims.,,. Lhe P.

W.D. at one time was one wing and some ycars back

it was divided into two Wings, E.& D. & Flood control

wing and Roads & Buildings wing with the result the

officers existing then had also to be divided and now
those officers, most of them, who were in the original
department do not get thelr promotions although the
promotions are due according to their seniority and depr-
iving their claims junior people have superseded them.
What kind of feeling you are creating among these people ?
For example the pcst of the Conservator of Forests who
is a fairly senior persop, he was “appointed to the post
much carlier. But at the time of promotion his case
went by default because some Derhadoon passed  people
who were appointed afterwards had to be accommodated.
Then again, Government suddenly decided that the retire-
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ment age should be extended by three years from 55

years to 58 years. A person having attained the age of 55,
the age of superannuation, ceases to have any particular
interest in his work because he has already become ent-
ittled to full pension, and no lapses on his part could
deprive him of his due pensionary benefit. He has there-
fore nothing to care. Even if he makes a man woman
Of a woman man, nobody can catch him. If you are really
serious and honestly feel convinced that thc retirement
age should be raised, then, raise it and treat all the
employees alike., But you have not done so. Why ? Is
it not just to favour some and frown the others with a
view to serve some ulterior purpose ? Such a policy is
apparently most discriminatory—it is bound to be so, Can
‘any Government be run on sound lines with a policy of
employment and retention in service on such discrimina-
tory tactics ¢ Not only thereby you are preventing some
people in the lower ranks from their legitimate right of
promotion but you are demoralising them. (Mr. Speaker-
Mr. Bora, please restrict your speech to the time limit,
you have already spoken about 20 minutes.) No, Sir, I
have spoken only 15 or 16 minutes, Sir, then about the
condition of. the common people, the workers, I do not
propose to speak much on this subject. Even the workers
under the IN.T.U.C.. a Government sponsored Trade
Union organisation which have been helping the Govern-
ment day in and day out, they too have now become
restless, That is the condition of the workers even under
the Government sponsored Trade Union Organisation,
What is the condition of the pesantry ? The less said is
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the better. Under the twenty years rule of this Congress

-Government the condition of the pesantry has come to

such a pass that now throughout the length and breath
of the country a revolutionary upsurge has overtaken the
entire pesantry. Why ? Because the peasants are going on
without two square meals, starvation is stairing them in
the face. They have no lands for cultivation, they have
no money. They are at the cruel mercy of the big money-

Jenders, A systematic policy of ruthlessness is being foll-

owed by this Government in respectof this poor pesantry.
When they ask for land, the answer is no available land.

In the Kakodonga, quite a number of people wanted to

occupy the Reserve and cultivate in the available land.
The people were refused. When they themselves on their
own initiative occupied, what did this Government do ?
You sent the Police to drive them out. What about the
middle-class people ? With regard to this also, I do not
want to be exhaustive, But I want to mention only one

thing. To-day if we rightly feel the pulse of the people

in the various backward areas in the State, we connot
but admit that they have all bzcome comletely ‘restless.
Why ? Because in these twenty Yyears of Congress Raj,
these people have still now remained where they were.
That is why all kinds of devisive forces are raising their
ugly heads, and it is you who have brought this country
to the verge of ruin. Nobody is responsible for this mess
except you. The Muslim people have every right to be
disillusioned of this Government completely. They have
completely lost their confidence on this Governmet. Most
indiscriminately many of them. have been thrown out of
India, Even now some police men would go to. some
Muslim villages and would say “we have come for cen-
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sus.” For what census do they go their they only know.
Not only that. Their standard of judgment and also
trial differs from man to man. They have set one law
for a Minister and another for a common man. There
should be one law, one rule, one policy applicable to all
man alike. But under the Congress Raj that is not to be,
It is gradually going to bs a Police State. As I saidin
course of my speech in an adjourment motion, it is, indeed,
strange that in this State of Assam under the Congress
Raj even the Policeman takes resort to pick-pocketing,
At Gauhati you know how one man was robbed by poli-
cemen. These state of things are going on to-day in the
whole State. I do not pro;;ose_to dwell upon the wide-
spread blaCk-marketing that has become the order of the
day in the entire State, Suych a thing could not have
happened -had not the Government itssIf been a party fto
this kind activities. T therefore consider that this Govern
ment itself a black-marketeer, and that is why they have
not been able 1o do anything to arrest the neferious acti-
vities of these social sharks, the black-marketeers; that is
why the State of Assam has become a problem-ridden
State; that 1S why the scarcity of food has become so
acute and our Government has not been able to provide
a solution for it. There is no reason why Assam should
suffer from food scarcity, T say that in Assam the food
problem is one which can be solved if only the Govern-
ment could be strong. But to expect this Government to
be strong, to be impartial and just, it is something like
a cry in the wilderness, A Government thriving on the
active help and support of black-marketeers and horders
cannot be expectd to be strong, efficient and honest. Who
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are the psople who are now guarding our borders ? Cro-
res of rupees are being spent for the defence security of
the borders of our country. But still then you have not
been able to stop Pakistani infiltration; infiltration is going
on unchecked according to Government’s own statement,

and the Government is a helpless spectator to all these
illegal activities. That is why Sir, [ say that this Govern-
ment has brought ruin to the people.

The relationship between the hills people and the
plains people is at its worst today and the primary res-
ponsibility for this lies on nobody except this Congress
Government who is running the administration for the
last 20 years. Due to misrule of this Congress Govern-
ment the separatist tendency which was created by the
British imperialists during their rule, instead of removing
it, instead of preventing it, has brought t~ su h a pitch
that today there is talk of complete separation. This is
the position to which we have been led by this Congress
Government, We have been trying through the recomm-
endations of the Mehta Sub-Committee to come to some
settlement, but the 20 years of Congress Rule has totally
spoiled the possibility of linking the bond that was sought
to be broken by the British.

T-;he phenomenon of Assam or India alone. Particularly
in Assam, I would like to say that inspite of all efforts
of the Government and all cfiorts of the right-thinking
r?faople. the progress to easc the situation is not much.
Sir. I would like to quote the figures given by Dr.
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Goswami of Agro-Economic Research Centre for North
East India as brought out in the brochure which says -
“The growth rate of rice in Assam is not encouraging.
Linear growth rates during 1952-53 to 1964-65, come only
10 1.32 per cent in area, 0'78 per ceat in production and
(-)0 47 per cent in productivity. The corresponding growth
rates of rice for all India for the same period are area
I'57 per cent. production 3'64 per cent and productivity
1'80 per cent. In Assam slight increase in production is
due to the increase in area, but the productivity of the
land has diminished.” As against this, Sir, as is known
to us all, the rate of population growth in Assam is 34
p.c. during the last one decade. Therefore, it is not pos-
sible to keep at par the growth of population with the
production of the food stuff, Therefore, there is certain
deficiency and there is some shortage. If that shortage
cannot be met, it is just like crying in the wilderness to
feed the people. What we should do ? We should give
more attention to the production side rather than to the
agitation side. But, it does not depend on the agitation
side, it depends in the field of production. Toil alone
can relieve us from the morose which unfortunately many
of.us- have forgotten, but they have taken it asa part of
agitation.

The second point on which they have challenged us
is law and order. Sir, I have heard attentively Shri Phani
Bora when he was speaking, as if, the law and order
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situation that has arisen in Assam was simply a passing
phase. He was just referring to the instances of Nowgo-
ng and other places and showed as if it was nothing
but an innocuous agitation and an innocuous movement.
I think I shall not be going far too away if I say that
subversion movement for subversion against democracy and
against the established order has become fundamental not
only in Assam but throughout the entire under-develeped
world. Sir; they too inspire the country which aims at
totalitarian world. I shall be failing in my duty if T would

not say that possibly unwittingly many of our friends in
the opposition have stepped into oprosition for whom possibly

it will not be possible to come after some time. They co-
mmitted to use that path of subversion- the path of subversion
of law, subversion of peace and subversion of national free-
dom and there will be no end to it. I shoald say that
this agitation is not confined to the four walls of food
shortage. It has got more and greater significance and that
greater significance of somebody is pulling the wire from
somewhere to which we are dancing to the tune, This has
gone far away from the ordinary law and order situation
It assumes such an importance that it should be able to
bring more and more attention from the Government, Sijr,

if some very stringent measure is not taken to curb it, the
situation will go out of our hands. Therefore, rightly as has
been said by Mr. Sarma, I will find fault with the Govrn-

ment for not being strict against such subversion which has

arisen throughout the eastern part of India partly asa pro-.
gramme for overthrowing the established order and establi-
shed democracy of India.

Thirdly, Sir, T beg to submit that the question of law
and order is not just question of few people offering
Satyagraha or of a few policemen using Lathi-charge. It has
got greater significance than that and we should consider

that matter very serioasly.

The third point was about corruption. Honourable:
members from the opposite side brought several allegati-
ons against us. I do admit that there 1s corruption. But
can they say where is no corruption? Corruptién is eve-
rywhere in India. Is there no corruption in the political |
set-up ? Is there no corruption in social set-up ? Is there
no corruption in All India Political Parties? Is it only in
this Government alone ? It is everywhere. The other day,
no less a person than Professor Humayun Kabir said that
even in ‘the political parties in West Bengal who are in
pOWEr and who have big land holdings, sent people to
occupy forcibly other’s land whereas they conceal their
own land holdings. It is still green in our minds. Is it not
corruption ¢ Therefore, T should say corruption is not only
in Assam and not only in Congress Party, it is everywhere.
The only thing is how to curb it and how to see that
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it does not bring another corruption. On this score, I should
like to say that we have sufficiently done about it. Sir,
if we go through the State Vigilence Commission Report,
we will find that during 1966-67 alone 358 cases have been
removed on the ground of corruption,and many heads of
departments have been removed. Is nct this a sincere
effort on the part of the Government to curb the rising
trend of corruption ? So I should say it is not that we
have not taken up any measures; There may be some
lapses so far as implementation is concerned. But, Sir,
implementation is the thing which is not confined to the
Ruling Party alone. For the implementation of the progr-
ammes which are accepted to be good, the other parties
are also responsible. It is, therefore, everybody’s duty to
render help and extend their full cooperation for success-
full implementation of our programmes. I would only appeal
to the members in the Opposition to see that whatever
defects in our administration, whatever shortcomings we have
in our administration are to be removed by full cooperation
through the combined efforts of all concerned. Sir, if they
are only trying to find fault with us and accusing us again,
there will be no end to it.

Lastly, Sir, I would like to point out that Mr. Phani
Bora has accused us of going astray from the path of
Mahatma Gandhi. Sir, T wish I could be spared of rep-
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lym% to his remarks. It jerks my ears when such an acc-
Usation Comes from the mouth of those persons who in
1942 Revolution- the greatest and noblest of all revolutions
ot only i this Sub Continents, but in the whole Contin-
€nt, did not take part in that revolution. That is why I
Say that those who stayed aside, sided with the then ma-

Sters at the behest of their God-fathers from outside the
country,

In that revolution those who have stayed aside and
Sided with the Master of our God father outside this Country.
History will say.

History is there. I am constrained to observe, that revos
lution was opposed by the same person who utters the name
of Mahatma Gandhi just to camouflage their intention. He
fought against imperialism and join hands with the bureau-
crats and thought that it will come to them who were with
the imperialists, those who were British imperialist at that
time.

Shri ATAUR RAHMAN :' As I was I'stening to the
speeches delivered during the course of the debate, specially
some of the speeches of some of the Hoa. Members from the
Opposition benches, T was constantly being reminded of the
famous poem on the Battle of Blenhein. After all, of what
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use of this debate ? If misrepressntation and misprcsentation
of facts, painting in dark colour the actual state of things
prevailing in the country and concealment of the brighter side
of things could have lead to a saluhan of matters then
Sir, the gossipings in the tea-stalls datted over the country
would have solved all our problems. No Sir, that won’t do.
(Mr. Rathindra Nath Sen Gossipings in the tea-stall createc the
French Revolution.) Criticisins to be useful must be creative,
V\_’hile We criticisz the lapses of the Government in various
directions, we have also to take into consideration the

developmental work that has been done during these years
under very difficult ang trying conditions.

Various Members have referred to problems regarding
corruption, land, wastage in industries, Police julum etc.
About corruption, much has been said in this House. Af-
terall the Officers whoﬁq we criticise for corruption they
also come from the same society to which we and also
the Members of the Opposition groups belong. As I had
occaiion to state earlier in this House we have as is a moral
society with immoral men, If corruption is to be stamped
out we all have to join hands together otherwise simply
accusing the Government will not drive away corruption.
Wwastage has been criticised. It is true in some departments
specially in the Industries Department there has been some
wastage ; but that will be so because ours is a State which
is still in its infancy so far as development of industries
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is concerned, and we must make some allowances in that
regard. A lot has been said about the Police- much has been
stated in this debate and in the debate in course of the
budgét demands. Police also come from the-same society
as we come from. It is not a fact that when giving app-
ointment to a particular officer the Government or for that
matter the Congress give instructions to perpetrate certain

. deeds ; if they do certain things they do individually. For

the lapse of an individual Police Officer to accusé the
whole Government is astounding. About the land problem
a lot has been said. The problem is there; but for that if
every piece of available land is occupied by us illegally and
no planned settlement is allowed then the problem will
never be solved. If there is a spotof waste land and for
that some interested parties inéite some landless people to
occupy it illegally, thatis not going to solve our problem.
A word has been said about infiltration by my esteemed
friend Shri Phani Bora. It is a fact that in this House from
this side and also from the other side we were airing certain
grievances 1n that connection, and I am glad to say tha’
since the matter was first discussed in this House much
misundertand ng has been removed in tlus regard and the
situation has much eased. So there should be no scope for
criticising the Government on that count at this fag end.
About food production much has been said. On listening to
various remarks by various Members on this problem from
time to time, I am tempted to think that we simply rest
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assured by criticising the top and the middle of this problem,
but we do not touch the bottom. The bottom is the pea-
séntry who are scattered all over the country. We criticise
the Government, we make love with certain elements, we
dislike certain elements but we fail to fraternise with the
Peasants. The crux of all evils of the day is the food problem,
and unless we solve the food problem, that is, we enthuse
-the peasants to produce more we cannot solve the problem.
We say a ot in this House and in public meetings outside
about increasing food production, but we never go to the
peasants and ask them to take to scientific method of cul-
tivation, we never enquire about their ditticulties, we never
try to solve their individual problems, we never give them
any guidance as to how they should take to better methods
of cultivation. We simply rest assured by criticising the
Government both inside and outside this Assembly. That
is not going to increase the food production, we have to
meet the people and unless if we all- whether. on thisside
or that side of the House- join hands together and proceed
to the fields, we would not be doing ‘much to help increase
food production. I will appeal in this matter  ‘Come one,
come all and join hands together’ and enthuse our peas-
antry’ then we can tide over this _difficulty,

*pecially of one thing, one of our Hom’ble friends from
the other side of the House remarked that some Members
of my party would also in their hearts, support this Ne-
Confidence Motion. Sir, let me dispel any doubt that he
may entertain on this score, 1 have full confidence in
my Government and in my party. I have always respected
noble ideals of the Congress and I do feel that Congress
party is one of the noblest p« litical party, not only in
~India, but in the whole world. 1 wonder, whether it is
proper to make such sweeping remarks. When 1 say this,
I feel that T am voicing the opinion of all my colleagues
in my party and sincerely feel that all of them share
the same full confidence in the Govt. and in our party
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When we wrenched our country from the grip of foreign
rule, the country’s economy was in a debit balance. To

build up the economy is a collosol job. India is not
just a ‘country, it is a continent, and to build up a nation
with crores and crores of. people, is not a matter of joke.
The Motion of No-Confidence is' something like standing
in judgement on -the activities of the Government. When
we judge a thing we should judge both the good and
the bad side of the thing. We must not be partial or
parochial. Now Sir, T would like to take the question of
hunger-strike. This hunger-strike has pained €very one
oRiMEs) T¢ s ‘most deplorable. It really breaks one’s
heart to see our bright young-stars going on without food
for days.” But, when strikes are backed by political mot-.
ivation, it becomes more pathetic. The youthful minds
are emotional and excitable. When their emotions gre
roused, they get‘ excited and misguided with the regy]t
that violence breaks out. That becomes a debatable que-
stion, who resorted to violence first. I feel that our pg.
litical Parties would do well to keep away from thijg
dangerous game of inciting the en_lotional yOL}ths to - resort
to hunger-strikes. When violence once breaks out, goond-
a'ism. raised its head and takes the lead.

I do admit that there is corruption; certainly there -
is corruption., The Supply Department has committeq many
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mistakes with regard to supply and distribution of food
which have aggravated the shortage of food-stuffs. But

these defects and mistakes are open for correction. It is

therefore the duty of the ~Members, both this side and
that side, to take note of these defects and try to remedy
them. Owur Chief Minister is always available with his
willing and co-operative service to help the Members. He
is most patient and sympathetic person. I do not know
of any other Chief Minister who is so patient as our
Chief Minister. Therefore, it is for us to bring to his
notice all these matters and problems that we are facing.
He will, I am sure, do his utmost to remove these defects:

(Interruptions from Opposition Benches).

Sir, I hope I will be allowed to proceed with my speech..
Sir, our problems are not isolated problems; they are world
problems. World conditions have created certain conditions
in India as well asin Assam. There is food shortage in
other parts of the world, even in the Western Countries,
of course, not in America. Due to over population this short-
age of food is everywhere. The Central allocations are not
what they used to be. Food production, land settlement,
uncmployment are all world problems. I have just come
fro.m my constituency and I foand that in my district of
this year thereis a good prospect of food crops,
know what is the condition in the other

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Districts of Assam. I hope that this present shortage of

food is only a passing phase, and that the next year

would bring us self-sufficiency  in food production. L

hope then that we shall no more hear of any hunger-
strikes, I do also hope that there would be no political
motivation in future in dealing with the food problem

by political parties.

Sir, with regard to land, I do not find anything wrong
with our land reforms. We are distributing land to the
landless but is it possible to give land to each and’every
landless person in the State? Our population is rising SO
fast that land cannot be distributed to each and every
person. Sir, one eminent politician has mentioned that:
at this rate of growth there would not be an inch of land
left. Sir, T had recently been in Phillipines; which is an
advanced country, more advanced then ours and even they
have not adopted land reforms as we have done,  They
have achieved independence before us, In the land reforms
they have not yet fixed any ceiling on land holdings
which we have done. We have not even any landlords

now. We are more advanced in this matter,

With regard to unemployment, certainly there will
be some. unemployment with educational ‘advancement.

Colleges nowadays are springing up like mushrooms. With
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so many boys and girls graduating from these institutions it
is difficult to give employment to each and every one (the
bell rang). Sir, T would request you to give me a few min-
utes more. Shortage of funds is also responsible for some
of the unemployment. But this shortage is also the.cause
for employing some of the newly educated.

Yes, Sir corruption is ramplnt everywhere.

But corruption is not the monopoly of the Govern-
ment only. The entire country is steeped in corruption.
It must be removed by its very Troots.

( A voice :—Do you admit of corruption at Ministerial’
level 2. ..). .

Corruption ig everywhere thoughout the country. Tt
embraces all the parties and groups. Our friends of the
Opposition should remember this.

( A voice : =The root of corruption is Congress Party’s
election ),

Sir, let us not go into personal or party discrimination.
As T said, corruption ijs everyvwhere. Let us be very
frank about it. At the same time, Sir, let us not see
the dark side of life only, let us see the bright side
also. Let us not be pessimistic, let us be optimistic,
I ask a straight question to my friends opposite. Were
this so many schools during the British regime ?
Were there so many roads and othser means of
communication ? Was there soO many development
projects ? Most of my friends have gone to Barapani
and have seen for themselves one of our brightest and
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- grandest achievements. You must consider the good side

as well .as the bad side also.

( The bell rang again).

I have only two more things to say. We have seen
some non-Congress Governments functioning in some States.
Now, what is their performance ? What have been their
achievements ? We have seen that they have brought
instability to the administration., We have seen crossing
of Floor and this crossing of Floor is not for state Govt.

We have before us the example of Bengal. The .people
of West Bengal are frustrated and have no peace of
mind due to unstable conditions.

Sir, I would finish by appealing to the Opposition
not to sow the seeds of dissension and misunderstanding,
bat to lend their helping hand to build a better and
more prosperous Assam.
