Shri - Silvius Condpan s Hon’ble Deputy Speaker, Sir.
Whijle participating in the discussion in the matter of devasta-
ting flood recently in Assam and its repeated occurence,
while giviﬁg my observation I fully support the views
€xpressed by our hon’ble member Shri Pradip Hazarika.

Sir, it is a fact that Assam experiences acutely the hardship
caused by the fllood and the recent flood in the State was

still more devastating. Of course yesterday our hon’ble
Law Minister in his opinion has given that it was not so
Very serious ; but it is indeed a serious happening. The
natural calamity that took place gripped the people of the
State and for which Governmsnt is not in a position to
give them adequate relief. Now, Sir, in view of the experie-
nce we have had in the recent flood we must rise to the
occasion and the Government in particular should see that

in future even if something worse than the recent one
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happens, it would be able to face and tackle it and save
the people from the acute hardship. Today, Sir, we know
the Department of Flood Control has been spending money
in terms of crores and crores but the amount of money
spent on relief given, it will appear on record that there is
nothing for them, the money has been washed away by the
flood water, it is eroding the cultivable land. Yes, we are
in a scientifically developed stage but we are not able to
tackle the flood problem. If the problem is so gigantic let
the problem be reduced to the stage where the people can
bear it. Asa matter of experience, the Department of Flo~d
Control takes up protection work but the Departmeat doss
not take follow up action, Where the protection scheme is
useful to the people and considering the money spenf, ther:
is no follow up action. The people in some arzas, thsy
hire bulldozers for dredging the river bed and they protect
themselves for one or two food season and when silting
takes place again there is devastation. The Department of
Flood Control should spend some per ceatage of the alloca-
tion in dredging out the rivers, atleast tbe tributaries,
Sir, the tributaries of Brahmaputra river has eroled
thousands of cultivablel and this year. The flood comes
and it may recede and you may get back the land; but the
flood has dope the great damage, it has damaged the crops
and it hag also eroded the cultivable land which the
Government cannot get back. The area submerged in flood
water, that can pe compensated but the fand already
eroded and reduced to a river bed, what happens to that 7

So to prevent this kind of erosion, the erosion, miust

be controlled;: There must be some scheme, by the sile
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of the tributaries to save the cultivable land, to save the
villages, because villages after villages have been eroded.
Sir, our hon’ble member Ardhendu Dey has rightly brought
this matter for discussion, to exercise the minds of the
hon’ble members, and impress upon the Government that
they will kindly take the problem more seriously than in
the past so that the people of Assam can be definitely
relieved of the hardship caused by the flood. Thank you
Sir,
