Shri Chandra Arandhara (Minister, Revenue) replied @
a) No, it is not a fact: .

d)

Water 1e§rc1 did not show any alarming rising trend
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till 25th August. However the District Administration

had alerted the concerned authority on 23rd August

and in vulnerable places for warning was given to
the public. But flood water rose so suddenly from
26th August, 1988 and of such a magnitude that most
of the areas were innundated and road/rail and tele-
phonic Communication got disrupted due to the un-
precedented nature of the situation,

¢) No. The District Administration was in rediness to
combat the situation.

d) Does not arise. : _ _

Sri Aminul Islam : Mr. Speaker. Sir, in reply to my
question 61 (a) the hon’ble Minister had said, ‘No’. But
so far as I know no warning had been given to the peo-
ple beforehand. If it is not admitted by the Government,
may [ know through what agency and how the warning
had been given to the people ? '

Sri Chandra Arandhara (Minister) ; Sir, to speak the
truth, the flood warning system is not working in our
State. Actually, warning should be given on the basis of
water level at Dibrugarh. But as because such system is
not working, advance warning could not be given in time,

Shri Aminul Islam : Sir, while replying to Question
61 (b) the Hon’ble Minister had said that on 23rd August
fore warning was given to the public. May I know thr-
ough what agency the warning had been given ?

Shri Chandra Arandhara (Minister) : The warning was
given by the District Administration. To speak the truth,
this time the water level was quite unprecedented and

S o SPY
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the District Administration did notthink that so suddenly
the water will rise to such a height.

Sri Aminul Islam : My third supplementary is reg-
arding operational readiness. The Minister has said that
the District Administration was in readiness to combat the
situation. May I know if there was operational readiness
on the part-of the District Administration, what type of
-operational readiness was there ? Whether it was as per
Relief Manual ?

Sri Chandra Arandhara (Minister) ¢ Yes, Sir, the ope-
rational readiness was as per Relief Manual,

Shri Silvius Condpan 4 Sir, the Minister has admitted

that the flood warning system is very poor in our State,

May 1 know what steps the Government is going to take
to improve the system ?

Sti Chandra Arandhara (Minister): This time we have

had bitter experiences. Definitely we shall try to improve
‘the flood warning system.

erosion,  etc. will come within the purview of this enu-
meration, i. e. they’ will be ‘given numbers of the houses
provided they have built up their houses and got''reset
tled That is° why, sir, T would ask him would'he plea-

se inform-the Election commission that about 95% of the
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affected people are still living of the embankments and
other places because they could not construct their hou-
ses in the meantime.

As the first phase of enumeration was started when
the devasting floods were on this could not have been
effectively done. Would he examiné that aspect and in-
form the Election Commission that for those people who
are still living 'in temporary shelters on embankments and
other places should also be given numbers their old houses,
if necessary ,so that at the time of enumeration they are
not deprived of the right of their francise:

I refer to Kathonibari. Will the Minister ask the SDO
to investigate the matter ? T suggest the persons who are
erosion affected in Kathonibari, you should make a proper
list of them.

Shri Chandra Arandhara, Minister : Hon’ble Speaker,
Sir, If there is any sort of anomaly regarding offering of
rehabilitation to the flood affect or erosion affected people,
it is a serious allegation. I shall definitely look into it,

Shri Golam Osmani : Whether the High Court has
invited the MLA concerned or notisa separate question,
- They may-not know the MLA concerned. But we un-
fortunately see that a long established tradition of invi-
ting the MLAs of the area during the visit of a Minister
has not been maintained.

The following dccisions were adopted‘ unanimously,

{. It is decided that the accounts of t;le Board since
1969 be audited and a report obtained within 3 months i.e.
by 15th., of Sept., 1978 and, if possible, and inteim report
carlier, It is also decided to request M/S Saqui & Co.,
Chartered Accountants, to take up the audit. The remun-
eration for the audit would be fixel by the Chairman in-
consultation with M/S Saqui & Co. and the Minister i/c wakf,

2. Itis decided that the Metowalli of Golam Rahman
wakf estate, Gauhati be requested to submit full accounts
by 30th June, 1978 regarding detsils of wakf land seld
out, total amount realised party-wise, the amount paid to
the Board and to the then ehairman and details of land

still under encrochment with particulars of encroachers.

A meeting of the Board should be called sometime
in Jully, 1978.

3. Then the unhappy financial position of the “Board was
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discussed and members requested the Minister in-charge to
make more liberal grant to the Board so that the admi-
nistrative expenses could be not. The Minister i/o wakf
desired that the chairman of the Board, the secretary of
the Board and the Joint Secretary of the Govt. of Assam,
Legislative Department (wakf) should meet and work out a
plan as to how Govt. could be more helpful and could
take more effective measures for improvzment, pretention
and proper management of wakf properties.

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RULING FRCM THE CHAIR
Mr. Speaker : Hon’ble Members may kindly recall
that on 10th Nov. 1988, Hon. Member, Shri Ardhendu
Kumar Dey, Shri Binai Khungur Basumatary, Shri Amrit-
1al Basumatary, Shri Golok Rajbanshi and Shri Hemen Das
tabled the notices of Adjournment Motions and spoke about
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the admiss?bi]ify of their adjournment Motions for gran-
ting the leave of the House to move the Adjournment
Motions. I heard the Hon. Members and Eon. Minister
for Parliamentary Affairs for and against the admissibility
of the Adjournment Motions. I heard Hon. Hcme Minister
also who made a brief statement on the incident which
were sought to be raised by an Adjournment Motions I
find that the purposes of raising the Adjournment Motions
by Hon. Members, Shri Ardhendu Kumar Dey, Shri Binai
Khungur Basumatary and Shri Amritlal Basumatary are
more or less identical and same.

So far as the admissibility of the Adjournment Motions
are concerned, I would like to state that admission of
different notices is regulated by the relevent provisions of
the Rules of Procedure of the House including the pre-
cedents, conventions established over the years in the House
and elsewher including the Parliament. 1 quite agree with
the submission of Hon. Minister of Parliamentary Affairs
that the matter stipulated to be raised through an- adjo-
urnment motion can be discussed in the House by same

other devices available through the provisions of Rules of
Procedure of the House.

It has been held that an adjournment motion will be
admissible if the matter proposed to be raised has arisen
suddenly and created an emargent situation nesessitating
the suspension ‘of the business of the House for taking up
consideration of the urgent matters. The instant qnestions
proposed to be raised through adjournment motions by
Hon. Members, Shri Ardhendu Kumar Dey, Shri Binai

&
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Khungur Basumatary and Shri Amritlal Basumatary in the
matter of murder of an ex-chairman of the Chamber of
Commerce, Guwahati, killing of five Bodo villagers and
police atrocities respectively are in the ordinary course of
law ‘and order and do not warrant adjournment of the
House for discussing these matters by suspending the bu-
siness of the House. - Similarly, firing at a place in order
to tackle the problem of law and order dces not create
any emergency for discussing the matter in-the House thro-
ugh an adjournment motion as these matters can be raised
under any procedural device such as Calling Attention No-
tices, Questions, ~ Short Notice Question etc. The Home
Minister “also stated that Government exerted allthe ad-

ministrative machinery to arrest all the culprits responsi=
ble for the incident,

In view of the above, I consider that the adjournment
motions tabled by Hon. Members, Shri Ardhendu Kumar
Dey, Shri Binai Khungur Basumatari and Shri Amritlal

Basumatary are not in order and accordingly T disallow
the same.

The Adjournment Motion sought to be raised in the
House by the Hon. Leader of the Opposition, Shri Golok
Rajbanshi in the matter of tribal movement that is affec-
ting the law and order etc. of our State is a very sen-
sitive and complicated one which concerns with the inte-
grity, stability and harmony of different sections of the
people living in the State of Assam, In order to tackle
such a problem the Government authority, the leaders of
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the public and the legislatoers must proceed very cautio-
usly. This problem is in fact a continuing affair in our
State. In this regard, I quote Kaul & Shakdher’s Practice
and Procedure of Parliament, page 422 :— “ A matter
which has been continuing for sometime cannot be raised
in the House through an adjournment motion. ” As such,
the adjournment mofion tabled by the Hon. Leader of the
Opposition Shri Rajbanshi is disallered.

The discussion on the matter of *‘this year”s devas-
tating flcod in Assam” proposed to be raised through the
Adjoarnment Motion in the House by the Hon, Member,
Shri Hemen Das, is not only serious in nature but also
exhibits the grim situation of the State affecting the economic
condition, life and property of the people., All the Hon.
Members are quite aware that the ravage of fleod this
year is unprecedented and there eannot be a difference
of opinion so far as the question of devastation caused

by the flood to the life and property of the people. The

large scale devastation and rampant erosion caused by the
flood had threatened the very existeance of the State as
a whele. Even a large number of people in the very
heart of Guwahati had to be evacuated from the clutches
of flood. Thousands of flocd affected people who were
rendered homeless were forced to take shelter in the
national highways and there were living there for mon-
ths together with untold sufferings, Therefore, the very
system of contrelling the devastating nature of flood by
the existing system of embankment appears to be a total
failure and needs a serious review. The issue of non-imp-
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lementation of flood and erosion cortrol schemes pending
with the Govt. of India also deserves serious discussions
in this highest forum of our State. I need hardly

------------

I need hardly mention that large amounts of money
from the - State Exchequer were spent year after year
since indpendence in geometrical proportion but then our
fate is that we are to co-exist with the flood havoc. This
is really a matter to be discussed on the floor of the
House. I fully agree with the Hon’ble Member Shri Hemen
Das with his views that this year’s flood was a deluge
which caused sufferings to our people and which can better
be imagined than described. In this connection, I would
like to refer to the adjournment motion on a similar sub-
ject moved by late Hon’ble Member Krishna Nath Sarma
on the very first day of the first Session of Assam Legi-
slative Assembly on the 7th April, 1937 which was admi-
tted by the illustrious Speaker late Hon’ble Basanta Kumar

Das in his historic rulling.

Considering the facts stated above, I could not have
resisted my temptation to allow the adjournment motion
which does not suffer from the infirmities of the provisions
of the Rules of Procedure but since the subjcct matter of
the adjournment motion was discussed on the floor of the
House threadbare during this session on 11-11-88 through
the procedural device viz : under Rule 50 of the Rules
of Procedure and Conduct of Business in Assam Legislative
Assembly, I hold that the necessity of discussing the matter
again by way of an adjournment motion has been forbidden
by mandatery provision of Rule 57 (III) of the Rules of
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Procedure and Conduct of Business in Assam Legislative Ass-

embly and as such-T regret very much to disllow the same.
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Shri Binai Khungur Basumatari : Sir, 1 also respect your
judgement. My objection is that in the news item itwas
published that five Bodos were killed whereas only three
Bodos were actually killed. 1 brough this for discussion
Since you have not admitted the adjournment motion I
also feel that to record my protest to this, T should also
walk out and T walk out,

(Shri Binai Khungur Basumatari left the House.)
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Shri Ardhendu Kumar Dey : Sir, murder of Shri Har-
lalka is not a stray incident. It is a continuous process
that political murders are taking place in the State. The
law and order situation in the State has miserably dete-
riorated. So as a mark of protest to that and as because

my adjournment motion has not been admitted we walk-
out of the House.

(3), Parliament has exclusive power to make laws with
respect to any of the matters enumerated in List 8 in the
Seventh Schedule (1In this Constitution referred to as the
“Union List”). Now I would like to refer to SI. 53 and
54 of the Union List in this connection. S!. 53 says —
Regulation and development of oil fields and mineral oil
resources, -petroleum and petroleum products other liquids
and substances declared by Parliament by law to be dan-
gerously inflamable”, Sl, 54 says— Regulation of Mines
and mineral development to the extent to which such re-
gulation and development under the control of the Union
1s declared by Parliament by law to be expedient in the
public interest”, Now let me refer to sub-clause (2) of Art.
246 of the Constitution which states— “Nothwithstanding
anything in Cl. (3), Parliament, and subject to Cl. (1), the
Legislature of any State also, have powers to make laws
with respect to of the matters enumerated in List III in
the Seventh Schedule (in this Constitution referred to as
the “Copcurrent List” ). SI. 23 of the State List says —
“ Regulation of mines and mineral development subject to
the provisions of List —I with respect to regulation and

development under the control of the Union.” Sir, these
provisions state about the regulations of the mifes and

mineral development which falls within the Union and

Concurrent List, But Sir in this case, the State proposes
to impose a cess. In other words, the State proposes to
impose a tax— but whether cn this issue, the State Go-
vernmment can impose a tax on the people or persons who
own plot of land under which there is oil, is a debatable
subject. Therc.fore, Sir, we oppose this and we want a
strict clarification from the Government that the State Govt.
has the authority to impose cess on such land.

Shri Abdul Muhib Majumdar : Sir, I want to raise a
few points for the consideration of the hon’ble Law Mini
ster. I want to draw his kind attention to Section 3 and
4 of this Bill, which states-“For the purpose of providing
cost of development of rural areas in the State of Assam,
on and from the commencement of this Act, there shall
be levied and collected on all specified lands in the State
a tax, to be known as rural development cess, at such
rate not exceeding 25 percent of annual value as may
be fixed by the State Government by -notification’ in the
Official Gazette. (Sec-3) ¢ Section 4 says’” The rurzl deve-
lopment cess shall be leviable on the person who holds
specified land for carrying out excavation for the purpose
of obtaining miner oils or for the extraction of mineral
oils.” Sir, when there is some mineral products or some
other products under the land, then generally the land is
acquired by the Government of India and then they go
for ‘exploration etc.” But ‘it does not say when a private
person becomes - the owner of land where oil is found and
land is taken over by the Government - whether this is
going to be infructuous-whether the State Legislature can
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impose tax on ONGC; if they cannot, I am afraid whe-
ther it will be challenged by some other authority or there
will some other complication.

Now about the discrimination. If these Section 3 &
4 are read togather, serious doubt arises — whether this
Legislature will have the power to i1mpose the cess or
make laws. So, 1 would suggest to the Hon’ble Chief
Minister and the Law Minister to consider whether this
Bill can be referred to some Select Committee for their
consideration.

Shri Sarat Chandra Sinha : Sir, these words — “The rural
development cess shall be leviable on the person who holds
specified land”. Sir, what is meant by the word “person” ?
Is it the owner of the land y Who holds the land ? Or
the company or the agency who is extrcting the oil ?
This has not been clarified specifically here. Sir, it should
be clearly specified. The word should be clearly speci-
fied; instead of ‘person’ it should have been the ‘agency’.
Unless that is clearly specified, there shall be lot of con-
fusion and 1 think that it does not come within the com-
petence of thie State Government to enact this law, because
the matter relates to the central list.

Shri Surendra Nath Medhi (Minister) - Sir, some obj-
ections have been raised in respect of the Bill introduced
here. Hon’ble member, Shri Basumatari has referred to
Act, 246 and we are very much aware of this Article.
When parliament has got power to make some enactment
on the entries mentioned in the Union list of seventh
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schedule, it is clear that the state shall not have the au-
thority to make some law on the same subjects. We know
about Entries 53 and 54 where there is mention about
oil, mineral oil, mines etc. These things are undoubtedly
in Entries 53 and 54 of the seventh schedule to the Co-
nstitution.” Nonetheless, the Bill is sought to be introduced
and to make it a law for realisation of some taxes to

~augment the fund of the state from those who are extra-

cting mineral oil from the land of the state, It has been
mentioned clearly in this B.1l that the cess will be called
the Rural Development Cess on land used for extraction
of mineral oil and that will be acess on land. Theland
has been well defined. I may point out that in Sec. 3(a)
of land Acqusition Act, 1984 the land is defined as below;
“The expressin ‘land’ includes benefits to arise out of land
and things attached to the earth or permanently fastened
to anything attached to the earth”. Then the English.dcf{
ination goes like this. Land is defined as messuages, lab,d_s,_
tenements and hereditaments of any tenure”, The de_fina;
tion is very wide one and has becn held to include, am-
ongst other forms of property, mines, minerals, waiér_‘.'a.n'd
easements, This is the English definations. Now, 1 have
already submitted that the cess will be on land for rural
development wherefrom the mineral oils are extracted.
Therefore, the land is subject in the state list of the sev-
enth schedule and the State Govt. has got every right and
authority to make enactment on this. Then with regard to
Clause 3 hon. member, Shri Mazumdar has nia_dé “some

observations. He has supported the contention of hon,
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member, Shri Binai Basumatari and ' added further: that
perhaps it would be better to refer the Bill to the select
committee for its considaration. I do unot think that it is
a fit case to be referred to the select committee, Now,
hon. member, Shri Sarat Chandra Sinha has observed that
we have not defined the word ‘person’ in the Bill,

When there is no definition of a particular expression

given in the Bill we will have to adopt the definition
given in the General Clauses Act. In both the General
Clauses Acts, i.e. the Central General Clauses Act and
the Assam General Clauses Act the expression ‘person’
has been defined, “Person shall include any company or
Association or Body of individuals whether incorporated
or mnot.” Therefore, ‘person’ includes ONGC who is a
company, Any firm, any Company or body of individu-
als will thus be included in the expression of ‘person’
In the Income Tax Act also ‘person’ has been well-defi=
ned, It says, “‘person’ includes an individual, a Hindu
undivided family, a company, a firm and association of
persons or a body of individuals whether incorporated or
not,” Therefore, ONGC is a person. It has acquired land
for the purpose of extraction of oil.  Cess will be realised
from the ONGC. Tketefore, my hun.ble sutniission  is
that there is no irregularity for which the Bill may be
sent to the Select Committee, Ttis quite in order and I
submit that the Bill be passed by the House,

Shri Abdul Muhib Mazumdar : Let it 20 on record

that if it is later on challenged that the Chief Minister
and the Law Minister will take the blame.
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Shri Binai Khungur Basumatari : Sir, hon. Law Mi-
nister has quoted the Assam Acquisition of Land Act etc
with regard to the definition of ‘land’. He has also re-
ferred to the Union and the State Lists. Let us gd through
Sl. 18 of the State List about ‘Land’. It says, “Land, that
is to say, rights in or over land, and land tenures -inclu‘—
ding the relation of landlord and tenant and'the collec-
tion. of rents; transfer and alienation of agricultural land,
land improvements and agricultural loans, colonisation.
« The Minister has said that land includes -cverylhing un-
der it. But according to me as I understand from the
Entry in the State List of the Constitution of India it only
refers to only the rights over the land. Then there is
another Entry under SI, 45 which I quote. “Land Teve-
nue, including the assessment and collection for revenue,
the maintenance of land records, survey fbr revenue pur-
poses and recerds of rights, and alienation of revenues.”

Therefore, I beg to differ in my understanding with
the Hon’bie Law Minister and even if we go l:;y this SI.
45 we can only impose land revenue. It cannot be a cess
for the oil exploration. Therefore, Sir, I wish to “proposg
that the opinion of the Attorney General Be.callcd'f'ér.r
