A breach
of privilege camarise only when the member or the
Minister makes 2 false statement or an incorrect staterment
wilfully. deliberately and knowingly.

“When two membeps sought to raise a question of
privilege against the Minister of Food and Agriculture on
the ground that he had suppressed the truth and miSIed“
the Public accounts Committee when appeared before them,
the Speaker inter alia ruled :

It is only a deliberate
lie, if it can be substantiated, that would certajnly bring
the offence within the meaning of a breach of privilege:
Oejher lapses, other mistakes do not come under this cate-
gory, because every day we find that Ministers make their
statements in which thev make mistakes and which they

correct afterwords.”

Therefore, my huible submission is that you will
have to see whether i! is a deliberate lie.

I would, therefore, request -you to kindly to give your
consent under Rule 161 of the Rules. of Procedure and
conduct of Business in  Assam Legislative Assembly to
enable me to read the complaint and to make a statement.
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I would further request you under Rule 162 to hold
the  matter to be inorder and refer the same to the
Committee of Privileges andfor hold it to be such as may
be disposed of by the House without reference to the
Commitiee and in that event I may be allowed to make
a Motion fortaking up the matter into  consiZeration
forthwith or at such future time as your Honour may
decide- The prior notice of the cmplaint has been given
to the Hon’ble Minister, i/c Finance under Rule 167 of
the Rules.”

Sir, this is a matter of great importance. Expenditure
on Assembly is never debated- Money is provided in the
Budget and it got automatically voted- Nobody is to
question any money spent for the functioning of the
legislature. Bills which are presented to the Treasury must
have the sanction of the Speaker whe I1s the head of the
Legislature. Any Excutive, or the Finauce Minister or the
Secretary or the Financial Commissioner or the Treasury
Officer is to  question it. In  this connection I would
like to bring to your notice that the Government has the
power to scrniutise the expenditure of the various Heads
of Departments of the Government. But the Assembly
Secretariat is not a Head «f Da3partment. It is an
autonomous body.

Therefore, sir, under what authority the Government
can scrulinee the Assembyy Sectt. or the functioning of the
Assembly Committees. Sir, the Assembly Comittes are fun-
ctioning at the instance of the House and the Members are
coming from long distance to attend the Commitec meetings.
The bills that are submitted by the members in connection
with their works in the Assembly Comittees cannot be held
up by an executive order of the Govt. Govt- has no authori-
ty to stop it or to held at up. If 3his is done at the Instance
of the Govt-, then definitely it will be an obstrudtion on the
workings of the Committees. The functioning of the Comm!-
ttees of the Lezislature is one of the most Important organs
of the democrcacy and ifs obstruction temtamounts a breach
of priviliegs. So, Sir, this is an important issue and that is
to be dec.ded in the House. Sir, itis not only an obstruc-
tion to the functionin; of the Assembly Committees. But it
is also an obstruction to the entire House: Therefore, sir,
in thiy connection I would like to draw the attention to
two important authorities because the Hon’ble Law Mini-
ster is now a days too much relying on authorities.
