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Shri A. F. Golam Osmani: Hon’ble Chairman, Sir, noy
the time has come to the fag end and the matter-land Revenue
being important, I would like to speak on some basic points
The Government realises the importance of having a land
policy. Inspite of their/desire to bring in some new _lanc
policy, ultimately, it gets counterproductive. I again mentior
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that the basic problem of Aassm has arisen out of land
questions. Our politician could not face the preblem with
correct perspective. Assam Accord is largely the manifesta-
tion of the political deficiencies in our system that prevails
in the State. Sir, unless you have a definite land pelicy,
you cannot have a stable economy, specially for a State like
Assam which is primarily Agricultural. Sir, from time to time
land policies were evisaged but it they were done more in
the line of restrictive nature than to find out a system which
can ameliorate the condition of the agriculturists as a
whole. You must have observed the peculiarities or rather
tragic manifestaion of the land policy. The Government
wanted to introduce the land policy on the Thalua pattern.
The whole problem of foreigners will be solved after a
couple of years, You cannot evolve a restrictive policy
based on that promise.

You are to treat your people as a unit. You, the land
policy maker, should not get disturbed with the idea as to
who 1is a foreigner and who is not a foreigner. Who is a
foreigner ultimately will be found out. For this purpose, the
machinery is there. You should not link up that issue with
the settlement of land to the landless people. You should
take up the landless people as whole and try devise a land
policy. When you want to give land to the people you
find out the relevant status to whom you are going to give
land. You do not go to find out whether they are ‘thaluas’
or foreigners- Because by that you will create only confu-
sion. You cannot start with a policy that will only benefit
a section of people. Sir, whatever may be the declaration
here in this House, I must tell you Sir, that great disciri-
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mination is being practised in relation to the settlement of
land in the district of Barpeta under MNP. Hon’ble Members
and also feet those who were with the side of the Assam
agitation will ashamed when they go through the figures
how anrlaore. They will find a very naked type of discri-
mation practised in the district of Barpeta. I am not going
into the details. That will come up subsequently on
subsequent occasion. But I may tell you that if you go on in
discriminating a section of population of the State, your
hope of giving Assam peace and stability will be futile.

I would like in particular to remind the present Revenue
Minister to take into account the land policy thag was an-
nounced and adopted by the Government in 1972; Unless
you make reform based on that land policy or bring in
advancement in it you will create more confusion, Perhaps
~ this Goverament is thinking of making a land policy which
will be announced in due course as they have already
announced an Industrial Policy and a Forest policy. So, I
request the Government to be more progressive and pragmatic
in their approach towards the land settlement so that Justice
is done to all sections of population of the State. Sir, we
have good wishes for the young Government People wanted
a change; so there are here in the Government. We are
alsv one with them except on one point when they harass
Indian citizens in the name of finding out foreigners. But
your type of Government has given a respite; there was
a change, We welcome it. But we want you to be more
pragmatic and should not get bogged down with the cross
of the Assam Accord unnecessarily. Your new land policy
should have a projection of the then policy that was anno-
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unced in this House in 1972. But if you make fundamental

departure because of your!inhibition you will make a very
sorry figure of yourself.

Sir, land policy annouced in 1972 was one of the most
importaﬁce measure adopted by th: Goverament of Assam,
There was a sinzere eort to give laad to the landless people,
While you give land to the landless people, please do not

discriminate. You have your enquiry and then decide, What

has happened with the Congress Governmeat ? They annou-
nced a land policy but they never applied it. You please
do not commit- this type of mistake.' You take less unmber
of projects, but try to implement all of them sincerely.
Then only people of Assam will remain thankful to you.

Now Sir, In Lotoria researve in Kamrup Dist, people
started to take illegal possessién of khas and reserved land
sinc2 1950. As has been observed by all hon’ble members
from Upper Assam that khas land are also being occupied
by thz people not belonging to the area and they are coming
from different areas of the State, Here let us not dilute our
projection with this word ‘foreigner’. If they are actually
landless if they are the people of the State they should be
given settlement, In Lotoria settlement was in progress,
Politicians at that time encouraged the people for settlement,
The SDC subm'tied the lists of people for settlement to the
Revenue¢ Department through the Collector. When this was
about to be finalised suddently another group appeared in
the scene and whole matter was shelved, New list for settlement
started. Thus 1. every year lakhs of rupces were being
collected in th> name of settlement. Is the Government
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has affected nearly 8000 people. They are livingﬁin distressed
condition presently.

When the Government wanted to start the process afresh
during sixties, the SDC at that time did not comply with
the desire of the Minister at that time to prepare a list
as adviced and he was compelled to resign. The name of
that SDC was Shri Homen Bﬁrgohain who has written some
famous short stories in Assamese which attained the acclama-
tion of whole of India and these are in relation to Lotoria
forest -resecve chisode. So, in respect of Lotoria, the Govern
ment should make an enquiry and people who are found to be
residing in the area since 1960 should be given proper
settlement. I humbly request the Revenue Minister not to
disturb the stable condition already existing in the agricults
aral economy of the State. If you disturb the agricultural
pattern of the society you invite revolution because you
should know that revolution start when the disstabilisation
of the people who produce takes place. So, I once again
request the hon’ble Revenue Minister that the new land
policy should have some reflection of the policy announced
in 1972 and I wish he gives a redical and progressive new

land policy so that the posterity will remember the present
hon’ble Revenue Minister. Thank you, Sir.
