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Shri Sarat Chandra Sinha : Mr. Chairman, Sir, the
motion has been move to discuss in some details the
report of the Enquiry Committee of Assam Legislative
Assembly on the potato seeds. Sir, this is a great scandal,
potato scandal, hot potato scandal as it has appeared in
the ‘India To-day’. I am not holding any brief for any
defaulting otficers, If any officer is found guilty, ke
should be punished. Sir, this scandal has arisen not be
cause of the officers alone. The whole Government 1is
involved in it. A political coterie is behind it. This scandal
has two aspects : one aspect relating to certain facts and
the other aspect is the matter relating to the political
coterie. Sir, I will first deal with the question relating
to facts. I shall next deal with the political coterie. Un-
less we go into the details of the action] of the political
coterie, it will be very difficult to understand the nature

the political coterie.
Now dealing with the facts, we find that there
was flood and  Government decided to distribute potato

seeds free to the flood affected people. The Agriculture

Department was asked to supply the potato seeds. The

Agriculture Director fixed the price at Rs. 800/- per quintal.
The Director of Agriculture fixed it. When the Director
of Agriculture fixed the price, the Government cannot
shirk the responsibility. Government is involved in the
process of the administration. Thea the seed Corporation
was asked to supply the seeds to the Agriculture Depa=
rtment, The Seeds Corporation asked for tender. They
were to procure the seeds through the process of tender.
Strangly, on opening the tender it was found that all the
tender is quoted one and the same rate that is Rs. 650/-
per quintal. The Seeds Corporation then decided to settle

the rate through a Commictee constituted of officers. The

rate was settle at Rs. 620/- per quintal. Tenderers were

allowed the rate for the supply of the seeds at Rs. 620/-
We do not find the Managing Director of the Seeds
Sa

Corporation involved in fixing high price of potato.
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far as he is concerned he does not appear to be involved

in the fixation of the price. The Director of Agriculture
has done it. But the Managing Director of Seeds Cor-
poration has been suspended,

Sir the next question [ want to deal with the
quality of seeds. When we speak about quality, it means
the quality of certified seeds. But at that time certified
seeds was not available. So the Director of Agriculture
dcided/the TL seeds. To procure the TL seed is the seed
which is available in the market whether in Fancy Bazar
or in any other Bazar. It is not the certified seed. It is
ordinacy potato to be processed so some entent and accepted as
seeds. The Director of Agriculture decided that TL seeds should
be accepted. That was discussed at different stages by the
Department. Ultimately it was decided that TL seeds
should be accepted When the Director of Agriculture
accepted the TL seeds, who is then tesponsible for the
supply of the TL seeds instead of certified seeds ? Here
again I find the Managing Director, seed Corporation is
not responsible. It is the Director of Agriculture who
is responsible for accepting the TL seeds. The Director
of Agriculture has in writting to the affect intimated the
Seed Corporation. At the instructions of the Director,
Agriculture, these seeds were procured and the tenderers
were asked to deliver the seeds at the point of delivery
where there were officers representing the Seed Testing
agency, the Director of Agricnlture and the Seed Corpo-
ration to consider the quality of the seeds supplied. When
they certify the seeds as good, they send them to the
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Seed Corporation and the Seed Corporation in turn deli-
vers the seeds to the Director of Agriculture, So, in the
process, not one officer, but a large number of officers
has been involved. It is not the Managing Director, but

the other officers are involved.
Sir, coming to the tenders, I would like to say,
the tenders were floated and in due process the tenders

were accepted. Now, Sir, let us come to the political

aspect which is the most important. Sir, we are the roots

of the scandal.

for seed Licence and received the licence on the same
day. The Government acted in such a lightning speed.
We would have been happy, if the Government could
function usually in such aspeed. I would like to explain
here how the political pressure was exercise.

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do not like to minimize the involvement of the officers.
If they are found guilty, they must be punished. The
Managing Director has been suspended. I wanted to know
how far the Managing Director has been involved in this
scandal ? Nowhere in the report of the committee, the
Managing Director of the Seed Corporation has been in-
volved. He has not been found guilty by the committee.
Yet, the Government wanted to take action against him and
not against other officers. There are two victims i this
scandal. One victim is Hon'ble Miaister Nilmoni Das.
I do not want to tell you, Sir, who he is The second
victim is Shri P. N. Saikia, Director of Seed Corporation.
I need not tell you who he is. You may take action
against all those who are committing something wrong.
Sir, you cannot select and punish to the benzfit of some
others. They have been selected, they have bezn punished
only to the benefit of others. That has created to day
a tension. Here the Government may not know, but the
people know about all these. Whzn the accion has beea
taken against Shri Nilamoni Das, he may not feel bad,
but there are other people who felt humiliated. The other
day 1 have stated in this House that because of such
action here and there, there has been ethnic dissatisfaction
in the state. What has happeaed in Kokrajhar, I told
you that day, is really a reflection of what is happening
here, what we are doing here.

He is to take a note of this: and I am ana-
lysing even if he wants to take action, probably due 'to
influence of certain strong forces, he will  be- out from
the Ministry. Sir, as the Hon'ble senior mermber Shri Sarat
Ch. Sinha has stated that this report has:got-to ‘be ana-
lysed and understood in 1its proper implication. Tt. is« po-

ssible for the Government to linger it, because..we. are

It is not only that a departmental
action is necessary, but this is to be proved whether to
defraud the Government money, some people entered into
conspiracy and defraud the Government to make illegal
gain.

If some individual would have done this, certainly
FIR would have been lodged against suchindividual under
the provisions of the Indian Penal Code. I put the que-
stion to the Government if the Government Lave the
courage enough to handover the case to C.BI and to
punish the people ganged up. Sir, officers are definitely
involved. If the case would have been referred to CBI,
it would have been possible to prove the hole conspiracy
—right from the beginning to the eud as the Hon'ble
member las stated. The tenders were setcled within less
than 3 days—so hurriedly in lightning speed. The speed
was good but the poor people of the State did not get
the benefit. If the government refer the case to CBI to
find out the truth, everything would have come to hght.
The money was not looted by the officers alone. I do
not say that all the officers who dealt these things were
corrupt. Some did corruption out of fear, some did under

the influence of the politicians. Sir, I may be permitted
to say that this Government and the ruling party is in-
volved. I refer from ‘India today’ dated 15th May. 1987
under the caption—“Assam—Hot potato’..- In which Hon’
ble member Shri Hemen Das was also interviewed. Sir,
while their political-party is demanding this, can the Minister
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give protection ‘to ‘the officérs ? .

Event the Minister cannot give  protection to his
officers. Some politicians are threatening some officers.
Hon'ble member Shri Sinha has rightly said about the
genuineness of the tendets. Sir, ‘this money. Sir, the
money was sqganderee like anything. It is not the question
of thousands and lakhs of rupees. It is a matter of crores
of rupees. Sir, this Governnient when came to office, then
they promised at Judge's Field that even a person who
would be found in taking rupees ten would not be spafed-
Sir, if it is so and if they want to eradicate corruption,
then they should refer it to the C.B.I. without any fur-
ther hesitation. Sir, if any officer is found involved, then
he should get the punishment. We are not here to plead
an officer who indulges in corrupt practices. ~We want
to know who are the officers and who are the politicians
involved in this case. We want that they shduld be
brought to book. So, Sir, if they want to eradicate co-
rruption, tley should hand over the matter to the C.B.L
for revcalation of the real thing. Sir, it is astonishing
to see that in the name os people, in the name of remo-
ving corruption, how this Government and the politicians
are squandering public money. In the name of the puplé,
Government 1s depriving the poorest sections of the State.
Sir, when they are reeling over floods and miseries of
floods and looking for a little food, we find ‘that their
‘morsel of food’ Had been switclied away, Th fthe name

of people, the Government is betraying them. Sir  what

is the observation ef the Enquiry Committee, Sir here
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I am quoting a portion from the report. The submissions
of the Director, Agriculture who is professionally quali-
fied officer in the field of Agriculture prove that the
Director fixed the rate of Rs 800/-per quintal without
any basis but possibly with a motive. The Committee
is fully satisfied that Director, Agriculture having approved
the price of Rs. 800/- per quintal by himself can not shift
the responsibilities to the subordinate staff and officers of
the Directorate. of Agriculture on the plea that some
officers suggested. the price of Rs. 200/- and if it is accepted
it will amouat to abdicating his power and responsibility”.
Sir, this is the observation of the Fnquiry Committee.
Then, Sir. approving the price by himself, how the Dire-
ctor can shift the responsibility to others 7 The Committee
also observes that, when the pzople of the State lost their

There are
certain officers who had to do this on requirement beca-
use they wonld have to satisfy the chair, i.e.,, the power.
They are victims of circumstances. Sir, by this I am not
briefing any officer. The officers who are involved should
also be brought to light and to be givea punishment.
We want that. But at the sametime we want that the
politicians who are involved in the entire deal should
also be brought to book. Then, Sir, coming to gage 3
of the report, we find that “during examination of wvari-
ous reeords the Inquiry Committee noted that most of
the tenderers of seed licences from the Director of Agri-
culture after the advertisements issued by the Managing
Director, Assam Corporation on 16th October, 1986. In
a number of the tenders were considered without
tulfilling the requiremznt, viz, as dealers in the seeddeal-
ing business possessing the seed dealing licence well before
the time of advertisement”. So, Sir, it is not a question
of minor irregularity. Some officers in collution with some
politicians issued the licences overnight. Then, Sir, it is
also found that, the Inquiry Committee further learnt that
the Assam Seeds Corporation considered three cases on
the basis of a letter written by the Joint Director, Agri-
culture.” In order to find out the rea] position of the

tenderers, the Committee observes that,, further in order

to ascertain the standing of the tenderers aq seed dealers

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the Inquiry Committee wanted to know the date of obta-
ining licence by the tenderers and on an examination of
the records it made a startling revealation as 17 tenderers
obtained seed dealing licences after the issue ot the noti-
fication on 16th Octéber, 1986. Inviting tenders and 3
tenderers obtained their seed dealing licences after the clo-
sing dates from Director Agriculture as indicated below”.
These are the observations Sir, Sir, 1 am not going to
take any fucrthzr tim2 of ths house. Before I conclude
I would request the Governiment to take up the matter
with the C.B.I. if they want to show that they are in no
way involved in the deal. Let them remove the wrong
impression that has been createl by this deal. Let this
Government clear themselves from all these matters in
handing the matter to the C.B.I That is my submission.
With these words, Sir, I conclude my speech.

own decision, it appears so. Sir, if we go. If you go
through the report very carefully and dive deep into the
matter you will find, Sir there were more powerful hands
behind the whole episode, Director Asgriculture could
not dare to have done this unless ‘there were some power-
ful hands behind the whole story. While I make such
rematks I shall substantiate it from the report itself.
Sir, I draw your attention to page 23 of the Reprort.
The Committee observed the Inquiry Committee wanted
to know from the Secre:ary to the Government of Assam,
Agriculture Department as to the quantity of seed potato
sought to be purchased for the flood affected people of
Assam. The Agricultur Department informed the Commi-
ttee that initially it was decided to purchase 78,000 qui-
ntals but subsquently it was decided to fix the quantum
of seed potatoesat 34,000 quintals. The Committee learnt
that the Government again revised the requirement down-
wards on account of fuand constraint---". Therefore, Sir.
the report itself says that the Government of Assam was
connected with this dealing and the Government of Assam
caanot ‘Shirk its responsibilities = at all. Because in the
whole dealing Government of Assam itself was conrected.
Qriginally the gquantum of potato was fixed at 78000
quintals. Thereafter it was brought down to 34,00 qui-
ntals. Sir, there is a Purchase Board in the Agriculture

Department. The APC is the Chairman of that Board.
The Members are Secretary, Agriculture/Diretcor, Agriculiure

/M.D., Assam Seeds Corporation ,and some other Departmental
Officers. And, they reduced the quantum of potato seeds
trom 78,000 quintal to 24,6C0 quintals. T hereafter, the Cabinet
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again decided to purchase the lesser quantum of seeds
because of financial constraint. Upto this portion of the
story, that is the quantum of potato seeds to be purcha-
sed, Government, it seemed,was quite alive. But when the
price. of seed was fixed at 800/-per quintal the Cabinet
was sleeping. Nothing in this report indicate that the
Government has ever said to the Director Agriculture who
authorised him to fixed the price at Rs. 800 per quintal.
Was the Cabinet sleeping theny We find the existance
of the Government when they reduced the .quantum of
requirement of potato seeds but we do not find them in
the picture when the rate was fixed at Rs. 800/-per quin-
tal. Where was the Cabinet then $ Another interesting
part is that the tenders were received by 25 October,
1986 but the rate of seed was fixed on 3 November’86 and
the rate that was fixed on 3 November all the tenderers quoted
the same rate in their tenders. It seemed there was a
syndicate of all tenderers. This I refer from page 7 of
the Report. It says, “If the statement of the Director,
Agricultur that he had written a letter to maniging Dire-
ctor,Assam Seeds Corp. on 3rd November to accept T.L.Seeds
instead of certified Seeds, the questions that naturally arise
are— (a) If the Director, Agriculture had decided to accept
T. L. Seeds against certified seeds and informed the Mana-
ging Director, Assam Seeds Corporation on 3rd November
1986, how the tenderers could quote the price of T. L.
Seed and its price with ink by altering original writing
in their tenders on or before 25th October, 1986...“Sir,

here lies the crux of the matter. All {Lese things were

.

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happened and the Cabinet was sleeping. Then Sir, here
the Director Agriculture was examined by the Committee.
The Director Agricultare’ admitted that he fised a ten-
tative price of Rs. 800-/per quintal for potato seeds at
the time of taking decision to invite tenders. It seemied
he bade a good bye to the Agricultural Purchase Board
that consists of APC, Secretary Agriculture and other higher
officers and fixed the price whimsically. Generally Sir, files
are put by the Deputy Secretary to the  Secretary of the
Department and the Secretary in his turn brings the file
to tbe Minister. But nothing of this type is mentioned
here. What was the decision of the purchase Board
Then Sir, to accept T.L. seeds instead of certified seeds,
the Director himself took the responsibility on him. He
symply informed thc Managing Director of the Seeds
Cotporation to accept it. The Managing Director only
carried out the orders of the Director. The Director Agri-
cultur was not suspended. The man suspended was the
Managing Director, Seeds Corporation. What does it mean
then ? The Inquiry Committee made enquiries about the
price then prevailing in  other neighbouring Statcs. They
found Rs. 350/-at Shillong, Rs. 320 at Biharrand Rs. 300/-
to Rs. 310/- in West Bengal price. But What was our purch-
ased. It was Rs. 740/-. How much amount and what
amount was involved in this deal y And is it possible for
one officer viz, the Director of Agriculture orif you want
to drag the Managing Director of the Seed™ Corporation
here, the Managing Director to do this huge deal alone?

In this Inquiry Report however nothing tangible has beea
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written against M.D. Seed Corporation and the amount

involved in the deal is so high ¢ Can we believe ? Can

anybody believe that the Director of Agriculture or for the
matter of that, the Managing Director of Seed Corporationl
could defulcate so much amount themselves and that there
were no other person or persons behind him ? Is it pos-
sible?  When the price of potato is Rs. 300 per quintal
take the carrying cost at Guwahati Rs. 2000 per quintal,
it may be another 50/- per quintal, to send them to desti-
nation, it comes to Rs. 40000 per quintal. Even then
there is a difference of Rs. 34000 per quintal and the
total quantity purchased is 39, 0)0 quintals. So what 1s
the position y If in one quintal there is a difference of
Rs. 34000, what will be the total differencein the cost
for 39,000 quintals ? Will anybody believe that Director
of Agriculture was responsible for defulcating such a huge
amount ? So we believe Sir, there is a big gang involv-
ed in this deal, and when the Government of Assam
wanted to reduce the quantity to be purchased it was too
late. Before the quantam was reduced, the order for
supply had already been issued. Upto that point, the Assam
Government was keeping all rhese information about the
requirement of potato to be supplied to the affected people,
and thereafter the Assam Government kept their eyes
closed and they were sleeping. Is it convincing and will
anybody believe it  Therefore my submission is that what
has been recommended by the Committee, i e, that the
