Sir, my notice
itself clearly implises that I wish to raise a matter of public importance
which is definite and thereof I am placing it for consideration of the
House. As per our book "Practice and Procedure of Parliament by
Kual and Shakdher"" at page 424 it says that the matter to be raised
must be of public importance. Sir, in this connection i wish to refer to
sub para (1) "the matter raised should be larger issue than a merely
individual grievance" page 424. Sir, this matter is no longer an
individual grievance. In support of my contention I wish to refer to
the constitution of India Article 21 which i wish to read for information
‘of the House. " 21. Protection of life and personal liberty - No person
shall be deprived of his life or personal liberty except according to
procedure established by law." “Article 22 - Protection against arrest
and detention in certain cases - (1) No person who is arrested shall be
detained in custory without being informed, as soon as may be, of the
grounds for such arrest nor shall he be denied the right to consult, and
to be defended by, a legal practitioner of his choice." In this
connection, I would like to refer to a news item published in "The
Assam Tribune" of date in front page column 1. In the head-line it
says" Tribals Observe 12 Hour Bandh : Clash at Gohpur". I wish to
read out a portion from this column which says "Our staff reporter
adds : Shri Purna Kanta Daimari, 16, was killed on the spot and three
others including two girls were seriously injured when Police opened
fire at Serfung (Sonai) village under Udalguri Police Station in Darrang
district early last morning, the All Bodo Students Union has alleged in
a statement. While condemning the firing, the statment alleged that a
dozen assam Policemen from Uedalguri Police station led by Sri
Sangmai, O/C of Orang raided the village Serfung with a view to crack
down on ABSU activits during peaceful, democrative and non-violent
movements for separate homeland for plains tribals of Assam in the
North Bank of the Brahmaptra." Now sir, there is no bundh, there was
no law and order situation on 9th May in this village Serfung under
Udalguri Police Station which is in may constituency in the district of
Darrang. Now sir, if there was an occassion when the ploice raided th_c
village then sir, as per the constitution of India they should have noti-
fied that they arrested. They are at libety to arrest our people and to
show cause why they are arrested but they did not have liberty to kill
our people. Sir not only this, our book practice and Procedure of
Parliament by Kaul and Shakdher at page 420 under the headline says
"Matter must be definite” it says "(a) relate to a single specific matter
:An adjournment motion to discuss an inquiry report as a whole has
been held as not relating to a specific matter. A motion must not raise
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more than this movement and unfortunately this Assam Police have
killed our tribal people without proper legal procedures. Sir, that is
why, I feel that you would kindly allow us to adjourn the business of
this House of today and discuss this issue. = s
