Shri A. F. Golam Osmani : Sir, I have also something to

say in this matter because I had also a little experience
gained during the period when I held the portfolio of
Irrigation for some time. Sir, the State of Bihar and also
some other States are following a pattern which we should
not follow here, because Assam still has got some projection
in this type of development. In Bihar sir, schemes are
processed with a view to defulcate funds. Our éxperience
with Major and medium schemes is bitter, We had some
bitter experience in Assam in relation to Dbanshiri Shukia
and Jamuna Projects. I however agree with what is stated by
the Chief whip of the ruling party that new schemes also
should be taken; but while doing so, we should not

fall in the trap and allurement of the bureaucracy for
newer schemes. In such schemes, officers are the execu-

tioners of the schemes'and they ged benefitted. So it is in
the execution of schemes that the bureancracy is more
Interested and not in ultimate wutilisation. So let us take
a dispassionate view in the matter and follow a pattern
which will really benefit the people.

on 2nd May, 1988, and I casuaHy felt rather to ask this
question only to gather 1nf0rmat10n Generaliy my questions
are written but this quesuon somehow managed to coms in
the oral chapter and as a result many thmgs have come up.
Sir, so many Members partlclpated on that day raising very
many issues and it was mconcluswe and this is why we
thought that perhaps a half an hour discussion will be of
some utility and I find my Hon’ble friends Sacvasree
Debeswar Bora and Dilip Kumar Saikia who also. parti-
cipated on that day’s discussion: have also  sought your

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permission to have this extended discussion. Sir, they will
raise the pertinent point. I will speak only on one point.
If things are not done on the accepted financial rules,
corruption is the inevitable result. Sir, rules are framed
with a view that it will be enforced. But such . was not
the case in our country. I quote a Bengali proverb “stfs
wre gga Ateql’ The Magistrate might go but the order will
stay. That was the type of impression we have about the
rules and orders. Now Sir, as we observe during the last
40 years that everybody more or less it out to circumvent.
the rules. Sometimes we have seen very pragmatic adminis-
tratons ciscumyvent their rules. It is only on motive. the
fules are circumvented. During the last couple of years, we
have seen the glaring examples of violation of rules. The

rules are observed more in breach and as a result, the
whole administration more or less becomes the breeding

ground of corruptioh. Sir, in this House, once I raised
the question as to how the fisheries are managed in the
State. Sir. the Britishers framed the rules on settlement of
fisheries. Now, what we ‘have seen in this House, the

fisheries are now settled for 10 years, for ;30 years and

even more. So, what type of administration we are having :
now ? Sir, if you do not adhere to the prescribed princi-

ples, then there will be corruption. In this regard, I say
spiecially' that unless we get elected autonomous body or
elected Panchayats, they will have no commitment, You'
héve seen, the life of the "Corporation has been extended,

In the Gauhati Corporation, there is no elected body and

the people have no occasion to meet and discuss the affajrs
of the Corporation. It is being run on ad-hoc basis, The
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result is that there is no reflection of achievement of the
present Government. The collections of entry tax from
1976-77 to 1982-23 were very meagre because it was collected
departmentally. During your time, there has been a tremen-
dous increase of collection in Saraighat. It is not a fact
that the increase was due to departmental collection. During
1982-83 and upto 1983-84, the standard collection was

improved. During 1981-82, the collection in Khanapara
went up to 7 lakhs in comparison with 2 lakhs in 1972.

Similarly, in Saraighat, the collection went up to 17 lakhs.
I raised this question that the present Government should
examine it very seriously. This tender business is a big
game. The right of collection being taken on tender by
the parties, they deposit the collection in one or two
instalements. This is one aspect. The second ‘aspect is that
sometimes the tolls are collected through Benamdar. This
thing has to be looked into seriously. In the GMC. the
people have no responsibility as it is not an elected
body. The responsibility rests now on the MAD Minister

and the AGP Government who were supposed to start their
life with clean slate. With these few words, I conclude.

and Shri Deba Kumar Bora insisted that the tenure of the
Inquiry Committee should be further extended so that a
case of Breach of Privilege for suppression of facts by the
Officer before the Inquiry Committee ‘could be dealt with

by the August House. Similarly, Hon. Leader of the Opp-
osition Golok Rajbanshi suggested that ‘a new Commitiee
should be constituted for further Inquiry”. Again Hon.
Member Shri A.F. Golam Osmani refering to the function
of House Committee constituted by the Senate of U.S.A.
to inquire into the matter of suppression of facts by Colin
Oliver Koot in the Iran Contrat Episode suggested that
in view of the gravity of the matter, the Committee should
further .go into it, examine it and establish once more in
this Legislative Assembley that the Committee of the House
can compel anybody under the Sun to examine it’’. He furth-
Ler said that I hav a feeling that Assam Legislative Asse~
mbly perhaps is going to assume that type of function
to make a history”. In view of the above observation of
the Hon. Member I assured the House that I would ex-
amine the matter and now I think it is proper to give
my opinion in the form of a Ruling,

it has to be admitted that though Hon, Member
Shri Hemen Das demauded for the constitution of this
Inquiry Committee the 'Hon. Member of the ruling party,
namely, Shri Zoii Nath Sarma was the first who demanded
the formation of this lnquiry Comnittee. I have the
pieasure to inform this August House that the Hon.

Chief Miaister recioroeated the feeling aal sentiment of
the House and readily agreed to the constitution of the
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Committee so that the culprits responsible for Committing
this scandle could be brought to light for taking app-
ropriate action. Before 1 go furthere I must record my
appreciation for the observation of Shri Binai Khungur
Basumatary which I quote ‘‘this Assembly jis very alive to
the affairs of the State and we are very proud to be
associated with this Assembly. I am also very happy
o note the observation of Hon. Member Shri Durga Das
Boro when he said that the A.G.P. Government had

shown their meral courage for instituting such an Inquiry
by a House Committee.

Now coming to the suggestion for extending the
tenure the Committee, I feel that this suggesttion has come
because the Inquiry Committee recommended that a tho-
rough enquiry should be made by an independent autho-
rity.. It does not mean that the Ilnquiry Committee of
the House should be constituted again. The recommend-
ation was given because the Inquiry Committee came
across a numbter of irregularities cmmitted by different
officers and agencies which could be apprpriately inve-
stigated by a Commission that can invoke certain Sect-
ions of the Commission of Inguiry Act, 1952, Therefo.e
there is no question of either extending the tenure of the’
present Committee or constituting a new one as suggested
by the Hon, Leader of the Oppositions.

When the report was presented to the Fouse and
having gone through the reportI have found that there
were enough materials in the recommendations of the Ing-

uiry Committee for taking action against the defaulting
officers and 30001"1!}181)7 I wrote a letter to the Hon. Chief
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Minister for taking appropriate action on the recommend-
ations and observations of the Committee and it is indeed
very much gratifying to note that the Hon. Chief Minister
gave due weightage to the Inquiry Committee Report of
the House and initiated action to implement the recomme-
ndations, which have already been announced in the House
by the Hon. Agriculture Minister when he replied to the
discussion. -But it is very much disappointing to note that
instead of appreciating the Government’s prompt action,
some Hon. Members did not express their views objectively
and took a different stand. For instance two elderly Viem-
bers of the House namely Shri Sarat Chandra Sinha and
Shri Altaf Hussain Mazumdar gave different interprea-
tions to the otservations and. recommendations of the In-
quiry Committee. For example initiating the discussion H.
Member Shri Sarat Chandra Sinha said [ quote, “Sir this
is a great scandal, potato scandal, hot potato scandal and
it has appeared in the India To-day. I am not holding any
brief for any defaulting officers. If any officer is found
guilty he should be punished. But then Sir, this scandal

has arisen not because of the officers. The whole Govern-
ment is involved in it.”” Unquote.

On an analysis of the speech it appears that it is self
contradictory. If Shri Sinha describzs it as a great scandal then
he should not take advantage to criticise the action of the
Government alleging that the whole Government was involved
in this scandal. What is the object of accusing the entire

Government for this scandal is best known to Hon. Member
Shri Sarat Chandra Sinha and as far as | am concernel

I feel that the accusation of Shri Sinha is most unfortunate
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and uncharitable. He has criticized the action of the 4
Government in suspending the Managing Director of Assam

Seeds Corporation. He has been suspended because the
Inquiry Committee has established that the Managing
Director was responsible for a number of motivated

actions right from the advertisement giving 3 days -
time for receipt of the tenders, acceptance of over-writing

and faulty tenders, furnishing of wrong information to the >
Committee as well as putting forward conflicting informa-
tion, acceptance of forged and take documents etc. The
suspension was considered necessary by the Government ‘
to implement the recommendations of the Inquiry Commi- 51
ttee. It is not understood why this action of the Government -\
is interpreted in different manner.

I must say a few words about the second part Viz.
the political aspect which the Hon’ble Me/mber, Shri Saratl
Chandra Sinha has profounded to show that ,officers and
Member belonging to a particular community have been g
victimised by the Government. To substantiate his argument
he has stated as follows s—

I quote—*“No where in the Report of the Committee
Managing Director of the Seeds Corporation has been
involved. He has not been found guilty by the Committee.

Yet the Government wanted to take action against him and "
not against other officers, There are two victims in this
scandal—one victim is Hon. Member, Shri Nilamoni Das. .
I do not want to tell you who he is. The second victim
is Shri B. N, Saikia, Director of Seeds Corporation, You
take action against all those officers who committed those
offences. Sir, you cannot select and punish to the benefit

"
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of some others. They have been selected, they have been
punished only to the benefit of others that will create a
tension,” Unquote. Since the contention runs counter to

the reality and is also conflicting I do not want to make
any more observation.

I have failed to appreciate the contention of Hon.
Member Shir Sinha that two persons belonging to a particular
community  have been ‘victimized and ~other defaulting
officers will mot be punished. The apprehension of Shri

Sinha seems to me to be without any basis because the
commission of Inquiry has not yet Started its action.

So far as the submissions of Hon. Member Shri
Altaf Hossain Mazumdar is concerned, I have not been
able to understand the- same. The observations like I
quote- “because we -are not - in- matured democracy.” “1I
put the question to the Government that “let this Gove-
rnment answer that they are not indulging in corruption-

they are trying to root out. corruption” I put the ques-
tion to the Government if the Government have the

courage enough to hand over the case to C.BI. and to
punish the people ganged up”. “Sir, I may be permitted
to - say that this Government and the ruling party is inv-
olved. ” I am sorry that an elderly Member like Shri Altaf
Hossain Mazumdar has described our democracy -Indjan
democracy as immature. I find it difficult to believe! this
contention. There is a feeling throughout the world that
Indian democracy is a matured democracy and it will be
quite evident it we compare Indian democracy in Asian
background. World has witnessed that more than seven

kM
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and our electorate who are quite matured have voted
the parties who deserve. Therefore, I do not want to
enter into any controversy in this matter.

Concluding I must say that I fully disagree with

the views of the Hon. Members, I have no hesitation to say

- that the A.G'P. Government has set an example that it has

great respect for democracy and democratic institution like

the recommendation of the Inquiry Committee of this August

House. Those who believe in democracy and have respect
for the democratic institution cannpt but admit this action.

With . these observation I dispose all the queries
and suggestions.
