Mr. SPEAKER.—I hereby inform the House that I
have received 4 noticess of adjournment motion from
Sarbashri Altaf Hussain Mazumdar, Dr. Ardhendu Kumar
Dey, Binai Khungur Basumatari and Sarat Chandra Sinha.
While the Hon’ble Members, Shri Altaf Hussain Mazumdar
and Shri Sarat Chandra Singha wantto discuss through the
adjournment motion a definite matter of urgent public impor-
tance viz. gang-rape perpetrated on the Tribal Women at
Bhumka villages in the district of Kokrajhar, the Hon’ble
Member Shri Binai Khungur Basumatari wants to raise
in addition to gang-rape another matter regarding the
alleged provision of a protactive umbrella of innocence
and non-guilt against the henious and serious allegation’ of
gang-rape. Dr. Ardhendu Kumar Dey wants 1o discuss
the serious situation created in Lanka town and other

- parts of Hojai Civil Sub-Division due to uncalled for police

firing in the night of 26th October, 1987.
Shri Charan Narzary—Sir, we may also be taken as

a party to this aijparnmsnt Motion as I could not submit
the notice in time. :
Shri ALTAF HOSSIN MAZUMDAR.—Sir, T am bring-
ing this Adjournment Motion with a very heavy heart
and I hope all the hon’ble members of this House will

subscribe to what I am telling. Sir, I am referring to a

-recent incident of public importance. In a Bodo village

Bhumka, there are gang-rapes by the Police in uniform.
Sir, I will just confine myself to the admissiblity of the
Motion and while going through the admissiblity I will
just refer to certain facts. Sir, 1 ‘am quoting here from

the news magazine ‘SUNDAY’ 6-12 March 1988. “The

Bodo tribals inhabiting the tar-flung villages of Assam’s
Kokrajhar district have a comiton enemy the Police. The
men in Khaki often ‘raid’ the villages, looting property
and arbitrarily picking up 1nnocent village folk on trumped-
up charges. The s tuation has taken an alarming turn
especially after the All Bodo Students Union ( AASU )
began agitating for a separate homeland for the tribals
last August.
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But all earlier act of highhandediess pale in compa-
rison’ with the atrocities ccmmitted by the police in the
last week of January at Bhumka, a Bodo villages in the
Bishmuri reserve forest. In two separate incidents, ‘ten
women were raped by a group of about a dczen cops
including an Asstt. Sub-Inspector of Police”... Sir, we do
not support the agitation for Udayachal. But this is not
the way to quell the agitation and the -police officers are
to be used to terrorise the people and they are to be
allowed to rape our mothers, daughters and sisters, I
there no Government ? Is there no law and order ? Ts
there no civilization ?

These questions I will raise to every hon’ble members
here. ~ Sir, what was the ottitude of the Government in
this context? Should Government try to protect and
shield these cultures in uniforms ? What our Home Mini-
ster is doing 7 - He ‘'is to give protection to all sections
of people. He'is to bring the accused police personnel
into book. Instead he is giving protection: to them and
shielding the police personnel. It 1S surprising that the
Home Tinister instcad of going to the spot and making
an enguriy by himseif jic is holding press conference and
making long statement. 1 may refer to said ‘Sunday’
again_wherein it is caid ‘“The Home Minister of Assam
too denied the incidents at a press conference held rece-
ntly in Guwahati ..» I wish this report is correct. If
that be so then I must say that the womenfolk are not
safe at the hands of this Government. Even if there aree
incidents of rapes the Government will not disclose them
rather they -will try to hush up them. So, Sir, this is
a vital matter of public importance concerning the people
of the State. Sir, political party, viz., Congress (I) at the
begining demanded a judicial -enquiry ~ over ‘this incident
at Bhumka. But the Government did not agree  to it.
But when the matter was taken up by the Hon’ble High
Govrt then Government agreed to it. The action of -the
Home Minister is encouraging the vultures in uniforms.
I fail to understand where goes the morality of the State.
This. Government has lost the confidence = of all sectiong
of people. They are being routed in Panchayat elections
co-operative elections, and so on. This is the sadest part.

Sir, 1 am taking thc first opportunity in bringing this
motion. Because yesterday Governor addressed the House

and it was not permissible to bring this sort of Motion.
Besides, it is a matter of urgent public importance and
as a matter of act concerning the law and order of the
State. There is no restriction under Rule 57 also. The
matter is not sub judice. A finding has - been given Dy
the hon’ble High Court. The matter i over. SO0, it 1s
a fit case to be taken up. It is on record. So, Sir, the
motion should be admitted for fuller discussion in the
House on this matter of urgent public importance. If it
is not discussed here imm-diately, the peuvple’s mind, parti-
cularly the tribal people’s mind will be agitated and got
disheartened that this Assembly is not even going to dis—
cuss the horrors committed on our persons.

Mr. SPEAKER..—Now Hon’ble Shri Sarat Chand:@
Sinha.

Shri 'SARAT CHANDRA GINHA.—Sir, 1 beg to
move that this Assembly do now adjourn to discuss a
defirite matter of urgent public importance, namely, ihe
gang-rape perpetrated by the Assam Police upon the tribal
women of Bhumka village of the district of Kokrajhar.

Sir, never such things happened in this State of Assam.
It is strange that the police had perpetrated the gang-rape
upon the tribal women. It is a shamec for us all. Before
going into the question of admissibility of this Motion,
Sir, I want to make some preliminary remarks. The
Superintendent of Police, Kokrajhar has been suspended
because h= has given a report on the incident which is
not truc ; he has stated that the cases were false. If for
that remark, the S. P. Kokrajhar is suspended, wiat wiil
happen to the Home Minister of Assam who has denied
it earlier. S. P. was not directly involved 1 the gang-
rape, but he is entirely responsible for what has happend
there in his district; but as the head of the Police
Department, as the head of the Honie Department, the
Home Minister is also responsible. He bears tie moral,
constructive and administrative responsibility of the entire
police who had committed this gang-rape upon the iribal
women and what the Home Minister will do now ? Home
Minister can suspend the S. P., but who will suspend
the Hon’ble Home Minister ?

_ Sir, now I come to the admissibility of the Motion.
Sir, there is no doubt that this is a matter of urgent
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public importance, —public importance because it has
never happened in Assam. Jt 1s a definiter matter—this
gang-rape is a definite matter and there is no denying of
it. Now, sir, .this matter iS not concerned with the judi-
cial proceedings because the Hin’ble High Court has
already passed its judgement on this matter. We ale now
moving this Motion of adjournment to discuss the matter
relating to the incident on which the Hon’ble High Court
has passed its judgement. Now it is the administrative
responsibility.- Sir, the Governor in his address has stated
that this youthful Government has done splendid per-
formance and there is no unrest and everything is peace-
ful ; the law and order situation is alright and ‘under
control. Why then the police force was. sent to Kokrajhar
District ? Do you know how the. people of Kokrajhar
were subjected to the atrOcities committed by the police
there ? The police force had been sent there because there
is unrest, there is tribal unrest and they are demanding
a separate State. That is the matter. This is there and

this is rising. Why this unrest? Why this disturbing
element and why the disturbance is taking place ? This
is because of the mis-handling of the situation by the
Home Minjster and the Home Department. So the Home
Department is wholly responsible. For this gang-rape I do
not like to blame the police only because the police is
an instrument, and it is used by the head of the Depart-
ment the way he thinks best. If the head of the depart-
ment had not wanted it to be used that way, this instru-
ment would not have committed such actrocities because
we know the handling of matters by the department. What
is why the police force has been engaged to terrories the
tribal people by committing acrocities upon the innocent
tribal ‘-women.

So, Sir, thts Mo'ion is urgent public importance and
it is definite and it bas never happened in the State. We
think this is a fit case that we adjourn the House to
discuss this matter thoroughly. o

Mr. SPEAKER.-—Now Shri Binai Khungur Basumatary
to speak..

Shri BINAI KHUNGUR BASUMATARI .—Mr, Speaker
Sir, I beg to move under Rule 56 and 57 of the Rules

of Procedure and Conduct of Business of Assam Assembly
that—
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“The business of the House be adjourned to discuss
a definite matter of urgent public interest and importance
regarding the ‘provision of a protective umbrella of 1nno-
cence :nd non-guilt against the hienous and serious
allegation of gang-rape, committed by Assam Police Task
Force on 25th and 27th January 19838 at No. 12 Bhumka
village within Bishmuri Reserve Forest under Kokrajhar
Police Siation in Kokrajhar district by the District Police
Administration of Kokrajhar’ through the KReport, dated
oth February 1988 submitted by the Superintendent of
Police, -Kokrajhar.” :

Sir, in particular 1 wish to refer to the report of the
S. P. Kokrajhar dated 9th February 1988, which has also
been mentioned 1n para 12 of the Judgement of the
Hon’ble High Court, Gauhati. Sir, the matter is definite
as required under the rule. I here wish to refer to page
118 of the book entitled “Practice and Procedure in
parliament”” by Kaul and Shakder relating to Constitutional
crisis. This heinous crime has created a Constitutional
crisis in the State of Assan as has been mentjoned in
the judgment of the Hon’ble High Court, Gauhati. Para
3A of the Hon’ble High Court Judgement states this :—I
quote, “The streaks of the tribal teen aged girls thus
crossed the Brahmaputra’s peaceful flow and oObservance
of silence, and awakened the consciousness of a Judge
reminding of his oath which he has only again taken on
1st March 1988, the pledge to uphold Articles “51A (e),

19, 20, 21, 22, 14 of the Constitution™. Therefore, Sir,

this incident has brought in a Constitutional crisis, and
it is clear that because this has created a° Constitutional
crisis in the State; the Adjournment Motion has ' to be
admitted. Sir, the High Court has also found, as it has
come out in the judgement, that on 25th January 1988,
(1) Orge Basumatari. aged 45 years, wife of Kiron Basu-
matari, (?) Promila Basumatari and (3) Debala Musahari,
aged about 14/15 years, were raped, and on 27th January
1988, (1) Miss Tharli Basumatary, aged 15 years, daughter
of Shri Gobinda Basumatary, (2) Miss Lalita Basumatary,
aged 13 years, daughter of Shri Gobinda Basumatary,
(3) Miss Sunila Bala Basumatary, aged 17th years, daugh-
ter of Shri Gobinda Basumatary, (4) Miss. Subha Bala Basu-
matary, aged. 15 years, daughter of Shri Hemanta Basu-
matary, (5) Miss Joymati Narzary, aged 15 years daughter
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of Shri Rupnath Nzirzary, (6) Miss Yabe Bala Basu-
matary, aged 13 years, daughter of Shri Fenka BRasumatary,

and (7) Miss -Dabri Basumatary, aged 12 years, daughter - -

- of Shri Fenka Basumatary, were raped by the Assam
Police gangsters. '

Sir, this House may not agree with the judgement
of the High Court. Therefore, Sir, I have brought the:

Photographs of these girls for you to decide whether
these girls are teenm-agers or not. Sir, not only that this
Is only one part of it. Sir, as earlier stated by our aged
and learned Member Shri Sinha I say that this is in re-
lation: to .a statement. These things have happened because
the Hon’ble Chief Minister of Assam has issued statement,
Sir, T wish to quote the Sentinel, dated 22nd January,
1988. Sir, I wish to quote from the Press report. I do

not Want to -read the whole thing. I wish to refer the.
paragraph 3. “Referring to the divisive forces designing;

to further bifurcate Assam, the Chief Minister categorically
said the AGP: works were ready to shed last drop of
blood to resist all such moves”. Sir, how can a Chief
Minister shed the last  drop of blood for resisting . the
division: of State ? It is the constitutional provision if the

State is to be divided. Sir, the Chief Minister will _not:,
fight, he will send the police force to fight the tribals,

and  this statement is most irresponsible for giving power
and authority . to the police force. Sir, I do not want to
blame the -police force. of the entire State because the

IGP(CID) has discovered that SP of Kokrajhar has laid:

€ has tried to cover up. Sir, there are many good people
in Assam, there are many good officers in ~Assam, but
this administration has selected and picked up certain
persons, who have committed illegal things. Sir we are
. told  that the same S. P. was involved in Ponka murder
case in 1983. This Ponka murder case was a slur on the
Congres (I) Government but why should this Government
picked up this particular man fo crush and demoralise

the tribal ? Sir these are very serious points that this:

House should consider and, therefore, Sir, I particularly

say that as: per ruling of the Hon’ple High Court para-

12 it -is amply  clear. Sir, I wish to read. I quote “Mr.
Goswami,: the learned Advocate General has produced be-
fore- us all the records withoyt c]aiming any priVilegC
including the initial report of the Superintendent of Police
Who on 9th February 1988, opined that the allegations

e,
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against police personnel are false’”. ‘And then “in orcer
to solemnise his version he took shelter of police. person-
‘nel’s dutifulness atd the allegation of gang-rape having
been fabricated for shielding the culprits’ from exposition
of  their criminal acts. The S.P. further opined that the police
personnel were taking extreme paints  to apprehend the
dacoits from Village Bhumka No. 12. The S. P., Kokrajhar’s
report thus shows the police perionnsl heroism of extreme
painstaking duty to apprehend dacoits of this village and
provided for a protective umerella of innocence and non-
guilt -against the heincous and szrious allegations of gang-
rape.” Sir, how can a Government, and administration
which is supposed to look -after the welfare, which is
supposed to give us protection itself indulged in such
activities ? Therefore, Sir, this is ~a clear 'case and my
adjournment motion must be admitted by the House and
Sir, if we do not do it then we will be responsible for
not doing our duties. ' L

Shri CHHARAN NARZARY.—Mr, Speaker, Sir, though -
I have not put my signature in this Adjournment Motion,
I am a party to it. I want to speak -a ~few words as
to the admissibility of this adjournment motion. This un-
fortunate incident took place in my own constituency in the
fateful night of 27th January, 1988. The Bhumka village;
a: small remote forest village subsequently - attracted the
attention of the whole nation through the media. Not
only that the incident attracted the-attention of the Hon’ble
High Court also. We were simply  shocked and we the
PTC by a resolution demanded impartial high power judi-
cial enquiry into the incident of the gang-rape by the
police  personnel. We demanded severe punishment of the
guilty persons who ever they may be, whatever their status
may be and we also demand that the State Government
should publish a white paper on the whole incidence to
clear the misgivings, doubt and confusion in the minds.
of public. It is a verv specific matter. It occurred very
recently. It is still very fresh: in the minds of - all - and
everybody. It is a matter Which has grave consequences
also. It iy a matter which is undoubtly so explosive and.
possibly and certainly the Hon’ble High  Court has ‘done
right' thing by issuing necessary -directives to -~ the ~State
Government. Now Sir, this is a matter which has already
drawn the attention of the whole nation ‘including judi-
ciary should be admitted for discussion in this House.
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What is there .for the State Government to be complacent
~ when so many things have already been focussed. There
is nothing secret. So, Sir, this is a very urgent and very
specific matter which has very serious politica] implications
also. Kokrajhar district is virtually without administration.
I am setting there at Kokrajhar observing the happenings
there. Sir, since sometime back particulary there was no
control of law and order situation crimes are there, mur-
ders are there, lootings are there and all heinous criminal
.activities are there, But there is no co-ordination between
the civil administration and the Police. Whole district
administration appears to have collapsed. This is*a plain
fact. Some wanted culprits might be hiding in the village
of Bhumka No. 12 and police might visit this villagz
very frequently in search of cuiprits. But then Sir, this
does not in any way justify the abominable acts of
committing rapes of young girls. We have to admit it
outright. In the name of search of culprits, in the search
of some offenders, the police people are not supposed to
_commit ‘such a heinous crime like raping of girls. What
is' the situation in the Kokrajhar district? It should be
discussed ‘thoroughly and this should be discussed through
this adjournment motion. Sir, many more things may come
to light also. This is not only isolated case. Series of
things may come up like this incidence Why there has
.been complite failure of administration in tackling the law
-and order situation in the district. How and why these
police people could indulge in committing such heinous
abominable crime ? They are the constitution protectors
of lives and properties of the people. They are the guar-
dians of law and order.. But if Such things happent 1n
a district like Kokrajhar, how the people there can live,
how ,the ordinary common people live in security ? SO
my humble request is kindly allow this adjournment
motion because when this is put to discussion then many
more things, more unknown things would come to light
during the comprehensive discussion. I therefore request
kindly to admit this adjournment motjon. This is my
humble submission:
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Shri SANTI RANJAN DAS GUPTA.—I shall simply
say that this is a Very serious matter which affects the
very prestige of the State of Assam. Sir. for recollection
in your memory, I would say that when respected Lal
Bahadur Shastri was alieve and when he was the Railway
Minister and then Prime Minister, there Wwas a Railway
accident with which he had no direct connection. But he
resigned immediately. Here also, the Home Minister should
have resigned. Sir, even the Governor has lowered his
head in .shame. He mentioned about this matter in his
speech. I have gone through the previous speeches on
this subject. Here, there 1s an extraordinary circumstances
existed in the State of Assam. That is why the High
Court, the supreme judicary in the State had  to take
action on the report of the PTI. It is, therefore, the
cognisauce of the serious matter which affects the people
of the State. As it is a srrious matter affecting the general
people of the State, it should be thoroughly discussed here.
The State Police who are involved in this should have
been dismissed immediately. What the Hon’ble Member
Shri Zoii Nath Sarma has stated that the Government
has taken action is not apparent. I think this is a serious
matter and a definite and recent matter which fulfills the
Rule 57 of the Rules of Proc dure and Business of the
House. Therefore, it should be admitted.
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Shri S. N. MEDHI (Minister of Law).—Hon’ble Mr.
Spezker Sir, the alleged incident is no doubt serious and
of public importance and four Hon’ble Members of the
opposition have raised the Adjournment Motion and I
have heard there arguments in respect of admissibility of
the Motion, The Hon’ble High Court, on the paper rcports,
rightered a case under Article 226 of the Constitution of
India and judgement has been delivered on 14th of this
month. The fin-ings are that there shonld be an enquiry
which has already been directed by the Government and
if there is no other compelling reason, then the criminal
matter should be investigated by the C. B. I. and the"
alleged victims should be given ex-gratia grant for re-
habilitation. These are the findings given by the High
Court. The High Court has not decided the criminal case.
It will be a criminal case. It will be a rape case Under
Section 376 IPC. This will be tried by the Session Court,
if ultimately it is sent for trial under the Code of Cri-
minal Prccedure and the Indian Penal Code.

The High Court has not decided {he case as yet.
Only it has made it a  prima-facie case as to whether
some investigation has to be made. Whether it should be
made by C. B. I, or State police and Whether there
should be some judicial enquiry under the Commission
Act. And regarding Commission of enquiry, the State has
already declared that there: will be an enquiry, and the
State has requested the High Court to (provide one State
Judge to conduct the enquiry into the “matter. Now the
matter is pending in the  High Court. The  terms of
reference has already been finalised. The matter is already
in progress and the enquiry is in session. And the
judgement, which I have understood, the High Court has
commanded the State Government that with all falrness,
the State Government has produced all papers and docu-
ments without claiming any prejudice. The High ~ Court
has in its judgement only condemned the Superintendent
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of police of Kokrajhar, and observed that he should have
been transferred earlier after the incident. He is not only
transferred but is punished, because, transfer is not a
punishment.. Now, he has been suspended by the Govern-
m%nt and this has been mentioned in the High  Court
order.

Sir, we do not know whether there wis actually a
rape case, whether the allegation of rape is correct. We
donot know whether there ‘was political motivation. It will
be decided in a Session Court. If it decides that it is a
case of rape, only after that we will know whether the
allegation was true or false. So, Sir, I submit that the
case has been registered as a criminal case, and the in.
vesligation is being one by the Police. Now, the inve ti-
gation is going on. The statutory body has taken cogni-
sance of the matter. The matter is at present sub-judice.
The Police has taken a  quasi-judicial Procedure. Sir. I
beg to submit a quotation from Rule 59 of the Rules and
and procedure and Conduct of Business of our House.

Rule 59 Says “No motion which seeks to raise dis-
cussion on a matter pending before any statutory tribunal
or statutory authority performing any judicial or quasi-
judicial functions or any commission or court of enquiry
appointed to enquire into or investigate any matter shall
ordinarily be permitted to be moved.”

One passage from the Procedure and Practice of Parlia-
ment writtent by Shri Kaul and Sakdher at page 429, 3rd
Edition, last para, —“The matter is not sub-judice ur til
the legal proceedings actually start, but the =~ moment a
complaint is filed or a petition launched involving juris-
diction ' of ‘any of the Courts of India, the court is seized
of the matter and to that extent the jurisdiction of the
House to discuss the matter is barred. An adjournement
motion to the movng of which leave of the House has
been granted cannot be = proceeded with if at the time

appointed for taking up the motion the matter has become -

sub-judice. A matter which is appealable cannot be dis-
cussed by the House.” ;

Either the State Government or the present S. P. from
