go standstill.

Sir, though it is discovered many years back,. our expe-
rience is that there are certain 'aspects, where there. must
be. certain restrictions,; there must be. certain strict. control
on the part of the Government over the Board or -Over
‘the system of power supply. Power is a great recessity,
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with me that the hydel projects started -are not. within

the -areas of Assam. It should be started near the river

banks of ' Assam where ' there, are full of water, resources.
Government: should look into this matter that the water
resources are properly unllsed Sir, again there are ‘gas
based electricity pro;qcts Gas is..produced in plenty in

our state which are being burnt away. Sir, can. we not

find out how:to use this gas. There is bright prospect - :

‘of development of gas based mdustrles in Assam

Sir, as regards the second phase, that is transmlssmn
there has been various difficulties. I have seen in every
area. people are usmg electric lines for  playing besides
other misuse. "There has not been any effort from the Elec-
tricity Board to make a coordinated role between the village
Gaon panchayats and the public representatives and also
other oﬂiéials,so that maintenance and protection of the
electric lines can be ensured. Now there is nobody to
see how many power towers have been damaged. Protec- .
tion to these towers can only be done. with the help of
the  village" Gaon, panchayats not by the police or by the
ASEB alone, It can only be done by the coordination of
the Gaon Panchayats and the public representatives. This
aspect has to be looked into by the Government and the
Board. I suggest that the only way to prctect the lines '
and to maintain it propeily all over the state will require
involvement of the public in the interest of security and
_ protection of the power lines. | ‘
