Shri Binai Khungur Basumatari; Honourable Mr. Spea-
ker Sir, in support of my cut motion I wish to record
some observation, because Sir, as we go to the details of
this grant I find that there are serious problems in regard
to the allocation of the grant under this head, Sir, the
name of the grant is Forestry "and Wild Life. But Sir,
forestry exists wherey In reply I want tosay that forestry
exists in the forest reserves or in the areas declared as
forests, There are serious problems in those areas now
known as forests. Sir, earlier predominant forests areas
in the north bank of Brahmaputra were under the North
East Frontier Agency which included Balipara frontier
track; Lakhimpur track and Dooars areas, HIStOIlCa"y
those areas were inhabited by tribals., For 1nstdnce, I have
records with me that by Government notification dated
5.12.47 under No. RD.69/46/20, Bijni Tribal Elock was de-
reserved to constitute forest and to rehabilitate refugees:
The original area of the Tribal Belt and Block was 3, 02,
545 bighas out of which 6786 bighas. 1 K-11 lesas were
de-reserved from the Tribal Belt to constitute reserve forest,
Under the same order in the same Block 7252 B-1-8 L
were de-reserved from the Bijni Block to constitute forest
reserve. Again by Government notification No. AFR. 7351,
dated 21.5.52 in order to constitute Panbari and Kuklung
reserve forests 44,691 B-4K-9L were de-reserved. Again
Sir, under notification No. RSD, 28/51/4, dated 4.3 58
3489B-OK-14L. were de-reserved, Again, by Government
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notification No. RSD. 3/59/147, dated 29:7.64, 11253 bighas
have de-reserved to settle E. Pakistan refugees.
Then similarly the in eligible people have "encroached
upon an area of 9,841 bighas of land. In Kalaigaon area,
7882 bighas of land have been encroached: As for these
details, I have proved beyond doubt that the ferest reserves

situated today were in earlier years, the tribal be-_lts‘ ?.qd
blocks. As per Clause 10 of the Assam Accord Signed
on 15th August, 1985, the Government is bound to pfotéct the
tribal belts and blocks. The Government asa result, has decided
also to clear the forest areas. NOw the problem is, these
people .who have been living in these tribal beIts and
blocks have been converted into forest areas and their right
of ownership was not recognised by the Government These
people have today been termed technically and legally as
encroachers. These people have been living in these aféas

for centuries, and overnight they have become encroachers

due to Assam Accord and due to policy of the Government.-

What will be the fate of these peopley This is.a serious
problem. We have been moving heaven and earth to place
our views to the State Government as well as the Cen-
tral Government. So, when we met the Government, iﬁey
stated that they have stopped evicfion of tribal people
from the forest reserves, But we have seen the eviction
has not besen totally stopped. There are officers who are
still kesn to uproot the tribal from the forest reserves,
So, under Sub-head 796 of this Grant for Environmental
Forestry and wild -Life, the allocation was 2 crores 6 lakhs;
But under General Head, the non plan allocation _was
not quoted: If we further scrutinise, Wwe will find that

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the entire amount of Rs. 2 crores 6 lakhs plus 10 lakhs
under this Sub-head 796 will be spent on  salaries and
maintenance work, That means, the allocation on tribal
sub- -plan is going to be spent for the maintenance of the
department But what is the principle of Tribal 'Sub- -plan ¢
Here is a book entitled ‘“Annual plan 1987-88, Tribal Sub
Plan” published by the Government of Assam, There is
a heading Objective and Strategy-Srategy during Sixth Plan
1980-85, on page 8

(1) The Tribal Sub-plan 1980-85 formulated with the
basic aims and broad objectives of achieving an accelerated
rate of development within the Sub-plan areas with a view
to bringing up the level of development of these areas to
that of other advanced areas within a reasonable time
span:

(1) To develop and provide adequate social, economic
and infrastructure in the form of education, health, water

supply, housing, nutrition, communication electrification
etc;

(ii) To develop local human resources (gesia
formation ) through necessary vocational education, training
for the purpose of diversifying the existing agricultural
activities into other secondary and tertiary sectors:

(iii) To modernise the traditional agriculture of the
tribals by necessary infrastructure like irrigation facilities,
power, extension services, credit and marketing facilities
ete.

(iv) To make special efforts to develop entreprene-
urship among the tribal people and to set up small indus-
tries on a selective basis in the selected growth centres
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with emphasis on development of villages and cottage
industries by extending necessary assistance.

(v) To provide various incentives and assistance to
the small and marginal farmers to take to Animal Husban-
dary, poultry, fishery etc as subsidiary occupation.

(vi) To remove the chronic indebtedness among the
tribals and to ensirs flow of institutional credit -to them
at low rates of interest.

(vii) To strengthen and reorient the administrative
machinery in sub plan areas for the purpose of effective
implementation of the development programme to ensure
thit bencfits of development accru€ to the tribals in fuller
measure.

Again at page 9, the objective and Strategy during
Seventh Plan have been stated below.

(1) The tribal Sub-plan embraces the family oriented
programme infrastructure and human resources development
programme, For the family oriented programme, family
banficiary card hke Vikas patrika have since been intro-
ducsd. It has been objective of covering 50% of scheduled
tribes families who are bzlow poverty line to cross poverty
line during the 7th Plan. It has also to include backlog
if any of the Sixth Plan period.

(ii) The emphasis has been given for
facilities like drinking water, education, health —ceatres,

infrastuctural

irrigation, soil conservation etc.
(iii) Programme in production sectors like agriculture,

animal husbandary, fisheries, small and cottage industries,

sericulture & weaving have been included under Sub-plan.

(iv) The efforts are constantly made to im_prove,thc
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quality ~of implementation, supervision, monitoring and
evalution of the plan programmes of the Sub-plan. Necessary
measures are to be taken for gradual improvement of
administrative structure and personnel policies in the Sub-
plan areas.

So it has been the objective during the Sixth Plan
and also during the Seventh Plan to introduce family
oriented schemes and development schemes to improve the
human resources of the tribals, The tribal Sub-plans are
only for this purpise. Now the eatire sub-plan money
has been spent for the maintanance of the departmental
office. As a result, what has happend,—the tribals are
not benefitted. Tt is the officers who spend tribal sub-
plan money for travelling, for purchasing of jeeps and
also for building offices. Therefore, we have been opposing
“this for a long time and the State Government has failed to
accept our complaints. They have not taken up this issue
with the'Central Government. That is our main problem which
has been irritating our mind. Now, the sectoral allocation
during the Seventh Plan for family oriented schemes, the
Assam Government. in the Forest Department is using the whole
amount for maintenace of different offices. This should

be imediately stopped. For maintenince, other measures
should be taken to locate fund for this purpose; Then

Sir, there are other problems in the tribal areas and
adjacent to tribal areas, There are cartain movements going
on The tribal people have always been living in the
forest. The landless people have becn moving into the
forest reserves. I know, 190 people from Udalguri have
moved to Beliori to occupy land. On an eaquiry it is ascee-
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tained, the PTCA has instructed them to occupy land.
There are certain documeats already with the Government
in this regard, But the Government do not say who are inciting
this encroachment to the forest. As soon as the people
went to Belsiri, the Railway Police cordoned off the
railway station area and the people were not allowed to
enter ‘the area. Many people were assulted and many
people were in the jails. They were at a loss what to do.
It is our information that the Government and the PTCA have
some indirect understanding in regard to occupying the
land, We want to ask the Hon’ble Chief Minister,  who
is incharge of this Department whether there is any secret
understanding between the AGP and the PTCA to allow
our tribal people to encroach within forests. We hope that
the Government will .come out with an open statement and
the Government; may prove if we are also involved in such
activities; Sir, as a result of these things. Koklabari farm
in Barpeta district near Manas sanctuary is proposed to
be shifted. But there are only tribal people. Now  the
problem is whether the Government of Assam and the Govern-
ment of India will give preference to the tigers of Manas
Forest Reserves or they will give preference to a person
like me; This is a serious problem for us. Assam Govern-
ment should not submit to such things that humans should
also be removed from forest areas in preference -to tigers,
We shall go against this and it is a matter of human
right; So, we want a clear cut clean answer whether the
wild lives of Manas Sanctuary and -elephants. of Kaling-
duar reserve forests are more important or the tribals are
more important for the Government of Assam and the
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Government of India. These are the reasons for which
we are agitating for a separate State. If these things are
not :looked into properly, we say, there will be serious
trouble, With this, Sir, I -conclude my observation to 'the

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Shri P, Ghatowar said the workers have accepted the
P. F: figures, Since the employers side could not accept
it as correct, a sub-Committee may be formed to examine
the whole matter:

The Chairman said that the matter may be delayed
if a sub-Committee is formed for this purpose.

The Consensus reached in the meeting that there will

Shri P; Ghatowar, said that preference should be given
for appointment of Welfare Officer to Tea Gardens candi-
dates having requisite qualification as was done in case
of Health Asstt. as per his information not a single tea
garden candidate has been appointed as Welfare Officer
so far, though applied properly and having requisite quali-
fications; :

Shri T. Barooah, I: T. A: said that there is no delibe-
rate discrimination from the employers’ said in the matter
of appointment of Welfare Officer:

The Chairman said that inspite of the exemption in
respect of educational qualifications given by the Govern-
ment and subsequent press note issued thereof and publis
shed in the newspapers, some employers have advertised in
some newspapers fixing minimum qualification as degree
or diploma in Social Science and M. S, W, and M. A,
in Sociology. He said that such candidates are not readily
available in the State and reiterated that Graduate in
Arts/Science/commerce is the required qualification for
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appointment in the said post:
Shri’ T..Barooah of 1 T A said that as Graduate'is the

minimum qualification prescribed so the management insis-

ted’ on' the candidates: with higher qualification for better
administration in the tea estate. However, he assured that
1 candidates’ will hot be debarred at all.

8. Grant of House Rent Allowance to Plantation Workers.

Shri T. Barooah from ITA narrated that background
from the Industrial Committee on Plantations collection
of observation from all the States by the Centre to arrive

at a consensus about the grant of House Rent Allowance
to plantation workers. He also spoke about the agreement

reached in this regard in West Bengal.

The Chairman enquired at this stage and want=d to
know as to whether the resident or non-resident workers
will get ‘the house rent allowance,

Shri P. Ghatowar said that the TUnion has entered
into an agreement with I.T.A over the payment of house
rent allowance and relevant records were sent to Central
Government as well as to State Government. The Central
Government will review the matter for a decision over
fixing a standard 1ent.

The chairman said that the Labour Department officers

After some discussion the consensus reached in the

9. Contract work in tea gardens and preference to local interes-
ted unemployed youth and other local candidates,

The Chairman initiating the discussion said that acute
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unemployment problem confronting the State requires a
through probe into this matter to find out ways and means

and he suggested that the local interested unemployed
youths should be given preference in contract work in
tea gardens at least to solve this problem partially.

Shri T. Barooah from ITA said that they are quite
agreeable to the suggestion given by the Chairman;
10. Opening of garden roads for public transport to facilitate

movement of tea garden workers.

The chairman intiating ~ the discussion expressed the
difficulties experienced by the tea garden workers in coming
and going from the gardens to town Or other places due
to non-availability of public trapsport system through the
garden roads; He therefore, suggested that at least one or
two roads passing through a garden may be opened for
public transport. In this context he said about the policy

matter of the Government to provide easy transport —

facilities to the public:
Shri T. Barooah from I. T.A. said there are certain

difficulties for the employers. The garden management are
required to incur a huge amount of money for main-
tenance of these roads. So financial implications on the
management will have to be taken into consideration if
the gardens roads are opened for public transport:

At this stage, the Chairman cited the example of
joint arrangement between the -Government and the
O. N.G.C. regarding the maintenance of roads and suggested
for similar arrangement in respect of tea gardens also.

Shri D. Tanti, Minister of State for Labour & member
of the committee said that by using tea gardens roads

)
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labourers can save time and money and therefore, he
urged the management to consider the point sympathati-
cally:

Shri T. Barooah form I. T. A_said that this issue should
not be generalised and may be discussed further between
the Employers’ Associations, Government and P,W.D
Department etc. to find out ways an means However, he
said that the matter may be taken up on experimental
basis in some gardens and for this purpose he requested
the Government to putforth their proposal, However, he
assured that genuinecases will be considered by the Industry.
11: Labour Quarters.

Initiating the discussion Shri P. Ghatowar said that
there are many employers who have not yet fulfilled the
legal obligation in providing standard houses for the wor-
kers in their tea gardens. He also suggested for discoura-
ging construction of double unit quarters in tea gardens.

The Chairman said that in a house there should be
basic minimum requirements but it has been observed that
in most of the labour quarters there is no ceiling, latrine
bath etc. Even this houses are not properly repaired and
he suggested the employers representatives to have a look
into this aspect. !

Shri P, Ghatowar said that there are Housing Officers
and other Engineers to look after at the time of constru-
ction of labour houses built by the employers on loan or
subsidy from the Housing Board. But there is none to
look after the houses at the time of construction which

are provided by the employers from their own source He,
therefore, suggested for some arrangement so that the
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quality and quantity of materials used in such houses may
be checked at the time of construction.

Shri T. Barooah from LT.A Said that there are arrange-
ment in this regard.

The Chairman stressed upon the necessity for stepping
up construction of standard Labour Quarters and he hoped
that the employers’ Associations would suitably instruct

their members accordingly.
12. Electrification of Labour Quarters.

Initiating the discussion the Chairman said that electri-
city is no ‘longer considered as luxury but an essential
service in the present day would and whenever pessible
this facilities to be provided: He hoped that the Manage-
ment should give no objection certificate’ to those workers
who wanted to have electric connection in the quarters
occupied by them at their own expenses.

Shri P Ghatowar said that the union has been stressing
upon this need from time to time and he feels that the
problem can be solved easily by the management as they
require no investment on the issue.

Shri T. Botooah from LT.A said that this is a new
item for them so it is difficult for the employers represen-
tatives to give a decision in this meeting without studying
the whole matter thoroughly and carefully.

The Chairman stressed upon fulfilling this genuine desire
of the workers and suggested that the employers representa-
tives should come forward with a decision,

After a brief consultation amongst the employers’ repre-
sentatives from all the Associations, Shri T, Barooah, Director
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General LT.A: said that they have agreed to the suggestion
of the Chairman and their will be no opposition from the
management;

13. Creation of avenue for self employment in tea gardens
Sfor unemployed youth,

The Chairman initiating the discussion said that there
are many educated youth in tea gardens some of who are
Matriculate and others are below that having no job to do;
The Management may create some avenues for self employ-
ment for these unemploymed youths in the tea gardens,
He suggested that the management may provide a house in
a centrally located place preferably nearer to the labour
lines so that they may start some Shops like Grocery, Cloths
Tailoring etc: There is provision for giving loan to such
interested unemployed youths by the Government. The
Chairman said that atleast 24,000 unemployed youth will

-get the benefit of self employment in the State if this is

materialised.

Shri T. Barooah from I.T.A; said that this matter was
not brought to their notice before hand and as such they
are. not prepared to commit anything at this moment,
However, he suggested for preparation of a scheme so that
the whole matter may be examined from the employers
side. He also suggested for taking up a Pilot Project at the
initial stage,

Shri P. Ghatowar said that the pilot project may be
started at Jorhat and Sibsagar in initial stage and this may
be extended to other districts gradually,
