Shri Binai Khungur Basumatary— Mr Deputy Speaker Sir, we are about to

sanction a sum of more than 50 crores for Flood Control; but Sir, if
we recollect the earlier statement of the Hon. Minister in Charge of -
Flood Ceontrol on the floor of the House we will find that this
Department has been at the mercy of the Central Government and
this Department is incapable of taking any independent steps for
protecting the people from the ravages of floods. Sir, there has been
a running fight between the State and the Central Governments;
sometime the Flood Control Department is under the control of the
State Government and some time it is under the control of the Central
Government as it is now; but Sir, when we ask the Hon'ble Minister for
a particular project to be taken up, he says that for flood control
project he is depending on the Central Government. Now if this
river. Brahmaputra, is flowing through this State, then Sir, we must
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have the primary responsibility of undertaking projects and protect
ourselves from the floods in this river. There is another problem
and that is the State Government or the State Flood Control
Department has not taken any steps to survey the tendency or the
course of the river. Sir, depending on the survey of the tendency or
the course of the river shown in the previous year, we can determine
where and how to take protective measures. Suppose this year
Gauhati is to be protected,then Sir, the river Brahmaputra's course
or tendency of the course should have been studied as it happened
and its affect on Gauhati, last year. There are many areas, say for
instance, Palashbari, which are not affected by the course of the
river in one single year. Sir, the course and tendency of a river
take certain trend due to the development in river bed. Sir, when we
were reading inthe school here, we felt that the river Brahmaputra
in and around Gauhati was very deep, but what do we see now-a-
days ? There is barren sand emerged to the extent of half the river
opposite Fancybazar. So the silting of the river has become the main
character, and to tackle that problem Sir, Government bought a few

dredgers in the past; but it is unforunate that we the people of Assant { .
was so incapable of operating that dredger and reaping the benefit

out of it that we had to return the dredger. The silting of the river has
been aggravated by earth cutting in and around Gauhati, from all the
hilly areas in and around Gauhati throughout the year, in order to fill
up the low-lying areas of the city. Sir, if we are to cut down the hills
and bring earth from the hill sides to develop some parts of the city,
if we have the foresight, then we should have proper arrangment to
excavate earth and draw sand from sand dunes from Barhmaputra
river bed during winter months in and around Gauhati. These are the
things Sir. Through the river Brahmaputra is passing through our
State, we are incapable of taking up our own projects. Yesterday

some of the Hon'ble Members described how certain rivers coming

(4]
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down from Bhutan hills are being used establish quarries of the
contractors' choice and divert the course of rivers. Now why could
we not think in this term like those contractors ? If there is any
problem in the survey or study of the course or tendency of the river
this year, then we will not know where it will affect next year; but
what the Department is doing ? They are keeping money is suspense
accounts to be adjusted later. Sir in page 3 of the Demands, we see
Rs. 1.65 crores kept in suspense accounts are adjusted. If we keep
on going through the pages, when we will see such amounts to the
tune or Rs. 2,13,74,000. Those who are planning this and budgeting
this, they are doing this in 2 manner which encourages corruption in
the Department. Can we say how many boulders have been dropped
by the river sides ? Have we got proper accounts of them and how
many porcupine spurs have been constructed ? If we are to be ready
for the oncoming floods, we should be certain where to construct
porcupine spurs. What the Department is doing now ? They say, "
we do not know where are the areas that could be affected by erosion
and flood and hence we cannot taken steps right now. As a result at
the last moment we are to buy bamboos by calling tenders to make
these porcupines purs." What is the use of collecting bamboos when
they are tender which sooted just in the months of April and May ?
At that time the bamboos are not even six months' old and hard
enough to be used for flood control; but Sir, if we prepare our plan
and locate the sites to become affected one year's back, then we
could collect atleast one year old bamboos for the spurs which would
last atleast 6-9 months and create enough silting to protect the area
from the river current. It is Sir, true that there are certain vested
interest in the Department to enrich themselves at the cost of the
people through the perrinial feature of the State. Last year, what
happened when there were 5 floods and the Central Government
sanctioned more than Rs. 70.00 crores to the Government of Assam
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which was never unheard of. Only floods of the plains areas were
highlighted, whereas the floods of the upper reaches of the North
Bank starting from West Bengal, Arunachal Pradesh and Nagaland
were not so much published. Even the Press also took interest in the
floods of the South Bank. In the North Bank areas the floods occurred
with the waters coming down from theslopes of the mountains which
destroyed our roads and the paddyfields and our permanent
properties. There is no account of thesedestructions. Those rivers
coming down from the Himalayan ranges caused these floods and
the destructions. Even in my constituency so much damages have
been caused, innumerable roads have been destroyed and thousands
of bighas of paddy fields have beend amaged, as a result of which
innumerable crops have been damaged. The paddy fields have been
silted. We find the administrative departments of the civil
administration at the Sub-Divisional level did not do anything in this
respect. Because, for these flood damages, the Dispur Secretariat
here does not give importance to the destruction of the Northern
Bank. Along with the Press, we find that the Govermnment also does
not higlvqlight the damages of the north bank due to floods. Due to

- these floods the crops are damaged as a result of which the

productivity suffers. And as a result of this the gross national product
is affected and lost. We feel that the Government intentionally does
not highlight the damages of these areas. Sothe political phylosophy
of the State on flood control has to change. Therefore I would like
to ask the Government to change the political philosophy. They
should immediately survey all the rivers. If the rivers are surveyed
in time properly, only then we may be able to control these rivers.
The tributaries of the rivers should be dammed in the catchment
areas. In my constituency the river Dhansiri creates many problems
to the Government as well as to the people. This river should be
controlled in the upper reaches. When rains full onthe upper reaches
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and on the mountains, flood water comes down rushing, this water
1s accumulated upto 6 to 8 hours. When all its tributaries overflows
with rain water at the same time it creates havoc all round in the
areas. If the excess water in the upper reaches can be controlled, in
the valley these water can be used for irrigation purposes in the
places like ours. There are large areas still wanting irrigation
facilities. If these lands are irrigated by producing food products we
can feed our people. Therefore, Sir, we should try to change our
attitude and philosophy in controlling these rivers and we should be
prepared to deal with these rivers. This year, we have got early rain
now. We donot know what will be the extent of flood this year. We
fear that there will be early flood this year. This is the present
thinking of the people of our rural areas. If there is a sudden flood
within 2/3 days, what steps the Department will take. Therefore,
Sir, we should close down all the corruptions which is existing in this
Department. Therefore, Sir, Government should, and Minister
himself should take steps to tackle these rivers. With these
observations I support my cut motion.
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cut Motion as I was absent at that time. Even then I want to make a
few observations. Sir, in fact I donot have any objection to the demands
made by the Hon'ble Flood Control Minister for the amount of
Rs.50,82,68,000 for the purpose of controlling the floods in the State.
Sir, as a matter of fact, this amount is not sufficient to undertake the
flood control measures as required. What I feel 1s that atleast a sum
of Rs. 500 crores should have been given by the Centre for the purpose
of controlling floods in the State of Assam. Now, Sir, what the Hon'ble
Flood Control Minister will do with this meagre amount ? How the

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Hon'ble Flood Control Minister will control the floods in the State \

the problem is very very big and, I am sure, there will be no permanent
solution to the problems of flood control in the State. Even after 40
years of independence the problem could not be solved. It is an
annual feature and the people must remain prepared to face floods
every year. Had the amount been very big, there would have been
more scope for more criticisms. But the amount sought by the Hon'ble
Minister is not very big.

Several Hon'ble Members of this House have raised the
question of corruption. When corruption is there, this meagre amount
of money will automatically vanish and there will be no work at all
corruption remains as flood remains. It will continue as long as this
flood problem will continue to exist. If this is so, then how can the
Govt. give any remedy ? Why it is so ? Why remedy because there
is no sincerity of purpose. As there is no honesty of purpose, money
is wasted or misappropriated. So we can take it for granted that there
will be no solution to this flood control problem. Even then, I want to

suggest certain means for evaluations by the Hon'ble Flood Control

Minister.
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with this meagre amount. The amount he has sought is very small but
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There should be a thorough survey of the rivers in the State.
As we all know, the rivers -ﬂowing down from high atitudes from
north as well as from the south are so treacherous, turbulent and
unpredictable that no one knows when and what will happen to the
people. The Govt. also is not awaked ét all until and unless there is
devastation. Hon'ble minister should bear in mind that the Govt. is not
awakened until and unless there is hue and cry from the people.
When the devastation is already there then only the Govt. starts
moving. Sir, this way we cannot solve the problem.

For taming the rivers, embankments on both the sides of
identified rivers should be erected in the up-stream to regulate the
course of the rivers on priority basis. For giving priority thorough
survey has to be made by the Governement. Atleast, the Govt. should
have a fair idea about the nature of each and every river in the State.
Sir, the dimension of this flood control problem is so big, it is no use
talking about the problems of my own area. It is everywhere the
same and the people of Assam should remain prepared to face flood
ravages not only once in a year but repeatedly one after another. The
Govt. remains sleeping and whatever money is allocated, whatever
money is received by the Govt. that will never be utilised properly,
never utilised fully, honestly and sincerely. Only a small percentage
of the amount will be spent in the execution of the different schemes
and possibly bulk of the amount will go elsewhere, say, into the
pockets of the contractors, into the pockets of corrupt officials.
(Bell rings).

Sir, only one point and no more. As we have seen, some
particular contractors are all the time favoured while many other
young contractors are deprived. This should not happen. We have

seen even the same man is getting works worth crores of rupees
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while others are being deprived of. This should not happen. The same
contractor or some contractors of some particular family are getting
works worth crores of rupees. While indigenous contractors are
searching for works they are deprived of and others coming from
outside the state are being favoured. Why this isso ? What is the
reason behind it ? We know, the Executive Engineer can give allotment
of works worth up to some limit, and the supdt.Engineer, Addl. Chief
Engineer, and the Chief Engineer have also some limit in allotment of
works. Definitely, the Supdt. Engineer can give allotment of work
worth higher amount than the Executive Engineer and/so also in the
case of higher officers. But my point is that he authority should
encourage the local contractors, specially the younger
contractors. Works should not be alloted in the name of only a few
favoured ones. They should not be allowed to swallow the whole
money. Like this, there are so many ellegations but there is no solution.
Even then, I believe that there should be some human efforts and we
lack in these efforts, atleast honest efforts. Because of lack of honesty
and sincerity of purpose the problems could not be solved. With these
words I conclude. Thank you Sir.
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Shri Silvius Condpan :— Mr Deputy Speaker Sir, in support of the cut Motion

moved by our party, I would like to make some observations over
the Department of Flood Control. Sir, it is a fact that the people of
Assam are facing the problem created by the river, Brahmaputra and
its tributaries, every year—the problem of floods, particularly the people
living in villages. Every year, huge areas of cultivableland blonging to
these village people are being washed away by the erosion caused in
the rivers. It is a fact.

Now Sir, for controlling the floods for the years to come, ever
since the inception of the Department, much has been done, but the
problem remains where it was. It is also a fact that the amount of
money Assam gets from the Centre is the highest in compared to
other States in the country; but I do not say that the amount is sufficient

because the problem of floods is such that it does not commensurate
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with fund alloted. Now Sir, there must be no reason to tell that the
Centre is not giving money and hence we not able to control floods.
We are to do something within our capacity to control floods and I
would suggest Sir certain steps. Sir I do not like to g0 to suggest any
steps for controlling Brahmaputra, but the tﬁbutaries of Brahmaputra
can be controlled by taking up schemes of training the rivers. Instead
of constructing barrages on the river bank. If the rivers are trained
with small schemes, then these rivers will atleast not cause erosion.
Now, in the Flood Control Department there are two sides, one is to
. sontrol the Flood and the other is to resist the erosion. Resisting the
Erosion will be more important than controlling of the flood. Beacause
by resisting the erosion we can protect the land from being washed
away. By training of rivers, we have in our humble way, the experience
from the BLCC, and it appears to be successful. We have engaged
our villagers who are affected in such works. So we have this
experience to tame these rivers. These people have done the work of
dredging also. The course of the river is also changed as a result of
which the village is also saved from so being eroded. So there should
have some small schemes for the Department. Secondly. Sir, as my
Hon'able. friend have already mentioned, I also like to refer to the
same. This is a problem which has created problems for the Department
of Flood Control. And this is a problem for the people also. Under no
circumstances the Governement in the Forest Department should
allow the Mahaldars to collect sand and gravels from the river banks.
This is a very important point which I am suggesting both to the Flood
Control Department and to the Forest Department. Thjs will save the
money and the problem for us. The Department of Flood Control
should identify the areas where erosions are Vvery much prone and

should earmark money for it accordingly. In that way the affected
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people will be equally benefited. At present the Department and the
Govemment is concemed only with the floods of the rivers but not
with the problems of erosion. But by the recurring erosions the lands
are systematically washed away every year. If in this way lands are
washed away and there be no land what will be the fate of the
affected people. In our areas for the last 3 years the river panchnoi
the river Dhansini and the river Routa and also many other small
rivers are systematically washing away its banks in erosions. This
year I am apprehending, the river panchnoi in village Chapabari are
flowing into the very hearts of Majbat. So my humble suggestion to
the Government is to control the erosion first not only of the
Brahmaputra, but to all its tributaries throughout its course in Assam.
So my suggestion to the Department is to identify the two schemes of
flood affected areas and the erosion affected areas. So concentration
sould be given to the erosion affected areas also. My next point is
about Darrang District. It is to be not in Nowgong district. Nowgong
circle will have to supervise Darrang district areas. My suggestion is
that Darrang district areas should be clubbed with the nearest circle—
either Guwahati or at a place nearby, which I donot know. Nowgaon
is far away from being supervised by a Superintending Engineer. My
last point is that the Departmental officers should visit the areas
affected by flood and erosion and while doing so they should make a

spot survey. It should not be done by presurising the Flood Control '

Minister. Equal distribution facilities for flood control and erosion
affected people should be made and proper survey of the affected
areas should be made With these, observation, Sir, I support the Cut
Motion tabled by dur party.

for getting special attention the Govt. of India for solving this problem,
_this gigantic problem. But, sir; in this connection I would like to mention
“that it will be all blatant lifeif we go on saymgthat we are deprived by
the Govt. India in prowdmg financial assistance. Sll' thiis sort of political
propaganda will not serve the purpose. Govt. of India is liberal mthm
respect and Govt. of India has given the hlghest amount to meet the
flood control problems It is unfair to say that Govt of India has
dlscnnunated this State Gowt. But, sir the’ fact is that the State Govt.

is discriminating to our people Whatever money they get from the
Gowt. of India is not properly distributed. They are dlscnnunatlng
even in F D.R. grants also. In’ every matter su this Govt is
dlscnmmatmg Sir, in this way we cannot sort out our blg problems,

We cannot meet anything if we go on discriminating in this way. We

~ always accuse the Govt. of India. but the real fact is that Govt. of
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India is extending its hand for help in all matters to the State Govt.
But the State Govt. on the contrary is discniminating in all matters
amount amongst different sections. This is unfair Sir, Hon'ble Member
Shri Ramendra De, has stated that Prime Minister's Private Secretary
has rang up for the posting of one S.D.O. of Flood Control Deptt.
Here, sir, I would like to set the records right in saying that this is
absolutely incorrect. It is nothing but outside lie. It is a canard. It is
untrue. It is found that one cheat impersonating himself as Rajiv Gandhi
(before he became Prime Minister) Private Secretary rang up the
Flood Control Minister and this cheat who was identified and had to

pass the night in Dispur Police Station. the Hon'ble Member has also

stated that former Union Minister Shri Sankaran and had also written
a letter for an officer of the Flood Control Deptt. to the Minister
Flood Control. Sir, this is also not correct. Sir, I will require sometime
more time as I would like to point out two important matters of my
area. The condition of Borkhola Ph II embarkment is very bad.
Similarly, the condition of the embarkment of right bank Harang is
also very bad. Which are used as road I would, therefore, request the
Hon'ble Minister kindly to take up the matters with the PW.D. for
taking over these embarkment. It is not possible to maintain the same
by the Flood Control Deptt. With these words, sir, I conclude my
speech.
