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Shri ABDUL JABBAR:—Mr. Dy. Speaker, Sir, while
participating in the debate: on Governor’s address, I would
like to make certain observations. Sir, as You know, in the
constitution some principles are laid down and those
principles are known as directive prin‘ciples._ But in the
Governor’s address, we bhayve not seen anything as to how
far those principles are implemented. The Governor in his
address has: mentioned that. It is a matter of great satisfa-
ction that comensurate with the expectations, the youthful
Government has, within a brief period of over tWo years,
succeeded in making significant and positive contribution
towards all-round development of the State. This augurs
well- for the future and  there is no doubt that in the
days ahead Assam will experience further acceleration in
the development effort and attain  still greater  heights
under the youthful and dynamic. leadership.
