SO it shows that therz is an anomaly of Rs.5 lacs. ,
This should be corrected ‘or the purpose’be ind it should’ ~
be..explained to us. Now we had natural calamittes in the
" last year which .has prompted for this budgetary «xercises. -
‘For this year we rcceived Rs. 62.50 "= crores as a “ceiling

limit from the  Government of India and’ this figure is
very much high in regard to the past annual allocation
or funds alloited by the Government of India. For this
we congratulate the Government. But it is not sufficient.

- Sir; we had roughly estimated that the damages caused by’

the 5floods in the State has gone to the tune of 300,00

‘crores. If out of Rs.-3)0 crores we get only an amount of

Rs. 62.50 -crores, then Sir, can- you imagine that the loss -
sustained by the Sta'e can not be. recouped, So, for this
Government must evolve a policy in regird to the Sub-,

 divisional planning for cach and every Subdivision Our
" Udalguri Subdivision was not under water, but we were

victims of every flash floods. Roads were damaged, even
to-day the roads have not been repaired, some bridges
are washed away. Only some temporary by-passes- have
been constructed. In regard to the flood relief measures
in ‘Udalguri  Sub-division = only a grant of Rs.2.00°
lakhs or, so have beemi provided. So,Sir, from this figure

- 'we can say that most of the Sub-divisions and the dis-

stricts 'of the State have not bgen able to recover from -
ravages of the flood. Therefore. Sir, we would urge upon the
Government that they should try to minimise the losses.

. If the people are taken into confidence, I have every |

reason lo believe tha! this flood can be .controlled. For
instance there is a Nonai river near the Bhutialy tea
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garden. Our villages were attacked by floods. I had per-
sonally gone there and worked for 3 days under water. For
that work we were given only 1000 bags of cement whereas
we have spent more than 15 days to change the course
of the river. We had demanded compensation for our
work which had not been entertained. Only an amount of
Rs- 25,000.00 had been denanded. So, our people under-
standing the  situation came out enmasse and tried to
protect their land. But the Government is insensitive to
these things, so, we donot know  whether there is a
Government or not. There should be co-operation beiween
the public and the Government in such things: In regard
to- the natural calamities, Govfrnment 1S always acting in
such a manner which is not conducive to the feelings of
the State. Lots of money we wanted for the damages and
other natura] calamities but we got only RS. 62.50 crores.
Now we hope that this sum of money which has been
given will be utilised properly, In regard to this, I want
to conclude my argument with the hope that Sub-divisional
- Commijttees be given these amounts of money. There are
lots of money lying with the Government.
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Shri ALTAF HOSSAIN MAZUMDAR—Mr. Speaker,
Sir. The Government of India has provided a sum of
Rs. 62,50,000,000 to meet the relief expenses in connec—
tion with the Natural calamities. Thanks to the Govern-
ment of India. But we feel more money should be pro-
vided to us to meet the relief expenditure on natural
calamities. I would like to point oat here Sir, that the
Government of Assam has not been able to place our
requirements properly under this Head to the Central
Government. The Government of Assam has written an
essay and submitted to Central Government for flood
relief assistance. I understand, some senior officers of the
Government of India have asked the Government of Assam
that such kind of essay will not fetch money and advised
them to come up Wwith concrete proposal in the manner
as has been presented by Ol_fher State Governments. So,
our Government is lacking in this respect. They do not
know how to put up proposal for assistance to the
Government of India. We go for big amount, some¢ in-
flated amount of money and thus we have lost the cre-
dibility to the Central Government. Secondly we do not
distribute the money equally. Here also we make discri-
mination with regard to caste, creed and region. There-
fore, Sir, what I wanted to say is that unless we can
make our demand forceful and unless we can make out
a strong case at the officers level we cannot expect money
from the Central Government. So, it 1s the officers who
are to prepare the papers to put up to Central Govern-
ment for granting assistance.  Government of India is
giving money and you are spending it. But don’t forget
that the authority who is giving money they are not
keeping eyes on you and on your expenditure. Although
they are not controlling the expenditure they are keeping
eyes on you as to how you are spending the money.
Delhi has come to know about your discrimination.
How you have distributed relief during the last
flood discriminating between caste, creed, community
and the region that have been noticed by ths
Government of India. You have lost the credibility.
I would appeal to this Government to proceed enti-
rely on human consideration irrespective of caste, creed
and the region and give the relief to the people who
have actually been affected by the natural calamities. The
question of discrimination has gone to such an extent
that orders for giving relief given by the Hon’ble Revenue
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Minister to the flood affected people of Cachar distric-
have not been acted upon by the Deputy Commissioner
I happered to mcet the Revenue Minister in this connec-
tion. He is a nice gentleman and very sincere to his

works. You will be surprised to know that there are .

Some authorities who are acting behind the back of
Revenue Minister, and therefore the orders of the Minister
are not carried out. During the last flood severzl lakhs
of people were zffected in the district of Cachar and the
extent of devastation was next 10 Nowgong District. The
Revenue Minister was kind  enough to grant a sum of
Rs 25,000 as relief for utensils efc to the affected people
and the Minister himself telephoned the Deputy Commi-
ssioner, Cachar, sent telex, telegrams, etc. to grant relief
to the affected people but the then Deputv Commissioner
did not act on his orders and he had sent back the
Money without spending it by 31st March. The Deputy
Commissioner has thus defied the orders of the Revenue
Minister. He is more powerful than the Reverue Minister
Therefore, 1 say there must be somebody who is guiding
the Deputy Commissioner at the back of the Revenue
Minister. :

{(Volce - Who was the Deputy Commissioner ; what was
his name)

The name is not necessary herc. The officer is so
powerful that he would not listen to the Revenue Minister
and carry out his orders. And yet he is continuing under
this Government, under the administration of the Chief
Minister, Shri Prafulla Kumar Mahanta. 1 will ask the
Chief >Minister—under his Government, is a D). C. to defy
the Direction given in writing by Revenue Minister, given
by telegram, given by wireless message ?  What is his
source of power with the help of which the D. (. could
defy the Revenue - ‘inistcr’s orders ? I am warning you
you are ruining the administration in thj. way, and the
people are blaming you that the orders of the Ministers
are¢ being defied by the D. Cs. In an effective administra-
“tion, such D. C. would have been put under suspension
for “defyin: the Revenue Minister’s orders or orders by
any Other Minister. But the Hon’ble Mahantaji is not
looking to that. Unless you do that, we wil] reasonably
doubt that you are in collusion with the D.C. in the
matter of defying the orders passed by the Revenue Minister
In this way you cannot run the administration, run the

-/r
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Government. I emphatically say that unless you take action
against . the defying officer, you will be humiliating your
own Revenue Minister. You have already humiliated him
by conniving at the defiance by the D. G. 1 have warned
you several times, but you are repeating discrimmation.
You have been voted to power by tie people -and we
expect Yyou to run the Government effectively. I want
you to contin.e for 5 years. We don’t want to push
you out, It 1s the people who Wwill do that if you are
not effective. We will have not to do that, but is this
the way of functioning—I still ask the Hon’ble Chief
Minister. I say 1 have taken the matter to Delhi as to
discrimation done to Barak Valley people by AGP Govern-
mcnt how they are being deprived by this Government. Sir,
we apnounced to the people of Cachur that 35 lakhs had
been granted as relief for utensils etc to the effected
people of Cachar to mitigate their sufferings and that orders
have been sent by wireless and by telegrams under direc-
tion of the Revenue Minister. But money has not been
disbursed and no relief extended to the suffering peopic
by the then D.C. Cachar Shri Cairae. I think, Relief to
Birak Valley has been sabotaged by this Government.
Where are you taking the administration ? I demand, let
the Hon’ble Chief Minister make a statement as to how
the then D.C. could defy the Revenue Minisier. Let him
examine the file and see things for himself how the officer
is subotaging the cause of relief ; otherwise You cannot
run the administration. If you allow your officers to defy
the Revenue Minister’s orders, then You will be making
“the Revenuc Minister useless. ~ As the How’ble Member,
Shri Sahidul Islam has said, the D.G. does not care the
Minister’s orders now a days. If you want to have a grip
over the administration, you should see that Minister’s
orders are cairied out by the D.Cs. otherwise, we will
charge you-yov are sabotaglug the Revenue Minister, and
you are doing it purposely to deprive Barak Valley pco-
ple. You are also depriving the people of Barak valley
in the matter of relief, in the matter of services. Rs 25
Jakhs have been sanctioned for the relief to the people
of Barak valley, but what is happening to that? You are
allowing it not to be paid and it is surrendered after 31st
March.  Lastly I appeal to the Hon’ble Chief MMinister to
call for the file, exzmine it and see how the instructions
of the Revenue Miinister are being defied by the D.C.

D.C. Cachar has not taken any action. We believe the Hon’ble
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Chief Minister will see that the money is not diverted,
and we believe the Chief Mijnister will take action against
the D.C. for defying the instractions of the Revenue
Minister.  If it is not done, we will be compelled to
come to the inevitable conclusion that you are all asso-

ciated with the sabotaging relief to the people of Barak -

valley and you are in <oliusion with the D.Cs to defy
the orders of the Revenue Minister. That would be a
very sad thing indeed. Thank you Sir. .

Omnginal grant for relief. on account of natural calami-
ties under the said budget head was 730 lakhs. out of
which 5 lakhs was meant for Transfer to Reserve fund
and deposit accounts natural calamities fund”. and as
such, this amount of Rs. 5 lakhs cannot of spent directly.
Therefore, the remaining budget grant of Rs.725 lakhs was
provided on the basis of annual margin money fixed by the
8th Finance Commission. Fifty percent of this margin money
is the Stat: share .and the remaining fifty per cent is the
Central share. Devasting successive waves of flood in Assam
from the last week of June. 1987. necessitated undertaking
massive rclief/restoration operations.

(Many Oposition Members rose to speak)
Mr. SPEAKER—Mr. Basumatari will speak first.

Shri BINAI KHUNGUR BASUMATARI.—Mr. Speaker,
Sir, today we were _ expected to discusS many of the
Grants on which we moved Cut Motions. But unfortunately
only one Grant i.e. Grant No. 41- Natural Calamities
which is so important because of the ravages caused by
flood in the State last year, took so much time that other
Grants could not be disscused for want of time.

Sir, the first Grant listed ir the Supplementary Demand
for Grants is Grant No. 8-Excise and Prohibition. In this
Grant an additional amountof Rs. 10,11,000 is required to
meet the expenditure in  connection with the Dearness
Ailowances and Medical allowances of the personnel of
Excise Department Of course Government js doing well
in looking after the staff and  personnel of the Excise
Department. But in return what these Excise personnel are
doing ? These Departmental staff, they have created havoc
in tribal areas.- For instance, I wish to refer to Policc
firing at  Phulguri, a tribal  village in the districr of
Nowgong cn 19th December, 1987. The next day i. €. on 20th
December the newspaper ‘Sentinel’ pubished a news item
under the caption that onc died and 9 others including
two Excise personnel were injured due to firing resorted to
by the Police in self-defence at Phulguri town in Nowgong
district. It is further teported that a raid by Excise staff
was carried out in the evening of 19th December, 1987.
Subsequently ob the 27th  December 1987 the  Assam
Government it seems, ordered a Magisterial Enquiry into
the Police firing at  Phulguri chang. Sir, there is some
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confusion about the day of the incident i. e., the exact
day on which firing took place. In the news reported in
the Sentinel it was said that the firing took place in the
c¢vening of 19th December, 1987. But subseequently the
Government said that it was on the 20th December, 1987.
Police resorted to firing. If we go further in the news
Item We find that one Shri Sarmah Baruah SDO (Sadar)
was asked to enq:jre into the firing and submit his report
within two months. We do not know whether this report
Is complete or not. Government ordered magisteiial enqujry
In December last and it is now about three months. The
two months’ time given by the Governnieit since elapsed.
We want to know now what has happened to the report
and we demand that the report.be placed before the House.

It was also in the news that an ex-gratia payment of-.

Rs. 5,000° was made to the family of the deceased. On an
enquiry we find that the name of the person died dueto
police iiring was one Torote Clingarha youngman. But in the
Medical  College, it was found, one  Shri Jamin Ingti
succumbed "to his injuries on 2Cth December 1987. Some

confusion lies here also. Sir, While making a special enquiry’

we found that the Excise Staff went to the sﬂid_ viflag>
in the carly morning of 20th December 1987 and it was a
dawn raid. Therefore, Sir, we want to know whether *this
Excise Department has any rule so that they can raid
the villagers in the early morning hours, that is at dawn,
in our triba] villages in the name of apprehending illicit
liquor dealers. Sir, ow  tribal people have a habit of
producing rice beer which is profuscly consuted by them
and this is one of the ingredients of our society, but to
raide the tribal villagers in the dawn hours in the name
of Excise raid for ilficit distillaries by the Excise people,
creates such a terror amongst our (ribal people Sir, that
I am afraid it does not justify any additional fund for
this Department. It is no use for us to provide them
additional money so as to enable them to create terror
among the tribal villages and to make the tribal people’s
mind miserable in this manner in the name of FExcise
raids. To-day this House has to approve the grant
of additional money, but that does not mean that we
should allow them independence to terrorise our people in
this manner.

Then Sir, there are meny otlher things over which we
wanted discussions; for instance the transport services.
There is an increase in the transport fare structure and

-'nf
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against this risc there have been a number of demons-
trations already. Government have raised the fare struc-
ture of transport services which has badly affected the
general public. They have not given much thought over
it. We agree Sir that the fares of State Ttransport have
not been increased for a long time, but the quantum of
increase that is notified to-day- it reasonable and whether
this has been increased after due consultation - with all
quarters 7 Whether the Government was fully aware of
it and their clearance for this increase in fare was obiained
from Government beforehand 2 These are the things that
we should look into.

Next is about education. Sir, last Saturdav, in my
local place at Harisinga, the annual conference of the Bodo
Primary School Teachers Association Wis held. There it
transpired that last year no Bodo medium text books for
Class 1 and 1II were provided in the Primary Schools.
Not only that, in the M., E. and Higher Secondary Schools
books on science were not translated into Bodo language
aud as a result in the whole of last year the Bodo.
students were denied of studying science subject properly.
This year also, the classes have already been started but
even then Bodo medium books are ‘mot yet distributed
particularly for class I to class III in all the tribal districts
to-day. Then Sir, there are other problems too 1n this
Education Department. There has been a long-standing
demand for tlie establishment of a sSeparite Directorate
for plains tribals education. This demand Wwas accepted
by the previous Government in principal, and accordingly
one Joint Director’'s post was sanctioned also, but now
we do not know whether the present Government will
honour that accepted »rinciple, and create the separate
Directorate for cducation of plains ftribals.

Mr. SPEAKER-—Mir. Basumatari, will you pleas~ try
to conclude your speech ?

Shri BINAI KHUNGUR BASUMATARY-—Yes Sir, I
shall be brief. Very recently the Rabha medium has been
introduced for the education of Rabha students. It is very
.good and we are grat:ful to the Government for this
but why the announcement has been made after the lapse
of three months of the education session this year, Why
not the decision was taken last year itself ? If they had
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taken the decCision last year then the Rabha students
could have siarted reading in Rabha medium right from
the beginning of (he education” year, from the begioning
of the academic session. We do not know how after the
lapse of three months of the academic session, they will
cope up With the curriculum. Then there are demands
- from other tribals also. Lalungs want their education in
Lalung medium for their children to be started.

. Taere are many such problems of education over
which I would have liked to discuss in the House, but
duc to paucity of time I am to conclude my speech—you
have already asked me to do so, but before I conclude,
I am compelled to draw your atiention that to-day is
22nd March 1988 and only 7-8 days are in hand, for
the month to end, and I doubt whether this additional
amount of 56 crores of rupees con' be disbursed by the
Government during these few days. This isa very SCLIORS
problein. I had raised this matter on earlier occasions
and suggested that demands for additional amounts through
appropriation bill should be brought keeping some reaso-

nable time in hand so that money could be released

much Iin adysnce so that people in the districts may get
the money atieast one month ahead; but again the
Government is doing the samething as in past. They have
come up With this appropriation bill only to-day when
there are only 8 days left of the current financial year.
I wish to conclude Sir, by saying that Government must
make it possible to disburse this whole additiona]l amount
of Rs. 54 crores within the next 7 or 8 days by all
means. . Thank you Sir, '
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Shri ALTAF HUSSAIN MAZUMDAR— Mr. Speaker,
Sir, 1 will cite an example how cofruption i going on
in a department because public have got to pay through
" their noses for the corruption of the department. Sir, I
will refer to the Inland Waier Transport and I want to
bring some facts before the Hon’ble Chief Minister, ~how
corruption is going on in this department at the highest
level. Sir, Shri B. Borzohain, Executive Engineer, IWT,
Silchay Division has got the direct access to the Transport
Minister. Sir, public representation was made abecut the
activities of this particular officer. Shri Borgohain wused
to- make payment from LOC to only Shri M. Charoria
through his two/three dealing firms and doing false business
of 60: 40 regularly. Shri Borgohain placed two numbers
of supply orders of Rs. 36,000/- and Rs. 49,000/- to - supply
life buoy and life jacket to M/s Chunilal Hulash Chand
deals by Shri M. Charoria, who is not an appr.ved
supplier of the department vide order No. SWT/T-70/2803,
dated 23rd September, 1987 and order No. SWT/T-70/2788,
dated 22nd Se tember, 1987 respectively. The materials
already recorded in M. B. No. 59 on page 8 &9 on the
26th September, 1987 and ready to pay the bill, whereas
no materials are supplied by the said firm. Sir, the life
buoy and life jacket are munufactured in Calcutta and
there is no manufacturing firm in Assam. In this connec-
tion special permit is also required from the Government
of India because the question of safety is also there. But
Sir, in the M. B. it has been shown that the materials
have already been received. Sir, I put an unstarred ques-
tion No. 30 where I wanted to know Whether there was
any cnquiry agaist the said officer and whether the Deputy
Commissioner was entrusted to enquire into the allega-
tions. Sir, when the Transport Minister visited Silchar he
was_approached by many people.to institute an_enguiry
against this officer by the Deputy Commissioner. -First of
all ' he was not agreeable. He was telling that he will
institute an enquiry by the departmenta]l officer but _he

was forced to order an enquiry by the Deputy Commi-
ssiouer. Deputy Commissioner made an enquiry and after
that Deputy Director and Surveyor also visited Silchar and
enquired into the allegations against the - officer. Deputy
Commissioner submitted the report, Deputy Director and
Surveyor also submitted their reports Again Sir, Unstarred
Question No. 40. From there also it appears that costly
materials of Rs. 20 to 30 lakhs were also kept in a private
saw mill by this officer. Next Sir, this officer, how he
1s working will be evident from his another action. Un-
- starred Question No. 41 it appears that in between 5th
August, 1986 to 7th February, 1987, within this six months,
he was in Guwahati for two months. Sir; Secretary of

the Transport Department put up the file to the Transt

port Minister for immediate Suspension of the officer but

the WMjipister is sitting over the the file. This officer is

telling the people :
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SiT, extreme corruption is going on in this department
Sir, SDO, Singh was transferred because he did not certify
the defective boat and that is why he was transferred by
the Mimister.
