Shri Altaf Hossain Mazumdar : Hon’ble Mr. Chair-
man, Sir, I also take the same stand in support of the
cut-motion moved by the Hon’ble Members from the op-
position.

We very often
hear that this State Government is not given proper
financial assistance by the centre. Everytime it is stated
that Central Government deprives the State Government.
Sir, this is not the way to condemn the Centre, If you
really mean business and really want agricultural develop-
ment, then you'select some boys and give them proper
training€. You must have that strategy because you know
it well that our boys are not agricultural minded and
they do not prefer to go to rural areas. They prefer to
live in towns and accustomed to town life. Therefore,
you will have to create an atmosphere for them. You are
to select some boys who are really interested and give
them some training for Agriculture. You will have to
give them some amount of stipend say Rs. 100/- or so to
meet their pocket money etc. In this way, you can
proceed in this matter. Then, there is another slogan
that you cannot make much headway because of the fact
that the earlier Government has done this and that.
Everytime you give blame that no progress can be
made because of the earlier Government has committed
some mistakes. Sir, this sort of propaganda will not serve
the pirpose because the same set of officers are there

and these officers have also worked under the previous
Government and are now working under the present Go-
vernment. Here I will cite an instance. When you
engage a music teacher for your brother or sister and
when you discharge the earlier one and appoint another
new one, then the new one will give blame to the ear-
lier teachr and say that the ecarlier has spoilt youf

brother/sisters’s training, So, this is the attitude of the

Sir, unless these workers, who are tagged with the agri-
culturists made very much close to the cultivators, I think,
position will not improve. So my earnest hope and request
to the Minister is to try and make some innovation in
agricultural field.
