Mr. Speaker : Now, item No. 2. Hon’ble Member
Shri Maziruddin Ahmed to speak.
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Mr. Deputy Speaker : Now Hon’ble Member Shri
Abdul Mugqtadir Choudhury. , o
Shri Abdul Mugtadir Choudhury : Mr. Deputry
Speaker, Sir, in support of the cut motion I should
like to say a few words. Sir, since ‘the Rural Develop-
ment Deptt. came in existence, there was great expec-
tation. This Rural Development Department is avery
‘important department as it has to look after the devel-
opment of the rural masses in rural areas. Sir, 85 per-
cent of the people of the state are living in rural areas
and 15 percentare living in urban or town areas. Ear-
lier there was no such programme for development
of rural areas. Now crores and crores of rupees are
being spent for the upliftment of the rural poor, for
their development, but the question is whether these

amounts are being properly utilised, properly spent.

Sir, a good number of special programmes are be
ing implemented by the Rural Development Department,
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namely—I.R.D.P.,, N.R.E.P,, Special assistance to agri-
culturlsts for development of agrlcultural PASMAFAP,

_Development Programme for Women and Children in

Rural areas, Rural Landless Employment Guarantee
Programmee, R.L.E.G.P. etc. Let uis take . R.D.P. first.
Sir, crores and crores of rupees are being spent for the
upliftment of the rural poor. During the years, 1987-88

‘more than 14 crores of rupees have been given as sub-

sidies and grants; 25 crores have been given as credit

'moblhsatlon and Sir, the number of families beneﬁtted

in 1987 88 are as follows :

New families — 46,246, and

Old families — 19,898. |
Those 19,898 families have been given second

instalment also. Sir it is high time to review the progress

to go into the process to see Whether those families
were able to utlhse their first doses of assistance. Be-
fore they were granted the second instalment it should
have been enqmred whether these fam1hes utilised their
first instalment of assistance, It should also be seen
whether proper persons have got the benefits. Sir, at
present in Assam 40 percent of the people are living
below the poverty line and certain classification have
been made like Category A, Category B, and Category
C for the purpose of identification of the different cat-
egory of poor ‘people living below poverty line ; but
Sir, such identification is being done sitting in Block
offices. Category A people are those poor people who
are to get first priority in the matter of assistance, but
they have been deprived of loans and subsidies; their
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names are not being sponsored, they uie not being
_identified as such and consequently they are deprived
‘of the benefits. Sir, identification is to be done by the
R.D. workers and they are to sponsor the names ofthose
_poor people according to categories they are moving
round the Block areas and sponsormg the names of
those people who could satisfy them. But those who
are to get top priority in the matter of benefits are be-
ing deprived because they are so poor that they cannot
satisfy the R.D. workers by paying high price. But Sir,
I am definite that more than 50 percent of the genuine
people are deprived of this benefit. Sir, a day will come
after the Seventh Plan this number i.e. the people liv-
ing below the poverty line will come down to 35 per-
cent and after the end of Elghth Five Year Plan it will
cometo 18 percent and after that it will come to zero.
‘Sir, it will be in paper that all the people who were
below the poverty line have been brought above pov-
erty line but most of the people in fact will remain
below poverty line. Sir, it is high time to review the
entire process and to see whether the poorest of the
‘poor are getting the benefit or niot. Sir, those deservmg
persons who are coming to block area, comlng to
Project Director, coming to banks are not getting their
share. Their names are not bemg sponsored. Sir, even
the Gramin Bank is not helping the people. Their be-
haviour is rather worst than Other bank management_
So, Sir, the Rural Development Department should see
that these amounts are spent properly and utilised prop-
erly. This department should be reorganised thoroughly.

&
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Sir, earlier there was no scheme for the rural areas, for
the rural people and if things go on like this, after few
years these schemes will be withdrawn. Sir, Central
Government has given emphasis to some schemes, say,
road project. First preference was given to this but now
it has been given the 7th preference i.e., the last prefer-

ence. The department is shifting from one to another
because they want to complete all the programme. But
it will be seen in paper that 50 percent people are

deprived of it. Sir, let us come to NREP which aims at
providing employment avenues to the rural people by
creating community asset. Sir, our Rural Development
Minister, he is very much well aware that all the road
project under N.R.E.P. & R.L.E.G.P,, will be taken un-
der the PWD Department. They will have to hand over
to the PWD Department and the PWD Department will
have to take the responsibility of this road project.
Whether the Rural Development Department is in a
position to hand over a single road. There may be one
or two but I am saying about the most of the blocks.

Sir, in Karimganj the Hon’ble Minister know it that
the first instalment fund for N.R.E.P. which was re-

leased by the Rural Development Department has beer:

diverted for other purposes. Hon’ble Minister gave the

reply that because of the spill over work first instal-
ment was not released but I can say that there was no
spill over work upto 31st March ‘88. There was not a
single man day generated in South Karimganj Devel-
opment Block and Ramkrishnanagar Development
Block. I want to know whether the first instalment is
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still in the bank ? What about the spill @ver money ?
Sp111 over money should be there. Sir,in 1 987-88 there
was no work. Nota single man day was genera}ted Sir,
reports commg from D. R.D.A.are 1nﬂamatory They
say that unless we sent this type of report the second
1nsta1rnent will not be released. Sir, we should not be-
tray our people ‘We should not play with the lots of the
rural people We should be very serious. Sir, another
scheme namely, PASMAFFE is within the Rural De-
velopment Departmient since 1987. Whether the Rural
Development Department can say any amount has been
spent in any district till 1987 under this programme.
Sir it is anybody’s guess. Sir, this is a special pro-
grammes for special assistance to the agncultunsts for
the development of agricultural programmes and pro-
viding minor irrigation facility, which is known as
PASMAFAP. We should not play with this money.
Nothing has been done in this regard there is no neces-
sity in keeping the money in Banks. It should be uti-
lised properly. It is probably lying with the Rural Devel-
opment Department. Sir, RLEGP, Rural Landless Em-
ployment Guarantee Programme. This is 100 day for
100 men. Hundred days employment i.e. three months
ten days employment in ayear. In this programme guaran-
tee card should be issued to the labourers. I would like to
ask the Hon’ble Minister whether he can say or the depart-
ment can say how many cards have been issued andto
whom issued. Whether the Hon’ble Minister can place a
statement on the table of the House giving the entire list.
‘Sir, work has been allotted to the contractor. It isa

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cific. I also feel like the hon’ble member Shri Amrit
ILal Basumatari completely depressed and dejected.
Whether the Minister feels like this or not I do not
know. It is my first occassion to work as ML A in this
Assembly. I took it very seriously and I found that the
manner in which the bureaucracy is organised from
lowest to the highest level it is difficult to regulate the
activities of the Department unless there is a pragmatic
person at the ministreal level. I will speak on three spe-
cific points with records to show that this department
has become completely non-functional.

son is over and that the month of October is not at all
the season for any sort of forestration programme ? If
so, what action the Government pruposes to take to
stop the system of giving contracts for the execution
of NREP, RLEGP programmes depriving the people of the
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locality from the labour work involved ii: the execu-
tion of such programme ? ““Sir, the answer is very im-
portant. It is ““Yes, due to continuous heavy rainfall and
heavy successive floods the plantation of trees under
social programme could not be taken up in most of the
areas in the State earlier. The programme could be started
only in August/September. The programme is being con-
tinued during October also because unlike previous
years, the moisture content in the soil this year is con-
sidered sufficient for sustaining plants planted in Sep-
tember/October.” Sir, those are the types of arguments
the officers forward and expect the politicians to swal-
low and accept it ? Even the simple villagers know that
October is not the appropriate time for planting the sap-
lings.

Now, what is the present position ? Itis said that
792 sapplings were planted. As per report only 131
are still alive. I challenge the Minister on this count.
Even 19 trees are not there.

Sir, you have given the bell. So, I will certainly

that I gave a complaint to him last year in regard to
RLEGP schemes. There wasa pubhc hue and cry over
the matter. The matter came out in ‘The Sentinel” and
* Assam Tribune’. I also subm1tted a complaint to dif-

_ should make the rule flexible and the fund earmarked
- for Social Forestry be diverted for repairing of the flood
damaged-village roads. Copies were also sent to the
State Minister and the department concerned. Sir, as a
humble MLA, I did my duty: Now, the Government.
. was to take action. For enquiry, the matter was sent to
‘DC who is the Chairman of the Governing Body,
DRDA. Now, under him, this type of corruption is tak-
ing place. We referred the complaints to the DC and
Project Director. About the policy of the Union
Government, I wrote to the Union Government as well
as the leaders of different political parties including
Shri Basudev Acharaya, MP. The Union Minister gave
areply with a copy to the State Government.

Again as draught relief two road schemes were to
be executed by the Rupsi BLCC. We got a report that
some manipulations were being made to take out money
without work.

The things are running as be-
fore. Atleast Congress were capable enough to man-
age the affairs. Butyou have totally failed.

There are similarly many administrative deficien-
cies. Sir, I submit these papers through you to the
Hon’ble Minister to make an enquiry for this type of
misdeed. Before I conclude I would like to say that we
talked about this issue with the Union Government at
various level. The Union Minister for Rural Develop-
ment visited Assam without informing all the concerned
parties. At that time, we submitted a Memorandum but
he did not take any action. We criticise Shri Rajiv Gan-
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dhi, Prime Minister for his computer j:rone policy,
but he atleast took action. This Union Minister of State
for Rural Development has already been shunted back
to Bihar. I feel the Hon’ble Minister will approach
the Union Government and explain the peculiarities
of Assam and seek liberties to allocate the fund ac-
cording to local condition. I hope the Government. of
India will certainly agree to this. With this, I conclude
my deliberation.
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Shri Altaf Hussain Mazumder : Hon’ble Mr. Speaker
Sir, I take my stand to support the cut motion. A fter
hearing the speeches of the Hon’ble members from both
position and opposition. I am feeling sympathy for the
well intentioned matured Minister of old age. With due
apology to the Hon’ble Minister, I shall try to give a
feather—touch in criticising the policies of the Rural
Development Department. Government of India, un-
der the 20-point programme, give money to the States
for the' purpose of development of the rural areas and
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employment to be generated. All the Hon’ble mem-
bers of this House want that more money should be
given to this backward state. Unfortunately, we our-
selves are making our case weak. We are not able to|
spend money in the Rural Development Department. I
request the Hon’ble Minister that the points raised by
the Hon’ble members should be looked into and re-
plied properly.

Hon’ble Min-
ister should go to the depth of the debates and the points
raised by the Hon’ble Members. Sir, my first question!
is let the Hon’ble Minister reply as to how much money‘
is left unspent upto 3 1st March *88 ? Next, how many
crores of rupees are lying without reconciliation with
the banks. There are large number of Bank accounts in
the Banks, but there is no reconciliation. After 10 years,
we will come to know that lots of money have been
misappropriated. In Cachar district, one crore of ru-
pees had to be diverted from Project Director’s Of-
fice. So, Sir, kindly listen what the Honb’le members
say. Take us into confidence. Take the Hon’ble mem-
bers into confidence. The members are in the field. As
the time is very short, I will just speak on a few points.
Sir, I want to point out the bad conditions of the roads.

tvorgess. s 2 00 voices) Don’t say ‘Agot’, ‘pisot’. Sir,
what is happening today. Sir, what is happening today
2 That is our concern. What has happened earlier is not
our concern. Sir, by saying ‘“=ist$” you are giving pre-
mium to the officers. That is why they are doing all
these things. Sir, there is one Anjan Bhattacharya, work-
ing as S.O. under Udarband Block, who has become
very powerful and misappropriating Govt. money like
anything.He even did not care to hear the words of
Hon’ble Member Shri Joyprakash Tiwary MLA, chair-
man, B.L.C.C.of Udarband Block who is present in the
House. This man has devoured a large amount out of
sanctioned for the work of Bahadurpur L.P. School
under the Block.
