(i) The local M.L.A, (2) Chief Executive Couneillor
of Mahkuma parishad, (3) The Deputy Co-
mmissioner or the Sub-Divisional Officer as the
case maybe, (4) The Seuior E.A.C./P.R.A of the
Sub-Division are normally included in the Commi-
ttee. :

(ii) The Deputy Commissioner or the Sub-Divisional
Officer as the case may be is appojnted 2s Chair-
man of the Committee.

(iii) The Senior E.A.C. or the P.R.A. of the Sub-Di-
vision is appointed. as Seevetary of the Commitice.
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(iv) The ("ommmee <nould consist of memtbers no ex-
ceeding fifteen ncrma'ly.

(v)' Ta the Sub-Divisions whers the number of 3,L.A
are a few, the Government may incluc e ct. er lec.dings

persons as members 'of tle Commiitce depending
of local conditions.

(vi) The Cha'rman of Town COmm*'ee or Muricpa-
lity mey also be co-opted as a member of the
C»o nmittee whenevar necessary.

T wonld like to draw the
attention of the Chief Minister i/c of Planning as to how
the officers have in a manner inflated the ficures which
ultimately go down creating an impression in the minds
of the peop'e that this Government does not have a
pragmatic approach. In the case of State Planning was
made for 137 crores: then at the execution stage it came
down to 71.0 crores and for Barpeta the figure was 19
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crores in 1986-87 and  actually 3.99 crores was made
qvailable ot the time of starting the work. So starting
with 107 crores for the State it came down to 71.0 crores.
This type of projection involves lot of unnecessary paper-
work and wastage of public money. The exercise has no
relation to the actual projection. Will the Chief Minister
alert the Planning Cell that the officials involved should
not go on with such exercises ?

In our case, Sahids are those per-
sons who sacrified or died for the cause and principles of
the Assam Movement ending on 15th August 1985 with
Assam Accord are treated as ““Sahid” by the present
Government,

() A particular person is declared as **Sahid” not
by the Revenue department and cccordingly exact date of
declaring the persons as Sahid is mnot readily available,
without any veport from tle D.C. concerned. When an
Ex-MLA submitted a complain the whole matter was with-
held for further examination.

(d) No.

(¢)  Yes, This fact came to light only after perusal
of the secret report from the District authority.

(f) Since the matter related to a number of depart-
ments namely, Accord Implemantation, Political depart-
ment etc. it togk considerable time to get the ‘detail in-
formation.

(8) A secret teport from ‘the D.C. was feceived bY
the political Department on 12th December 1986. But,
Since the matter required further study and close scrutiny
account  of = complain ' received from om Ex-MLA, the
matier could not be decided finaly. The sanction of
ex-gratia grant had elso been withheld and subsequently
cancelled. Since the r€port of D.C. is a secret document,
the same cannot be laid on the ‘table of the House in
the public interest.

Sir, ours is an Agricultural sconomy and we cannot over-
night afford to pass on some other economic structure,
because everything depends on Agriculture. In view the
failure of the crops last year which has also been indicated
in the Budget speech, in the Vote on Accoun's the Agri-
culture should have been given more importance. This is
the month of March which is going on and particularly, in
May and Jun/ July Agriculture should be given importance.
Agriculture production should be boosted if the Govern-
ment wants economy of the State to worse up. I would
request the Chief Minister to take recourse to suitable
strategy for Agriculture/ otherwise he won.t be in a position to
improve the economy of the State of Assam.
Even at this moment he can further amend the amount
allotted to agriculture making little adjustments here and
there. He would also appreciate that because of successive
devestating floods and all these things there was reduction
of foodgrain production in the State, So, with these few
observations Sir, I conclude .
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Shri A. F. Golam  Osmani .—Hon’ble Speaker Sir,
about this Vote on Accounts, it appears that the mem-
bers are not fully realising the implications cf this Vijte
on Accounts this year . Generally we had a Vote on Acc-
ounts with every Budget. In the month of October we
passed a Supplementary Demands for Grants. Even a few
days back we had a Supplementary Demand for Grants
for the year 1987-88 . But this year, Vote on Accounts is
the part of a new procedure adopted in of the procedure
present'ng the Budget for 1988-89 . In fact, it follows the
procedure that is adopted in the Lok Sabha, of the parlia-
ment . But perhaps the members are not realising the full
implication of it. The whole object of the present exercise
is that the members are to get sufficient time to discuss
the Budget which they never could in past. In my speech
on the Governor's address, 1 casually referred that some
new procedure were adopted . Sir, this type of procedure
was not followed by our predecessors. This type of exfen-
ded period of the budget session mean a longer hours of
sitting here the times of ordeal by fire . The administration
cannot be tonned up by the Ministers and their officers
alone . Legislature is an integral part of it. This aspect
has been given good - bye in last 40 years . Our predecessors
never cared for making the administration efficient and
smooth by walking Legislature Stronger . So, I welcome
this procedure and I also request the Leader of the House
that after going through this long session of 2 months,
he should not feel shy next year because when records will
be written about rhe achievements of the present Govern-
ment , one of these perhaps will be the new procedure now
introduced in respect of presentati n of the Budget.
In this cnnsction, I would like to register my
thanks to the Hon’ble Speaker for taking interest
in enlarging functions of the r mbers at large. So far as
this part of the Budget, i. e. for April, May and June, it is
covered by the main Budget, and at the time of tae detailed
discussion of the Budget, we will have sufficient scope.
[ utilise this occasion to hold that it should be the general
feeling of the House to welcome the new procedure and
I hope that the leader of the House will implement this
procedure in successive years also in accordance with the
attern how adopted.
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& Mr. Speaker.—MNow, I put the moticn. The motion

The Governor has also referred to the construction
of border roads, but has fajled to mention t e wretched
condition of the pe ple of the village Kesharvitha in

L2 lhavdanga Gaon Panchayat under Mankac ar constituency.
The people living on the border areas have never object-
ed to the construction of the boarder roads; rather they
have expressed their happiness and co-operation.  Now
the villagers are beiring the brunts of showing their sin-
cerity and co-operative attitude. The r houses have been
demolished without serving any prior notices on them.
They were not paid com ensation before the destruction

» demolitic n had becn carried out. They ore Indian citizens
yet they arc maee homeless and their rights have been
trampled down. They have been made rafugees in their
own village. They have been compelled to live in make-
shift camps made of thatch and banana leaves. Most of
them are still waitivg for compensation since about four
months back.

Sir, the compensation proposed to be given is not
at all satisfactorv. While homestead lands around the
; area are sold somewhere briwween Rs. 15 to 20 thousand
o er bigha, they are supposed to get about Rs, 2600 per

Eigha from the Government. With this amount most of
them, I can say with firm conviction, Will never be able
= to resettle themselves permanently and a day is lurking
ahead when their citizenship will be challenged. Whether
the tears of these innocent Indian people will ever be
able to soften tie heurd of the leadership who just can-
not shirk the responsibility of providing the people with
adequate compensation and Wwith pro' er resettlement facl-
lities is a matter to be watched. Sir, my humble suggss-
tion to the Hon'ble Chier Minister and the Government
of Assam is that they should consider their cases rationally
so that they may get adequate compensation at the ear-
liest possible time and Government will provide them

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with all resettlement facilities. They deserve “ympathy and
love and not batred. The economic condition of .these
people living in ‘border areas are basically very weak,
and there is mo ligic in using force against them where
there is no enemy.

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Shri HMolitam Terang — Mr. 'Deputy Speaker, Sir,
since the ‘time i» ‘very 'short T shall" confine myself omnly
to -Agricuture, Forest and Hill Areas. We .thank rthe
Governor for making ‘a 'speech "whichis a reflection on the
state -of administration. M ‘is-really very .encouraging and
we ‘welcome ‘that the ‘Governor had declared 1588-89 .as
an -agricultaral year. Sir, for the progress wof any 'State,
specially in India, ‘agriculture and Industries -are ivery
important and we kaow ‘that in Assam 90 per cont of
the people ‘are ‘dependent on agriculture -but actual posi-
tion ‘is such that the total ‘cropped area in Assam
is mot more than 8;460 acres:out of totalarea thatAssam
has i.e,, 78,523 'sq.k.m.and when ‘we -analyse ‘the :agricul-
tural ‘scene Wwe See that the Jand “holding ipattern is’such
that large areas of agricultural land ‘are rconcentrated only
in few ‘hands and very small sareas actually iare in ithe
hands ‘of ‘the majority. So, ‘What thappens is that the
productivity in agriculture ‘is actually very low. So, Sir,
if ‘we are to come out -of ‘the debt track, if we jare ‘1o
pay ‘back the public debt which now amounts 4o Rs.1,300
per ‘person ‘in the ‘State and f 4t is calculated together
with ‘the national debt rate it comes ito :avound Rs#4,500
per person of the State. If we are to pay back this
arnount and if we are to go beyond this, then Sir,
productivity in agriculture has to be increased and for
that the total area i.e. the cropped area should be in-
creased and not only that, productivity also has to
be increased. Now We see that Governor has mentioned
about transfer of technology to farmers, distribution of
high yielding variety of seeds, distribution of fertilisers,
etc,, We know that the Planning Commission and also
the State Planning Body have planned for such activities
by which the agriculturists or the farmers are to be
benefitted but in the acsual scene we see, I cannot say
about other districts, but specially in Karbi Anglong and
other neigbouring areas I have visited I see these seese
either do not reach the farmer or reach then in very
limited quantity, So, though in paper it is seen that a
big quantity of high yielding variety of seeds are distri-
buted but in reality the farmers do not receive them.
So, Sir, there are many things which are to be reformed
in the administration regarding agriculture. ‘What happens
in our kind of administration that there are District
Agricultural Officers, then we have Sub-divisional Agri-
cultural Officer, then we have Inspectors and others
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‘What happens Sir, actually the Block Development Officer
which' is ‘the main:centie of the activity, the .Agriculture
Department do not have the control over them. So, Sir,
I, suggest . that the Government  should reform the measurs
by-which agricultural inputs are distributed to the public.
