Shri Charan Narzary : Mr. Speaker Sir, I want to raise a matter regarding
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* the unfortunate incident which took place at Barpeta Road on -

25th March for the apprisal of this August House. I have seen in

- to-day's paper that a magisterial enquiry has been instituted to go

into the incident and we ‘welcome it. Sir, it is-a democratic right
of the people to agitate for a.cause. The PTCA, my Party, gave

-a call for a 12 Hour rail roko stir on 25th March from 5 AM. to -

5 PM. QOur people had clearly been instructed to take their position

- on the railway track right at 5. AM in the morning and they did
-accordingly. There was no question of thepeople taking their
position before the scheduled time. The.railway authorities for

obvious reasons want to say that the incident took place because

_ the picketers took their position before the scheduled time, which

is not at all a fact. Sir, what has actually happened at Barpeta

‘Road was like this. Thousands, of people were camping in the

. .. neighbourhood around Barpeta Road so that they can take their

_position on the railway track in time, not before.5 AM but just at

5 AM and they had fixed the Red Banner at a-distance of 500

nmetres from the squatting picketers. There was confusion regarding

However, It was an announced programme announced
long back and the Railway authorities knew it. They also ‘took
certain precautionary measures so that no untoward incident could
take place. They suspended all the trams on the railway track
covered by the ra11 roko programme

But the train mvolved in the mc1dent was commg from the
east. It was down the night was over. Even then, then headlight
of the train was on and there was continuous sounding of the horn

~also. The train came in high speed and dashed against the red
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banner. The engine carried the red banner with it. The people,

~who were squatting on the railway track were alarmed though

they were under the impression that the train would stop there, but
it did not. Tt dashed against the squatting people.

. 'What was the number of the people? Thousands of them
were squatting on the railway track. So, when the train dashed

.. .. against the squatting people, one died instantaneously and some
" others were injured. Then the train was stopped immediately. There
" were noises as the squatters shouted slogans. The train driver got

down and fled Aav{ray out of fear and his whereabout was not

" known. But the horn was on continuously for about half and

hour. Inspite of this, thousands of people, who were squatting

" there, maintained unprecedented restraint. They runained absolutely

peaceful and non-violent. In such circumstances, if they wanted,
they could have totally destroyed the train itself, they could have
ranscked the Barpeta Road railway Station. If it had been in other
State, like, West Bengal, Bihar or U.P,, this would have surely

" happened. But nothing like that happened. Our people
demonstrated-how a peaceful, non-violent and disciplined

programme of agltatlon has to be conducted. Our people know it.

Now, the incident needs enquiry not only by the State
Government, but by the Central Government, by the Railway
authorities too. We have telegraphically demanded immediate
enquiry into the incident. Somebody must be responsible, either
the train driver or some other railway official. Without an enquiry
this cannot be ascertained. Anybody, who is responsible for this
sad incident, should be punished and adequate compensation should
be given to the family of the victim Rajen Kachari and to others
who were grievously injured. The injured persons are lying in the
hospital, some of them may die also. Although this matter doeg
not come within the purview of-the State Government, on
humanitarian consideration the State Government should also help
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the family of the victim and also the injured persons.
" This is the actual position. Where is the security of the
peopole, where is the democratic right of the people to agitate for
a cause, however noble it may be? Our people have become more
infuriated and in near future when we ‘take any such programme.
I think, they will take hard line. This is my submission only for
" apprisal in the House. The matter has not been looked into by the
authorities properly. Anyway, our movement was successful The
turn out was massive everywhere, e.g. at Ranglya about 45/50
thousand people participated in the programme.

Mr. Dy Speaker sir, Here I would like to refer to a very pertinent
point from page 12 of the Budget Speech It is stated that a with
the increase in the size of the Annual Plan the burden on the State
Govemment in terms of debt liability also goes on increasing thus
leadmg to a debt trap It will also be pertinent to note that the

. entire cost-pnce structure is so badly distorted by inflation that the

implementation of Plan targets in their original shape is virtually
rendered 1mp0s31b1e This is a very pertinent point as this is the

. feeling . of the Hon'ble Chief Minister, who holds the Finance
. Portfolio. Sir, if the Hon'ble Finance Minister feels that we are

virtually going towards that trend, that it will be ultimately not
possible to implement the -plan targets. Than, Sir, he has also
quoted certain figures in the budget speech. I am not going to
quote tham again. But, sir, if we take them into consideration,
then we find that we are really going towards that trend. This
House has also discussed this point and from this it appears that
we are really proceeding wowards that end. The burden on the

‘State Government in terms of debt liability goes on increasing day

by day and as a result of that really it leads us to a debt trap. Then,
sir, what is the remedy, what is the panacea? What can we do on
that? We must find out as to how we can overcome the problem.
If we can take proper step, I am sure, we will be able to overcome
this. If we fail to take proper step right now, then it will be very
difficult to implement our plan targets in their original shape. my
feeling is that we should rise to the occasion. Otherwise it will
vertually lead us to that trend as has been depicted by the Hon'ble
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.- Chief-Minister in his speech. Now, sir, I will try-to confine myself

in one or two points with regard to this. First of all I would like
to mention that i ina Federal Democratm set up of our the resources

. of the country are to be shared by the Centre and the States

equitable for all- round development of the country as a whole.
But here, sir, the ‘Sharing_ is heavily tilted in fovour of the centre.
In this respect our share is much less. Though our Constitution

“has embodied a federal spirit but in practice the trend is towards

unitary. Virtually, sir, we find that though the Central Govt. has its
own power in the Central List, they are also trying to get more
and more powers in their hands from the State Lists. Central
Govt. has its overwhelming power in the Concurrent List. But
even then they are trying to get more and more powers from the

‘State. The resource base of the Centre is much wider than that of
© the States. But even then when we want to raise the additional

resources, Central Govt. stands on the way and for that we are
required to face with severe odds. So, sir, I would request to the
Hon'ble Members of this House to ponder over this matter and
fight against the deliberate and planned method of centralisation
of power in the hands of the Central Govt. Sir, unless and until

- proper decentralisation is made, we cannot get proper democracy.
The resource base of the State is to be made wider if we are to

achieve the desired objective. Sir, as a matter of fact, I have raised
one pertinent point during the last budget session of the Assembly
about the question of oil royalty. I have stated that whatever
resources are available from the oil should be given to the State
Govt. for a term of atleast 10 years. This will, [ am sure, to a
certain extent make up our imbalances. Now, sir, I will touch
upon the administration of finance. Sir, I do not know how many
Hon'ble Members of this House do understand the budgetary of
fiscal position? As for myself, I can say that I do not understand
the budgetary provisions. Sir, I belive that most of the Hon'ble

€
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 Members of this' House will have little knowledge as to how a

budget is prepared. Sir, this is not only the position of this Govt.
alone. This was the position with all-our previous Governments
also. This is the irony of fate. Legislators are not allowed to have

" "a proper look about the budgetary provisions. Sir, it is always
- prejiared by the bureaucracy and in this process we are not allowed

to have a proper look about the budgetary provisions. Therefore,
sir, I demand that there should be a change iri the procedure and
peoples representatives should be allowed to have a more say in

“the preparation of the budget and in:the making of plans and

programmes. Only after that we can go through the real process

- of execution and we may have-a proper control of the budgetary
- conditions. I would request the Hon'ble Members of the House to

support this view.. Sir, every year we ‘are supplied with a bug

" volume of papers of budget. But without having a propér scrutiny

% .. and without going:through the ways and means we have to pass
- this budget. Sir, this is a very sorry state of affairs. Every year we

- have to go ‘back to our constituency and-to our people without

contributing- anything what- they expect. from us.-On our return,

~'we-simply tell our people that we-passed the budget. 1 do not like
- t0 speake more-on this point. Now, sir, I will come to the last
. point. As you know, sir, a very pecuhar situation has been prevailing
~in the State adrmmsn'auon with regard to the administration of the
-Hill distrcits of Assam. It.is known to us all that Karbi Anglong

and N. C. Hill Districts are administered under the 6th Schedule
of the Constitution of India. In this connection I would like to
quote here that once Justice (Retired) Md. Hidyatually has said in
course of his speech here at Gauhati High Court that 6th Schedule
of the Constitution of India is a Constitution within the Constitution.
But, sir, the:power is very limited. They have no power to make
laws. Their financial resources are very limited. But the main

subjects like. P. W. D. Education Forests etc. were eamsted to
. ey
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them, after. the.creation of Meghalaya by the North Eastern

- Reorganisation Act, 1971. Sir, though this has been entrusted to

the District Council, but the real power is not yet transferred to
them. It is lying with the State Administration. They do not have
the power to pass.their own budget. Sir, we pass the budget of the
Hill Districts here in this House. The District Councils have no
power. This budget is also placed in the District Council but, they

- have to pass it as it is. District Council cannot make any change.

So, it virtually comes back. .

So, it vertually come back to out Assembly and we are
supposed to pass it. That means the District Council does not

* have any authority for planning, budgeting or making any schemes.

After the budget is passed in :the Assembly it is given to the
District Council for execution. They have all the development
departments, like P. W. D., Flood Control, Irrigation, etc. So, Sir,

- administrative control of finance is in the hands of the State
- Government and the sanction for expenditure is given to the District
- Council for execution of works. That mearis the District Council
" is acting like a cashier. Money given by the State Government is

thus distributed through the District Council. Another problem is
that Sir, all the employees and the officers of these development
departments who are supposed to execute the plans and schemes
are under the State Governinent. Starting from a Peon and upto

- the post of Addl Chief Engineer or Chief Engineer all are the

employees of the State Govt. Virtually what happened? District
Council does not have any power to control them. If money is not

- properly spent or utilized people cannot blame the District Council

nor the State Government. If I as a representative of the pople ask
the officer of the Dist Council as to why the money has not been
paid or why the scheme has not been excuted then he will say that

- they have not received money from the State Govt. or the sanction
of the scheme has not come from the State Govt. Or, he will say
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that there is no Executive Engineer who-is to finish the.construction.
Therefore, Sir, since he is not our-employee, that is the employee
of the District Council, we cannot compel him to. do the work.
When the same is asked to the state Govt. they say that all the
money are sanctioned to the which Councils and they are
responsible for the execution also. So, Sir, we fine that a Ramrajya
is going on there in the hills districts. It is.not a.Ramrajya of the
people but it is the Ramrajya of beauracrats because they can
neither be caught by the State Govt. nor.-the Dist.. Council. This
is the stage of affairs in the hills districts. There a diarchy is going
on. I would, therefore, request this august House to take.cognizance

- .of this aspect of the matter and suggest remedies. Sir, we are
-actually giving large sums of money to the District Concils and

this money mostly is coming from the Centre as Central assistance.
We cannot alow it to be squandered away.- We have a responsiblity

- to see that they are spent properly.

Sir, T-would-like to conclude with the-remark that this
system of diarchy.in the hills districts should be done away with.
Another point which I would like to reiterate is that if we are to

‘raise- morefinancial resources, the centralisation of power at the

hands of the Central Govt. should be stopped and that more and
more powers should be given.to the state Government and there
should be proper contol over the administration of finance. With
these, I conclude, Sir.
