Shri Altaf Hussain Mazumdar ¢ Mr. Deyuty Speaker, sir,
this Government came to power with an added advantage
because’ of ‘the ‘massive “suppert of the people. At thé same

time this Government is in a more difficult position because

it has rajsed hopes and expectations in the mind of the

people— unprecedented expectations. So it has got to prove
its” mattle before the people. Thcugh a backward = State,
* Assam’s history of co-operative movement is oldér than many

other States of Indian Union ; here co-operatives had been

~a very ‘old machinery for the service of the people and
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its achievement had been greater ; but it is really very
unfortunate sir, that presently in this Department of co-op-

eration, corruption has crept in'to a great extent, not in .

its whole part, but in some sector. Sir, in certain mini-
stries, Ministers are honest but some officers, are corrupt.
Here in the Co-operation Dapartment the top officers are
honest, yet there is corruption in the mimister. I would
boldly say thie Secietary and Commissioner of the Co-ope-
ration Depattment is a very honest officer. He does not
even allow the Government car to be used for his family.
Inspite of that there are corruption i other levels and as
a result the whole co-operative movenent has been loosing
grotind, Not only that, the leadership that has to be
available from the ministry level to the co-operation moves
ment in the State to keep it uséful for the service of the
people, is absolutely lacking. Besides there is tco much
interference in the working of the honest offieers from the
ministry level and hence they are tréading the path of least
resistance.  There is a limit to theif capacity of resistancs.
This is the state of affairs going on sir corruption: is at
Ministers level.

Former Chief Minster, Shri Sarat Chandta Sinha, intro-
duced G.P. level co-operative socicties in the State which
had to discharge the function of distributing essential co—
mmodities among the people in villages. But what is their
position now ¢ May I ask the How’ble Minister in-chage

of Co-operation through the Hon’ble Deputy Speaker whether

the G.P. level co-operatives are functioning properly 9

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to lift their quota of essential commodities 3 Are they being
provided with required assistance for. doing thaty Sir, as
far as my knowledge goes, 75 percent of the G. P. level
cooleratives have not got the required capital to enable
themselves to lift their quota of essential commodities and
as a result their quotas are either going by lapses or some
‘Mahajans’ come with money, lift the quota in the name
of such and such co-operative and earn profit. Sir, distri-
bution of essential commodities through cc-operative network
is a very important function of the Government in these
days, but what the Government is practically doing to
strengthen the hands of these G. P. level co-operatives 3
I request the Hon’ble Minister to visit in villages and sze
things for himself ; let him not sit here at Dispur end let
him go out and see why these co-operatives are not able
to function effectively ; let him see what is the financial
position of each such co-operative and how are they
actually functioning. Let some enguiry be held into the
affairs of the co-operatives to find out what is the capital
at the moment ¢t their disposal and whether they are in
a position to lift the quota of essential items for the
people at the villages or they have passed the business
on to the hands of some ‘Mahajans’ or whether they are in

a position to run on profit or ‘no profit no loss’ basis.
This is very important and no time should be lost. Sir,
these co-operatives could have been used as an effective
machinery for the gocd of the people of a backward State
like ours had there been any policy and had the State

Government gained by the experiences of certain successful
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States. Sir, in certain States like Maharashtra and Gujrat,
they have gained and there is effective co-operation. As
I have said earlier, Assam history of co-operative movement
is much older than that of many other States, but to-day
it has relegated to the background. I am not criticising
the Government for critisism’s sake. There should not be
any attempt at politicalising the institution, but the fact
remains that you are not chainging the bodies of the co-
operatives by election, and this will boomerang in course
of time. You cannot say you made some ad-hoc commi-
ttees, but you have to show the result. And if you want
to show the result, you have got free yourselves from
politicalisatsion of the ingtitution. So let there be election,
and some effective persons be brought in. Let the term
be for two years but let the institution revive again for
the greater interest of the people. Let the corrupt persons
be removed.

Sir, T just refer to another matter, that is, STATFED.
What is going on inside it, probably many do not know.
It is a den of corrup‘ion. Sir, in other States handling
of lifting of various articles there are Civil Supplies cor-
poration and they are effectively using these Civil Supplies
Corporations. Money is provided by the Government of
India to set up the Civil Supplies Corporations. Here we
have got the STATFED, but in it corruption has gone to
such a limit that you will be surprised to know, We
have heard the reply of the Hon’ble Minister Supply. He
repeatedly stated that the STATFED is not in a position

to lift the articles like Cem:nt etc. In respect of cement,
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and such other controlled articles, Assam’s quota is going
by default because of STATFED’s inability to lift the
quota, and corruption is rampent in STATFED. In this regard
I just refer to in instance, to pin-point how corruption
is practiced at the highest level, at the head. Sir, as you
all know, fish starts rotting from the head ; so the STATFED
has stat;ted rotting from its heed and it will soon become
useless. I do not blame those officers. I refer to the
Commissioner of Co-operation again. He isan asset of the
Assam cadre officers. I have seen him sponsoring proposals
in all India level meettings and also in other places ina
strong way. He is a very honest man. But the corruption
is somewhere else. It is not with the top officers bu’_t :
somewhere else. They resisted but resistance failed ; they
could resist upto a cer.ain level. Sir, STATFED called for
tenders for supply of cylinders for cxygen bottling at Amingaon
in 1987. The highest tender, i.e. at the rate of Rs. 3000
per cylinder had been accepted by the STATFED manage-
ment and 1000 cylinders were purchased. There Were
perfectly valid tenders by other firms-one of them Wwas a
public sector undertaking- they quoted rate at the rate
of Rs. 2000/- per cylinder, but their tenders were rejected.
Officers were helpless in their resistance. They could not
resist beyond certain limit. Sir, the ground given will
delight you. Highest Higher rate was accepted because they
would supply imported cylinders. There would have bee;n
a Mmaterial saving of 10-12 lakhs of rupees had the lower

rate been accepted by the STATFED authorities. Sir, the
materials used for the cylinders are of the standard as
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approved under the Indian Explosive Act, and India-made
cylinders are as good as the imported ones.  ( Speaker’s
warning bell rang ) I shall take just one or two minutes
more sir. So the higher tender was accepted and the lower
tenders were rcjected on such an imaginary ground, and
there was an officers in the STATFED who declined to
oblige ; then somebody else was brought to clear the tender.
Even if it is calculated it comes to Rs. 10 to 12 lakhs.
Sir,  this particular .officer declined to oblige and that is
why somebody else was brought to make the deal. (Bell
rang) Sir, just one line only, there is one Urban Co-
operative Bank at Silchar and probably officers might have
seen the signboards of many All-India Political Parties,
Labour Units, Mazdoor Unions, as if it is the office of
these organisations. Sir, my report is that on 27-4-88 an
amount of Rs. 1} lakhs were taken away. Let the affairs
of these organisations be enquired into, let the corruption
be rooted out and save the people of Assam.

Shri 8. C. Sinha ¢ Mr. Spsaker Sir, I want to speak
a few words on Grant No. 38. The Grant No. 38 has
been guillotined. Therefore, I want to speak on it. Sir,
this Department — the Department of Welfare Scheduled
Castes / Scheduled Tribes and Other Backward Classes— is
administered for the welfare of the specific €thmic groups
of people living in ths State. Sir, the State .of Assam
is a unique state from that point of view. A large num-
ber of ethnic groups lives in this state. Now, for the
welfare of the state. We shall have to be concerned with
the welfare of the entire groups of the people., Sir, ba-
cause wrong handling - of this Depertment, unfortunately,
there have been ethnic problems in defferent parts of the
state. I refer, particularly, to the political situation that
has arisen in the district of Kokrajhar andin other tribal
areas of the state. Sir, this situation has arisen not be-
cause of anythings else but because of the wrong policy
parsued by the Government ard the wrong administrative
measure. Government may not agree with us, but we have

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the conviction and I am.speaking with conviction that there
has been a wrong handling of this department. Sir, the
peopls Jeaving in the state want that there should be an
impartial administration in ths State. But we find from

the day to day functioning of the Government that the

administration is not impartial, It is because of the
wrong .administration, a misunderstanding has been created

_among the different sections of the people and because of

the misunderstanding now we are facing so many problems
in the State. As I understand sir, this department has failed
to mect the backlog in different categories of Government
services so far as the sc'hec':‘l‘uled-castes and scheduled-tribes
are concerned. Then sir, Government have not been able
to. deal with the problems of the administration free from
political bias. Sir, we have not been able to solve the poli-
tical problem. Sir, it is not a question to be solved merely
by distributing meterials benefits to the different or groups
individuals. The wrong handling of the situation has created
an emotional problem. At Kokrajhar, we find that a seri-
ous situation has arisen. A political problem has arisen.
The Tribal people have their political aspiration. Now, if
you look at the political demands, then you will find that
all these demands are not based with facts. Sir, P.T.C.A.

~ wants Udayachal. Here we find that the area demanded

for Udayachal is not predominantly inhabited by the tribals
but by the non-tribals as well. Similarly, they want a home
land for the tribals. Here also we fird that the area as
demanded by them is not predominantly inhabited by the
tribals but by non-tribals as well. Therefore, if we give
the homzland to them, we find that ultimately that meect
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their political ends. Sir, even if we divide the area on
fifty/fifty basis, that will also not meet their political
aspiration. Still they agitate and demand it. Their problems
remain unsolved.” It will not be possfble to solve their
problem in this way, because the feeling of misunderstand-
ing that has been created in their minds has yet to be
removed, They do not belicve this Government. Sir, they
do not believe that this Government is functioning impar-
tially. They do not believe that this Government is work-
ing for their benefits. Sir, as there is a misunderstanding
in there minds, it will be our duty to remove that mis-
understanding from their minds first of all. If we can
remove that I am sure, we shall be able to solve the
problem. Unless and until we remove that feeling from
their minds, it is not possible to solve the problem of
the tribals-thet we are facing .today. Now, the question
is how we can remove the misunderstanding? We can
remove the misunderstanding by creating an atmosphere
congenial to all sections of peorle, living in the State.
Sir, we shall have to restore the confidence and underst-
_laﬂdiﬂg not only to the tribals but to all sections of the
people living in the State. But we cannot do this by
merely distributing material-benefits. We shall have to reso-
tre the emotional understanding. Sir, we have not been
able to do anything as yet in this respect. We have not
yet made any effort in this direction. People have lost
all faith, because of the day to day functioning of the
Government - Sir, . I do not like to give more details. But I am
sure Government will understand that scheduled caste and

e i e
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scheduled tribes people have a feeling that they have been
deprived of their legitimate shares. They have been depri-
ved of the shares due. to them in various spheres in the
matter of appointment, promotion and the. like. 'So; unless
the Government remoye the apprehension. that there has
been no discrimination, emotional understanding is not possi-
ble. I would thersfore, appeal to- the Ggvernment (o
remove the feeling of ‘misunderstanding for. the. betterment
of the State. Sir, Government = may agree or disagree
With me but this is my submission. I do not like to
take much time of the House to discuss this matter  in
further details.

Mr. Speaker : Now, Hon’ble Mamber, Shri Altaf
Hussain Mazumdar,

Shri Altaf Hussain. Mazumdar : Mr, Speaker, Sir, I
Iise to make a few observation with regard to  certain
grants which were not. discussed in the House. First of
all, T will speak a few word relating to G.P.F. accounts
of the State Government employees. Sir, this, relates to
Grant No. 23. Sir, the entire matter relating to .G.P.F.
accounts of the State Government employees is in acom-
plete mess.  Sir, in this matter a huge number of State
Government employees are involved. If you look into the
matter, then you will find that prior to 1985-86, the G.P.F.
Accounts furnished by the Accountant General, Assam were
mostly incorrect as the amounts contributed by a Gover-
nment servant towards his G.P.F. account was seldom
shown correctly. From 1685-86, no statements have been
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furnished by the Accountant General, Assam. Tt is unde-
rstood that the Finaiice Department has allowed the Accoun:
General, Assam to engage a Computor Company 10 com-
tant pile the annual G.P.F. statements of the employees. But
the annual statements of the All India Service Personal
are ‘being manually done in Accountant General’s office.
It is also gathered that the Computor Company because
of incorrect data supplied by the A.G. 'A.ssam, is not in
a position to compile the correct returns and hence there
is absolutely no progress in compilation. TR
As you are aware, sir. G.P.F. is the major source of
savings for the Government employees and absence of up-
to-date and correct annual statments ultimately result in
holding back the release of G.P.F. amounts to the retiring
employees, thus depriving them from their hard earned
money when they need it most. G.P.F. contribution being
compulsory on the part of the Government servants, is
it not incumdent on the part of the Government to keep
correct accounts of their money contributed towards the
General Provident Fund and release it when they needy
In order to overcome the present anomalous position with
regard to General Provident Fund accounts, there was a
decision to introduce Pass Book system in every Depart-
ment enabling the employees to know  their up-to-date
savings. Reportedly for introducing this system of introdu-
cing Pass-Book, scme thcusands of Pass-Books were pri-
nted by the Finance AP.F. Department, but these have

not been pat to use as yet,
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The Ho.’ble Chief Minister said in reply to a Question
(unstarred) No. 793 dated 25-4-82 that some G .P.F. statements
have been despatched by the Accountant General of Assam.
But as a matter of fact, most of the statements are incc-
mplte as out of 12 credits of- a year, some have got only
4 credits and some two and so on and so forth. The
G.P.F. contribution by the Government servants has been
compulsory, So, it is the responsibility of the Government
to-account for the money to every paise contributed by the
employees of -the Government. So, Government must look
into this metter of genuine grievances of the employees
and it should be redressed.

Sir, regarding another grant of Labour Depeitment there is
a small observation.. Particularly I am referring to a ques-
tion which was replied by the Minister, Labour, when the
Hon’ble Minister, Labour stated that there were no doctors
appointed in the Hospitals of the tea gardens ard that
there was lack of water supply in the hospitals. All these
things the Labour Minister admitted that doctors are not
available, pharmacists are not available. His answer is
like the representative of the TEA GARDENS. The
Labour Minister should not allow the labourers to die.
To provide minimum amenities, law is there and the Labour
Minister is to see that the law is enforced and the labo-
urers are not deprived of the benefits or the minimum
amenities. Let the Management got it from America orf
elsewhere. But doctors must be provided. It is not the
business to how the doctors are provided. The business
is to see that the doctors and pharmacists are provied in
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the hospitals of the tea gardens. So the Labour Minister
should medify his answer and take a stand on it

Then Sir, T was repeatedly giv'ing questicns in conne-
ction with supply of water to the tea labourers and fcr
giving electric connections but T have not got the answer.
The other day, the Labour Minister gave a Statement
assuring that the labourers will” be given connections. But
most unfortunately, we have read a news that while the
Labour Minister stated the labourers will “have electric
connections, the Garden authorities said ‘No’. I wantthe
Labour Minister must tell which is correct.

Now, Sir, I have just a few words to conclude. Sir,
about emplo}’mant I purposely put many unstarred questions
so that the Government cannot go back from the given written
figures. Sir, the muslim minority’s employment percentage is
less then 20 percent of the State. Even for the post of
Grade IV, Grade TII or Policz constables our people are
deprived in this mannsr. Replics are given by the Chief
Minister and in his absence by the Home Minister. But
the reply has not inspired the people. The Muslim people
are now thinking that their legitimate claims are under-
mined, We hops the Chief Minister will act in such g
way that the people will give up this type of attitude,
With thanks, I conclude.

Shri A. F. Gulam Qsmani - Mr. Speaker ‘Sir, we had
a long budgetary discussions and inspite of the new proce-
dure we could cover only 18 -demands, rather two third
of the demands is left out., I would like to talk on the

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demand that is sought for district administration.: But be-
fore that I hope much scope has been given in: this session,
which has made a history in the Assam Legis'a‘ive Assem-
bly  that so many demands could be discussed. In its past
records only about 8 demands could be discussed, In this
session atleast wz discussed the double. I have a feeling
that a part of the bureaucracy is already apprehensive on
the enlargement of scope of the legislators. I am being
told that some of the bureaucrats have raised questions as
to why such a long hours are devoted to discussing the
grants by the legislators and by this developmental works
will be disturbed. Why this sort of question should rice ¢

Sir, this is a very negative approach. So, Sir, T would

not like totalk on that negative attitude.

Sir, detail discussion on the Governmoant activities, really
help the administration. Any way nothing is now left with-
in the coffers of the Government. What we feel - is that
scope should be further enlarged. The enlarged scope is
consultatius committee method, which is yet to bz incor—
porated in she Assam Legislative Assembly. We have follc-
wed the procedure adopted - in the Lok Sabha atleast on
‘Question Hour’. - Sir, now we are to have a Consultative co-
mmittee attached to every Miuestry. Then Sir,. we can
avoid going in to so much of deteils. If the Minister really
wants that the Members should co-operate because they
represent a particular area of the State, then Sir, how to
procure the - services of the elected representatives. of the
people at the administrative leves ? Then Sir, it would be
wise to have a consultative committee for every - depart-
ment. I would request the Executive as well as the Legis-
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lative Wing of the Government and the Hon’ble Speaker
to examine this aspect of the things because it will be
effective so- far implementation of the discussions are con-
cerned. Sir, once we have constituted this type of Con-
sultative Committee attached with a Minister of a parti-
cular Department, we can make suggestion affective. Sir

this is my humble suggestion.

Sir, one more point to which the elder leader Hon’ble
Sarat Chandra Sinha has stated and also by Mr. Altaf
Hussain Mazumdar, I would like to draw the attention of
the Government that discrimination is a thing which you
can not practice selectively at all because you are commi-

tted to give Assam a stable and peaceful Government. Some
parties have their political past. They have got some in-
hibitation, they have some limitation but atleast you are
free from this type of past inhibitation. If you are Teally
sincete in the integration and cohesion in our State, you
should understand this point that discrimination is such a
thing which as the great administrators have analysed that
onc: you practise this against one community rest of the
communities becomes apprehensive of your psychological
approach. The great Aristotle also discussed in that line,
Even if the King is most antocrative the slogan has baen
raised but the King is just, King is fountain of justice.
So Sir, I do not say what my honourable friend Shri
Mazumdar has said that you have practised this policy as
was done inthe past. Our country was partitioned because
of this type of discrimination,
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Some people sustained some short of grievances but
it is not necessary for me to go into details to show at
what Ievel this discrimination was practised whether in
Education Department or in other departments, This is
not our present intention. We only appeal that you can
not practise - discrimination in relation to one community
and think that others will not take note of it. I think
Sir, in Assam, that is the root of political discontent about
what Shri Sarat Chandra Sinha has spoken. I am telling
about the tribals, I have seen Government some time is
going out of its way to placate the tribals but perhaps
they have lost faith in the present Government’s capacity
to administer the State impartially. If you do good work,
a few people will appreciate but many with criticise. That
is true. We believe in principle. If you take a decision
that you are going to give good teachers and appoint only
first div'sion students, no one would blame you, if you
make appointment on merit nobody would blame you but
if you make appointment on caste basis it is not good
although most of the first division students are coming from
high caste of the community. If you want to give our
institutions only good teachers that is very good. But if
you are going on dilly-dally sometimes telling that appoint-
ment &re being made on merit and sometimes telling that
appointments are bzing made on other considerations, people
become suspidious Sir.

We wish well for the third budget for this Government
which We are going to pass this year. We hope that Govern-
ment will take advantage of the criticisms that have been
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made in the House and they will come up in future with
good record so that we can tell to the people of Assam
at large that yes there has bzen a qualitative: change in
the  administration of the State.

Shri Silvius Condpan: Mr, Speaker Sir, I would like
to  deal with Grant No. 1, First, “State Legislature.”

Mr. Speaker s No, no, you cannot. It has been dis-

possed. You cannot discuss. You can discuss in the House
Committee,

Shri. Silvius Condpan : Sir, I want to-discuss. some
difficulties faced by our honourable. member in the matter
of performing their public dutics.

Now, I am drawing the attenticn of the honourable
Minister in-charge of Labour that there has been demand
from a very long time for amoadment of the Plantation
Labour Act, 1951 according to the present situation which
will help in a long way for bringing some welfare to the
tea garden labourers of Assam. Now, I amcoming to the
next peint, thisis regarding Scheduled Caste and Seheanie
Tribes matters. I subscribed the views expressed by our
honourable member Shri Sarat Caandra Sinha and Shri
A.F. G, Osmani that let the Government work. hard to
eradicate the feelings and the apprehensions that‘ the Sche-

>
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duled Caste and Scheduled Tribe people of Assam had
been deprived of their legitimate constitutional rights 2nd
privileges and for that backlog in the matter of employ-
ment should be started to be taken up.

Now, I am coming to the next point, this is regarding
Social Welfare. The Social Welfare department looks after
the physically handicapped people. There are standing ins-
tructions from the department of Personal that physically
handicapped qualified persons should be given employment
opportunities but our experience goes Mr. Speaker Sir, that
this kind of people are never considered. Therefore, I
request the Social Welfare Minister to see and pursue that
physically handicapped people for whom one percent post

is reserved in the matter of employment is really imple-

mented in their interest, I personally pursued so many

casss but the deparim:=nts did not take notice of it where
there is standing insiruction and circylar in this regard

from the Government of Assam. So, T requsst the Social

Welfare Minister through you that this matter may kindly

be looked into. Sir, you have not allowed me to speak

but there are many difficulties of the members where the
Governmental co-operation is necessary. Sir, the M.L.A.s go
to the Secretariat for putting up certain public represen-
tations and they never get the replies about the steps taken
by them. This is about the Secretariat administration and
it does not relate to State Legislature. So, I want to
bring it to the notice of the honourable Chief MiniSter,.....

Sir,

I have the honour to inform you that today i.e. on
3-5-88 T have make spot verification of Bahadurpur L.P.
School of Udharo and Dev. Block.

The followings are my findings s

1. It is found that the School building is totally dam-
aged by the cyclone of 24.2-88.
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2. The length of the building is of 80 ft. and width is
15ft: 6 inch.

3. Upto plinth level 25 cm. thick brick wall is pro-
vided and above P.L. 7.5 cm. thick brick wall is provided.

4. The size of the R.C.C. column is varying from 11 cm,
x11 cm. to 13 cm. to 13 cm. The reinforcement used as
main bar is of 4 number 10 mm dia tor-steel with leteral
ties of 6 mm dia-bar @ 16 cm to 17 cm centre to centre.

In this regard it may be noted that as per I S.L
code 456-1978 the minimum diametre of the main bar of
the colmun should be of 12 mm and minimum centre to
centre distance of lateral ties should be of smollest dime-
nsion of the compressive member i.e. in our case 13 cm.

So, in case of construciion of column, this norms were
not followed. Further all the colnmn were not upiform
size and not in one vertical plane i.e. some coiumas are
centric.

5. Lintel : The size of lintel is of approximately 13 cm.
%13 c¢cm, The main reinforcement is intwo layers top and
bottom. In top layer ‘one § mm dia + one 10 mm dia
and in bottom layer one 8§ mm dia and one 10 mm dia
bar is used. The stirfuts of 8 mm die bar at rate of 30
cm, to 35-cm. spacing ware provided.

It may mentioned that in lintel 2 nos 10 mm dia bar

should have to be provided both top and in bottem, The
spacing of the stirrups should not have to be exceed
087 x13=11-30 cm. So the lintel were not constructed
as per norms. The Bricks used ‘appears to Be Ist class.
