Shri A. F. Golam Osmani : In view of the state-
ment made by the Hon’ble Minister, I seek a clarification

on the point that during the Sixth Plan period, a sum of
Rs. 21 crores came from the Centre. Qut of this amount,

a sum of Rs. 18 crores for Borak Valley and balance sum
of Rs: 3 crores for establishment and LA charges for
Brahmaputra Valley have been allocated. Naturally, Sir,
the works in Brahmaputra Valley were supposed to be
mei from the Central Sector fund, Now, in “the Seventh
Plan, it appears that both valleys have been given Rs 125
crores each, Dges it mean that the woik project of Brahma-
patra Valley would be met from the Central Secior fund
as before ? It will be impossible to meet all the work
charges out ot 12°5 crores. Alternatively, are you to feel
happy that the Brahmaputra Valley has got Rs §2'5 crores
this time to meet the establishment ahd LA charges ?
Actualy, this was four times more than that of the Sixth
Plan allocation.

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that had happened in Nagaon in the heart of the town
in the constituency of our Hon’ble Chief Minister. - Sir, on
the 3rd May, 1988 at 5°30 p.m. a former member of this
very House, Mr. Ramesh Phukan was strolling at about
5:30 p.m. near his house, At that moment two miscreants
reached the spot in motor cycle and started firing at

seriously injured, being hit on the head and the abdomen,
Thereafter he was removed that very night to the Gauhati
Medical College hospital in a very precarious condition
for treatment.

On the basis of the information received from Assam
Agricultural University on the subject it appears that the
Audit Notes on the accounts of the Director, Research
Assam Agricultural University, Jorhat for the period from
1.486 to 31.8.87 revealed certain irregularities. The
Controller of the University vide his latter No. AAUC/
Audit-58/87-88/11283, dated 11:11.87 called for parawise
comments to the Audit Notes from the then Director,
Research. The Director, Research sent his replies to the
Audit Notes vide his letter dated 27.2.88.

The matter was placed before the meeting of the
Finance Committee held on 20.2.88. The Finance Committee
examined the matter on the basis of Audit Notes and
felt that there was a prima facie case of financial irre-
gularities on the part of Dr. B.C. Barthakur in exercise
of his official powers as Director, Research and Acting
Vice-Chancellor of the University. The Finance Commit-
tee recommended the matter to the Board of Manage-
ment for suitable action,

The Board in its meeting held on 22.2.88 discussed
the recemmendation of the Finance Committee and decided
to extend time for submission of replies by Dr. Barthakur
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till 27.288%8 In case no reply was received from him
within the stipulated date it would be presumed that he
had no reply o offer. The Board further authorised the
Vice-Chancellor to take appropriate action as he deemed
necessary on the basis of the replies received from the
Director of Research,

In the meanwhile replies to the Audit Paras were
received from the Director, Research on 27.2.88 as ment-
ijoned above. The Controller of the University examined
the replies and found that most of the replies were not
satisfactory and some of the Audit Paras were not replied to.

In view of this the Vice-Chancellor did not extend
his services beyond 58 years. Consequently, Dr, Barthakur
had retired from service on attaining 58 years on 29.2.88.
In this respect, as per the University Rules, there is a
provision for extension of services beyond 58 years based
on assessment by Evaluation Committee and on Medical
Report of fitness. This privilege was denied to him as
prima facie there appeared to be a case against him on
the basis of the Audit Report and his replies.

In the meanwhile, Dr. Barthakur filed a Writ Peti-
tion in the Hon’ble Gauhati High Court. The Hon’ble
High Court ordered that Dr. Barthakur be evaluated and
report of the Evaluation Committee and also Medical
Report be submitted to the Court within 14th March, 1988.
The Evaluation Committee consisted of Vice-Chancellor,
Assam Agricultural University as Chairman, Dr. S. K. Mu-
kharjee, Ex-Vice-chancellor, Calcutta University, Member,
nominee of the ICAR, Dr, Kanak Ch, Mahanta, Retd.
Director, Agriculture, Assam, Member nominee of the
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Vice-Chancellor and Shri B. K. Barua, IAS, Sccretary to
the Government of Assam, Animal Husbandry & Veteri-
“nary Deptt. nominee of the Chancellor. The Evaluation
Committee did not recommend Dr. Barthakur for extension
of service beyond supernnuation age of 58 years. The
Board of Management in its meeting held on 28.3.88
approved the action taken by the Vice-Chancellor to re-
lease Dr. B. C. Barthakur on 29.2.88 on attaining the age
of 58 years without extension of service upto 60 years
on the ground of unsatisfactory Audit Replies and also
non-submission of replies on some Audit objections,

The Board of Management is the appropriate authority
to take action on matters concerning the University.
Taking in view the autonomy of the University, the
appropriate decision is to be taken by the University
themselves, However, the Government has referred the
matter to the Hon’ble Chancellor for appropriate action.
