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Shri A. F. Golam Osmani: Mr. Speaker g sir, T
have a supplementary question. We ourselves are very
much worried about settlement of fisheries. What is happen-
ing to-day with regard to actual beel fisheriesy Rule is
there which prohibits fishing during certain months of a
year which is not observed. Whatever fisheries are existing
now or from which we are getting our supply of fishes
now, there is utter vio'ation of fishing rules. I do not
want to blame the present Government ; it is the heritage
that the present Government is carrying from their
predecessors in office. As per the rule, a fishery is to
be given settlement for a period of three years; but I
have information sir, that in respect of 75 number of.
fisheries leases have been continuing for more than five
years and in respect of 12 fisheries, leases have been
continuing for 10 years, You will be astounden to hear
it sir. This is very much fllegal. (interrupted)

Shri Binai Khungur Basumatri ¢ Honourable Deputy
Speaker Sir, in support of my cut motion I wish- to say
that as per this budget we have ' scen an increase of 17
crores over the last year’s allocation which meanes about
15 percent increase in the overall budget of the Police.
Now Sir, if we scrutimise as to -where this incraase is
given we will see in the Demands of Grants (Vol. 1I) of
Home Department at page v-3, in this “104-special police”
the increase has gone from 31, 519 etc. crores to 36, 116L000
crores. So? in the Special police Force itself in the non-
plan areas an increase of 5 crores 61 lakhs is there and
in the sixth Schedule an increase of 32 lakhs is there.
It is very good that the Police Department has given

special interest to special police. But sir, what has happ-

end in the Statey Re.ently, a few days back we have

come to know that a BBC correspondence came 10 Guwahati

without having a Restricted Area permit and that we do not

know how many foreigners have come to Assams So, 1

‘wish to ask as to how this Special police which is now
nursed by the department has failed in their basic duties.
In the light of that I wish to ask question, As we enter
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this Assembly complex here in Dispur what do we find
that we are fenced in by this Assam police : Why, is it
not a deterioration on the over-all parliameniary and
democratic process in the country? Sir, recently an article
came out with photo graphs that the parliament of India
was fenced-in by armed police force, Similar situation has come
in different states aud even in Assam. Sir, the existence of police
in such large numbers is not conducive for 'parliamentary
and  democratic: processes. Sir, you will see that the
Visitors’ gallery is more or less now-a- days very scantly
attended. Why sir ? Because with this process with so
much of armed forces around and so much rules and
powers is in the hands of police, is not the democratic
process affected: Then sir, what about the law and order
situation ? It is only in the last saturday on 2.4.88 in
my Udalguri constituency two boys had attacked a vehicle
carrying the salary of the Irrigation Department, They s
have blasted that jeep with a bomb: What sert of bomb'y

The police could not say. [ went to the police Station
and asked them that everything should be enquired into
and everyone should be apprehended, Sir, earlier about
a year back, our Village Defence party at Sonaigaon had
caught a truck-load of ganja coming from Bhutar and
'the police was involved. In this case a police Sub
Inspector was suspended but those people, those young
‘boys, bad taken the courage to stand before this rushing
truck which was guided by the police van and which
contained punjabi sikh armed personnel, were not honoured:
These village Defence people who have arrested those
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dacoits were not honoured. I went to the police station
and told them to apprehend those people. So sir, in the
tribal areas we are conscious of our duties; We are
taking active part to prohibit such sort of dacoity and
other things because Sir, I belong to a party which is
asking for separtion from Assam and there is a calculated
move by the police that we have encouraged extremist
activities. This is not correct. Every one tries to say
that UTNLF workers have become extremists and that
is why, some villages in kokrajhar were raided and our
women were raped. But Sir, I wish to confirm on the
floor of this House that UTNLF are not extremists: We
want to achieve ourself determination and separate identity
in a democratic manner:

Now Sir. the SP of Kokrajhar has sent a letter to
all the departments that UTNLF supporters and volunteers
should not’ be given any contract work this is’previous
S.P, not only that, this SP misinformed the Government
about our workers. I had brought a question in this House
regarding this. Sir, this Police Officer has not only misin-
formed the Government but he is trying to hide cover up
evidence So, with this sort of Police Officers, with this
sort of police organisation you canoot control the state.
Then Sir, there are more serious things. Sir, in my
constituency one girl was killed, her name was Anima
Medhi. We are very close neighbours. Unfortunately
Sir, the case was withdrawn by the Government and the
application was dated 14th December 1987 last year:
Here is a copy of the application which 'says that the
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Government of Assam has decided . io withdraw the case
from prosecution. Here is a copy of this letter, I can noi
submit it. Then Sir, what are the reasons that this is a

agitation connected casey In my own hand also 1 have
a photostat copy of a letter, a certificate issued by the

AASU, Tangla Anchalik Student’s Union. Here, it clearly
says that this case was not related to the movement
conducted by AASU and AGP. Here is a letter signed
by the president of the AASU Tangla Anchalik Student’s
Union. N-ow, the organisation which had conducted the
movement against the foreigners says that this case was
not connected with the agitations Then, how could the
Public Prosecutor, Mangaildoi ask that this is a case
connected with the agitation: Now, I do not like to go
into the details of this case. There were lots of news
reports published in ‘Agradoot’ about this case which clearly
showed 'that the Chif Whip of the Ruling party was in-
volved in withdrawal of this case, This has resulted in
growing a feeling among the koch people that higher caste of
people have been denying the justice to the backward Koch peo-

ples Therefore they feel that they have no future in
Assam and so they want to become tribals.

Then, Sir, there are other cases at Guwahati. Some
roads in Guwahati city have been made one way fur
traffic, and cars are not allowed to be parked here and
there. There is a shop at Panbazar, viz. Sheikh Brothers
-where we go sometimes to collect our bread and biscuits. We
are not allowed to park our car in front of Sheikh Bro
thers. We are chased away by the traffic police. But
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if you stay there for five minutes you will see some jeeps
with red light are coming and parking the vehicles in
front of the Sheikh Brothers. The traffic police will not
say anything to them because they are the police officer.
We, the civilians are asked to abide by the traffic rules
and the senior police officers are there to violate the rules..
Sir, the road in front of the State Transport Corporation at
Paltanbazar, Guwabati is a one way road for the traffic
and this is a jam-packed road., But always you will see
some police vehicles are plying from the opposite direction.
When we ask the traffic police man on duty about this
violation he says that what can we do, Sir, if they are
obstructed they will beat us.......(interruption . from the
Treasury benches. Voices in Assamese) - You may say
so now. But you go to Paltanbazar and see things for
yourself... (interruption)--- Sir, you will please ask the hon’ble
members in the Treasury benches not to interrupt me like
this-=-.- - :

Fortunately it has now been
reduced to two, We congratulate the Government Again the-
re are so many IGPs. It is necessary to satisfy all the
senior police. officers in this manner y Now, Sir, in the
budget an amount of rupees one lakh has been provided
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for the housing schemes for the police personel who are

working at Guwahati. Naturally the officers who are well-

placed in the Deppartment they will get the benefit of this
scheme. While a Police constable working in a beat, bis
case will go by default. He will not get any benefit from
the Housing scheme. Last point I would lke to submit
that the Government has taken a credit by saying that
500 scheduled tribes were appointed as Police Constables.
We congratulate this Government on this issue. The other
day it has been said here that they by now have given
appointment to 1000 tribal people.

#Shri Charan Narzary ¢ How’ble Deputy Speaker Sir,
I want to make a few observations in support of my Cut
Motion on the Police Head. How much money has been
sought by the Hon’ble Home Minister 1o run the vital
departruent is not my CONCETn: Police is the law enforcing
machinery ; Police is the custodian of law and order ;
Police is the stick of the Government and without the
effective functioning of the Police Department, the whole
administration is bound to suffer; I do not want to ela-
borate; The law and order situation in the State is any-
thing but satisfactory; The law and order situation prevai-
ling in any particular area reflects on the whole State:
Then my district Kokrajhar District should be taken as
the measure stick of the law and order situation im the
State, The other day, I said that there is no administra-
tion in the Kokrajhar District.

The civil authorities and the Police have become totaly
demoralised, They are not competent to tackle with any
emergent situation in the district. There has been alarming
increase in the crime rate in the Kokrajhar District: Statis-
tics of the criminal of various types including heinous once
are available with the district administration, also with the

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police. TInnumerable criminal cases are there and the latest
one is that semetime back the Banargaon ABSU of Upen
Brahma fraction served notices on a particular village named
Banargaoa under Kokrajhar P.S. The notice was served
on the people of the particular village prohibiting the boys
and girls of that village to attend their schools, prohibiting
the wvillage people to use the public road, prohibiting the
people to go to the medical dispensaries and hospitals to
receive medical treatment, prohibiting the people of that
village to go to the markets for transactioss and totally
boycotting the people of that village in matrimonial matters
and I have a copy of the notice here, The people of that par-
ticular village were under constant trap that their village
itseif would be burnt down. What was the offence ? What
was the guilt ¢ The guilt was, as stated in this notice
that the people of that particular village did not partici-
pate in their programmes of agitation. This serious matter
was brought to the notice of tme district administration
as well as the Police and they were requested to take
immediate steps to ensure security of life and property of
the people of that particular village. But there was slack-
ness in taking immediate action. A few days back, I per-
sonally visited that particular village and met the people
who were fearstricken and they were under the fear that
any time any moment their village might be attacked in
an organised ways These activists of ABSU prohibited the
matriculation examination as well as examinees from that
particular village, - They executed their programme even
then, there was no immediate and effective action either
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from the civil administration or from the Police. New S:P.
has been appointed. He has joined on 21st March ard he
was greeted with a big dacoity case in the heart of the
Kokrajhar town on 21st Mach. In pursuance to their notice,
the latest incident took place yesterday bef. re noon. Those
ABSU activists armed with many pipeguﬁs and bows and
arrows attacked the Banargaon village. These activists also
started setting fire to the houses of all the families in the
village excepting few families whom they‘ supposed to be
their sympathisers. So, their houses had been completely
burnt down and the miscreants started shooting with pipe-
guns and bows and arrows; Some of the villagers sustai-
ned grievous injuries: Two injured persons had been brought
to the Medical College Hospital, Guwahati today. One
who sustained arrow injury died mid-way. The arrow could
not be pulled out, it is still there on his body and the
other who sustained bullet iujury in his thigh which could
not be extracted, possibly he might be admitted in the
Medical College Hospital today. I could not go to Medical
College Hospital. This is the state of affairs. Immed at:ly
I received the information and I talked to the
Hon’ble Home  Minister over telephone last night:
Of course; he was already informcd of the incident. Sir,
today the matter has been discussed with the Hon’ole
Chief Minister. Hon’ble Home Minister and the Hou’ble
Revenue Minister were also present. Sir, what might be
the situation in that particular area is not known. So,
this sort of situation is prevailing. Kukrajhar has become
a district of crimes. Bhumka incident appears to be
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shrouded with mystery and I think it could not be solved
uptil-now when a Judicial Enquiry has been instituted to
enquire into the incident. Sir, it seems that the incident
is shrouded in the district and the real truth is yet to be
unearthed. Sir, though I have many things to say, butI
want to refrain from further comments. This is very unfor-
tunate and as I have already said something effective should
be done by the Hon’ble Home Minister and the State
Government: It is an admitted fact that the Police has
failed to cope with the alarming increase of crimes in that
particular district. There is no adeguate number of vehi-
cles in the district and the police authority could not set
up more outposts and pickets at such very very sensitive
and vulnerable spots and as a result of that they are not
well-informed about the overall law and order situation
of the district: With these words, Sir, I conclude;
