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Shri A. F. Gulam Osmani : Mr Deputy Speaker - Sir,
in supporting the cut-motion against the demand on Police.
I want to point out first the fact that if we make general
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allegations against the police some times it becomes unprod-

uctive. We have seen how the Police is used for the purpose
other than for which it is meant. Sir, Police hag got many

difficulties and they bave to perform a very important func-
tion, that is maintenace of law and order. The people
having experience of the administration wisely termed the
Police as the guardian of law and order. It is not a nega-
tive approach which holds Police is enforces of law and
order ; rather they wanted to see the Police performing an
important Social function and as such notice is seen, guardian
of law and order, that means the society.

So, 8ir, it is of paramount importance how police
behaves in a particular situation. Sir, in this respect I
want to cite an example. The London Police which still
now generally regarded: as the best function without arms
inspite of great provocations. Sir, 1 want to emphasise this
point that every administration, whether it is Congress or
A.G.P, should remember that Police should act as the guar-
dian of the society. Now, when we want to gei, something
done which is against the rules, after Police is used as an
instrument for the purpose for which it is not created
and political parties also use the. police force for
bolitical gains and the blame for this type of unholly a
‘deployment of police force had to be shared by the force:
This blame ig taken by the Police force; but it, in fact
originaﬁtes from the politicians or the administrators, So.
Sir, criticims must be objective. Even when I pass before
the Assembly House, happen to cast my eyes on the dilapi-
dated types of camps where our police force is accomodated;
I feel sorry for them, for they are living in most deplorable
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condition of housing. Then Sir, how can: we expect Police
to be efficient. They are human beings and they want to
have human comforts as well. In that end in view, a
Housing Corporation was created and we have seen some
improvement in the housing condition of the police . force ;
but ﬁianylhings have still to be done. The politicians must
not use the police force as their instrument for which police
happen to be object of hatred of the society.

Sir, now I raise a very human type of problem how police has
become rather insensitive to human sufferings and values. Sir, in the
diaries written by the great Police administrators tike Charles Teggert
and other Police administrators that the Police initially comes to serve
the society with full sense of human values but deterriation appear
subsequently. My learned friends, Bharat -Narah and  Mr.. Moidul

Islam Bora referred to the functioning of the Police force vis-a-vis the
Assam Accord. Sir, I have seen the sentiments of this House when

the Bhumka affair was mentioned by the members irrespective of
party affiliation. The leader of the House, the Chief Minister as well

as the Home Minister were unequivocably cendemned the incidence

and we¢ were happy to see that the  Goveroment has
~done its duty fairly. We want to see that justice is dome.

This Government is the child of a movement, run by the
children of theé movement itself. 1 ‘am ready to use the terms
revolution im the sense that you had some political commit-
ment. Not only the Police but also othsr officials of the
bureaucracy may b: utilising your political commitment and
sentiment to gain rather their own purposes. Sir, uader the certain

Clauses of Assam Accerd, like Clauses 5 and 7 —a human problem

is there. Sir, no sensible man will support these clauses = ‘and it will

not serve the purpose of the Government. It is stated that the persom

The Chief Minister of Assam and the Home Miaister made statemeng
the otherday that it was a responsibility on the Government of

India to take out these pcople ? I understand this is very

correct. You cannot deport people. You can detect and determine
but if you expel you will create another problem. Ca1 I draw
the attention of the Honourable Home Minister to the factthat
suppose he is able to expel a lakh of pcople, then perhaps he will have
to rush to the border to sce the magnitude of the problems
that would be created and.there he will seethat the cxpelled
people are urable to go to the other side of the border. so, I
say that police should not bé blamed. The women, may be they
are infiltrators may be they are foreigners, but they have
their chastity. Should they be molested whuther by the force
belonging to the PBangladesh Rifles or our force or of
the  Border Security Force ?

You can-
not solve the problem like that. May I tell the Treasury Branches of.
this House what the Prime Minister told us in ©On: interview ? He
said that it was not possible to send out people to Bangladésh. They
come back being not allowed entry. Those who have come perhaps
they are to stay. Our conceérn will be to see that there would be
no further infiltration. I can say that Tne Prime Minister told this
to a delegation of UMF as well as Citizens’ Right Preservation
Committee. This is- the real assessment that. .they cannot be driven
out but even if you think that they are foreigners and they are not
entitled to have all the rights of Indian citizens you can declare
them stateless and allow them to stay in their respective home
steads. But you broke up their houses, their properties are looted
but you cannot cxpel them. So, 1 draw the attention of the hon-
ourable Home Minister that substantial amount will be spent for this
type of useless exercise but he should see that this type of inhuman
thing should not happen. He should take up thc matter with the

Government of India and it should be responsibility of the
Government of India to take out these people from Assam so long
they stay here. He can keep surveillance and if necessary, he should
