So posts have to be filled up by bringing
quél'ifi'ed' people from outside because there cannot be any
vacuum, We do not have the paper technology. Now we
have to changs our attitude also in the matter of employ-
ment. From our own exPerIence we have seen, even if
an Hon. Membetr or an Homn. Minister has ~a - car for
repair, he will not engage any local I. T. I. passed un-
employed youth for doing the job, though he has lit(le
~ - theoritical "knowledge and’ qualiﬁcation-'but he has practical
knowledge enough to do th: repiir work as he has not
the sufficient amount of training in the I. T. I. This aspect
should be considered.

Have we realised that by speaking of cons-
piracy we will not be able to solve the problem. The
other day, our Education Minister informed us that printing

of books for distribution amongst students free of cost,

was being dove outside the State because the local presses

do not have the required capacity to print them within a

speculated period of time. Let us examine that, Why

we can’t have an organisation either governmental or non-
governmental or = semi-governmental or private who by

,/"v
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have the capacity atleast to print books to be published
by the State Government within the State itself? Not
only - this:.:..... : ;

Not only this, we find orders are placed outside
because our State is not in a position to do so. There
is a vacuum. It is said that some outsiders are taking
away jobs. 1 find even the local employers belonging to
Assamese commnunity are giving jobs to the Biharis. I
posed a question to an employer belonging to Assamese
community-why you have employed a Bihari mangy He says-
he obeys me. So, I say there is a vacuum where our
people is not in a position to compete.

Next point is industrialisation, :
Industrialisation also does not solve the problem of unem-
ployment. So, we may have cottage industries developed
in- our State where investment ratio is less in compared
to number of people employed in it. We have seen that
employment in cottage industries ratio is much more enco-
uraging than in a big indusiry. So the whole approach
should be to see that our nature of requirements are
filled up and how we can bost our cottage Industries.
Industrial policy is there. In the industrial policy we have
szen that the rate of interest for the new entrepreneurs
is 14 to 159. It is very high. Tt should be reduced.
The -other day Shri Devi Lal has given certain concessions
some radical concessions. The unemployment problem it
is not the problem of present Government, this problem

was there with the earliecr Government also and it will
remain there if it 1S not tackled properly. Labour Minister
ciwn do very little in this matter unless and until our out-
Jcok is changed and certain changes are brought.

Mr. Speaker Sir, while moving the special motion, 1
beg to state that in course of a discussion on potato seed
on 4th March, 1987. A Committee has been constituted
with three Hon’ble Members of the House and that the
Committee has already presented a report before the House.
Sir, the Committee remarked that there were ample evi-
dence and materials to make a thorough probe against the

head of the Department of Agriculture and . Seeds Cor-
poration - Limited to prove criminal involvement in the
deal. But, Sir, I believe, .only one officer so long has
been suspended on this deal. I stard corrected, it is the
Additional Director, Mr. Saikia, who has been suspended.
But Sir, this report clearly states that there are some other
officers also who are responsible for this deal. ,Sif, since
this August House is the only place where the pecple can
reflect their feelings and we have particuler duty also to
observe the norms and procedure and legality, constitu-
tionality of whatever laws are being enacted and enforced and
whether the norms and prccedures are followed in its true
sense. Sir, we belive that this report has clearly stated
about the officers concerned, who are involved in this deal.

Sir, the report is a very long one and 1 do not want to

go into details. The Committee have passed some obser-
vations and also made some recommendations. They have
recommended thorough probe into the affairs of the potato
seeds deal. I do not know what actionin this regard has
been taken by the Government. But Sir, I am fully con-
vined that this has to be thoroughly discussed in this
House. That is why I shall be nentioning some very im-
portant points now. Sir, the managing Director of the
Assam Seed Corporation Ltd. I do not know, whether the

Present Managing Director is the same person, has delibe-
rately given wrong information to the Commiitee. When
the Committee questioned the Managing Director as to
whether the Department of Agriculture, Government of

Assam purchsed potato seeds during the year 1986-87, the
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Managing Director stated that seeds were purchased only
in the year 1986-87 and that indent was placed with Assam
Seeds Corporation Ltd. by the Director of Agriculture for
potato seeds. But the Secretary, Agriculture has stated
that it was not a fact that no potato seeds were purchased
prior to 1986-87. So it is a fact that we have purchased
potato prior to 1986-§7 also. Then Sir. once we have
purchased, a glaring example of misleading the Committee
is that the Managing Director has been saying before the
Committee that they are to buy through open tenders from
private parties becausé sEéds were not available with the
Mecofed, Meghalaya Seed Co-operative Federation, who
usually supply seeds. Bat the Managing Director, Assam
Seed Corpora-tion Ltd. has been saying that seeds were not
available in the market. When questioned by the Commi-
ttee. “Do you ever to find out seeds from Meghalaya or
any other neighbouring States, whether secds are available

there and at what prices 3 He said “Potato seeds are not
there” 9

We know how they tried to evade the main question
and it has been proved in the report that the Managing
Director may be in collussion with the tenderers or the
private traders of Fancy Bazar and also traders frcm U.P.
and along with some officers have been deliberately trying
to misinform the Committee and the Government. Sir,
there are instances of Assam Government purchasing seeds
from Meghalaya in 1983-84 and also in 1987-83. It is
mentioned here that the Government of Assam has purchased

seeds from Mecofed ( Meghalaya Marketing Co-cperative
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Federation ) and those were distribut but the Managing
Director of the Seeds Corporation said that the seeds of
Meghalaya are not certified seeds. Se, these seeds cannot
be accepted. He also expressed the argument that they
cannct purchase from Meghalaya. He further says that if
they are to purchase potato from Meghalaya they are to
make 25 percent advance payment. Sir, in the year 1933-84,
no advance payment was made to Maghalaya but still then
they supplied seeds.

I would like to point cut another glarinzy example sir.
The advertisement for calling tenders has been issued on
16th October 1986° and*last date was 25th October 1986.
Sir, there were only 8 days- in between the issuing of the
notice and the last date for acceptance cf the tenders and
not only that, this advertisement came out in “Dainik
Assam® and ““Assam Tribune” only on the 23rd October

- 1986. In that advertisement, it was clearly mentioned that

only - those dealers who had seeds dealing licence for supply
of cartified sceds could only apply. It is very interesting
sir, when the tenders were opened cn 25th October some
of the tenderers submittcd their certificate only after the
placing of the tender. It is very interesting sir, within
these 3 days Assam Goverument had certified 20 agencies
as their certified dealers and when this committee wanted
to locate those seeds dealers, they could locate only o©n€
and others could not be found cut. When asked about
it the Secretary Agriculture Department said that certifi
cates are given by the certified agencies only after thorough
inspection by the official concerned. We did not under-
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stand how Government issue certificate within 4 daysand
“that too to some non:=existence agencies. We do not know
‘why -the Government has not taken -any action even if the
-Managing Director has deliberately - given wrong informa-
“tion to the .committee and it is also proved beyond doubt
.that the then Directot Agriculture was also  in collussion
with this. -Sif, the tender notice clearly states that tenders
~will be received from only certified dealers and -(2) potato
seeds should be certified. Ultimately .what turned out. sir
was. that none of the seeds we -certified. -Thé plea of the
-,Manag'ing Director for calling open tender and for not
‘_-t‘c_lki_ng_ potato seeds from Meghalaya was that Meghalaya
cannot supply certified seeds, they supply label seeds but
'ult‘imately what came out was that the whole potato éeeds
| were .not - certified seeds. The major chunk of the 31,000

_quintals came from the suppliers of Fancy Bazar snd from

Usk When the committee visited U. P, I do not- like

to name them, when they wanted to verify the firms, which
were supposed to-suprly seeds from U, P, T 1hmk the

rame of one firm is Bajpur or something like that parti-
cular firm denied that they had supplied seeds in that

particular- year to Assam. Sir, the Assam S:eds Corpora-
tion has stated before the Inquiry, Committee that M/S.
Cappus Trading Company (2) M/S. Genuin: Busincss and
Exchange and (3) M/S. Good-Will Traders, India, Guwahati
were allotted 1000 quintaIS each and all the three firms
supplied 30C0 quintals of potato seeds from .M/S. O.P.
Sceds and Rice of Jindal Producis, Bazpur, Nainital, Uttar

Pradesh. These particular suppliers have submitted certain
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certificates along with cash memos that they have - purchased
seceds from M/S. J.P." Seeds. But sir, when ‘the Tnquiry

Committee  met the Partner of My/S. Jindal Product of

‘Bazpur, he expressed great surorise after looking at the

printed letter head and told that the letter head was forged.
He further informed the Committee in writing that during
1986 his firm did not supply any potato seeds {0 Assam
Seeds Corporation through M/S. Cappus Trading Company
(2) M/S. Genuine Business Exchange and (3) M/S. Good-
Will Traders, India, Guwahan On thé other hand,  the
Government officer who is suppOSed to certify potato seeds
in U. P, is the Senior Agucultural Marketmg Inspector.
When contacted, he stated in writing “With reference to
your letter dated 17-11-87, I am to inform you that there
is on office of the Assistant Agricultural Marketing OfficeT,
Hapur (Ghaziabad) U.P. in 1986 or now. 'We deal with
unly the Market wholesale rates of Agricultural PTOdHCtS
and not with any kind of agricultural seeds. Senior Agti-
cultural Marketing Inspector, ‘Ghazibad (U. P.), controls entire
marketing system of Ghaziabad district.” Here sir, it has
been clearly mentioned that the Senior Agricultural Mar-
keting Inspector is the only pefson who is suppoéed' to
certify  seeds and certificate which has been produced here
is issued by the Assistant Agricultural Marketing Officer.
But there is no such post of Asstt. Agricultural Market-

ing Officer and hence, there is no such officer designated

as Asstt. Agricultural Marketing Officer. Even if he was
there, he was not the authority to issus seeds. Ultimately

‘what happened, the seeds supplied to the Assam Seeds
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Corporation were not certified seeds. Why the Government
the Managing Director, Assam Sgeds Corporation, the
Director Agriculture and the Secretary Agriculture have allo-
wed these seeds to bz supplied to Assamy They have
purchased somes kind of potato seeds from Meghalaya, from
Mecofed and that too at a much lower price. Sir, another
plea that the Managing Director says that if they are to
purchase seeds from Meghalaya they have to arrange their
own ‘transportation frem Shillong upto the distribution point.
What is wrong in that if we arrange our own trucks from
Shillong to carry seeds to different distribution points.
We know it is only 3 hours’ journcy from Shilleng to
Guwahati by truck. Why not then the Managing Director
has been indicted y Why action has not been taken on
this particular gentleman ?

Now, Sir, there are so many points that the Ccmmittee
has referged to ; it is very difficult to go through each of
them. The Committees has examined the Secrefary and the
Director of Agriculture so also the Man: ging Director of
the Sezd Corporation. I have already said about the Managing
Director. ' Now about the Director of Agriculture, Sir,
Hon’ble Member, Shri Hemen Das challenged in this House
the other day that never at that time the price of potato
was more than Rs. 6/- per Kg. and his statement wag
also corroborated by hon’ble member, Shri Zoii Nath Sarma,
But the Director Agriculture and the Managing Director
of Se.ed Corporation whimsically fixed the price of potato at
that tu?le at Rs. 800/- per quintal, i.e. Rs. 8/- per Kg. When
the Director was asked how could he arrivéd'at' the price
he answered ‘I talked to my officers and | have fixed the
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price’. Could the Director of Agriculture and the Mana-
_ ging Director of the Seed Corporation in collusion with unszru-

pulous traders finish up an allotment of Rs. 2,35,87,500
in this way? This sort- of misappropriation should not be

~allowed. We, as a people’s representatives have a duty to

see that every pie from the State’s exchequer is spent rig-
htly. This august House should stop the glaring unscru-
pulous business that is going on. Therefore, I feel that
the Secretary, Director of the Agricultute Deptt. and the
M. D. Seed Corporation should be indicated and they should
not be allowed to go unpunished. Sir, there were many
questions the officers mentioned above could not answer
to the Committee. When asked as to who took the deci-
sion to fix the price from Rs. 6:50 to Rs. 8/- none could
reply. When asked about the prccedure in the matter of
issue of licences to the applicants followed no satisfactory
answer was offered. When asked why there were OVEI—
writing and alteration in the tenders submitted no explana-
tion up to the mark could be given. We as a layman
know, Sir, when a particular document is submitted to the
Government there should not be any over-writing or alte-
ration in it. And, cven if it is done it should be properly
signed at the appropriate places. But that was not done
in this instant case and the tenders were accepted by the
Seed Corporation. Is it not the violation of norms and proce-
duresy Many of the traders and tenderers have admitted
when we met them, that they have altered the tenders. Ther,
Sir, there Were some points the Committee sought to clarify,
such as, if the Director, Agriculture had decided to accept
T. L. Seeds instead of certified seeds and informed the
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" Managing ADirector, Assam Seeds Corporation on 3rd Novem-
~ber, 1986 how ths tenderers could quote the price of T.L.
Seeds and its price with ink by altering original writing
in their tenders on or before 25th October, 1986? Here
thg tenderers say that first they quoted the price of certi-
fied seeds. But when they came to know about the change
- of the decision that the Deptt. would accept T. L. seeds
instead of certified seeds on 3rd November, 1986 the prices

and the natures of secds were corrected by over-writing

etc. later on. My point is that when the decision was
taken on 3rd November to accept the T. L. Seeds how it
could be incorporated in the tenders submitted on or before
25th October 9 Those tenders should have been rejected but
that was not done. Fresh tenders T. L. Seeds should have
been called for.

The Committee examined so many things but they could
- not find out the reason for fixing the price of potato to
Rs. 800 per quintal. And, the Commitiec has clearly says,
“When the people of the State lost their home and hearth
including the mzans of livelihood due to devastating flood

action of a few officers of the nation building departments'

like Agriculture and Assam Seeds Corporation appear to have
worked in collusion with a handful of so called unemployed
youths ageinst the interest of the general public. That in
this task these officers aided and abetted some self intere-
sted people to do irregular and illegal (I repeat, ‘rregular
and iliegal’) acts would be abundently clear from a perusal of

the submissions of the Director of Agricyltyre.» The Committce

has also pointed out clearly who are responsible for this.

\
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Now, Sir, it is observed that within 36 hours 19 lice-

- nces have been issued. How these agencies could get cer-

tificate for licence with in a short span of time. In a
simple matter it becomes difficult to get a reply from the
Government within such a short time. When you submit
an application to the Agriculture Department the Director
will depute his Inspector to go and inspect whether a
particular agency really deals in potato seed or not and
he would satisfy himsclf if the agency is qualified to g3t
the certificate or not.  In this process I believe it will
atleast take minimun of 3 to 4 days. But in this case
within 36 hours 19 licences could be issued.

Sir, T would make only one more observation before
I conclude my speech. Assam Seeds Corporation is Suppo-
sed to either produce or supply seeds to the public and
the Agriculture Deptt. is supposed to know everything about
agriculture and its production., It is very interesting t0
know that the Managing Director, Director Agriculture and
the Secretary Agriculture, none of them did ever KknoW
the price of potato then préVailing in the market. Sir, if
the Director Agriculture, Secretary, Agriculture or even the
M. D. Assam Seeds Corporation do not have any record

to show the price of potato at a given time then what
is the use of having such Department and its Officers. ?

The Depattment should be abolished and the services Of
the officers should be dispensed with., There should 1ot

be any department like Agriculture Depastment ; there

should not be the Seeds Corporation.
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b
I therefore suggest that this House should take into 4
consideration this report of the Commitiee and suggest f

appropriate examplary punishment to the officers concerned. 2
With these observations, Sir, I resume my seat. l

I am approaching you for your advice on a delicate
issue regarding introduction of a language in the primary
stage of education in Assam.’

The Assam Government in its anxiety to fulfill the
constitutional obligation as provided under Article 350-A.
decided in October, 1976 to introduce *Bishnupriya Mani-
puri” language in the Cachar district of Assam. But, before
the issue of the Notification the Governor advised that
the language be called ‘Bisnupriya’ only and accordingly
a Notification was issued in January, 1977 introducting
‘Bishnupriya’ language in the primary school in- Cachar
district. |

After the issue of the Notification, various Organisa-
tions / associations raised the demand to suffix the word
‘Manipuri’ to ‘Bishnupriya’ in order to safeguard their
recial, cultural and linguistic identity. Some other crgani-
sations, on the other hand opposed the ices to prafix OF
suffix the word ‘Manipuri’ to Bishnupriya’.

The Register General of India bolds ‘Bishnupriya’ as
a minority language, and this view is endorsed by the
Commissioner for Linguistic Minorities in India.
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This matter came up for discussion before the Gove-
rnment on mote than one occasion. The Government at
one stage again changed the nomenclature to that of ‘Bish-
nuptiya Manipur’ language on the basis of publications
of the Government of India but then a decisjon was taken

to keep the matter pending as it acquired emotional

overtones,

In this connection I am also enclosing a copy of
U. O. [etter dated 27th May, 1986 from the Chief Minister
of Manipur in which he expressed that there is no such
language as ‘Manipuri Blshnuplrya

As the matter has become very sensative involving
sentiments of different sections of - people and particularly
Meitei Manipuri community and Bishnupriya Manipur commu
nity, I am looking forward to you for your advice in the
matter to resolve the issue. The Assam Government will

introduce the language in the nomenclature suggested by
the Government of India.

- Kindly recall cur discussions at Guwahati earlier this
month regarding recognition of the Bishnupriya language
as a medium of-instruction upto Class VIII in Assam. The
Government of Assam has issued the notification recogni-
sing ‘“Manipuri Bishnupuiya as the medium of instruction.
In this regard, I had earlier pointed out that there is no
such language as Manipuri-Bishnupriya. Manipuri is the
State language of Manipur State. It is also sjoken by a
large number of meitei population living in Assam and
Tripura. Oan the other hand Bishnupriya is the language
of Bishnupri people of Assam and Tripura. There is little
similarity or linkage batween these two languages which
are actually separate entities. Any artificial linkage of these
two languagss would not only devalue and confuse the
worth of both languages but will also encroach upon the
sentiments of the Meitei people. I am therefore, confident
that such a delicate issue will attract your immediate personal
initiative and that it will be resolved immediately.

NO. RSS. 223/72/PT-I/I -The State of Assam ncw con-
sists of ten districts of Dibrugarh, Lakhimpur, Sibsagar,
Nagaon, Darrang, Kamrup, Goalpara Cachar, Mikir Hills
and North Cachar Hills. The total geographical area of
the State is 30,293 square miles. The eight Plains Dis-
tricts constitute 24,525 square milles. In the two Hills
Districts, jurisdiction over land lies with the District
Councils. The various legislation on land passed by the
State Legislative Assembly are applicable only to the eight
Plains Districts, Given below are the areas under the
different categories of land—

1. Area settled for ordinary cultivation ... 69,11,853 acres.

2. Area settled for special cultivation ...... 12,47,600 acres.

3. Area under PG R, VGR ... .. ... 456900 acres.

4. Area covered by town land ... .. ... 70,030 acres.
5. Area under Reserve Forest ... .. ... 4,741-63 sp. miles.
6. Area under Hills, river, lakes. swamps, etc. 5,000

The last land Settlement Policy Resolution was adopted
on the 20th January, 1968. The Land Settlement Policy
of the Government has necessarily to. be modified from
time to time in order to suit the ecircumstances and con-
ditions prevailing at a particular time.

It has, however, not been possible to keep pace with
the demand for land which appears to be increasing every
day. Encroachment on Government lands and also on the
Reserve Forests have also increased. The Government have
also adopted a number of land reforms measures which
have the purpose of providing security of tensure, acqui-
sition of lands belonging to religious and charitable insti-
tutions, acqujsition of surplus lands under the Ceiling Law
ctc. Some of the tenants who have holdings of the ceiling
surplus lands are now eligible: to obtain pwngfship right
thereon. It is also expected that with the application of
the Ceiling Law in respect of tee gardens, additional cul-
tivable lands would become available for the purposes: of
allotting them to-landless agriculturists.

The total availability of cultivable lands in the State

* being limited and the problem of landless cultivators incre-

asing, day by day particulatly because of insufficient rise
of employment opportunities, and taking into consideration
that the use of lands available in the State shculd be
optimised to increase the State national income, the Goverr-
ment have decided as follows :—

(1) Scttlement of Government agricultural lands for
ordinary cultivation will henceforward be not given on
individual basis, Cc-operative basis etc.

(2)' The list of Agriculturists prepared in accordance
with the decision of the Land Settlement Implementatiol!

Legislation for further reducticn of ceiling
on land holdings from 75 bighas to 50 bighas has been
enacted. Government will also impose a ceiling on urban
immovable property. In the matter of land reforms mea-
sures, the following specific steps will be taken :—

(i) The Assam Land Revenue Regulation will be extended
to the erstwhile permanently settled Areas of Goalpara
and Karimganj ;

(i) The Goalpara Tenancy Act and the Sylhet TenanCy
Act will be repealed ;

(iiiy The rates of rent paid by the tenants in the district
of Goalpara would be incorporated as revenue paya_ble
under the Assam Land Revenue Regulation for a period
of 25 years ;
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(iv) - All the persons designated as tenants in the erst-
while permanently settled areas will there after be governed
as settlement-holders under the Assam Land and Revenue
Regulation ;

Sir,

I am directed to say that policy decisions on land
settlement have been taken by Government from time to
time the last one being adopted in the year 1572. Every
time while adopting a new policy, the Government was
guided primarily by mounting pressure cn.land and more
appropriate land use. Whenever a new policy was adopted
was found that a large number of cases required to be
disposed of under the previous policy decisions remained
undisposed. At the time of implementation of the 1972
decision also, the same situation prevailed and it became
necessary to issue instructions 1973 vide No. RS S 223/
72/288, dt. 27-9-73 about the manner of disposal of the
pending cases within December, 1973. But apparently some
of those cases remain still pending. Meanwhile, in the
year 1975-76 warious Land Reforms Measurers particularly
aquisition of ceiling surplus lands and their allotments
assumed higher priority and the pending cases virtually
remained unattended. A large number of cases under
reclamation schemes taken up in the early fifties have also
not yet been finally disposed of considering all these aspe-

In the transfefred areas, where there was either cada-
stral survey nor any planned settlement, large chunks of
land were in occupation of people since before the con-
stitution of the belt. Even after the .constitution, unplaimed
occupation of land by members of pretected classes conti-
nued which now needs to be regularised. = While on the
one hand due compliance of law for the protection: of
backward classes enjoined in Chapter ‘X’ of A.L.R.R.has
to be ensured the cases of these occupants who are other-
wise eligible for settlement within Tribal Belts, on the
other, cannot be deprived of their legitimate . claims for
settlement.
