Sir, already the constructlon have been takep
up by the department on 06-8-97 and according to report that we re-
ceived yesterday from the concerning Executive Engineer, works are
in good progress. The closure of Bilbari breach has completed along
the 50 percent and the closure of the Muraura breach they have
completed along 95% and we expect to complete as soon as possible.

We have seen in the Press that Rs. 210
crores was ear-marked for the Ulfa who will surrendeer. We know
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only a few of the Ulfa have surrendered and the problem of Ulfa
has remained as it is. In a similar manner, another mistake was
committed by the previous Govt. by signing the Bodoland Accord.
While demarcating the area for the Bodoland a large area inhabited
by non-Bodo people were included. Now, these people do not have
equal right to hold land and properties. They have been deprived of
the fundamental rights like honest living, education of the children
etc. The Accord was signed without any farsightedness. The
declaration of creation of Bodoland was done so hurriedly by the

‘previous Govt. without taking into consideration the hopes and

aspiration and protection of fundamental rights of the Non-Bodo

~people. Demarcation of the area for the Bodoland Autonomous

Council was done most impreoperly. The matter has now gone to

- the House. And now, 3 to 4 petitions are pending before the High

Court for decision.

I have only tride to point same of the serious problem faced by the
Govt. I would-like to appeal to the Hon. Members that let us all
forget our political differences and try to find out solution as to
how we can save Assam from the present situation. I think all the
Hon. Members will stand firmly behind us to make Assam a
peaceful State.
