(a) Three World Bank Assisted Schemes are implemented by the
Department of Agriculture till date. They are :-

(1) Intensive Agriculture Extension Project (IAES) from 1978-79 to
1984-85.

(i) National Agricultural Extension Project III (NAEP-III) since 1988-
89 to 1994-95.

(1) Assam Rural Infrastructure and Agricultural Service Project
(ARIASP) form 1995-96 to 2002-2003..

(b) The thrust of the first two World Bank Projects which have
implemented so far were to provide better services to the farmers
through extension machinery in the field.

There was a close interaction between farmers and extension
machinery and a regular exchange of experiences and flow of
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technologies. As a result of-such interactions there has been an
increase in production and productivity as indicated below :-

1978-79 1994-95 % increase
Rice -  21.53 lakh MT ~ 33.09 lakh MT - 53.69%

Pulse -  0.3798 lakh MT 0.6491 lakh MT  70.86%
Oil Seed - 0.8166 lakh MT- 1.6369 lakh MT 100, 45%

In terms of i mputs also there was a marked increase in consumptlon

of fertilizer from 7884 M.T. during 1978-79 to 37013 M.T. during

1994-95 equivalent t0.369% increase. .

Now Crops like Groundnuts, Sunﬂower Nizer, Rajmah were

cultivated for the first time in the state'in a large scale basis.

The ongoing ‘World Bank assisted Project known as Assam Rural
