Shri Atul Bora (Minister, P.W.D.) replied :

(a) No, the road is in fair condition and bridges and culverts are also
functional. The road is single lane.

(b) Yes.

(c) The unit of construction/improvement of road and unit cost for
replacement of existing bridges have exceeded the permissible unit cost
indicated by the World Bank. The total estimated cost of the road
and bridges on this road has therfore become prohibitive for taking
up this road under ARIASP as per the total permissible financial
assistance under ARIASP. This road is however proposed to be taken
up under a separate World Bank loan assistance programme.

(d) Position is explained in (c) above.

Shri Bimolangshu Roy : Mr. Speaker Sir, the Hon'ble Minister has stated
that the road is in a fair condition and the bridges and culverts are
functioning. Sir, I want to know is the Minister aware that on the 14th
of August last the students of the R.E.C., SM.C.H and the Assam

University resorted to strike due to collapse of the bridge near R.E.C.
and they refused to observe 15th August and the Golden Jubilee

Celebration in the University Campus? But the Minister has stated that

the road and the bridge are functioning whereas the bridge the bridges
collapsed near the R.E.C. for which the students resorted to Day on 15th
August?

Shri Atul Bora (Minister) : Mr. Speaker Sir, we have no such
information. But I can asure that the road can be improves under the
World Bank Scheme. Under this scheme we will be able to construct
the culvert and .the road also. I have understood the problem that an
accident took place. Let us wait. We are trying to improve the road
because there is some provision under the Scheme of the World Bank
and the road crossing the R.E.C. has been included in the Scheme. Next
time we will get another scheme and then we will see the whole matter.

Shri Bimolanshu Roy : Sir, the road is very much important road which
is crossing through R.E.C. S M.C.H and the Assam University Campus.
While the Minister said that this road will be included in the World Bank
Scheme may I know the Hon'ble Minister the estimated amount will cover
the expenditure and what is the estimated cost of the road, because the
survey was already conducted in the mean time. So I want to know what,
according to the survey report, is the need prescribed by the World Bank
scheme and what is the permissible limit and what sort of improvement
is required for this improtant road.

Shri Atul Bora (Minister, P.W.D.) : I agree that this is a very very
important road but we cannot include this road in the scheme because
for travel road we can spend only 7 lakhs and for bridges only 20.9
lakhs. These are the norms of the World Bank Scheme. I am quite aware
that this road is a very important road. So, I request the Hon'ble Member
to please wait and see if the financial condition improves.

Shri Bimolanshu Roy : Sir,I want to know whether estimate has been
prepared and what is the need prescribed by the World Bank for this
road and bridge.

Shri Atul Bora (Minister, P.W.D) : Sir , I have told just now that for
a gravel road it required Rs.7.8 lakhs and for black topping it required
11.7 lakhs. This is the provision as prescnbed by World Bank for
construction of roads and bridges.

Shri Bimolanshu Roy : Sir, may I know when it will be cleared. Is
there any possibility of taking up this road at an early date.

Shri Atul Bora (Minister, P.W.D) : I will take this in the next financial
year.

Shri Sukhendu Shekhar Dutta : Mr. Speaker Sir, Hon'ble Minister has
just stated that the Government is aware of the fact that the R.C.C. Bridge
on Patharkandi-Mokamtilla area has been closed for more than 10 years
and also the fact that the road has industrial as well as stragetic importance.
Sir, it is a fact that this road is a very very vital road having strategic
importance as well as industrial importance. Because these area is covered
by tea gardens. There are some tea gardens who carrying their products
through this roads. Now their crossing has been cautioned and for that
reason they are to move through other roads for which extra cost they
are to incur. So, their cost of production has increased. Moreover, this
is international border roads and this is very much vulnerable from the
standpoint of defences, and for that reason this is a very much important
road. More than once this road was damaged by the river where the
bridge is situated. Sir, the people wanted to know from us what we are

doing here relating to the restoration of this bridge which remained closed
for the last 10 years. We understand they have prepared estimate for
repairing the bridge at Rs. 10 lakhs. This road must be repaired and
whether the bridge will be restored that I want to know. But it apprears
nobody is taking interest for the last 10 years. It is a very serious question
before the people. So, I want to know from the Hon'ble minister whether
restoration of this road will be done at the earliest possible time?

Shri Atul Bora (Minister, P.W.D) : As soon as the fund will be available
restoration will be done. But I donot know when the fund be avaiable.

Shri Sukhendu Shekhar Dutta : May I know the fund will be made
available, will the minister give an assurance?

Shri Atul Bora (Minister) : The estimates are done under Border Road
Development Scheme and we are waiting for sanction as soon as sanction
is received from the Border Road Development execution of this scheme
will start.

Shri Sukhendu Shekhar Dutta : We hope the Minister will see to obtain
the sanction at the earliest possible time because this is immediately needed.

Shri Gautom Roy : Mr. Speaker Sir, may I know from the Hon'ble
Minister, PWD that in my constituency at Katlicherra where road including
a bridge was constructing and the work was going on in full swing but
abruptly the work has been stopped perhaps due to elections Commission
notification.

Mr. Speaker : I have received two Zero Hour notices for today, one from
the Hon'ble Members Shri Bimolangshu Roy and Shri Kali Ranjan Deb
and the second one from Dr. Ardhendu Kumar Dey, Shri Bharat Chandra
Narah and nineteen others. I now call upon Shri Bimolangshu Roy to raise
his Zero Hour notice.

* Shri Bimolangshu Roy : Hon'ble Speaker, Sir, We all know that in
Mizoram about one lakh Riang tribal people are living there from time
immemorial. They were not given proper treatment there. No development
work for them was undertaken by the Mizoram Government, no facilities
for Education, drinking water and bare necessities of life were made
available to the people belonging to the Riang tribal community living in
Mizoram. Being aggrieved and disenchanted due to inaction on the part

~ of the Mizoram Govt. they started a demand for formation of an
Autonomous District Council for the Riang Tribal people for their
development. But Sir, the people, more particularly, the students community
of the Mizoram has opposed to this idea and they started abusing and
even threatening of their lives. Things tumed worse when as many as 16
people belonging to this community were killed for their demand for
Autonomus Districts Council. In the month of October last, within a span
of one month from 15th October to 15th November, a large number of
. houses belonging to this Riang tribal community were set a fire, houses
are looted. and as many as 16 Riang women were gangraped. In order
to save théir lives a large number of Riang people fled Mizoram and took
shelter in neighbouring Tripura, Cachar and Hailakandi districts. Sir, these
people had to flee for Hailakandi districts. Sir, these people had to in
Ghutguti, Baghcherra, Kamchiwala, Lalpahar and other village in Hailakandi
district. About 10,000 Riang people have been living in Hailakandi district
since then without any food and shelter and they were forced to live under
the open sky in this winter season, which are required for their life. In
the meantime, 16 Riyang people died of starvation, but unfortunately Govt.
has not taken any steps. It is a fact that the Assam Govt. alone cannot
take burden of these Riang people, but considering the gravity of the
situation the Assam Govt. can take up the matter with the Mizoram Govt.
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and the Centre and force the Mizoram Govt. for taking them back to
Mizoram. But unfortunately for securing reasons, these people are now
also not going to leave Hailakandi and it is a very serious problem and
the people of Barak valley are to arranged food and shelter. But Govt.
has not come forward. So this is a serious Law and Order problem arising
in Hailakandi from ethnic consideration because there are also Riang people
living in Barak Valley and Tripura. These people has come here, and I
agree that we cannot alone give them shelter and food. But can our Govt.
not take up this matter with the centre? This matter is focused in the national
papers like Sentinel, Asian Age, Telegraph etc. and they urged the Govt.
to take up the matter with Mizoram Govt. for taking back this people
by the Mizoram Govt. We want that the people of Assam also voice
in this respect. '
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Shri Sukhendu Shekhar Dutta : The dimension of this problem is that
this sort of ethnic problem can create serious problem for the Govt.
and therefore Govt. should take proper action to handle this problem
immediately.
Shri Bimolangshu Roy : Govt. is not helping them. I request Govt. to
provide them food and shelter so that they can at least survive.
