* Shri Sukhendu Shekhar Dutta : Hon’ble Mr. Speaker, Sir,
by raising this question I wanted to know what was the
exact number of licences issued in the bordering villages of
North Kanmganj constituency, i.e., the villages bordering
Bangladesh. From the reply of the Hon’ble Minister it ap-
pears that 195 number of retail licences have been issued in R
the border area of North Karimganj, Whlch isavery small

.area.The populatlon being negligible in the area are bemg
fed by 195 licences which is not all needed for such a small
population in the area and, therefore, not justified. Natu-
rally, there is every reason to belive that all these licences
are meant for Bangladesh people All the essentlal com-
modities are straightaway going to Bangladesh. I want to
“inform the House that when Mr. A.K. Singh was Deputy
Commissioner of Karimganj district he immediately sus- :
pended all these licences. When the next Deputy Commis-
sioner took over charge he again issued these licences. This
is a very important issue to be taken into consideration
because when we are facing shortage of essential commodi-
ties these are straightway going to Béngladesh This needs
to be verified thoroughly and I am sure, a proper inquiry
will be instituted to unearth the truth. Will the Hon’ble Min-
ister, Supply ke pleased to institute an inquiry to find out
whether the allegation made by me is true and justified and o
if so, whether the persons responsible for issuing such li-
censes appropriate action wil] be taken agamst them" |
