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PREFACE
The District Primary Education Programme guidelines were
formulated in April 1993, since then there have -been major
developments in the evolution of DPEP. Tn December 1993
the . Cabinet accorded its approval for the scheme in priu-
ciple, in January 1994 the full Planning Commission
approved DPEP asa centrally sponsored scheme. - District
- projects were prepared in' 42 districts_ sdread over the
seven . states of Assam, Haryana Madhya Pradesh Karna-
taka, Maharashtra, Tamil Nadu and Kerala The Plannmg
process in these districts has been iniensive and partici-
pative, ‘the: process has conflated theory and practice and
extensively drawn up organisations like NCERT, NIEPA
and ,IIMs. It would be a truism to say that DPEP pla-
nning processes hav provided a valuable opportunity for
NCERT /NIEFA to field test many of the pedagogical
and management cohcepts' that they have béen 'develbping
over the years. The studies conducted as a part of the
planning process have been of apath breaking nature, and
learning levels of over sixty thousand students were tested
as part of a baseline study with a rigorous sampling and
pedagogic design. with a view to identify area-specific int-
erventions in each of these districts. The Expenditure

Finance Committee of the Government of India met in
May. 1994 and has approved details of the DPEP prop-
osals and its financial parameters

The loftiness of the objectives, the nature and
intensity of the planoing process, the integration of profe-
ssional inputs, participative planning and management and

the emphasis on capacity building have together rendered

bt
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DPEP an exciting idea not omly in the country but all
over the world. DPEP has broken new paths in intern-
ational cooperation, in that it belongs to the new genre
of the developmental cooperation which emphasises sus-
tainability. equity, local ownership and execution and is
supportive of national policies in the education sector,
DPEP 1s a homegrown idea in keeping with CABE
guidelines, and its distinctiveness lies in that in spite of
diVersity of scurces of funding, itisa nation.| programme
intending to achieve UEE in a contextual manner with
emphasis on participation and capacity building. Furthermore
many functions performed by funding agencies in the past
like supervision and appraisal missions, have been vested
with DPEP at the national level—in fact DPEP Seems
likely to emerge as an intermediary financial, technical

and resource organisation which may well develop into an
educationat fund/bank for primary education development
in the country.

In the light of these developments and in order to
take into account the rich experience gained in the pla-
nning process, the DPEP guidelines have been revised. A
comparison of this edition with the earlier edition, would
make it obvious that the philosophy and approzch of DPEP
the weltanschaung remains intact. What has been added are
the financial parameters and details of the appraisal process.

DPEP is not an enclave project; it is a major and
multifaceted programme seeking to overhaul the primary
education system in the country. Itis only befitting that
in an evolving programme, the guideiines would continue
to evolve, this edition retlects the present stage of evolu.ion.
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CHAPTER 1

‘ DISTRECY PRBMEE&Y EBUCATION PROGBA-
. MME BASICS

L1.1. The National Policy of Education, 1986 (as up-
dated in 1992) and the Programme of Action. 1992
(POA) reaffirm the national commitment to Unijver-
salisation . of Elementary Education (UEE), Para
5.12 of NPE resolves that free and compulsory ed-
ucation of satisfactory quality should be provided

® - to all children upto 14 years of age before we

enter the 2lst Century, The NPE also specifies in
Para 5.5 that UER has three aspects,

o

(i) universal access ard enrolment;
(ii) universal retention of children upto‘ 14 years
of oge; and
] (i) a substantial improvement in quality of edu-
cation to enable all children to achiéve esse-
ntial levels of learning.

1.1.2. Right from independence India has persevered with
the goal of UEE; even though sabstantial progress
has been achieved, the goal still remains elusive.
The additional participation in elem¢ntary edu-
cation has to come from social strata and regions
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which are more difficult to reach: Therefore, the
path that lies ahead in the march to UEE is more
arduous; the journey ahead is a marathon calling
for a higher intensity of effort and more syster-
atic planning and implementation.

1:1.3. National experience with the pursuit of OEE had
established the following :

(i)

(ii)

UEE is contextual. The contextuality var-

-jes widely across the country., Even in States

like Kerala where participation is near-univer-
sal much requires to be done in respect of
quality -and achievement. In such States the
pursuit of UEE would be mainly in the areas
of quality, facilities and achievement. In other
States participation :nd demand aspecis need

more attention.

Contextuality entails local area-planning with
disaggregregated targest and decentralised
planning and management. Planping for
UEE  had hitherto been mainly at the
national and state-level. Barring some Sta-
tes and Union « Territories, these entities are
too large and heterogeneous for effective plan-
ning; they cannot provide contextuality. Ideally
the planning should be from below, right from
the village upwards but given the objective
conditions, a beginning has to be made with
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district as the unit of planning. The district
plans are to be prepared tnrough an intensive
process of interaction with the local bodies,
teachers and NGOs so that it is “‘owned” by
all who arsto be associated in implementation
and it reflects the ground-level realities.

Resources are an important but not suffi-
cient condition for achiving ULI'E. A host
of measures both financial and nonfinan-
cial, both on the supply side and on the

demand side, need to complement higher all-
ccation of resources.

The strategies for UEE have hitherto emp-
hasised, mainly access in terms of constru-
ction of class rooms and appointment of tea-
chers. This has been inadequate and needs to
be augmented by ;

(a) a holistic planning and management appr-
oach which goes beyond implementation of
a disjointed set of individual schemes, per-
ceives the task of UEE in its totality, in-
tegrates all the measures needed to achie-
ving UEE in the specific context of the
district,

(b) this holistic planning should incorporate a
gender perspective in all aspects of the
planning and implementation process and
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be an integral part of all measures needed
to achieve UEE.

addressing the more difficult aspects of acc-
ess, particulary access to girls, disadvanta-
ged groups and out of school children;

improving school effectiveness;

strengthening the alternatives to school part-
iculary non-formal education system;
stressing the participative processes whereby
the local community facilitates partion, achi-
evement and school effectiveness;

toning up teacher competence, training and
mectivation;

stressing learning competence and achieve-
ment;

stressing need for improved teaching/lear-
ning materials;

streamlining of planning and management

in respect of both routine ard innovative
areas; and

Convergence between elementaiy education
and related services like ECCE and school
health.

1.1.4. The District Primary Education Programme ( here-
after referred to as the Progrmme ) is bassd on

the above national experience and gecks to opera-
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tionalise para 7.4,6. of the POA, 1992 which reads
as follows ¢ '

“Further efforts would be made to develop district
specific projects, with specific activities, clearly
defined responsibilities, definite time-schedule and
specific targets. Each district project will be prep-
ared within the major strategy framework and will
be tailored to the specific needs and possibilities
in the district. Apart from effective UEE, the goals
of each project will includc the reduction of exis-
ting disparities in educational acress, the provision
of alternative systems of comparable standards to
the disadvantaged groups, a substantial improvem-
ent in the quality of schooling facilities, obtaining
a genuine community involvement in the running
of schools, and building up lccal level capacity to
ensure effective decentralisation of eduocational
planning. That i3 to say, the overall goal of the
project would be reconstruction of primary educa-
tion as a whole in selected districts instead of a
piecemeal implementation of schemes.  An integra-
ted approach is more likely to achieve synergies

among different programme ccmpanents”

The Programme  also builds upon the evperience

gainel in

(1) the implementation of the Bihar Educaticn Pro-
ject (with UNICEF assistance ) and the Lok
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Jumbish Projeci (with SIDA assistance );

(ii) the planning of basic education project in Uttar
Pradesh ( with IDA assistance );

(iii) the implementation of the Andhra Pradesh
Primary Education FProject ( with ODA assista-
nce), Shiksha Karmi Project ( with SIDA assist-
ance ) and Mahila Samakhya ( with Dutch assi-
stanée ).

In BEP and UP projects too, iuvestment is corc-
entrated in the chosen districts and district specific
investment is complemented by a few Staie Ilevel
interventions such as strengthening of State level
institutions. Where the Programme goes beyond
the Uttar Pradesh and Bihar projects, is ip

(i) the emphasis of local area planning with the
district plans being formulated in their own
right rather than being derived from a state
plan project document.

(ii) Greater ricour and infusion of professional in-

1.1.6 The Dlstnct Prlmary Educatlon P:ogramme has
been approved as a Centrally Sponsored Scheme
of the Goverment of " India for pnmary education
developrnent As of now the process of planmng
“has  been completed for 42 districts’ 1n the states
of Madhya Pradesh, Assam, Harya‘na, Maharashtra,

~ Karridtaka, Tamil Nadu and Kerala, Téni districts
in West Bengal and Andhra Pradesh have initi-
ated the project planning process recently.® The
objective of the programme is to' gradrally extend
the coverage to all the districts which satisfy one
of the twin criteria referred to in para "1.5 (jii).
The pace of expansion would depend upon the
availability of resources and in states’ ‘Whefe the
Programme is now being staited on’ the ‘pacé and
quality of impleméntation in the districtd now
chosen. The attempt would be to start the Prog-!

1.1;7 The Programme would develop and implement in
the districts selected a replicable, sustainable and
cost-effective programme
i) to reduce differences in enrolment, dropout and

The programme would also strengthen the capacity
of national, state and district institutions and org-

1.1.8 The Programme would be implemented in a miss-
ion mode through registered state level autonom-
ous societies. Each society would have two organs:
i) a General Council; with Chief Minister as ex-

officio president; and
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ii) Executive Committee under the chairmanship of

Chief Secretary/Education Secretary of the State.
The executive responsibility will vest with the State
Programme Director being the Member-Secretary of
the Executive Committee and the Couuncil. Gover-

nment ¢f India would be represented in the Gen-
eral Council and the Executive Committee. The

plans would be formulated and implemented with
the active ass-ciation of the community, NGOs,
teachers and educatiorists, Therefore, all these
groups would have to be provided adequ-
ate representation and voice in the manages ent

of th project at all levels; state, district, block and
village.

The district plans would be rigorously appraisé-
and heir implementation  systematically monitored.
Funds would be released from the Government of
India to the State-level societies, T OI contribution
is expected to be of the order of 85 per cent and
is likely to follow the existing pattern for releases
to IDA Project,

States would need to at least maintain the 1991-
1992 expenditure levels on elementary education in

real terms, 'excluding funds earmarked for DPEP as
State share.
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1.1.12 While the quantum of funding would depend upon
the district plan and its appraisal, the over-all in-
vestment per district is expected to be within a
ceiling of 30-40 crores per district. This is only
a normptive figure and the requirement of each
district will vary. It must be borne in mind that
DPEP is not a finance driven programme but see-
ks to build systems that are cost-effective, replic-
able and sustainable. The construction component
would be limited to 24% and management cost to
6%. The recurring liabilities at the end of the
Programme would be the exclusive responsibil'ity
of the State Government.

1.1.13 Appraisal would be with reference to the criteria
of equity, participative processes, feasibility, sustai-
nability and replicability. Details are spelt out in
Table I.

Safeguard of Imvestmemnt im Elementary Fdu-
catiom

2. Inextricably linked to and flowing from the prin-
ciple of additionality, is the need to safeguard ex-
isting expenditure on elementary education, This
would help enable DPEP resources to remain an
additionality. It is therefore a basic requirement
of DPEP that at least 1991-92 levels of expendit-

ure on elementary education are maintained in real
tc rms,

Utusost Parsimony in Fxpenditure

3. The DPEP sseks to operationalise Para 7.4.6 of
the Programme of Action 1992 which enjoins that
an ethos of cost effectiveness and accountability
should permeate every part of the education system.
This ethos is all the more necessary for DPEP as
it is largely financed by external debt. In operat-
ional terms this would mean, inter-alia, that admi-
nistrative overheads should be a bare minimum
(the 6% ceiling on administrative cost is a ceiling
and not an entiilement ). DPFP would not {ina-
nce expansion of supervisory cadres, or activities
having no proven direct educational salience.

4. The cardinal principle is that every proposal has
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to be appraised and found to conform to the cri-
teria of relevance, feasibility and sustainability;

Incentives
5. DPEP would not finance non-educational incentives
such as free uniforms, incentives for attendance,
nutrxion, etc. Only provision of free textbooks to
girls, SC/STs would be financed in project districts
ia States which do not have such a scheme.

Comvergence

6. A central concern of the POA of 1992 is the con-
vergence of the services such as primary education,
health, ECCE etc. DFEP would prefer measures
to promote convergence wherever such services exist
rather than replicating the services, Thus DPEP
would not finance setting up of ECCE Ceutres in
villages covered under ICDS. Instead, it would
seek to bring together the ICDS and the primary
school. Likewise it would not seek to replicate
medical services or supplies in schools but would
facilitate diagnosis of learning disabilities through
medical cheek-up of students znd better linkages
between PHCs and the sch ols. Activities and pr-
ocesses which would proniote these convergence
would be financed.

7. At another level convergence would be altempted
amongst the various DPEP prograimme components
and processes. An example is the convergence - of

o
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reduction of academic burden (of Yashpal Committee);
MLUL, multigrade training, gender sensitivity, training,
development of instructional materials and learners
evaluation. Another is involvement of VECg in the
setting-up, facilitation and supervision of NFE centres.

Phasjng and Innovatien

8. Basic to the DPEP is the premise that there are
large “unknown” areas that are cruciz! to the ach-
ievement of UEE. Tnnovation, which is criticzl to
DPEP, entails systematic trial, evaluation, scaling
and phasing. It would be expedient to mecve syst-
ematically and 'n a phased manner. Programme im-
plementation can begin with core known pre gra-
mme coniponents and progressively add on more
and more components, All mew programmes and
strategies that have been either uatested or are still
al a nascent stage need to be systematically pla-
nned and their implementation staggered,

Local Area Plauning

9. DPEP stresses participative process whereby the
local community would play an active rcle in
promoting enrolment, retention, achievement and
school effzciiveness. This process would be instit-
utionalised through the Villace Ecucation Comri-
ttee and bocies like Mother-Teacher Associations.
In line with this approach of participative decen-
tralised planning DPEP would not fund supply of
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standardised packages of teaching-learning equipm-

ment, - furniture - and other - materials to schools.
Instead ‘VEC and the school weuld be facilitated

10, ‘The State Component is intended to provide the

As
already spelt out the state component would com-
prise, inter-alia, development. of MIS, training. mod-
ules. and instructional ;material, The financing of
the end-products of these developments would be
limited to DPEP districts. .

The basic premise of DPEP is c'o'ntextualvity. There

fore the relative emphasis on access, equity, quality

rict. Thereforc in appraisal the DpEp - National
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Management Structure expects inter-district variat-
ions in programme components and investment
patterns.

Systematic Preparation

12: The first year of implementation would focus putt-
ing systems in place and setting processes in mot-
ion.

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CHAPTER TiI
PLANNING PROCESS

3.1 Planning process and project formulation under
DPEP ' is of great significance: DPEP emphasises
location-specific planning in a participatory manner.
In a sense there are some. basic postulates which
need to be borne in mind for DPEP planning pr-
ocesses, namely the “nine pillars” DPEP planning
should include

i) Mobilization for UEE by activating village educa-

ticn committees, teachers, parents / guardians and
linking up with efforts under the Total Literacy
Campaign:

3.14 Project Cycle

NATIONAL SUPPORT AND MONITORING

Natiomal Component under DPEP ¢ An Gverview

40 The preparation of detailed district and State pro-

jects 18 the responsibility of -the State Government

under the programine. The Projects would provide

detajls of activities ¢nvisaged in the districts and
at ‘state level over the period of 7 years. While

‘the decentralisation of planning and ' implementation

of district based interventions is the starting point
for DPEP, the Central Government has a respon-
sibility to ensure the smooth implementation of the
programme and render technical assistance 10 the
states and districts as the needs emerge. As per
the Constitution of India, education is a concurrent
subject for the Central and State Governments.
This impiies a spirit of mutual support and part-
nership between Centre and states to further the
goal of UEE. L[PEP embodies this resolve and
the guidelines / parameters of the programme have
emerged after intensive dialcgue with the States.
Programme activities under DPEP will be concen-
trated at the district level, with supportive interv-
entions from state and national leyels. The bedrock

gl
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of the programme is to build national and local
level capacities to plan, manage and implement the
programme for primary education development,

4.1 The implications of the programme at the National
level are several. As DPEP will cover several states
and more than a hundred districts, and being a
logical sequence to the externally-aided basic edu-
cation projecis in Bihar, Rajasthan, Andhra Prad-
esh and Uttar Pradesh, there is reason to provide
for a regular system  of monitoring, inforrnation
sharing and dissemination of experience at the nat-
ional level. It is equally important to strenghthen
national capacity for reszarch and design in prim-
ary education as also to establish an effective net-
work between resource institutions at the naticnal
and state levels. ,

The main functicns at. .the WNational level would
be as follows

i) Ensuring ‘linkases betweer DPEP on the one hand
and other areas of elementary education and adult
literacy on the cother, '

i) Technical Jassistarce to the statesin preparation of
projects and their implementation.

iil) Appraisal of the projects received from States.

iv) Consideration of Anpual Work Plans and sanction
of Budgets. Given the process-intensive. and innov-
ation ‘demanding nature of the programme, the
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workplans have emerged as the main instrument of

programme planning and implementation. If an
analogy is to be drawn, annual workplans would
be toa DPEP project what the annual plan is to
the Five Year Plan. This idea has been accepted

ing with review of annual workplans and sanction
of budget for the next fivancial year.

4.2 Structure of National Management Agency
The guiding principles of organising the National
Level Structure ( NLS) are as follcws !
i) The implementation to be in a Mission mode, Wh-
ich entails NLS having adequate financial and ad-
ministrative powers commensurate with its tasks.

ii) The role of NLS would essentially comprise faci-
litation, capacity building, appraisal, coordination
and over all direction of the programme. Till
adequate capacity building in ths states it would
assist the states in planning and implementation,

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iii) NLS should have a lean organisation with mi-
nimal permapant staff and with most of its werk,
such as technical assistance to State, appraisal,
research and evaluation, being done through
contractual arrangements with institutions and
individual consultants

The NLS would comprisz of the mission’s General

Council and a LPEP project Board. A Bureau for

DPEP would be situated in the Miaistry of Human

Resource development, with a policy cell and ano-

ther, programme cell. To carry out the commitn ent

at ths national level, back up and support services

would be provided through consultancies both ins-

titutional as well as individual. The cosultancy and
support services will be required in technical taskes
such as planning, appraisal, supervision, monitoring
research and evaluation,

The NLS would include the following.

A Mission General Council (GC)

A Project Board (PB)

DPEP Bureau in the Ministry with two broad fun-

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GENERAL COUNCIL
The General Council has been developed along the

jines of the National: Literacy Mission which is
managing the Total Literacy Campaigns in the
country. The General Council for the Mission of
pPEP will be heeded by the Union Minister for
Human Resource Development and will have, as
members the Muiisters of Education of State which
jmplement the programme. Education Secretaries of
the participating States, Secretaries of the Centrzl
Governiwent Lrepartments of Education, Women and
Child Development. Health etc. Some eminent
educationists, INGCs and rublic men will also be
on the council. Joint Secretary of DPEP buresu
will be the Secretary of the Ccuncil. The Courcil
will meet annuvally. The Council will facilitate
Centre-State coordination and piomote debate on
issues with policy implications for primary education
developinent. The rcle of the Council will be to
provide policy diiection to the DPEP and to revi-
ew the progress of the programme.

PROJECT BOARD
4.5 The General Council will be assisted by a DPEP
Project Board. This Board has been developed on
the lines of the National Aids Contiol Programmeé
The DPEP Project Board will be an empowered
body assigned with full financial and administrative

powers to implement the programme. It will be
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headed by Union Education Secretary and will have
representatives not below the rank of Joint Secretary
of concerned departments, and Financial Adviser.
The Joint Secretary of DPEP bureau will be the
Member-Secretary of ‘the PB. Tt will ‘nicet at least
once every quarter and more frequently if required.
The basic objective of setting up of the PB is to
ensure that the necessary Goveramental approvals are
processed within the Ministry itself with the ‘utmost
expedition: Its composition is designed to facilitate
this objective and is as follows.
