But no where in the constitutional guidelines or in the
scheme of themes, the power to nomination has been
given to the State Government. One is decentralisa—
tion or devolution of power for establishing the rep-
resentative grass-root' democracy in the country. There
are two types of democracy that is at the national
level and the state level. This grass-root level is to
hand over the power to the pcople. Therefore, to make
devolution of power decentralisation of power, is effec-
tive. Mr. Speaker Sir, even during the time of the
British Government under 1933 Act, the Panchayat sys-
tem was there. Sir, when our national leader asked
for autonomy at the pnational level the British Govern-
ment did a very ingenuous trick. They did not give
autonomy at the national level but they did autonomy
at the lowest level for the villagers and for the muni-
cipalities and it is there under the provincial legisla-
jative list, Entry No. 12. Then after the constitution
was enacted, there was a provision of Article 40 of
the Indian Constitution which says the Governmenpt
will endeavour to organise Panchayat and give the Pan-
chayat of such powers and authority as that they can
function as unit of local self government. Now in order
to make this local self government real, so devolution
of power insisted upon and that is why the amend-

! ‘ment. Now, second point is that representative of
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democracy should be there at grass root level and there
should be regularity of election. What was sort to be
avoided 1 Why 1986 Assam Panchayat Raj Act was
considered that it was not thought to be in terms of
the provisions of 73 amendment because there was no
regularity of election. The last Panchayat election was
held in Assam in 1992.

Sir, in order to make this local self-Government
regular, devolution of powers has been insisted upon,
and that is why this amendment so the 73rd Amend-
ment Act. Now, the second point is that this repre-
sentation of democracy should be there at the grass
root level and there should be regularity of election.
Why this amendment should be acceptedy Why the
Assam Panchayat Raj Act, 1986 was considered bad
or that it was not in terms of the provisions of the

73rd Amendment because there was no regularity of
election. Sir, the last Panchayat election was held in

1992, i. e. after 14 long years, which means we the
elected representatives of cither Houses of Parliament
or State Assembly did not want to give power to the
people to hold election for 14 years, Thirdly, Sir, the
financial resources must be made avaijlable to the grass
root level democracy, namely, Panchayats and Nagar
Palikas. Therefure, the Election Commission was insisted
upon, the Finance Commission was insisted upon and
some other powers like reservation to women Wwas
given. Another thing which I want to point out that
vadhocism” is sought to be followed for exercising
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power of nomination. Now, there is no power in any
Provision of the 73rd Amendment Act by which the
State Government under entry-IV of the list 2 of the 7th
schedule can nominate any person to exercise this
power by the three categories of the elected repre-
sentatives of the Zilla Parishad, MLAs and MPs. These
are the three categories of representatives who are
elected by the people directly. They are there to exe-
rcise powers. Now what is this foreign element which
is incongrousiy sought to be grafted into the provi-
sion of the Section 2 of Section 65 of the original
Act. There is no power of the State Government to
nominate anybody. This power of nomination will give
scope for manipulation, which is sought to be given
a goby to the 73rd Constitution Amendment. There-
fore, this power of nomiation is considered incongru-
ous. Further, it will be held ultra vires by the Court
to such amendment. Therefore, Sir, we object to it and
we believe that the Hon’ble Minister incharge, Pancha-
yat and the Government, which hol ing reign of power
in Assam in their wisdom will delete this question of
nominating power, which is not with them as it wi]l
be considered incongrous under the relevant provisicng
of the constitution, Sir, I do not find any provision
under the 73rd Amendment which gives power for
nomination. Therefore, I say that this amendment
should be accepted by the Government and they sho-
uld consider this matter seriously. Sir, with these few
words I support the amendment because itis a limited
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question. I cannot go beyond it and I need not go
heyond it, Sir the very constitutionality of the amend-
ment will be challenged in the Court of Law. There-
