We know
Sir, every year We are O face with the floods and
floods have damaged hundreds and hundredsg
acres of caltivable land particularly agricultural land.
Some years back even the households are demo)ished
and the Government could not provide these people
adequate land and now Government is proposing their
revenues are to be increased 20 times, He is noet
receiving, he is not being provided flood protection
measures so that his agricultural land can be saved
from the flood. He was not given proper supply of
power. Yesterday in this House Hon’dle Minister
Irrigation has informed the House that adequate fungg
are not available with him for expanding the irrigation
facilities to the agricultural land. Till the day we
could not motivate our cultivators for the production
of three crops which is called cash crops. We are to
invite all kinds of cash crops, we are to import from
outside that State to maintain our livelihood instead of
providing all the facilities for improvement of agricul-
tural production, No steps has taken by the Gover-

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nment to import agrobased industries particularly, the
small-scale -industries, dairy, poultry. Due to mishandling
by the administration the Goverament is going to impose
at a time 20 times of revenue on these poor flood. affe-
cted cultivators. This should not be in any way
more than 109% of the existing land ;rev,em}g:;; of
the agricultural land and that 109, are to be assessed
on those lands which are provided -with flood piote-
