Shri Sukhendu Shekhar Dutta : Hon'ble Speaker, Sir, While support-
ing the cut motion I would like to speak a few words regarding functioning of |
the Rural develoment Department of Assam, Sir, Welknow that hopesand
aspirations of the rural people very much depend on the functioning of this
Department. We know that the Deptt. is very much concerned with the wel-
fare of the rural people. During the last session, Sir I mentioned certain basic
points and the Hon'ble Minister replied. I told about performance auditing
and he said tha the present system ensures accountability. Sir, the very word
accountability is very very serious term, very important term and there is
connotation that sombody should understand what is accountability in is tru- '
est sense. [ asked a question during this session. Sir, I asked a question
during the Budget Session of the Assembly about malfunctioning. The de-
partment at Karmaganj did not like it, some of the officers did not feel happy.
I'tried to explain what is malfunctioning ? I would like to mention certain
example sir. This year when fund was allocated in Patherkandi and Lowairpoa
block. There are two blook in my constituency . In a case of particular as-
signment of Rs. 9.0 lakhs, one lakh was alloted to one Executive Engineer,
another Rs. 1.0 lakh was alloted againstthe name of one Teacnical APO and
Rs. 7.0 lakhs to another person. Why sir ? why these anomalies in distribu-
tion? Shall I infer that there is a matter of favouritism or shall I take it for

granted that somebody enjoys confidence of the Project Director and that i
why the Project Director is doing that. The Hon'ble Minister 1s not present
here in the House to-day. Naturally, I don't know result will come out of this
discussion. Even then, it is our moral duty to bring it before the House so that
the people of the Statecould know what things are going on in the depart-
ment. First of all sir mandays have to be created. Thatisthe basic philosophy.
But I can tell you with all certainly that mandays are not being created. The
register is being maintained'by the department in a false way and just manipu-
lating in the record. If the department goes for verification, everthing will come
out. I know sir it is a matter of great shock to al] of us. I'would like to place

one instance sir, that is granting Indira Avas Yojana, I mean the fund oftwo
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houses was granted for one house. One big house was constructed by mak-
ing two funds. I dont's know whether the department has enquired into the
matter or not? I don't know anything. I dont's know the result. Sir third one is
now under construction that is called study centre. Another is under con-
struction. This isa house of one Joni Halam under luarpuwa, but nothing was
done. Then sir, cement, C.I. sheets. Previously what I found locally available
at Cherrapunji or even Bokajan cement. These are of good qulity; but now
we are getting all of sub-standard quality from some other companies. The
C.I. sheets being used there are sub-standard. Any verification in the field
will bring out all the facts, whether ] am making a correct statement or not ?
The department can go for a verification. Then sir, there must be some lost
ber:fit analysis before taking up any project and on the basis of that the
profect should be selected. But the department has totally forget all these
her ms. The Project Director is all-in all and DC is all-in-all. Now inspite of
owt objections, one case was selected. I mentioned the name of Durgapur
De:v High School. That is a very newly venture school, not yet permited by
the department but two lakhs have been granted against that school. I object
it. But the Project Director did not care. Another Rs. 20,000/- have been
alloted for an aproach road fo thatschoel. Who is doing that? Is it for the
benefit of the people? Who did it? Underwhat authority the Project Director
did it ? I raised objection but they did not care. This is a very sorry state of
affairs in the Rural Devel opment Departaent.

Sir, please give time: few minutes. TThen sir, regarding rural roads..Some
important persons in Karim 1garj told me that P.W. Department had constructed
one road somewhere in Kat imganj and after the completion of the road DRDA
put the lable there. So, shiall Iinfer that double amount has been spent for
one road. This may be enqguired into thoroughily. The P.W. D. Department
spending fund for the construction of a particular road. DRDA spent money
for the same road. I do notknow actually who has spi2nt the mony. Regard-
ing, sir MWS in my district, total allocation is 75,001) per ringwell of 1.80
dimeter. I do not know whether that money is needed. But so far as I know
from my personal discussion, conversation they told n1ie that from DRDA,
they get just 40,000 out of 76,000, the contractor get40,,000 and remaining
36,000 does not come at all.

Who is the person and under what authority I.A. is
built. I know, in many many cases, the deserving persons are not getting. So
sir, I find things be enquired into. So, if we believe in the well being of the
people, if we really want the welfare of the people, if we want courage to
come forward and look into allegations properly. Whether the allegations
brought before the House are correct or incorect ? If] fail to prove which |
have uttered, I will be held responsible. The House has every right to punsih
me as per Rules and Procedure and Conduct of Business in the Assam Leg-
islative Assembly.

For better functioning of the Government, may I suggest that a thor-
ough enquiry be held in the projects taken up in the district of Karimanj. [ do

not know the position of other districts. In Cachar District, everybody knows,

that some P.D. was taken into custody for serious lapses. So, I think, some-
thing is wrong there also. Peoper audit is not done. [ firmly tell you that, sir, if
we want to deliver goods to the people, if we want develoment of the state, if
we want to improve the performance of the rural sector, we will have to
COSUre proper accountability-everthing can be verified. Just as a taken case,
if Karimganj District may be taken up let us see how much mony was spent
during the last 10-15 years. If the entire period token together, let us seen
how much money spent and result we got. What result we got ? Whether
there is any similarity between the two.

60. Million Wells Scheme (MWS)
60.1. Million wells scheme (MWS) was launched as a sub-scheme of National

Rural Employment Programme (NREP) / Rural Landless Empanelment |,

Guarantee Programme (RLEGP) during the year 1988-89 and since continued
during 1989 -90 as a sub-scheme of JRY.

60. 2. MWS was launched with the objective of providing open irrigation
wells. free of cost poor small and marginal farmers belong to SC/STs and
freed bonded labours. In view of the importance and significance of NWS in
relation to the poor farmers, from the year 1993-94 earmarking of funds for
implementation of MWS has been increased from 20 to 30% of'the total fund
available under JRY and its coverage has been extended to including poor
small and margins farmers belonging to non SC/ST category also.

61. Works to be taken up under MWS.

61. 1. MWS allocation is primarily intended for open wells only and tubes
wells and bore wells are not to be taken up under this provision. Where wells
are not fensible due to geological factors, it amounts 'al¥otted under Million
wells Scheme any be utilised for other schemes of minor irrigation, like irrigation
tanks, water harvesting structures and also for the Development of lands
belonging small & marginal farmers. The amount cannot be diverted for any
other schemes.

(c) A dugwell may be considered to have failed due to structural failure if
during excavation any unidentified sub-surface shatacaves in to cause collapse
of side walls to stich an extent that at excavation would be necessary for
successful completion of the well or where a sheet rock or basement rock is
met with, which would make further digging futile due to non-availability of
aquiferdom below:

65. Certifying Agency

65.1. Each State Government will constitute a team of officials for each area
in its jurisdiction on a district or block basis to be designated as Certifying
Agency for the purpose of certifying failure of wells.

67. Provision for lifting Device.

67.1. The list of the benericiaries shall be passed on to the project Director
of the IRDA so that those intending to instal a lifting device may be given
preference under IRDP and other relevant programme.

68. Provision for Land Development.

68. 1. The Collector /CEQ of the ZI along with the projector of the DRDA
shall be incharge of the monitoring and supervision of the programme in the
district. They shall also be responsible for maintenance of accounts and taking
such steps which are necessary for speedy implementation of the project.
The state level monitoring will be the responsibility of the State level

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CHAPTER 1
OUTLINES AND OBJECTIVES

INTRODUCTION

L.1. Creation of employment opportunities has always and important
objective of development planning in India. The relative higher growth of
population and labour force has led to an increase in the volumes of
unemployment and under-employment from one plan period to another. The
Eighth Five Year Plan auns bringing employment in to a sharper focus with the
goad of reducing unemployment to a negligible level within the next ten years.
Such an approach is necessary, because it is now realised that larger and
efficient use of available human resources is the most effective way of alleviating
poverty, reducation in inequalities and sustenance of reasonable high pace of

economic grouth.

1.2. The crux of the Employment Assurance Scheme (EAS) is that
those who are in need and are secking employment will get assured wage
employment for 100 days during the loan agricultural season. This scheme
will be implemented in 1752 identified backward blocks of 257 District
situated in the drought prone area, desert, tribal areas and hill areas in which
currently the Revamped Publish Distribution Syster (RPDS) is in operation.

OBJECTIVES
1.3. The primary objective of the EAS is to provide gainful employment

during the loan agriculture season in manual work to all able bodies adults in

rural areas who are in need who are desirous of work, but can't find, either on
farm or on other allied operations or the normal plan/non-plan works during
such period. The secondary objective is the creation of economic infrastructure

“'and community assets for sustained employment and development.
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SCOPE OF EAS

1.4. The Employment assurance Scheme will operate in the rural areas

of the 1752 blocks in the country in which the Revamped Public Distributions

System (RPDS) is in operation. The scheme will provide assured employment
for 100 days of unskilled manual work only to the rural who are in need of
employment and seeking it.

1.5. The assurance of 100 days extends to men and women over 18
years and below 60 years of age, normally residing in the villages of the Block
covered by EAS.

1.6. A maximum of two adults per family (the generally expected number
of adults in a family) would be provided the assurance of 100 days employment
under this scheme, if and when they seek it during the lean agricultural season.

1.7. New works will not be opened under this scheme, if employment
potential is available through plan and non-plan workers in progress and the
assurance could be fulfilled by utilising the same.

1.8. Persons seeking work under EAS should be given employment
within the are of the Block on works started from out of the shelf of works
prepared for this purpose by the Implementation Authority.

1.9. It should be ensured that the provisions of employment under this
scheme result in the creation of durable productive assets in the Block area.

TARGET GROUP

1.10. The EAS is open to all people residing in the area covered by the

scheme but targeted to the poor who are needy and want work.
PERIOD OF OPERATION

1.11. The works under the scheme should be taken up during the land
agricultural seasons only when the availability of rural unskilled wage
employment is reduced in the farming sector. Agricultural land season will be
the period when normal agricultural operations are not carried on in the
concerned districts. Since the employment under the scheme is to be provided
during the lean season, the States will specify the lean season in the concerned
districts during which period works will be started / continued under this
scheme to provide employment to the needy persons.

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CHAPTER II

CRITERIA AND PROCEDURE FOR ALLOCATION
AND RELEASE OF RESOURCES

2.1 The expenditure under this scheme, which is a Centrally Sponsored
Scheme, is shared between the Centre and the State on 80 :20 basis.

2.2. Funds will be released intitally for the commencement of the scheme.
Further releases under EAS will be made the Districts on the basis of-

(a) Attendance of workers at the work sites during the lean seasion ;
and

(b) The progress in utlization of the funds already provided.

2.3 The Central assistance under the scheme will be released directly
to the District Rural Development Agencies (DRDAs.)

2.4. The matching share of the State to DRDAs by the State will have
to be released within a fortnight of the release of the Central share.

2.5. 50% of the available funds with the District (i.e. Opening Balance

of the year plus the amount received ) should have been utilised at the time of
applying for the second instalment. Similarly, funds to the extent of 50% of

the second/subsequent instaiment should have been utilized additionally at the

time of applying for next instalment. The application for release of instalments
will be made by the DRDSAs in the proforma given in Annexure I, along with
the counter signature of the Implementation authority, viz., the District Collector
as prescribed in Para 3.1.

2.6. DRDAs shall keep the funds under EAS (Central share as well as
State's) in an exclusive and separate Saving Bank Account with a Bank or a
Post Office. This account shall be operated jointly by the District Collector
and one senior official of the DRDA and will be utilised in accordance with
the instructions of the District Collector for implementation of EAS as per

these guidelines.
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CHAPTER III

PLANNING, ORGANISATION AND
IMPLEMENTATION OF WORKERS UNDER EAS,

3.1. The District collector /Deputy Commissioner (DC) of the District
shall be in overall charge of the EAS as the " Implementation Authority", In
this capacity he shall be responsible coordination of work and for allocation
of funds among the PRDS Blocks within the District. He shall be responsibe
for allocating the works in the District amount the various implementing
agencies. Itshall bethe e duty of the head of each implementing agency in the
district to scrupulously ensure the implementation of the works allotted by the
DC under EAS. All implementing agencies shall be responsible to the DC for
the proper maintains of accounts of the expenditure incurred, measurement
of physical work done, payment of wages to labour, submission of periodical
statements of attendance, details of work and accounts for all works entrusted
to them under EAS.

3.2 The implementing agencies of EAS within a district can be, inter
alia, heads of the Development department at the district level, such as -

a) Executive Engineer, Roads and Buildings.
b) Executive Engineer, Irrigation.

c¢) Divisional Forest Officer.

d) District Horticulture Officer.

3.3.The implementation authority (DC) should make quartely allocation
of funds to the implementing agencies to whom works are entrusted under
the EAS.

3.4. Proper Planning of the EAS is-the sin€ qua non, for its effective
organization and implimation. The Implementation Authority (D.C) of the

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district should obtain from heads of various implementing agencies in
the district by October every year their Blockwise plans for various works

“ proposed to be taken up by them in the district in the current and succeeding

years. These Plans should incorporate details as to whether works are
continuing or new; the budget provisions made or likely to be available; whether
surveys and plans and estimates have been prepared or are under way; the
direct employment in manual labour likely to be generated in these works

" arrangements for maintenance, potential for sustained employment and inclusion

or otherwise in the District Plan.

3.5. On the basis of these details, the DC should prepare a shelf of
projects of productive works containing (a) Blockwise works under normal
plan/non-plan Budget and (b) New works which should be taken up under
EAS in each Block area. The works include in the shelf of projects should be

= such, which can normally be completed within a period of two years and the

implementation should be phased for each working season. The preparation
of the shelf of projects should be finalised by December every year and
maintained in the proforma given in Annexure II-A and II -B at the District
and Block level. :

3.6. All works under EAS should be executed Depanmentally only by
the respective implementing agencies and in no case any contractors should -
be used in the execution of these works by implementing agencies.

3.7. Blockwise shelf of works on hand and works to bé sanctioned for

¥, EAS should be finalised by the end of December Every year and kept ready

for implementation under EAS during the lean season in the PRDS Blocks.
Only labour intensive works of productive nature which create durable assets
should be taken up for sanction under EAS and include in the shelf of works/
projects.

3.8. Priority should be given to the following type of words under
the EAS :

(a) Works identified on the basis of the treatment plans prepared for
water conservation, land protection, vegetative barriers, afforestation, agro-
_ horticulture, silvi-pasture etc. under watershed developmcnt.
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(b) Minor irrigation tanks, percolation tankes, village tanks, cannal
works,etc. L .

(c) Line road works selected on the basis of the Master Plans prepared :

(d) Primary School buildings on the pattem of Operation Black Board
Scheme being implemented under JRY.

(e) Building for Anganwadis.

3.9 In starting works under the EAS the following percentages may be
keptin below :

(i) Water and Soil Conservatation including afforestation.
agro-horticulture 40%

and silvipasture.
(ii) Minor irrigation works -20%

(iii) Lin roads featuring in the Master Plans development in the
respective20%

(iv) Primary School and Anganwadi Building -20%

3.10. All works started under EAS should be labour intensive works
only. labour intensive works are defined as those which have a ratio of wa ges
of unskilled labour to equipment, material and other skilled work of not Jegs

. ﬂ}fiIl 60:40. Works requiring larger component of material like cement, steel,
 etc. should not be sanctioned under the EAS, unless the excess cost on mater; al "
component is provided from other sectoral programme funds.

3.11. Technical sanction of the works taken up under the EAS be 4
per normal departmental norms and rules. The administrative sanction o sty
the works under EAS should be given by the Implementation Authority (ihe
DC).

3.12. Work Orders for commencing EAS works should be given by
the Implementatiqn agency for each work after administrative sanctioy for
starting a work is given by the DC and the allotment of fund to ix_nplementing
agencies is not a subsituaute for workise administrative sanction.
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3.13. Functions pertaining to (@) planning of works under the EAS; (b)
sanction of works; (c) ensuring that the employments should be done by the
Implementation to (a) preparation of estimates; (b) giving technical sanction;
(c) execution of works on receipt to the DCs should all be performed by the
implementing agencies such EEs of PWD/MI, Divisional Forest Officers. E.E.
(Roads) etc.

3.14. The Divisional Commissioners and Heads of departments of
implementing agencies should also exercise overall supervision, vigilance and
disciplinary powers to ensure that the works under EAS are executed properly
and effectively.

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CHAPTER IV

REGISTRATION AND PAYMENT OF WAGES

4.1. Person above 18 years and below 60 years of age, who need and
seek employment under the scheme should register themselves in the village
panchayats where they are residing. Each village panchayat within the Block
covered by EAS should maintain these register containing the names and
details of those registered as prescribed in Annexure III. The Village
Panchayats will report the number of persons so registered to the BDO, who
will, in turn, consolidate these details and reportto DC the number of people
registered by 31 January 1994. Any additions involving changes in numbers
of those who have registered should similarly incorporated every year by
December.

Issue of Family Cards

4.2. Every family consisting of the husband, wife, children and other
dependants, whose adults are registered for work under the scheme will be
issued a family-card immediately in the form prescribed in Annexure IV. This
card provides for details of family members and the employment provided
each registered person, under works sanctioned under EAS will be provided
upto two adults whose persons registered under the scheme and se eking
work will be provided work within the area of the block where the persons
resided , if the employment in not available in that Panchayat.

4.3. For seeking employment under EAS, the needy persons/ grounds
will have to apply in writing to the local panchaayat in the prescribed form

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given in Annexure V. Copies of this form should be available in the
local panchyat and can also be hand written. In no case should the worker be
asked to buy the form fromoutside. Whenever at least 20 adult persons, whose
names figure in the family-card issued under the scheme demand work during
the lean season, they should be provided unskilled manual employment by
opening new works by the VDO under EAS within 15 days of their seeking
works unless they can be provided such employment on any on-going EAS/
departmental or other works in the area. However, the B.D.O. may in his
discretion open new works under the scheme even if only 10 such persons
demand wage employment, ensuring that the work so taken up is completed
within 30 days . The DC will give suitable instructions and guidance to the
BDOs about operating of works. :

PAYMENTS OF WAGES

4.4 The Wages paid to workers under EAS should be the minimum
agricultural wages for unskilled labour prescribed by the concerned State
Govt. '

4.5 It's-important to ensure that the wages so paid are based on the
quality and quantity of work turned out. In order to ensure this, standard of
specification should be prescribed which would give the output in terms of
the quantity of work to be turned out by an unsskilled worker diligently working

* for eight hours in a day. Output thus determined should be ensured before

payment of wages. Output thus determined should be displayed on a board
on the work site before the work is started so that the workers know it in

advance.

4.6 Wages will be paid at the work site in the presence of the local
persons like Sapanches, Panch and Block Committee members every week.

4.7. Equal remuneration shall be paid to men women workers for the
same or work of a similar nature and there shall be no_discrimination, while

employing men women workers.
4.8 Implementing agencies are responsible for payment of the minimum

" wages according to the standard of performance unde;r the Scheme.

"4.9 A partof’ wages may bepaid in the form of foodgrains, not exceeding

2 kg per Monday and not exceeding 50% of wages in cost. Payment of
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wages in foodgrains will be optional depending upon the price in the open
market. The objective is that under the scheme, the from time to time for the
scheme by the Government of India.

4.10. The foodgrains components of the wages under the scheme should,
as far as possible, be given on the worksite itself. The State Government may
also use the facilities under the Public Distribution System for payment of
foodgrains component of the wages.

4.11 Ateach work site under the EAS the following facilities should be
provided, wherever necessary, for the workers:

(a) Drinking water, (b) First-aid, (c) Creches for small children of
workers, by employing a women worker to look after these children, (d)a
trial pit indicating the norms of output which would entitle them for the minimum

wages prescribed for unskilled work, (e) schedule of rates applicable to the .

area property exhibited.
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CHAPTERYV

INSPECTION AND VIGILANCE

5 1. Since all the workers taken up under the EAS are labour intensive
and muster-rule work, it is extremely important that these works must be
throu and regularly inspected to ensure that the quality of work is maintained
and the payment of wages is done strictly as provided in the guidelines.

5.2 The Implementation Authorities (DCs) and other officers, such as
PDs (DRDA), Sub Divisional Officers, Tahsildars, BDOs, should regularly
inspect these workes and record their observations and findings. For this
purpose, the State Government should prescribed minimum number of field
visits for each supervisor level functionary from the State to Block levels and
casure that it is strictly adhered to. A schedule of inspections so drawn should
be approved by the State I.evel Coordination Committee and the copy of the
same sentto Govenment of India for information.

5.3 Similatly, Heads of the Departraents of implementing agencies, such
as, Irrigation, Roads Afforestation, Soil Conservation, etc. should inspect the
EAS works being implemented by their Departments during their visits to the
Districts. The Governemnt shouid insist that District level of workers taken
up by these Departments under under the EAS. This schedule of inspections
should strictly adhered to.

5 4. Divisional Commissioners, wherever they exist, should also constitue
Vigilance Squads under them and undertaken intensive inspection of EAS
works in the District under their jurisiction. Reports regarding these inspections
may be sent to the State Government.

5.5. Special efforts should be made by the State and the Implementation
Authorities to ensure taht the demand to start less productive works under

the EAS is discoveraged.
5.6. The workes taken up under the EAS should be completed, as far

as possible, within two yeras and should not be allowed to liger on for long
time as incomplete workes, nor abandoned midway.

5.7 Special can should be taken to ensure involvement of all oficers of
the departments at the Divisional and state levels in the implementation of the
works taken up under the EAS.
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CHAPTER VI

MONITORING AND EVALUATION

6.1 The State Level Coordination Committee for the Rural Development
Programmes will be responsible for the overall supervision, guidance and
monitoring of EAS in accordance with these guidelience at the State level. A
representive of the Minister of Rural Development, Government, of Tndia will
invariable be invited to participate inthe meetings of the SLCC.

6.2 The State shall constitute a District Employment Assurance Scheme
Committee in every district where the Scheme is in operation and a block
EAS Committee in every block covered by the EAS. The membership elected
representavies and NGOs etc. Similarly, at the block level, the membership
of the Committee may comprise of block officers of the implementing agencies,
prominent elected representatatives, NGOs.

6.3 These COmmittee shall within their jurisdiction supervise the
implementation of EAS in accordance with these guidelines from time to time
and suggest to the State Government such steps as in their opinion are necessary
for more effective implementation of the Scheme. The DCs and the BDO,
concerned shall, from time to time, report to the Committees the action taken
by them or the State Government of the suggestions made by the Committees,

6.4. Every district-level EAS Committee shall coordinate the workin g
of the block -level EAS Committee of the district.

6.5 Every District Implementation Authority, will submit the reports
and returns to the State Governemnt every month, and for half-yearly periods,
as prescribed in Proforma I and IL. .

6.6 The Government will consolidate the following reports and returns
recived from the District Implentation Authorities and furnish the same to the

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Central Government.

(a) A detailed Half Yearly Report in Proforma -1I by 25th April and
28th October every year.

6.7 Evaluation studies may be conducted by the Centre as well as the

State/UTs. Copies of such evaluation studies conducted by the State
Governments should be furnished to the Central Governemnt.
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CHAPTER VII

MISCELLANEOUS

7.1 Maintence of assets created under the EAS is extremely important.

FOr this purpose wherever the assets so created fall within the category of

the assets to be maintained by the State and District level department, these

assets should be incorporate in the registers of such assets maintained by the

Departments, Small assets, such as, check dams, nalabands, vegetative barriers

 etc. , which are not usually maintained by any Development or implementing
agency should be handed over to the local body concerned.

7.2. Adequate funds should be provided by the State fo the maintenance
of assets taken over by the respective Departments.

7.3 Wide publicity may be organised in the villages especially among
the rural poor on the main provisions and details of the EAS. Posters and
Pamphlets giving these details may be exhibited in Panchayat Officers, and
other public places in the villages.

7.4. Voluntary Organisations with good track record can also be involved
in the implementation of EAS, wherever they are working well and
implementing other rural developmet projects already.

- 7.5 The DRDA, on behalf of the District level Implementation Authority
of EAS can also accept donations either to expand the programme or to
ensure the durability of the assets requiring funds or to meet the non-wage
enpnditure, Contributions by the Village Community may also be accepted
for similar purpose. Funds available from other sources like maket committees,
co-operatives, or other chairitable institutions/individuals could also be
dovetailed with the EAS finds fo similar purposes. however, funds so received

from all these sources may not he used as a substitute for developmental plan 4,

for different sectoral activities for the district.
