State Election Commission is the proper authority as per provision
of Constitution of India as amended to prepare electoral rolls and
to conduct election to Urban Local Bodies. The manner for
preparation of electoral rolls is also to be determined by the State
Election Commission.. '

State Election Commission has.already published the draft electoral

roll of 62 Nos of Urban Local Badies including Silchar Municipal
Board.

* Shri Bimolangshu Roy : Hon'ble Speaker Sir, 1 know that the State

Election Commission is the appropriate authority to declare Voters
List, that is why I asked the Hon'ble Minister whether the
Government will take up this issue with the State Election
Commission. Because in Silchar large number of ghost voters
have been included in voters' list and that is why in last year when
Government was preparing to hold election, CRPC i.e. Citizens
Rights preservation Committee filed a case before the Hon'ble
High Court to stall the election on the ground that voters' list
contained large number of ghost voters. That is why I wanted to
know from Hon'ble Minister whether the Govt. is aware that all
the political parties including AGP, BJP, CPM, CPI etc. of Silchar
jointly decided against the voters' list which was prepared on the
basis of 1991 electoral rolls. That was updated yearly without
going door to door enumeration. My question to the Hen'ble
Minister whether the Government will take up this issue with the
State Election Commission?

* Shri Biraj Kumar Sarma (Minister, Municipal Adm_inistration) :

Sir, we have already taken up the matter with the Election
Commission. State Election Commission has already announced
that they will hold the election in the State, in the month of May.
Voters list have already been published for 62 Urban Local Bodies
including Silchar. We have no information about ghose voters
form Silchar Town. In the last year, there was case in the Hon'ble
High Court from Citizens Committee from Silchar about the

electoral rolls, but this time we have not received any complaint
about the electoral rolls from Silchar and Election Commission
has already prepared the electoral rolls. So far may knowledge
goes, it is already published.

* Shri Bimolangshu Roy : Hon'ble Minister has admitted that all the
political parties have demanded to go for door to door enumeration
and Hon'ble Minister is aware of the complaints of different political
parties. Anyway, I now find that the Hon'ble Minister will take up
this with State Election Commission. Election will be held on the
basis of voters list which contain large number of ghost voters.

: Now, will the Minister declare the date for holding the election in

' Silchar on the floor of the Assembly today?

+ * Shri Biraj Kumar Sarma (Minister, Municipal Administration) :
Sir, we cannot declare the date, as it is upto the State Election
Commission—it is the prerogative of the commission. Commission
will announce the date and the powers are vested on the State
Election Commission. But from the Govt. side, we are ready to
hold the election and we have also requested the State Election
Commission and we have given our consent for holding the
election in the state.

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Mr. Speaker : Now, I call upon Hon'ble Member Shri Sukhendu Shekhar

Dutta to speak on his Zero Hour notice.

Shri Sukhendu Shekhar Dutta : Hon'ble Speaker, Sir, there is a lot of

allegations or grievances among the tribal people in many parts of
the state. In Karimganj District also we have received complaint
that their names have been abolished from the voters list as if they
are not tribals and particularly from Hojai we have received severe
allegations that about 1.5 lakh voters are not in the 1991 Census
list. In 1971 Census list there was a huge number of tribal voters
in Hojai and from 1991 Census figure we find that about 1.5 lakh
tribal voters name are not in the list. Naturally the question has
arisen where these people have gone and regardiﬁg this problem
the Chairman of SC ST Co-ordination Committee, Hojai has sent
a letter to the President of India on 28.8.95 raising the issue that
why the names have beem deleted from the voters list particularly
in Hojai Subdivision ? As a result of that there is a lot of agitations
and those reports have started coming in News Papers. My
intention is to raise the matter before the House just to get an
information why this discrepancy in the reports of 1971 and 1991
Census. Where these voters have gone? Here is a document signed
by the Government officer. If there is such a discrepancy in Hojai
and Karimganj and in some other places, normally the question is
coming how to locate them. If the names of the tribal voters are
deleted from the voters list, automatically there will be some
repercussions. They will start movenment and they will take
agitational programmes. So far as I know, in Karimganj district
they are thinking in that line. Why tribal voters are not included
in the list?

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As a result of these discremination there is lot of grievances in
Assam and now we find that the big gap in the census figure. In
1971 figure, there is almost a correct figure but as far as 1991
census there was a big gap i.e., they are no living in Assam. Now
the question where the tribals has gone? I would like to know
from the Hon'ble Chief Minister.

} Shri Prafulla Kumar Mahanta ( Chief Minister) : Mr. Speaker Sir, as

per the census of 1991 the SC and ST population of Hojai Sub-
division is sixtyfive thousand Eighty Nine and five thousand five
hundred seventy nine respectively. The corresponding figures of
1971 Census were Twenty eight thousand four hundred seventy
three and nine thousand three hundred forty five respectively.
This shows that during 1971-1991 the ST population has come
down to 0.95 per cent for, 2.63 per cent, though SC population
has gone up from 8.01 % to 11.04% in Hojai Sub-division.

During the same period of 1971-1991 the population of
SC; and ST in the state has gone up. The increase in case of SC
is from 6.24% to 7.4% and in case of ST from 10.98% to 12.82%.
In view of this overall increase there appears no reason to doubt
the Census report of 1991.

Provision of VI the Schedule of the Constituion do not
apply to Hojai Sub-division, though the Dimasa Kachari people
living there are entitled to the benefits of economic development
irrespective of their population.

Voters are included in the Electoral Roll on the basis of
their age; and not on the basis of caste or tribe. '

In view of the position stated, the allegation of conspiracy
levelled in the report of "Dainik Agradoot” can be termed as

baseless. /

COMPLAINT OF BREACH OF PRIVILEGE MOTION

Now, I cail upon the Hon'ble Member Shri Atul Bora to
raise the matter and speak about the admissibility of the privilege
motion. Hon'ble Member should speak only the admissibility.

Shri Atul Bora : Mr. Speaker Sir, a news item with the caption. “Jg™
RT3 <aICeT oi12f« €2 has been published in "The Dainik Agradoot
in its issue dated 17th March, 1997. The said news item has
contained very serious and libellous allegations making aspersion
and imputation against Shri Prafulla Kumar Mahanta, 'Hon'ble
Chief Minister of Assam. It has been alleged that Shri Bharat
Chandra Narah, a Congress (I) MLA, since suspended from the
Assam Legislative Assembly, had alleged in his speech delivered
in a public metting held in Nalbari District that the 'Hon'ble Chief

‘Minister had fed pork to 12 MLAs belonging to Islam religion
and tarnished the history. It was further alleged that the Hon'ble

Chief Minister hatched a conspiracy to hurt the religious ideology
and mote of those MLAs.
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The above allegations are all untrue, imaginary and
concocted and have been made with apparently ill and oblique
motive to create communal feelings detrimental to the peace and
harmony among the Hindus and Muslim communities in the State.

As usual, the meeting of the AGP Legislature Party was
arranged by the Secretary and the Chief whip of the AGP
Legislature party on 4-12-96 in the Administrative Staff College
at Khanapara and the lunch was also arranged by them. Shri
Mahanta, Hon'ble Chief Minister, had nothing to do in connection
with holding the meeting and arranging the lunck. The allegations
made against the Hon'ble Chief Minister in the said news item are
false and imaginary and the whole notice of making such allegations
is to malign the Hon'ble Chief Minister in Public esteem. These
allegations are nothing but outburts of Shri Narah after being
suspended from the House.

The news has reflected on the Hon'ble Chief Minister
and tends to obstruct the House in the performance of its duties
by diminishing the respect due to the House. The allegations which
are insulting and absusive are an attempt t0 incite a section of
members and create communal feelings among the communities
in the State. These allegations have infringed the privilege of the
secred House and are most outrageous and dangerous violation of
the rights of the House and its members. :

For publishing such a false and fabricated news, the EdltO.I',
Printer, Publisher and the Reporter are equally liable for breach of
privilege and they are along with Shri Bharat Chandra Narah

liable to be punished for breach of privilege of the ELonse:

We, therefore, request you kindly t0 admit the corr.xp'laint
breach of privilege

and issue notice to the following persons for g
asking them to show cause as to why they should not be punishe

for breach of privilege of the House.

made by the Hon'ble Member Shri Atul Bora, Sir, I beg to quote
Rule 160 of the Rules of Procedure and Conduct of Business in
the Assam Legislative Assembly. Sir, under Rule 160, condition
for the admissibility of a question of privilege has been clearly
laid down. It has been clearly mentioned that the question of
privilege shall be governed by the conditions as laid down under
this Rule and one such condition is that the question shall be

- restricted to a specific matter of recent occurrence.

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Under Rule 167, the procedure for lodging complaint has been
laid down, where it has mentioned that the complaint to be made
against a member, the member should be given prior notice by the
complaint, petitioner or secretary of the Committee as the case
may be. In case no prior notice has been given, the House may
adjourn the consideration of the matter till notice is given to the
member concerned or it may decline to entertain the complaint.
The Member complained against shall attend the House on the
day fixed by the House or proposed by the complaint, as the case
may be. If he is unable to attend, the house may further postpone
the consideration of the matter; but if he is in the opinion of the
House wilfully absents himself, the house may proceed with the
matter in his absence, Sir, here the Hon'ble Member against whom
the complaint has been made has not absented himself wilfully,
but he has been suspended by the House itself, Therefore, he
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cannot be proct!ed"fd against. Sir, the Hon'ble Member's complaint
against Shri Bharat Chandra Narah has no relevance to rule 160

and rule 167 and, therefore, the privilege motion brought against

Shri Narah cannot be admitted today in the House, since the
Hon'ble Member is not present in the House.

Shri Silvius Condpan : Sir, I would like to say something more. Sir, what

the Hon'ble Member shri Atul Bora has stated is entirely outside
the jurisdiction of this house. What the Hon'ble Member Shri
Bharat Narah has stated in the public meeting is completely outside
this house. Sir, it is absolutely a political criticism - against the
Hon'ble Chief Minister. Such political criticisms are made by
political parties Or by an individual member of a party against
another party or an individual member. However, in course of any
political criticism if there is violation of the rule or law of the land
will be dealt with accordingly. Sir, in this particular case we have

" not seen anything violative which can attack breach of privilege

of the house, including that of the Hon'ble Speaker. Sir, to reiterate
again such political criticisms by other parities have been made
against the former Chief Minister of Assam and also against other
Minister when they shouted "Galli Galli Me Moche Shxor, at
Afzalur Rahman has chor even after this type vulgar and abusive
statements nobody has ever brought any breach of privilege motion.
Sir, what the Hon'ble Member Shri Bharat Narah has stated outside
this House is a maiter for examination by the law of the land. Any
Minister or a member of a political party can make political criticism
outside the House. However, while making political criticism one
has to limit his criticism to the extent permissible and if he crosses

that limit of course, he cannot be absorbed from the provision of

law. In this instant case, Hon'ble Member Shri Naral has made
only limited political criticism. Over and above, the motion brought
against him don't satisfy the Rules of Procedure and Conduct of

Business of this House, as laid down. So, sir, it is not a fit case
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to be admitted as case of breach of privilege of the House.

Shri Surendra Nath Medhi (Minister) : Sir, I want 10 say something. Sir,

the submission that has been made by the Hon'ble Member of the
Opposition, Dr. Ardhendu Kumar Dey that the matter is not of a
recent occurrence cannot be agreed to. Even a matter taking place
in the past can also be brought up before the House. The case in
point in this regard, a matter reported in the newspaper was of 4th
December, 1996 was/ recently published in news paper and has
been discussed in the House. For long three months nothing
happened and everybody was silent. Only a few days back, on
Hon'ble Member of this August House has made certain allegations
in a public meeting which might have caused and unpleasant
situation between the two communities. Sir, this is a very serious
matter and should be taken note of seriously. Regarding Rule 167,
I have gone through it. As per Rule 167 notice has to be served
to the Hon'ble Member, Sir, here the Hon'ble Member in question
has been suspended for the entire session of the House. Even if
notice is given, he cannot come and submit before the House.
Therefore, my humble submission is that this Rule is not applicable
in instant case at all. Regarding the merit of the privilege motion,
I would like to bring to your kind notice " The Practice and
Procedure of Parliament" by M.N. Kaul and S.1.. Shakdher with
reference to the speeches or writings reflecting on the House, its
Committees or Members. It has been stated that members making
speeches and writings reflecting on the House or its Committees
or members are punished by the House as a contempt on the
principle that such acts " tend to obstruct the Houses in the
performance of their functions by diminishing the respect due to
them." Therefore, this has squarely attracted the breach of privilege
in the instant case.

I also refer to the " Parliamentary Practice" by Erskine

May and his observation at page 126 regarding obstructing
Members of either House in the discharge of their duty. It has
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been observed that it is a contempt to molest a Member of either
House while attending the House, or coming to or going from it.
The Commons on 12 April, 1733 and the Lords on 17 May,
1765, resolved " That the assaulting, insulting or menacing any
Member of this House, in the coming or going from the House or
upon the account of his behaviour in parliament, is a high
infringement of the privilege ofthe House, a most outrageous and
dangerous violation of the rights of parliament and a high crime
and misdemeanour; and on 6 June, 1780 the Commons resolved
" That it is a gross breach of privilege of this house for any person
to obstruct and insult the Members of this House in the coming
to, or the going from, the House and to endeavour to compel
Members by force to declare themselves in favour of or against
any proposition then depending or expected to be brought before
the House. Members and others have been punished for such
molestation occurring within the precincts of the House, whether

by assault or insulting or abusive language, or outside the
Precincts."

Although the Speech with allegations made by the Hon'ble
Member is not within the precincts of the House, he has tried to
disrepute and defame the Hon'ble Chief Minister in the public
meeting. Therefore, it is a fit case to be referred to the privilege
Committee for action.

Shri Silvius Condpan : Sir, I would like to say that whatever our Hon'ble

Minister, Shri Medhi has referred to here, there is nothing to
disagree but we disagree with your reference that it has no
connection with the subject matter. What kind of reference you
have brought here. This has got no bearing and no connection. I
am astonished how this has been referred to here. Hon'ble Chief
Minister, being the Leader of the House and Head of the
Government. He has been criticised by one of our Member. The
subject he has referred it is outside the Assembly. This is a case
not fit even for admission.
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Shri Surendra Nath Medhi, (Minister) : It was the secretary and the

Chief Whip who were responsible for providing the food. Hon'ble
Chief Minister has nothing to it. How can he say that the Hon'ble
Chief Minister did this. Although it is remotely connected which
has bearing. Therefore, it is a case of Breach of Privilege.
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Mr. Speaker : I have heard the mover's complains for a priviledge motion

against the Editor, Publisher and Printer of Agradoot and also
against Shri Barat Chandra Narah, Member under suspension. I
have heard the other Hon'ble Members who spoke on the matter.

Shri Prafulla Kumar Mahanta, (Chief Minister) : Mr. Speaker, Sir, I
beg to move that the Assam Taxation Laws (Amendement) Bill,
1997 be-aken into consideration.

Shri Holiram Terang : Mr. Speaker, Sir, I have a few submissions in this
regard. Sir, I would like to point out that there is a small discrepancy
in the Bill. In new Section 5 of the Bill, the figures given by the
Hon'ble Chief Minister, show different rates of taxes. There are
exemption on 4 hectres which ought to have been 40 hectres. If
we look into the Schedule, the Schedule is in bighas. So, Sir this
discrepancy should be corrected either in bighas or in hectres.

Another matter which is reflected in the Budget Speech
of the Hon'ble Chief Minister about the increase of income tax.
But Sir, we are not in favour of this type of taxation that Hon'ble
Chief Minister has sought for. Sir, Hon'ble Chief Minister has
stated that this type of taxation on specified land shall bring more
fund to the state. But Sir, I would like to say that Chapter- I of
Section (5(a) says - ' If the aggregate area of specified lands held
by a person does not exceed four hectres which is equal to 30
bighas.

Now Sir, the Tea Board gives exemption upto 75 bighas and
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that has been the demand of the common Tea Growers Association
of Assam. We would once again urge upon the Hon'ble Chief
Minister that this particular Clause 5(a) where it is written nil- if
the aggregate area of specified lands held by a person does not
exceed four hectares, instead of four hectares or 30 bighas it
should be increased and that is why we want to oppose the taxation
Scheduled in the Chapter II. Sir, in previous Schedule the sick tea
owners have been given exemption and we know that Sir, tea
sector is a profit making sector and if we do not get our resouces
or income from the tes sector then the State as a whole will suffer.
Sir, the previous taxation schedule as indicates in case of companies
from 60% to 45% of the total agricultural income per annum
which exceeds Rs. 1.00 lakhs, now it has been brought down
from 52% to 40% from 60% to 45%. similarly, in other cases also
it has been brought down, instead of bringing down the taxes it
should be increased, that is my contention.

Shri Prafulla Kumar Mahanta (Chief Minister) : Mr. Speaker Sir, this

Bill in Chapter I seeks to provide for enhancement of tax rates on
specified lands from the existing rate of 18 paise to 30 paise per
Kg. of green tea leaf with full exemption on 4 hecteres of specified
lands held by a person and a concessional rate of tax 20 paise to
a person who holds an area of specified lands not exceedin g 40
hectares. Further, in the case of every person holding specified
lands exceeding 40 hectares in Barak Valley is fixed at a
concessional rate of 27 paise.

This Bill in Chapter II seeks to substitute the existing
schedule of the Agircul tural income tax Act, 1939 with reduction
of the tax rates in the case of Companies from 60% to 45% of the
total agricultural income per annum which exceeds rupees on lakh
and from 52% to 40% on total agricultural income which does not
exceed rupees one lakh, while in the case of persons either than
companies, with the reduction of tax rate from 60% to 45% of the
total agricultural income which exceeds rupees one lakh without
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any tax levy on a total agricultural income of a person which does
not exceed rupees thirty thousand.

Exemption of tax on specified lands on 4 hectares (30
bighas) of specified lands and raising the exemption limit of
agricultural income tax from Rs. 12,000/- to Rs. 30,000/- will, it
is expected, attract and induce the local entrepreneur and the local
youths to take up green tea leaf plantation as well as other
agricultural activities as a full time profession.

A concessional rate of specified land tax @ 20 paise to
every person holding upto 40 hectares (300 bighas) of specified
lands and reduction of agricultural income tix rate from 60% to
50% in the case of total agricultural income above 1.00,000/- and
from 50% and 45% to 40% in the case of total agricultural income
less than Rs. 1,00,000/- will prowde a dose of relief to the small
tea garden owners. N

Considering the less productmty and comparatjvely higher cost
of production of the tea estates in the Barak Valley, a concessional
rate of 27 paise specified lands tax is pr0posed

Although the raise in the spemﬁed lands tax may bring in about
20 core of additional revenue, the lowering of agricultural income
tax is likely to cause erosion in the tax revenue initially. But ,
agricultural income tax being a tax on variable income, better
compliance, better tea market and production growth will lead to
increased tax revenue in the long run.

PROGRESS OF CONSTRUCTION AT SITE OF RAJIB GANDHI
MEMORIAL SPORTS TRUST, AMINGAON, NORTH GUWAHATIL

The approach road from the National Highway to the project is abour
5 km. and it passes through a low lying area. The site of the stadium is
earthfilled. Few Assam type houses and sheds are found in the site. At the
site of the stadium the following works have been seen.

(1) Piling works for about 663 Nos. of piler have been found to be
completed. As per report of the Engineer of M/S Archtech Consultant on
the Spot, the length (depth) of each pile varies from 7.5 m. to 16.5m with
a diameter of 450mm. For each main column 4 nos. of piles have been
fixed and upon such pile caps of 2.1 m x 2.1 m have been constructed.

(2) Out of total 40 nos. of load bearing columns 38 columns have
been started. These columns are haveing 20 nos. of road with 25 mm dia.
Size of these columns are 900 mm X 400 mm as reported by the Enginear
on the spot.

(3) Out of total 208 Nos. of RCC pillers (Columns) 97 have been
started.

It is seen that concrete (Dhalai) is done probably not above the plinth
level. The rods and standing open the air though a light concrepainting is
done to avoid rusting. ‘

The shape of the stadium is oval. The arena is 75mx25m on the dy
of visit no work was going on.
