But unfortunately Sir. our
Govt. have not consrdered this aspect of the matter for
a very very long time. :

.We know, Sir, that in the State of Assam there are
mnumerable tenants, agricultural tenants living in the rural
areas, there are also temants living in the urban areas.
The Rural Areas Tenancy Act was enacted in 1971 and
it was amended and unplemented Unfortunately the Act
wthh was enacted for the benefit of the urban tenants.
could not give beneﬁt to ‘the tenants. ‘For’ the benefit of
the’ tenants in the urban areas, ‘The Assam Non-Agrl-
cultural Urban Areas’ Tenancy Act’ 'was enacted in 1955
and this Act also could not give benefit | ‘to the tenants
in the urban areas, rather it benefitted - Landlords We
know, Sir, that urban section 5 of the Act, no r1ghts have
been given to the tenants, only protection from eviction
is glven to the ténants.’ If a- tenant makes a’ permanent
structure within a ‘period of 5 yeats, he will ‘be entitled
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to protection from eviction. There are innumerable tenants
living in the urban areas, in small towns also in big
towns, but.they have no right over land. So, this ‘The
Assam~ Non-Agricultural Urban Areas Act, 1955 should
ﬁe__amendéci to give right to the tenants, so that they
can enjoy ‘their land without any fear for eviction by
the landlords. We know, Sir, if a temant constructs "a
permanents_stricture after a period of 5 years, he can be
evicted. “In this way, the tenents who enjoy land for 100
years also, can be evicted easily. So, .I would like to
suggest, Sir. that while amending ‘The Assam Non-Agri-
cultural Urban Areas Act,” the right of tenancy- should
be given under the provision of the Act, and if Govt.
does 5o, Govt. can, also realise ‘revenue through premium
from the tenants and tenants . would also gladly give
premiums if they are given a right overland.

~ We know also, Sir, that large number of people are
living in the Char areas. Our Govt. very often declares
some grants or some projects for the benefit of the people
living in the Char areas. But people who are living in
the Char areas of Silchar Towns, such as, Kalibarirchar,
Madhuraghat, Itkholaghat, Mabiri Bul and Tarapur areas
where 30 to 40 thousand people live, they were not given
patta and as a result, Govt. is deprived of revenue, If
they are given pattasright over land they will be benefitted
similarly Govt. will be benefitted through realigation of
land revenue.

Sir. weall know that Revenue Department isone
of the biggest departments as also one of the main -sources
for collection.'of revenue by the Government. - Sir,~the
Assam Land & Revenue -Regulations Act. 'was framed. in
1886, about ‘110 years back. This Land and Revenue Regu-
lations govern the record of. right, settlement,' partition
registration and other things. This Land Revenue Regu-
lations, which we are following, was framed during the
British days when there was zamindary system prevailing
in our country. Now,. the position has changed entirely.
Now, only with some amendments to the regulations we.
are following this. It is now time -that this regulations
has to be changed and redrafted to suit the present situa-
tion in the country as well as that of our State. Sir, we
are losing crores of money due to loopholes in our revenue
administration, Therefore, Government should look into
this aspect appropriately. Sir, enly in the GMC areas
due to non-resettlement and non-conversion of rights, we
lost Rs, 6:18 crores till the end of 31st March, 1996. Sir,
under thc MNP Govt. is giving land to the presons.'who
are not having any land for comsiruction of house-sites
and at the same time, has provided Rs. 3000 to each family.
In this way, thousands and thousands of -pedple have
been allotted land along with Rs. 3000 each in every district
for construction of house-sites and while doing so, crores
and crores of money has been spent.

Collec.lon
of revenue by the Mouzaders are not there in’ Cachar
district, it is applicable only in Brahmaputra’ valley Bécause
of the system prevalls, there is scope for defaulcation
and there is pr0v1s1on for checking, but nobody is looking
after this and we all know the position of ‘Mati Hakims.
Sir, I like to say something about the comments made
by Comptroller and Auditor General of India in connection
with non completion of settlement of land case resulting
in loss of revenue to the amount of Rs. 6.18 crores for
the period between 1988-89 to 1994-95 by only 5 years.
More surprisingly due .to delay in non completion of re
settlement, operation Government has incurred loss of
revenue amounting to Rs. 70.66 lakhs only in Goalpara
district. Due to non conversition of annual patta into
periodic patta land, there is a loss of Rs. 496.34 lakhs
and still remain unutilised. Sir, I like to request the
Hon’ble Minister, Revenue to relax some restrictions in
regard to selling of land specially selling of agricultural
land for agricultural purpose. Here I would like to mention
that for the marriage of the daughters or for the medical
purposes, some people have to sell land and for selling
of agricultural land for agricultural purposes, no permission
is necessary but they are to pay around Rs. 500 to Rs.
600. to get the permission. So far I know for selling
agricultural land for non agricultural purposes, permission
is necessary. Sir, Government should enquire about these
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land which were -earlier utilised as agricultural land, now
converted.. into industry. It should be ascertained that how
much land revenue they are paying, not to speak of this,
even _some .municipal areas now came the business -centre
and the revenue remains .the same. So Sir, I request the
Hon’ble Minister to give some more time to see all these
things and to make proper arrangement for collection of
land revenue which is the major source of income of the
State.

Shri Sukhendra Shekhar Dutta : Hon‘ble Speaker Sir,
while supporting the Cut Motion I would just like to add
one point that is settlement policy of thie Government
land. We find in reality the land is being allotted in the
rural area against the names of persons who should not
have got the benmefit, I mean, land should ot be given
to those persons who are having their own home-stead.
In the latest list prepared in my district what T have
seen, the number of land-less persons are quite few and
the persons )'havin‘g nmore and more land, lands have been
allotted in the names of their sons and daughters. Even
I have seen the names of our Ex-MLAs against whos
names lands have been allotted. Aagin, Sir. particularly
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in - the ‘bordering district without going for proper veri-
fication, though.as per Governmet procedure verification
is ‘done by the Kanungoes and office staff, even than if
there is any impertial enquiry conducted into ‘the total
affairs of land distribution you will find even non-citizens
are getting the benefit. Some times it becomes difficult
to locate: the persons against whose names lands are being
allotted. So, what: we find, the Land Settlement Policy
and the Land Distribution Policy, distribution of khas
land, the celing surplus land are being occupied by un-
authorised persons. In Karimganj district one Tea Garden
which was closed much earlier i.e. Binodini Tea Estate,
the entire land has been occupied by unauthorised persons.
-We -referred the matter to the Government but no action
was taken. So, by taking advantage of this [ would like
to refer to one perticular point that Government should
thoroughly examine the names of the claiments who
have applied for land. If they are genuine, if they are
really needy, if they are landless, in that case land may
be allotted by the Government and while allotting the
land it is the duty of the Government to examine the
citizenship of the persons who claim the surplus land ie.
who are the claiments, their identity should ascertained
thoroughly, I repeat the word thoroughly and examined.

Otherise, some day will come when we will find that Jands

have been occupied by non-citizens ang real citizens of
India and the ginuine Indian persons will be deprived of
the benefit of having a plot of land for their own home-
stead ie. proper enquiry should be made to whom the
Government is giving land, whether they are citizens, whe-
ther they are needy, whether they are landless, This

~aspect should be thoroughly examined so that Indian

Citizens are benefitted.
