4¢Shri Sukhendu Shekhar Dutta : Sir, I demand reduction in
the amount due to certain basic things i.e. the state of affairs
prevailing in the arena of education inthe state of Assam.
Sir, it is a known fact to all concerned that a state of
anarchy prevails in the department of Edncation partic-
ularly with regard to appoint of teachers. Itis a painful
experience that during the plan period many many appoin-
tments were made particularly in the districts of Karim-
ganj and Cachar. Even to-day appoints are being offered
to the candidates. Even some touts carry appointment
letters with them and offer the appoint to the prospective
candidates on return of some money. In Karimganj D.1 Office
I know personaly many appoints have been made against
the vacancy of retired teachers. There is instance that one
Shrimati Basanti Bhattacharjee retired about 15 years back
and quotir g that resultant vacancy a number of appointments
were made by the D.T of school, Karimganj. I have brought
five such cases with me. Regarding Madrassa Education,

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the person against whom lot of charges of corruption
have bean levelled was included in the Board constituted

for the purpose. Several appointments were made in
Madrassa Education by the said Board during the ban
period. Then sir, Karimganj District Elementary Education
Officer who does not belong to the Assam Education
Service, with the influence of a big boss, has been put
to Karimganj as in-chnarge of the DEEO. Similarly, regard-
ing Total Literacy officer in Karimganj, a person who
was a Lower Division Assistant was consecutively promoted
as U.D.A and then as project officer and was put in-charge

of the Total Literacy programme ........

So there is a menace going on in the department
of Education and we do not find any improvement, even
the process of election that was followed in many years in
the past. Nobody cared to look into the quality of the
candidate, only the purchasers who has sufficient money
they could purchase it in the open shop. Sir, particularly,
during the last 5 years I have seen this sort of affairs.
So, that is why I think it is meaningless in the Depart-
ment of Education as because it fails to cater to the needs
of the Society. This sort of administration in education
that simply derogated, degenerated, the standard and status
of education in the State. In the name of education, if
you are to look into the future of generation jn the field
of education then we must look into the matter thoroughly.

So just to ventilate my grievances, problem | put before
the House this cut Motion.

If we go the interior villages in the State, we will find
that L.P. school is there, there are 4 (four) more teachers
attended for a particular town and they are attending the
classes regularly. The Sub-Inspector of School is there
who never visits the school, D.I of Schools never visits
the schools. They used to submit a report on sitting in
the Block Elementary Education Office or in the District
Elementary Education Office. As a result, the illiteracy
problem is still headache in our State. So the Government
should come up with a proposal that all the L.P. School
teachers who are appointed in a particular ipstitution
should stay compulsorily within one and half K. M. of
the school so that they can regularly attend the school.
If it not be done this problem of Elementary Education
will remain incomplete for a years after year. So my
suggestion is that the Government is spending a lot of
money only on the Head of salary and is not in the

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institution to teach the rural children. As a result, the
mushroom of English Medium Montessory School or you
can say K. G. Schools are going up not only in Urban
areas but all nook and corners of the State. Now a
days, privilege people have started of opening the English
Medium School in different parts of the rural areas of
the State. Sir, we are very much concern about the
development of the knowledge of different development
programme of education with a local language. But this
type of negligence in the Elementary Fducation is ultima-
tely creating problems or our coming generation are going
to be more acquainted with the western system of culture
due to the much more, due to the english system of
education and this problem is only routed out to the
negligence of particular attendance of the Elementary L.P.
School teacher.  Sir, there is a lot of complaint against
the SCRTA about their result in the Basic Training. Many
people have complaint to us that the results can be mani-
pulated in the SCERT and the teachers can obtain a certificate
that he is a basic trained’ teacher just sitting in the examina-
tion hall. Sir, if you practically enquire into tha matter from

the House, you will find that a trained teacher, particularly,
in the L.P. School is not well trained. So how we can

expect ? A good citizen in the coming years of Elemen-
tary Education be not made perfect one. Secondly sir,
the random uncontrolled appointment has grown up due
to administrative lapses made by the Government but
not by the preceding 5 years, it is from the Jast 20
years or so, Sir, there is a Block Elementary Education
Office in a block where the Block Elementary Education
Officers do not attend office regularly, the High School
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officers also do not attend the office and even the dealing
assistants do not attend the school regularly. Sir, there is
no system of sanction a post in the Elementary School
against these schools. ( Interruption )

of flexible terms and conditions it is not possible. As we
are to spend a lot of money from our exchequer for
these people I would suggest to the Government to amend the
terms and conditions for such scholarship holders so that
we can make it mandatory for them to come back to
the State and to serve here for not less than 15 to 20
years Our past experience saysthat many of the scholar=
ship awardees who were sent for advanced education in
the name of overseas scholarship, do no-give us right
result. So, my suggestion to the Ministry is that the terms
and conditions relating to this are to be amended so
that the main objective of this scheme is implemented.

With these few words want to conclude here in support
