What are
the sources 3 what are the fresh taxation measures s
How this gap could met upge Secondly receipt
likely to come fromgenhancement of oil royalty, what
is the expectation ? At present, if we have to assess
on the present collection on oil royalty from the
Govt. of India, it is hardly about 250 crores, It is
expected that the new Oil Exploration & Licencing
Policy, what is called NELP, an amount of Rs, 377
crores will be accrued. Sir, this money is yet to
be calculated and fixed. As this August House know
that the oil royalty, as anncurced in tke Central
budget, is fixed at ad-valor 1ate and not on speci-

fied rate till today. Oil royalty was given on a

specified rate revisable on every there years after
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every third year but from this vear, the “interest
on oil price will be imposed ty different oil com-
panies viz. ONGC, and Qil India at international

rate, royalty will be paid on "ad-valoram basis. Sir,

this is only our expectation. The Government,
particularly our leader of the House asthe Finance
Minister, should engage the Goﬁt. of India on this
point. But they have accepted our requesis so far.
So, this is, som ething expected from Govt. of India,
moon-shine and not at all realistic, Govt. of 1ndia
bas not committed itself. The fourth source is the
increase in the divisible pool share from the Central
Govt, out of the central taxes ‘and duties. But
the policy is yet to be spelt out. It is not clear
how to cover up this deficit gap; These are, Sir,
very much uncertain. TR e
Hon’ble Members may guess that the budget looks
like an Accountant estimated Budget, it does not
look like a Budget presented by Finance Minister
of a ruling party and it is admitted that this Budget
will not have any boost nor it will accelerate the
economic activities in the state. 1fanything to do,
this Budget will further accentuate stagnancy, econo-
mic chass in the state.

As regards rate of tax on specified land,
wherc ‘tea cultivation is made, Sir, ] want to mention
what he has done here, Govt. has proposed to

Sir, I find in thc budget speech Of jhe Hon’ble
Chief Minister, who is inchargs, of Finance taat a con-
cession of 27 paise per kilogram of green tea leaf in
Barak valley. has bezen announced Now what were
the rates of tax on green tea leaf in West Bengal
and other neighbouring states ? Has any comparison
been made ? The budget is totally silent on this
aspect. I would expect the Hon'ble Finance Minister
that before he insist on this rate of tax he
would have made a comparative study of the rateg
of tax prevailing in neighbouring states, particularly,
in West Bengal so that he could come to a com-
prehensive view. Now, in this budget it is proposed
to reduce the agricultural income tax. My question
is what the sources from which Govt. can get
taxes. To my knowledge there are three sources
from where taxes can be collected. These are (1)
sales-tax (2) Land revenue and (3) agriculture 60%
of the income. are made up of tax on teg
which is treated as agricultural income, The agrie
cultural income tax a few years back was 75% [t

was reduced to 60Y%. 'Now, in this budget it hag

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been proposed bring down the tax from 607 to
45%. 1 do not know the ratjonale of that. Any.
way, this Govt. in its wisdom has decided to bring
down thke tax from €09, to 45%, Sir, this concession
will only benefit the big tea managements. What
will be' its social impact on the 40 lakhs of the
mwazcoors who are working in tea gardensin Assam.
I feel this aspect should have been taken in to
account while decision to give concession to the tea
managements was considered. My another point is
that, whether these tea managements for whom con-
cession has been made will be agreeable to look
into ‘the socio-economic aspect of the people living
in the tea gardens whether they will provide drinking
water, electricity, roads and primary schools intke
tea garden areasand improve their standard of living.
A8 you are all aware, it is our constitutional obli-
gatibn to provide primary education to our child-
ren as part of the programme for removal of
illiteracy in the society, Sir, this aspect has to be

‘taken in to account- At present the Indian tea

industry is facing a very stiff challenge in the
international tea markets, particularly in green tea
leaf. Mr. Speaker, Sir, I had occasions to study
this, Sir, Indian tea is facing stiff competition from
Sri Lanka and South Africa. They are using much
befter technique and scientific methods by which
they have been able produce better quality tea. As
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a result of this, their teas have been able to fetch
much better price in.the world market compared
to tea produced in India. To my mind it because
we have sticked to our old mothods of producing
tea, In this connection, I want to say that we have
not been able utilise the services of our Toklai
Research Centre to bring in qualitative changes in
our tea, [ request the present Govt. to take note

of this and develop the Toklai Research Centre
for our tea indusiry.

8ir, another aspect is the revision of sales-tax,
Sir, the Hon’ble Finance Minister has said about the
raiionalisation of sales-tax structure, But, Sir, really
speaking I do not find any rationality in the sales-
tax structure as propogated by the Finance Minister,
Mere revision of sales-tax rates. upward or down-
ward, does not reflect the sales-tax structure. Sir,

one of the Hon’ble Members from the treasury

bench, Shri Hazarika mentioned that rationalisation
of sales-tax means irretionalisation of sales-tax., In
the north-eastern states there are Jot of scopes
for leakage of sales-tax revenue because of the
irretional sales-tax = structure prevailing in the region,
We have hecard that inter-state problems of north-
castern states will be settled through negotiation
between the Governments. It has been announced
by the forum of Regional palitical Parties that
similar meeting should be held for rationalisation

of tax structure in the north.eastern states because
of differences In the structure of sales-tax an oil
and oil-products etc, If this is done - Assam can
earn more revenue for its exchequer. Sir, it is
quite sad that while I am taking part on discussion
on  budget, the Iion’ble Finance Minister is not
present, :

Sir, this budget is not going to  make any
impact on the growth of econemy. Sir, we all know
that the state of Assam has abundant resources
which can be tapped for economic develépment of
the state. But, Sir, I am sorry to say that this
state has remained as one of the poorest state in
the country. Why ? Because of lack of infrast-
ructural facilities, which the Finance Minister him-
self has edmitted in his budget speech, our economy
has not prdgressively build up. Now what are
these infrastructures ? Power and irrigation are two
main infrastructures for rapid growth of industry
and agriculture. Do we have proper irrigation kits like
pumps, generator etc. for irrigating our fields for incre-
asing our production of cropsy Have we been able
make regular power supply for our pumps and genera-
tors for irrigation ? Sir, power is the main infrastruc-
ture. Now, in this budget we do not find any mention
about augmentation of power supply in the state.
I am:sorry to say that even ia tlhie ‘budget of the
Central Govt. have failed to highlight this aspect.
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Sir, the people has welcomed the Central budget.
as most  timely and efficient budget. Even
in this budget I find there is tremendous
neglect to the power sector, Here in the state
budget also we do mot find any action plan on the
power sector. Without improvement in increasing
power supply we cannot expect to bring iu revolution in
the industrial sphere. At present, the state is pro-
ducing about 600 MW of power, whereas the total
requirement is much more. Power }is  one section
to which the jGovt, should pay much morle'atten-
tion and provide necessary support to meet the
growing demand of industries, because all develop-
mental activities to a great extent depends on
power. Even the committee constituted by the cen-
tral Govt. recommended that much more attention
" should be given to the powef sector if the economy
has to make any impact in industrial and agricul-
tural sectors. There is a basic infrastructure for
any industrial or ‘agricultural development, even on
the agricultural sector, Hon‘ble Minijster, Agriculture
is sitting here, [ do not know what hijs depart-
ments’ impact in the budget. There is nothing in

respect of agricultural revitalisation in Assam in
this budget. There is only budgetary fimbalance,
there is only fiscal imbalance in this budget.

Shri Chandra Mohan Patowary, ( Minister ) s Hon’ble
Deputy Speaker Sir, he himself was the power
Minister in the ersiwhile Ministry, and what I find
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he is speaking out of his ‘own version.

Shri Devananda Konwar : Now what we find there
is budgetory imbalance, fiscal imbalance, political
imbalance, to.remoye these imbalances this budget
arosed, it is very difficult to cut dowan the people’s
expenditure.. Therefore,., I will humbly - request
through Mr, Deputy jSpeaker that Govt. will have
to take courage if it means business, Then we must
have a look on the figure No. 3, growth of non
tax revenue, what is this growth of non tax revenue,
we find that from non revenue sources thére are
only two sources for Assam i.e. oil royalty and
other is forest royalty. Our main resources arc oil,
Coal forest resources and tea industry which 1s
agro ‘based. I find that oil royalty is to the tune
of -only 377 crores. as axpected this js the oaly
source. From forest sources, figure No. 3. growth
of non tax revenue, we find that forest tak revenue,
not about 30 crores rather much below 30 crores
is the forest resource. Why it is so poor. what
it shows here is much meagre. We find here in
the budget only gold and gold in this state, What
is the revenue collection, not even 30 crores from
forest, How this revenue leakage is to checked
what plan of Action is saggested for improvements
of forest revenue, So far as I know Arunachal

Pradesh Government have a re-plantation scheme,
r 5 times

the Contractors are to re-plan 10 time 0
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of the mumber which is compulsory, similarly no
measures have been tzken by the Govt. of Assam
in this regard. Of'cource  threughort 1lte ccuniry
there is Jeakage of forest recources. What'] learnt
in Kashmir during tle last 5/6 years, there are
leakage of forest resovrces to the extent of rupees
3000 crores what is the accumulated less in Assam
has not been mentioned ir the tudget. Now they
have mentioned about Kashmir but T would request
the Govt. of Assam, Ministry of Forest to check
up this. They said that Kasbmir has accumulated
loss to the tune of 3000 crores due to smuggling
but Govt. of Assam has not given any clear picture
about the accumulated loss of Assam forest resou-
rces due to smuggling etc. Tn this budget we do
not find whether anything has ‘teen proposed for
checking up this leakage of our forest regources.

Then Sir, with regaid to land revenue, there
are few conccssions proposed for small holdings,
this may be good. while proposing a new proposal
I should say that our poor peseantry, our poor
cultivators in villages should not be affected very
much. 1 should suggest now in revising the land
revenue rate, the above problem woylg not be sol-
ved. There should be a comprehensive legislation
relating to the rate on the land Tévenue in Assam
because the land revenue administratiop Is tunning
from more than 100 years back. Much of water
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has flown from Brahmapuira and therefore there
should be a comprehensive legislatien revising
the Assam Land revenue laws and Acts and if
there is any revision, I would suggest that Assam’s
land should be exclusively fail in two categories
of land® That is Urban land and Rural land and
the hierarchy of land revenue must be stopped, and
theje should be a higher land revenuve for urban
classified land and lesser land revenue for
agricultural or rural land in the villages in
the interest of poor peasants for the sake of agricul-
tural growth with a view to bringing agricultural
change as because the strategy for agricultural
development have to be taken and that must be
encoutaged and there should be proper relaxation
on the poor peasants of Assam, Therefore land
revenue law has to be revised. As regards enact-
ment of lavs relating to land revenue I would
have suggested something more but as the Hon’ble
Deputy Speaker has rang up I am to cut short
my speech Thank you very much.
