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that the earth’s atinosphere has not been able maintain
proper protectional force. Sir, various religious documents like
Bible have stated that hailstorms, tornado heavey riin, drought
aud umnnatural climate are few signs of earth’s impending
destruction some call it Armageddon some doomday etc. The
scientists have also admitted that the earth is increasiogly
losing its ozone layer and is gradually leading the éarth tow-
ards destruction by becoming warmer. As a resu'l', the human
and animal life has been very badly affected and, there-
fore, has become 2 topic of the day, as to how best we
can protect the ozone layer from pollution. Sir, this
resolution which has been brough before us, tries to make
the State Government responsible for main'aining the
ecological balapce: »ir, this Assembly should make the
Goverument primarily responsible for maintaining ecological
balance. Sir, we know the deteriorating condition of our
forests and we know the scientific explanation for that.
Sir, for our subsistence we require oxygen and at the same
time we breath-out carbon dioxido which is necessary for
the plant.

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This BSF and CR°F who are there as_a neutral force
in .the berder of Assam are in the. process of earning
their pocket money by depleting the forest of Assam by
charging thousands of rupees from illegal dealers of tim-
bers of Assam. Sir, it is most regretable instance in
the governance of the country._ It is not only the
BSF aad CRPF earning pocket money, as Mr, Raj—
bonshi has stated, that in the forest there are contractors
who depleted the forest. Sir, some time back I was a
member of the public Accounts Committee. We happened
to visit some of the forest areas. We had gone to Kachu-
gaon reserve forest, where at the north of tb-e Forest Ins-
pection Bunglow crores of logs are lying there. We went
10 other places like Rangapara, where also . uimber logs
worth crores of rupees are lying undisposed. Sir, even_if
these undisposed siocks of logs are sold today this Govern-
ment. can earn at least 10 crores of :rupees. Sir, these
logs are there, lying uncared for.. When the trees are
f:lled at lhe same time there should be re-plantation éls_o.
We have the scheme of social forestry and under this
Schemes trees are being planted at the sides of the roads
and we have seen that these roads are becoming pleasant
~ Places.  But even then, these trees are systematically dep-
leted. Who deplete them, who destroys the trees. It must
be mostly the cow herds, who are destroying without any
burpos:. So the Government must initiate a system to
protect all these of affirestation schemes.

luve been the subject of discusions today. The question
of loss of ecological balance is a global paoblem. It is
not the problem of Assam alone. Throughout the woild
a serious concern has bien expressed by the Scientists and
people of eminence that the world is heading towards
ecological imbalance. This fear has been generated ia the
minds of the people because of the renewed and wan.on
destruction ~of ‘forests everywhere, In Assam what is our
experience is that the forests are being destroyed. Who
are the destroyers, the human beings.

In this regard 1 primarily want to dwell upon certain
points, There are factors responsible for the wanton
destruction of our forests. (1) Fncroachment-who are the
encroachers 3 The people, Jandless people and generally

the tribals are accused of encroaching upon the forests,
It is right and there is no denying the fact that the

forests through the State are under encroachment mostly
by the landiess tribals. But how these tribal encroachers
have become landlessy Sir, there was no problem of
jandlessness .among the tribals in the past., What are
the factors which have rendered many of the tribals
landless - this nesds to be looked into. I do not want
to elaborate it. It has been pointed by the Hon’ble

\’
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Membet Rinai Khangur Basunatari that the tribals are very
much assaciated with forests, because. they live in the jungles,
in . tae f rests, not only for one,two or.few years but for
ages tog-ther the tribsls have been living in the forests
and with the forests and there was no destruction of
forests in the past. Destruction of forests is a rpccn:t
phenomenon and for this tribals cannot be held solely
responsible, This is No.l. Secondly, lack of education.
Tribzls love forests very much. there is no denying the
fac:t‘ but there are people who do not:haVe any love
for the fores!. The Government have failed in eiducaiin_g
the people in general, the Government have failed to
ingtil in the minds of the people the.sense of love for
the forests. This is another factor. Tritals are illiterate.
They never destroyed forests in the past. They only fnade
some use of the forests in their day to day life and that
does not Jead to the destruction of the forests. Destruction
of. forests started only when the foresis have been looked
at. from commercial point of. view. It is found that there
is. easy money in. the forests and so unscrupulous people
like timber businessmen started exploiting the forest
resources unscrupulously in collusion with those who are
entrusted with the responsibility of preserving and protect-
ing the forests. For this I do not blame only the AGP
Government. As far example, what bhappened in the
district of Kokrajhar beginning from 1983 and ending in 1985
during which period innumerable permits had been issued
to ths unscrupulous timber businessmen: The A:G.P.
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Government have also been following their path when
innumerable timber permits have been issued to the timber
businessmen. These unscrupulous people take the help of
the young people for feliing the trees and there are a
sizeable number of ucenpioyed youths, These unemployed
youths had been' used by the unscrupulous timber busisess-
men, because it gives easy money to everybody and on
the otherhand, the forest offi:ials olso coliabora'zd with the
businessmen;
( Chairman raag the bell for quorawm. )

So, all are responsibe. Those who are sitting at the helm
of affairs and the forests officials and the timber buosi-
nessmen, saw-mill-owenrs and the unemployed youths, all
are responsible. But for this, unemployed educated youths
cannot be held resposnsibie solely. They were "given much
indulgence and so, 1n the nams of felling trees under
Goveroment permits pzopie started indiscriminately felling
trees everywhere and by now, in fact, the forest resource
is gone. As a resuli, auring summer the soil In tLe forest
reserves is being washed away, river beds are rajsed
because of siltage, forest area is inundated, and so on.
As a result, we are going to lose ecuiogicil balance every-
where. This is a'very bad sympton .

What is more impor:ant is the lack of character,  Goverr -
ment means a machinery; a ccntrolling machinery ccnsist.ng of
nighly educated and enlightened people. Even the educ:-

Now, Sir, in this context here in Assam if we adopt
the Resolution this will be a part of world-wide move-
ment in maintenace of écological balance and our motive
behind moving this resolution is to see that not only the
State of Assam protects its forest resources and starts
afforestation but it also encourages the other neighbouring
States  to extend cooperation for afforestation  and
protection of forest resources. If we can stop the reckless
destruction of forest in the State, I hope, we will be
able to check the unwanted and wanton destruction of
forest in our neighbouring States also, by‘mobilising public
opoinion against it. My hon’ble friend, Shri B K
Basumatari has rightly pointed out that the QOzopne um-
brella is day by day becoming thinner and ultimately it
will” bring ‘doom * to  humandity and aj] living = organs.
Realisation of this ultimate 1ruth is of urgent necessity
for the human being. As a part of great world hhmanity,
we the people of Assam feel that we have got certain
responsibility in this regard and that responsibility is to
protect the destruction of forest and maintain ecological
balance. If we can do this it will not only help against
thinping the Ozdne; layer .but it will also protect us from
soil erosion and ravages of flood and other calamities,
Now, Sir, if .the: Government of Assam can' start this’
process of afforéstation we can éh'courége our neighbouring
States to do so. Vast forest areas lje in our border with
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neighbouring States and both the State GOVernments cla_im
for the right over these forests, with the ultimate aim to
exploit the forest resources from those areas for the bene-
fit of our State. Now, if both the Government start
destruction of forest affecting the ecological balance from
their respective sides of tnz forests, then a day will come
when the entire area will become a deseft. So, in order
to prevent this I would suggest that there may be a joint
venture launched with cooperation of the States bordering
Assam for afforestation and protection of forest resources
and maintain ecological balance, for the benefit of the
people of whole northeastern region. If we succeed in
our efforts then the very purpose of moving this Resolu-
tion will be served. Our main purpose is to mobilise public
opinion in the entire northeastern region against the destruc-
tion of forest resources and in favour of maintenance
of ecological balance. With these I concluge.

s Shri Aminul Islam; Mr. Chairman, Sir. At the very
outset- I endorse the Resolution by hon’ble member, Shri
Rajbonshi. Sir, the Resolution is in favour of a joint
venture with co-operation of the States bordering Assam
for afforestation and protection of forest resouces,
as has already bzen stated by learned friend Shri
Charan Narzary the question of maintaining _ecological
balance is a global problem. The problem faced by us
and in the north-eastern States is similar one faced by
the people of the entire India;. Sir, we are taking about

Sir, it is yery easy to criticise rather than to contribute
oneself to solve the problem. We are accusing the Gove-
Inment, we are accusing the officials and we are accusing
every others ; but, in fact, it is we who are responsible to

maintain ecological balance in the north-castern region. I
think, Sir, the people as a whole have become enemy of

nature, without which people cannot survive. Sir, all the
leaving creatures are breathing out carbon dioxide which
is suck in by the plants. Sir, a very large quantity of
carbon dioxide is also being emitted out by millions of
vehicles which is sucked in by the plants. Sir, we are
talking about atmospheric pollution but we have not done
anything to protect our plans, Plant is an integral
part of human life. It is a integral part  of the
animal lifs too. Sir, ~ only by criticising ~each other
we cannot solve the problem. [ think humanity as whole
must be trying to evolve a solution and make a joint effort
of educating the people in instill in them a sense of need

to protect plants from destruction and make them cons-
cious about the necessity of the nature, Oaly then the

problem can be solved. Sir, we are talking about enfor-

cement of new laws but we are so irresponsible that we
never see them executed. Whatever law we are having are not

executed properly because of the interefrence by politicians
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and other vested mterests Sll‘ unless thls vicious circle

is- destroyed, - it will, not. be- possible.to maintain - ecological
~balance. Sir, we are having- uncertai& climate'in the north-
eastern region which has -been caused to change in the

Sir, allegation has been made that nei-
ghbouring States are not cooperating with us to move jointly
in. maintaining ecological balance. If they do so then- it
will be possible for the people.of the -entire north-eastern
region to benefit from such a. proposal:If such a propo-
éal is accepted By the States in. the north-easiern region
and proper.action plan is made .to .éxecute the programmie

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Mr. Chairman (Shri Thaneswar Boro) : Now I request
the Minister, Forests to give his reply,

Shri Surendra Nath Medhi (Minister) ; Mr. Chairman,
Sir, we have appreciated the resolution brought by the
hon’ble member Shri Rajbanshi and other hon’ble members.
But we have some reservation and I would like to make
a statement in connection with the resolution,

Sir, we appreciate the concern of expression in the
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resolution. This problem has become a serious concern to
the State as well as to the whole North-Eastern Region.
The_ﬁnscientiﬁc management and reckless removal of timber
and other ‘pAroduces coupled with the jhuming in the hills
1D some North-Eastern Sta_tcs has created a very critical
situation in this régiop. Once the Soil is expoéed remor.
ving forest cover, the soil is subjected to. erosion by agen-
cies of water and wind resulting in uncontrolled = run
particularly in the Hills which washes down the valuable
life of supporting top soil making the land unfirtile and-
unproductive. The silt and sand brought.down by running water
from hills ultimately _ finds their way to the important
river system of our State -which causes sultation on the
river bed as well as on agricultural field affecting seriously
agricultural production and causing fresh floods. To tackle
this problem and to restore the ecological balance laidout
schemes-, on afforestation and watershed management as
well as soil conservation measures should ~be adopted in
the hills of North-Fastern region. Perhaps North Eastern
Council which is nodel agency _for. development of Nerth
Fastern States can. take up the schemes for restoration of
ecology and scientific; management of forest for better
environment. All the concerned States should come forward
and join hands by signing an agreement for-such  joint
venture,

The fores t areas along the Inter-State boundaries should
be maintained as Reserved forests by mutual adjustment
in the larger interest of the States.

Sir, several Hon. Members have made suggestions in
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connection with aforestation and maintenance of ecologic al
balance and environment ; some of them have also made
suggestion that steps should be taken so that there is no want-
on felling of trees in our forests. In this connecticn, Sir, [
may mention here that after this Governnient came to power
in 1985 December, it Stopped the operation of coupes and
mahals in March of 1986, Thereafter, there has
been no such felling of trees at all. 1 will not deny that
Some unscrupulous people are making some mischief by
felling trees for their own self-interest and in recent times
due to some terrorist activities in some areas of the
State, some forest areas have been destructed by felling
trées a nd killing wild life. It is known to everybody
and therefore I cannot deny it and i will not deny it, Sir,
there js certain difficulty and the difficulty is this : these
subjects of forests and wild life have been taken away
by the Central Government from State Governments by
making some legislation in Parliament in 1976 and by the
forty second amendment of the Constitution, Entries 19 and
20 of the State List of the seventh Schedule, have been shifted
from the State Lijst to the Concurrent List and renumbered as
17 (A) and 17 (B). Consequently it has become difficult
for the State Government of Assam, not only Assam but
every other State, to enact laws on the subjects, because
Some laws have already been enacted by the Central Govern-
ment for the protection and preservation of wild life in
1972; Thereafter, the Parliament had passed the Forest
Conservation Act, 1980. Therefore, without prior approval of

the Central Government, the State Government cannot do

anything and everything in respect of forest. That apart,
there is some other difficulty in accepting the Resolution
by the Government on the ground that disputes are there—
the border disputes. We all know that there are border
disputes between Assam and‘Nagaland, between Assam and
Arunachal Pradesh and between Assam and Meghaléya.
Unless these disputes are resolved, it will not be possible
for the State of Assam alone to adopt such a Resolution
and initiate the steps. There should be a concerted effort
for the protection and preservation of forests. and. for main-
tenance of ecological balance and environment. We know
that alreaay a case is pending  with regardi to a border
dispute between Assam and Nagaland in the Hon, Supreme
Court. All thess things are there. Therefore, while we
appreciate the importance ofi ithe Resolution, there are certain
practical difficulties for: whichi it will not be! possible for
the Government to accept the Resolution. If North-Eastern
Council initiates. such_an endeavour and request all: the
neighbouring -states 10 make .a concerted effort for the
maintenance of ‘ecological balange and environmeant -and. for:
protection and preservation. of foresrs as well as aforestas
tion, then such move to be made by the N:E:C. will be
wellcome definitely. . Therefore, my request to.-the. Hon.
Members of the Oppositioﬁ who have brought this:Resoelu-,
tion ris to withdraw the same by taking into consideration
what I have stated and the practical difficulties . we - are
facing in accepting the Resolution, Otherwise, . we would
aot have any objection to aceept. the Resolution, because:
disputes are there between Assam and other neibouring
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States —border dispytes, Therefore, again I request the
mOVers of the resoution to' withdraw it.

Development of the *plains tribal areas of the State of
Assam, it is hereby enacted in the 34th year of the Republic
of India as follows ¢

[ (i) The Act may be called the Tribal Development
Authority Act, 1582,
The very purpose of this Act was to accelerate “the Deve-
lopment of the plaips tribal arcas of ‘Ascam .~ Now - this
is the purpose¢ for which this Act was passed ; but we
have our experience that after the passage of the Act, n>
progress has been made because there are cartain lacuna~.
The lacunae is this—I quote from page 2 of the Act:

IV (1) (d) Eight members to be elected as provided in
Sub Section 2 of the lection strictly by the limited voters

belonging to the plains tribal communities of the Gaon
Panchayat areas or part of the G.P. area falling within
the area to which this Act is applied.”

Sir, though this Act was passed to accelerate the deve-
lopment of the plains tribal areas and to accelerate the
developmentel process, this body should be e ected and it
should have been fully constituted with there 8 members,
