and since the money available under the general ‘plan is" not eneligh
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to meet the genuine needs of scheduled tribes and scheduled castes this
special tribal sub-plan has been given where money has been available
under this plan. So the people who have been entrusted with the
responsibility of planning the money under the tribal sub-plan should
have a clear conception about the concept of the tribal sub-plan. Ne-
vertheless, inspite of this sub-plan given by the Central Government,
expected result could not be achieved over the years in the past in
respect of developmental activities for the scheduled tribes and seheduled
castes, What is the reason ? Here in the State we have the Chief
Minister at the apex and below the Chief Minister there isa welfare
of Scheduled Tribes and Scheduled Castes and Other Backward Classes
of People Department headed by a Commissioer and below this Depart-
ment there are other agencies also like the Tribal Development Corpora-
tion, The Plains Tribes Development Authority on the one hand, and on
the other, we have the Tribal Advisory Council consisting of the tribal
legislators and the tribal members of Parliament and also we have the
Assembly Committee for the Scheduled Tribes and the Scheduled Castes,
over and above, we have the ITDP and the Tribal Dezvelopment Board
at the subdivisional level. SO many organisations, so many agencies are
there. This is the structure for execution of the developmental projects
but T am sorry to say sir, that all these multiproned agencies. organisa—
tions have remained as mere ornaments practically without being able to
d:liver the goods. Whaat is the reason ? The reasom, as I think,is that
the officers who have been entrusted with the responsibility of executing
the developmental programmes do not have enough time because the
gensral departments have to execute the special programmes for the
development of the scheduled tribes and scheduled castes, That s why,
with this and in view, the Tribal Development Authority had been
given. It is a statutory body, We urge upon the State Government that
if they are genuinely interested in doing something good to the scheduled
tribes and scheduled castes then there should be devolution of real
exzcutive power to the Tribal Development Autiority whichis a stawtory
body but this has not been done so far. In the meeting of the Plains

Tribal Development Authority presided over by the Hon’ble Chief
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Minister, a sub-committee was constituted to recommend means or ways
to make the Trital Development Authority more effective and meaning-
ful and accordingly the Sub-committee constituted by the Authority under
the chairmanship of the Hon’ble Chief Minister recommended suggesting
devolution of real executive power to the Tribal Development Authority
but that has not besn done and it remained so far asa mere recom-
mendotary body. The State Government has never cared to implement the
reccommendations made by the Tribes Advisory Council as well as the
Assembly Committee for the Scheduled Tribes and Scheduled Castes, Tt
is a very sorry state of affairs, I do not advise the Government to sciap
the law covering the Tribal Development Avuthority bat what I want
is that this Authority should be given real executive power to prepare
plans and to spend money for the implementation of the programmes

for the developmental activities.

Another point, Sir, is that by now a very disturbing law and order

situation is prevailing in certain tribal areas in the wake of the agitation
launched by ABSU tU) and other organisations associated with the

ABSU. The whole process of developed has come to a standstill. Sir,

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Sir. as a matter of fact thc whole machinery established to ensure the
fullest development of the scheduled tribes and scheduled castes has
miserably failed. There should be total review of the whole system.
It is the system which is respensible ; the system should be changed,
There should be change in the atfitude of the Government in the
attitude of the dominant section of the people, in the attitude of the
people who are at the helm of affairs and so far as the Bodo agita-
tion is concerned ! want to make an observation in the last. I will
conclude with this, We cannot simply blame the youngsters who have
taken up arms aond indulged in terrorist, extremist or disruptive activities.
We blame those people who have indoctrinated the cult of violence
into the minds of the innccent young pecple and destroyed a whole
generation, younger generation. This is very dangerous. There should
be a return to the normalcy ; but it js not an easy task. Tt may take
time, it is the time factor which will decide. People are fed up. We
stand for peace, harmony and normalcy ; we do not want destruction, anni-
hilation. We condemn the politics of physical annihilation violence and for this
violence we cannot simply blame the young sters. Itis our duty, it is the
responsibility of all concerned to prevail on them., We should make them
understand that this is not the way to progress, rather this is the
way to self destruction leading towards assured abyss and the indoc-
trination of the cult of violence should be at any cost stopped. With
this I concluce.

Shri Silvius Condpan : Mr Chairinan Sir. I would like to make a brief
observation in support of our Cut-Motion on the grant for the wel-
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fare of Scheduled Caste, Scheduled Tribes and otheér Backward Classes of
Assam. Sir. it is the obligation on the part of the Government to seriously
look into the affairs of the welfare of these constitutionally protected
classes, namely Scheduled Castz and Scheduled Tribes people.

Since yesterday much has been agitated by our friendsand I fully
share with their concern and I would lik2 to add something
from my own. Sir, in this very grant therc is a provision for
other Backward Classes people for their economic wuplifrmeat and you
will find, Sir only an amount of Rs 1.57 crores has beea allocated for
their welfare. It has already been stated by my friend Mr. Debeswar
Bora that according to Mandal Commission Report more than 50 per
cent population belong to other Backward classes and see the allocation
of fund by this Government, It is not my submission. Itis the officially
constituted Committee’s Report that speaks out this projecied population
of other Backward Classes people in Assam and only one anda half
crores of rupees have been provided for their welfare during the year
1989-90, T do not know what is the basis for this allocation for the
welfare of more than 50 per cent people of the State, Sir, I seriously
resent on this kind of attitude of the Government. The Ministry might

have pious desire to uplift the condition of this Backward people, Rut what

the machinery is doing ? Whatever papers have been prepared. and

has been brought for our support only. Sir, Twill requast the Hon’ble
Minister through you that atleast whatever has been provided the fund
should be spent for their upliftment in its real sense. My next submijs-
sion is regarding 15 per cent job reservation for the Other Backward
Classes, My friend has already stated that there is an Executive Qrder
in this respect. Even if it is an Executive Order, it is an official
instruction and the officers arc bound to carry out the Executive order
of the Government, But Sir, while we go to see the implementatjop
of this Executive Order, we find that it is not at all being implemenp-
ted, They do not care that this is an Executive order Sir, there ig no
follow up action by this Deptt regarding implementation of the pyecu.
tive order for 15 per cent job reservation for other Backward Qlasges.

Thereby Sir, the candidates belonging to these communities are fully
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- deprived of in getling employment opportunities,

Next. Sir, within' this other Backward Classes people, the tea andex-tea
garden population in Assam also beloag to this category. They come
into this category and for that reason  we have been demanding that
according to our status in the original state from where our fore
fathers came here as tea garden labourers, we should be given the
constitutional status. Then Sir, we have been categorised as Tea and Ex-Tea
Garden tribes  to be more other Backward Classes. But -there isno
Separaie or any special provision for their upliftment, for welfare of
this communitv though this community is called rather more backward
then the constitutionally protected Scheduled tribes and Scheduled Caste.
Sir, in Assam for welfare of this category of people there is a Direc
torate, which was constituted in the year 1983. Sir this Departménf
has baen alloted a fund of Rs 56 lakhs only. Sir, see the fund allocation
to improve the lot of 55 lakhs of tea and e)i-tea garden iribes of Assam.
And Sir, this chunk of people of a farge percentage of total population
of Assam working in differsnt (e gardens of Assam are earning large
income for the Government but their walfare is not looked into by the
Government, Sir, it is a fact that this step molh.erl,v attitude  shown to
this community which is contributing for the promotion of culture of
Assé_m for strengthening of commupal harmony in this Stite and for uplift
ment of this scction of people only Rs 56 lakhs has been provided.
They are demanding nothing but-their social- and economic upliftment.
Sir. whenever they will take arms or resort to agitation they will be
identified differently from the rest of the Assamese community, Then
it will he too late for them to bring into the main stream ‘of the Ass-
amese community. That will be most unfortunate Sir for us,
whatever amgunt has been provided to this Directorate,
