Voting on Demands for Grands

Mr. Speaker : Now 1tem No. 2. Shn Maznmdd
Ahmed. S ; : :

* Shri Maziruddin A‘hr:ied, Mr. Speaker Sir, in s‘uppo‘rt
of my Cut Motion on Grant No. 56 : Rural Development
(Panchayat), I would like to state the fOIlowing points.

At present, Panchayat seems to be nen functioning
and there is no activity of the Panchayats. The
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Panchyat is first of all to look to the assessment of tax
and realisation of tax. But there is no such functioning
of the Panchayats. The Panchayat personnel have no

authority even to do this. They are very free for
giving settlement of fisheries and hats without respecting
to the prevailing norms to be followed. It is found
in many cases that the persons who have allegiance
to the AGP get settlement without even offering tender
or by superseding the highest tenders given by some
other persons. Then this Panchayat money is mis-
appropriated. In Goalpara, the Panchayats are running
by the ad-hoc bodies constituted by this Government
from the very beginning of their coming to pOWET-
Their argument was that they did not get the President’s
assent. Presently, it has got the assent of the Present.
But there is no such arragement for holding the
Panchayat elections. Instead, adhoc bodies are formed by
persons of AGP. In some cases, 2/3, persons of the
same village or locality have been taken in the ad-hoc
body. Persons from minority areas have not been
included in the ad-hoc bodies. In Goalpara District,
the minorities constitute 55% of the population. But We
find, not even 10% representatives of the minorities has
been inciuded in the adhoc bodies. In my Constitutency,
there is not a single member from the minority
community in the Panchayat ad-hoc Committee. This
is how the Panchayats are running without represen-
tation of the minorities. This Government assured at
the beginning that they would do justice to the all
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communities. But we find there is no justice being done

{0 the minorities.

Sir, due to non“realrisation or non assessment of
tax, the salaries of the officers could not be paid.
We find the salaries of the officers have remained
pending for about 3/4 years. In the meantime, we
have got reports that many persons have committed
suicidé for want of non-payment of salary.-

The main idea of Panchayat is for decentrahsatlon
of power to the people. But’ here we ﬁnd decentra—

lisation has not been done, as the Government is not
interested in delegatmg powers The Bon’ble Minister

for Rural Developme'nt( Panchayat ) assured in the House

in 1986 that the elections would be held in May, 1987.

But uptil now, mo election has been held and the

masses have been denied in ‘taking part in the affair
of their own. The pretext of not holding elections
is that the electoral rolls have not been prepared. But
what is the reason ¢ This Government came to power
with the voter list of 1985. If this list is valid for
Assembly elections, why it is not valid of Panchayat ~
elections ¢ Probably, they have been- thinking that the

-result "vvouid ‘not come in their favour. The voter list

can be prepared ‘within three months. - What is’ the
cause of mnot preparing the voter list. They sald there

are large number of - forelgners in the . State In 32-
years, ohly 2000 cases have been pending in Tribunal |
ard 259 persons have so far been deported. It is a
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very funny thing. I asked one Police Officer— what do
you do with these persons ? He said, they take the
people to the border and drop them on the border,
and these persons so deported return home before our

officers return.

This Government came to power with the blessings
of Shri Rajiv Gandhi through an Accord, During the
agitation it was declared that lakhs and lakhs of
foreigners are living in the State and they should be
driven out. But this has failed. These agitators who
retarded the progress of the State for 6 years in the
name of driving out the foreigners, have not been
able to detect foreigners. There is a saying by one
Bangladeshi poet in describing the prowess of an
warrior. It is like this “(in Bengali)”’ wri«(d effeql a7
A5 Zite foey, @A Ad Fs W AlEE ewia efTml o
5% 3fo zimla According to the agitators there were
lakhs of foreigners in the State of Assam. But when
they engaged their officers to detect foreigners they
could not find as declared. So this detection of
foreigners has been given a good-by. So I submit
Sir, if the Panchayats are to function it should function
democratically and there should be election and it
should be held immediately on the basis of 1985 elec-
toral rolls. In that case people can take part and
execise their rights and safeguard their interests, econo-
mic and others. But this Government is afraid to face
the election. A few days ago Government sponsored
boycot by officers for not taking part in the

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preparation of electoral rolls was declard. It was sponsored
by the Government through ASSU volunteers of AGP.
They sat before the Government offices and they were
served tea and other things by Government officers
( voice : shame ). But when these picketers were not
there the offices were locked. When people went to
the offices they wanted to know why the offices
were locked when there were no picketers. They were
told that they may not be here been but they may

come any moment. This is how the Government is
running the administration. But now voters list is going

to be prepared. But why steps were not taken earlier ?
If steps were taken earlier there would have been no

problem for the people to come forward and ‘take
part in the democratic process and take part in their

local democratic institutions. Now, in these 3;—* years
of this Government nothing has been done in the

minorities areas; they have been left to their fate.
This Government has been practising anti-minority

attitude and it is chauvinistic in character. They want
to deprive the minority of their political rights. This
Government has done mistake by calling the Indian
citizens foreigners, particularly the people living in the
Char arcas. These people who are living in the char
areas are posted with all documents. Whenever
any officer goes there they show their documents. So
if this Government want to do any service to the
pcople they should go democratically and allow the
people to take part in the Panchayats for effective
development with co-operation of all. If the minoritics
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are left out there will be no end . of mistrust aad

disunity. There will be rise of mistrust and ill feelings
among various communities. As a result each group
are demanding separate state and §eparate languages.
So Sir, I would suggest that Government should do
things with the help of all and try. to improve their
economic condition and ameliorate their grievances.
It will be unwise to allow a particular community to
progress The Government should take all .the people,
who are under developed, who are not getting any
benefit of education, into confidence and give them
the facilities for their all round -development. Each
and every person of the State should be taken into
confidence in making a prosperous Assam. Otherwise
future of the state will be very precarious. We have

seen what has happened during thé§e 3—; years. It is
‘time to ponder over the matter and work for unity
‘among all sections cof people living in the State. If

this is not done Assarr{ will become d1v1ded in times -

to come. So we should = take lesson .and try to out
our heads and mind together ot bring ~Assam in the
economic map of the country. Unless we give. up
slogans, we cannot improve. We should always work
in cc-cperaticn with all sections of pecople and ethnic
groups to make our State prosperous. We should
sink all our differences for the welfare of the State.
Sir, I am not going to speak any more. I hope our
" Hon’ble Panchayat Minister will leave no stone
unturned to remove the grievances of all sections of

Shri Binai Khunguor Basumatari: How’ble Deputy
Spraker, Sir. In suppert of my cut motion I wish
to observe a few points. -Sir, first as my predecessor
has pointed out I want to rcad cut the provisions
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of the Constitution .of India, Article 40, which is a
part of the Directive - Principles of State Policy. I
- quote—The State shall take steps to organise village
panchayats: and endow them with such powers and
authority as may be necessary to enable them to
function as units of self government. These are very
important - words that have been put into our Consti-
tution which if these were given effect. to a lot cf

unhappiness at grassroots Tevel could-have been tackled.

Sir, there are many things in our ‘Constitation but
by this Article 40 every village must ‘be endowed with
powers and authority to work as self government for
the people of the village. But what happened in our
case 9 By our. case I mean, Sir, the tribal case. [
have for two three times in this House said that one
Mobkuma Parishad has been constituted at Udalguri
- whose chief executive officer or chief councillor is 2
man who is not entitled to reside in tribal belt or
block. He does not even have the law behind him
to leve in tribal belt or block and this government
appoints this man to run the Mohkuma Parishad of
UdaTguri subdivision. So what are the reasons 9 If
we want to turn this into simple language then this
tribal areas of Assam is under the AGP Government
converted into colonies of ‘nontribal people.v Sir, how
can it be possible in a State where everyone says we
are brothers. Everyone is aware of the law , then how

can this AGP Govornment convert the tribal areas

into colonies of non-tribal people ¥ Because I have

'S
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teen saying this the Assamese have been branding me
as anti-Assamese force. But these people who brand
me as anti-Assamese, do they understand the - words
of this Constitution ? So if I am branded as anti-

- Assamese by these forces then my- answer will be

these people who brand me as anti-Assamese are anti-
Indian because they have gone against the Constitution |
of India. So in support of my “observations with -this
serious situation I hope this Govérnment will realise
it. Then want to come over to the budgetary heads.
Sir, you will fiad most of the money for this rural
development and panchayat has gone for nutrition. In
t he general areas the allocation is rupees three crores
fortyfour thousand, Sixth schedule area rupces six lakhs
Plan area and non Plan rupees ten lakhs sixtyone
thousand. Then comes the rural development prOgrammes
—Plan areas General areas rupees seven corores thirty-
three lakhs, Sixth schedule areas rupees eightythree lakhs
and non Plan fiftythree lakhs. Sir, if you analyse
thése allocations further in the pages then you will
see that for nutrition so much money. has been provi-
ded, so much of money amounting to more than five
crores for nutrition that one -could have changed the
physical situation of the children of our - State. But
if you go to the villages you will find many of our
children are hungry, they are skin and bones, they
do not have proper nutrition and they do not
know whether they are on the verge of dying or on
the verge of living. Then the question-will be where
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ha§ this money gonme, this five crores gone ¢ I hope,
Sir, the hon’ble Minister when he replies he will give
us satisfactory _repli'es. Then even out of the special
nutrition programme, tribal sub plan is _tﬁirtyone lakhs.

Now if thé special nutrition . programme is of about

rupees five crores then tribal sub plan -allocation should
be at least rupees fifty lakhs but only thirtyone lakhs
have been provided. My predecessors.have dwelt in
length about this nutrifional programme, so I do not
want to repeat but I want to record that in many
tribal areas this nutrition programme  have benefitted
certain. persons, certain touts of the government who
are -working in conjunction with the block officer and
they do mnot really go to the - people in the interior
rural.- aress. Then  in this community development,
panchayati raj seventy lakhs have been provided for
plan areas and thirtyone lakhs for non plan areas and
out _of -this for trib_al -sub pian areas eightyﬁ.ve lakhs
have been provided ‘at page 4. Even if this eighty-
five lakhs were provided for tribal areas development
under community development then a lot of work
could have been done. But what is happening ¢ 'Sir,
in my block I have seen that most of the money out
of this_head goes for squatting plates and there is a
big. scandal going on about this squatting plates.
Suppose the B.D.O. has orcered for the manufacture
of 100 squatting plates, they are supplied in sub-
standard quality, and as soon as they are brought to
the compound of the B.D.O. ( so. office, they get broken

&
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down. This is what is going on in tribal areas. What
would be the use of these squatting plates, sometimes
t.hey are repaired with the use of cement and then
distributed among the tribal people which do not last.
What is the idea behind it. The idea is that these
tribal people—they live in unhygenic condition ; so let
them have these repaired things if they are of any use
to them. It is an useless operation on the part of
the government in the name of welfare of the tribals,
and it creates resentment among the tribals. Similarly
there are many other things which I would like to
point out. At page 23 of the budget estimate on
Panchayat & Rural Development, against 796 Tribal
Areas Sub Plan (a) Community Dev. Project (9) Grant
in Aid—Rs. 85,00,000 has been proposed. This amount
of Rs. 85 lakhs is now converted into Grant-in=-aid.
So how do we analyse this budget estimate ¢ Out of
this grant-in-aid you provice for squatting plates
or else this grant-in-aid is for whaty What they will
te going to do with this grant-in-aid injtribal areas?
Whether this money will bring any berefit to the

tribal people at all; these are to be verified sir. I
wish to concluce with this remark that our India

became indepencent in 1947 and some time afier 1950
the first rural 'de\elopment project that was started
with the Commurnity Project. Government of India
launched the Community Development Projects and
many buildings were constructed for these projects in
many places. For long they have been le't unuced
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and have become like haunted houses. This is what
is haprening in Udalguri. First this community project
building was converted into the Block headquarter.
Thereafter the same had been ccnverted in to the
Panchayat office. Sir under the community develop-
ment project scheme many tractors and jeeps were
provided and present in my Udalguri Block two such
tractors and two jeeps/were provided by UNICEF also;
but these have been in disrepair for long, and I in
my capacity as chairman of the Block Level Committee
moved the government for getting them repaired so
that they could be made usable, but the State Government
has not been able to do anything about it. Then it
was proposed to the authority to see if they could
be condemned and disposed of, but nothing has been
done yet. Likewise may be crores of rupees which
were spent for purchase of jeeps or tractors and
construction of community houses have been allowed
to go in waste. They could neither be made usable
by repairs nor they are disposed of for whatever
worth. So these money were of no long standing
benefit to the people. This is what is happening. If
we go in-bringing new institutions C.ID. or under
panchayat it should be secen that they bring real bene-
fit to the rural people. Sir, first the community
development project came into being; then came the
institution of panchayats first it was a two-tier pancha-
yat system and then it was converted into three-tier
ones. So this way many experiments have been caried
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out. It is not the end. Now wvery recently, Govern=
ment of India have adopted the three-tier panchayat
raj with new projection ©of automomy. According to
it, they are going to allow our rural people to become
pigmies. Should we go on making experiments after
experiments at the cost of the rural masses ? How can
we bring progress ? How can we develop our rural
areas if we go on experimenting like this with -one
procedure after another ¥ We have a lot of with this
Covernment because their coming to power was some-
thing unusual; but T am sorry to say that they have
also let us down. The have failed miserably. As my
Hon’ble friend, Shri Das has said, effective function-
ing of the institution of panchayat is provided in the
Constitution m its Directive Principles of State Policy.
So this is a directive to the State and they should
be taken on principle for institution of Panchayat
system in the State and gone in for its election. The
State Government should have realised it and should
have exercised their right and conduct panchayat
electicns. Now the chance has really gone for them.
But then are we going to have election of panchayats
i+ the state or not ¢ What is about the working of
the panchayat staff in tribal areas » Today most of
the panchayat offices have been burnt down by agitators.
Why because there is a conspiracy sit. Government
have resorted to harsh repressive measures in tribal
villages particularly in Bodo villages. The police parties
came to the villages and enquired about the buildings
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remaining unoccupied: Police comes there and they
occupy the office buildings which have been left by
the occupants because of apprehensions. Police comes
there and ask the gaon buras if there are any occu-
pants m the buildings; gaon buras informed them ir
the negative and tken the police said that they were
coming to occupy them. They say that there are
some criminal activity in the tribal village, and so
they are going to station themselves in the vacant
office buildings. Sir, it is only a pley of the police
people because they are afraid of staying there. So
these office buildings are burnt by them so that they
are not to cccupy and remain there. It is only a
ploy of ‘the police. So this destruction of government

properties is ploy to shatter the economy of the tribal
people and all government development activities in

tribal areas. This is the real picture in the tribal
areas .I place before the House and my Cut motion is
on policy matter and so I have placed this before
you in support of my Cut Motion. I hope the
Government will change their attitude towards the

tribals and the will stelast try to follow the Directive

Principles of State Policy in so far as the tribal wel-

. fare is concerned. With these few words I conclude

my speech sir.

Shri Aminul Islam : Mr. Deputy Speaker. in
support of my cut Motion I would like to say a few
words,

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The dream of the father of the nation in bring-
ing about all round development in every nook and
corner of the country and to give its Rural Masses
the taste of Democracy and Independence has come
to nmaught. Sir, it is due to the ‘autocratic’ attitude
of the party in power and themselves boast of being
elected democratically, never hesitate to strangulate the
democratic aspirations of the people at the village
level. Sir, the Government of India of late has brought
about a legislation with the intention to invigorate
and revitalise the ailing Panchayat system. But I do
not know whether it is an election gimmick or there
iies sincere intention. Time will only tell us the truth.
Though the legislation has been brought in by the
Unicn Government the State Government has to play
the major role in revitalising and invigorating the
Panchayat system. The very intention of creating Ram
Rajya by organising people at the wvillage level and
involving people of all sections, is yet to become a
reality. Sir, we boast of being the citizens of the
largest democracy in the world. But we have failed
to strengthen the very fabric of the democractic forces
at Panchayat level without involving the village people
in the democratic process, without which we cannot
give true democracy in the country. Sir, we have
inherited a culture of Adhocism. The Government of
Assam has committed a crime by not allowing its
people to involve themselves in the matter of demo-
cratization of the Panchayati Raj. We have deprived
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them of deciding their destiny. By opting for adhocism
we have spoiled the very fabric of democratic process.
at the lower level. This system has stalled the process
of growth of leadership at the village level. Sir, the:
intention of having a Panchayati Raj is to create a
Teadership at the village level and to involve people
in all development works. But that has not been done.
Neither the Government has been able to involve the
people at the village level in developmental works.
This adhocism has created nothing but a bunch of
touts who have no leadership among the people. They
are neither elected nor responsible te the people: This
group of adhoc leaders has 1o responsiblity towards
the socity and as they are not elected they are not
accountable to the electorates. They are mot at all
sensitive towards the problems of villages. This adhoc
system has created a void in the demccratic process
at Panchayat Tlevel. Sir, as the because the adhoc
feaders ate not elected, as because they are not scu-
sitive towards the problems at the village level and
as because they are not acccuntable to the people, a
sense of autocracy” develops in their mind. So, apart
from developing growth of autocracy in their minds
of the adhoe leaders, it has also encouaged psychopha-
ncy. This system of adocism is also the root cause
of the growth of unhealthy pressure groups in the
polity.

Sir, atiother aspect is about corruption. Much has

b
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been said about corruption by many hon’ble members
who participated in the discssion. And, many examples
have been cited by them to show that corruption has
become the order of the day in the Adhoc system.
As the adhoc leaders are not accountable in any way
to the people they tend to become corrupt and they
suffer from inertia as they do not have a responsibility
to the society. The State Government is also not
found to be responsive towards the financial problems
of the Panchayats. Almost all the Panchyats in the
State are suffering from financial bankcruptcy. The
State Government has not taken any positive steps to
streng then the financial position without which we
cannot- have a good Panchayat system.

Sir, another aspect which is agitating the minds
of all the people of Assam is the plight of Panchayat
Employees. This unlucky lot have suffered a lot. Sir,
the State Government machinery is accused of being
indifferent towards the 'very genuine problems of the
Panchayat employees. And, this has happened only
tecause of ithe fact that their numerrical strength is
100 less to hold the Government machinery at ransom.
Had their strength been in lakhs, no Government even

would be able to remain indifferent towards their just
and genuine demands.

Sir, one basic problem is that are the Panchayat
employees not human being ¢ Are they not citizens of
independent democratic country ¢ Are they not protected

Sir, Jet us try to convince our
Government and here our Hon’ble Minister, panchayat
is present. I humbly submit Sir to have a pragmatic
approach on the problems of the panchayat employees.
They should try to understand the agony of their
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mind. Sir, while the Government of Assam <can feed
lakhs of employees, why the Government cannot take
the responsibility of about 5 thousand employees of the
Panéhayat. But Sir, these employees are not considered
as the employees of our State. Sir, this Government
has failed to give these employees the status of the
employees State Government. Why this is so ¢ This
question should be answered positively here.

Speaker, Sir, while supporting the cut motion I like
to make a few observations.. I will say. only a few
words because it is useless to say anything about this
Department.. This Department has decided not to pay
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any heed to arny suggestion or any criticisms. Sir,
there are two Acts in Assam. One is Assam Pancha-
yati Raj Act, 1972 and another is Assam Panchayati
Raj Act, 1986. The ASSAM PANCHAYATI RAJ ACT,
1972 provides for two-tier sysiem of Panchayats and
ke new Assam Panchayati Raj Act, 1986 provides for
3-tier system of Panchayats.

Sir, this is a new Act, ~and this Act of the Assam
Legislative Assembly received the assent of the President
of India in the year 1986. But sir, this Act has been
kept under cold-storage for the last 2; years. This
is a constitutional obligation and there is no such pre-
cedence that an Act after recciving the assent of the
president of India can be kept under cold-storage with-
out giving any effect. So far as my information goes,
opinion of the Minister, incharge of Parliamentary
Affairs and law, was sought and the Hon'ble Minister
accordingly opined in the file that this should be given
effect to immediately. But, sir, even after the lapse of
6 months, Government is silent and slceping over the
matter. This is a constitutional obligation but the
Government is not going to meet the obligation. One
can casily understand the intention of the Government.
Sir, the intention of the Government is -not to give
eTect of the Act. Sir, the Chief Whip of the A @P.
party has stated many beautiful words. But, sir, what
is the intention of the Geovernment ¢ I want a cate-
gorical answer 9 1 want to know whether Government
will give effect of this Act, new Panchayat Raj Act
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1986 ¢ Sir, the A. G. P. party ‘Government after
assuming power declared among other things that they
will provice a clean administration and that the
democratic-local-self-Government-Institution will be allowed
to function democratically. Sir, committees have been
constituted in district and sub-divisional levels with D.
Cs/S. D. Os, Local M. L. As and other. non-officials
for the purpose of preparation of delimitation of the
G. Ps. Committees both in the district and sub-divisional
levels sat several times and took so much pains and
times for preparing the delimitation process inviting
necessary claims and objections. But, Sir, Government

have passedZ; years but nothing has been finalised

as yet. Why the delimitation 7 G. P. have not yet been
notified inviting claims and objections ? Why the

commititees have been constituted both at the district and
sub-divisional levels when Government has not yet
decided to finalise the delimitation process ¢ I do not
understand what is the intention of the Government ¢
Government may hold the election or may not hold
the election that is a diffcrent matter. But what is
the harm to finalise the delimitation process when
Government have invited the same after constituting
District and Sub-divisional level-committees ? Sir, there
was a proposal that during the 7th plan period 252
Blocks would be created. The Government have created
10 Development Blocks in 1687, and in the notification
it has been stated that the boundaries ¢f the Block
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and the contituent Goan panchayats will be netified
later on. This notification was made on 2nd November..
1987. After this notification, no  further nofification
has been issued showing the boundaries of those L&
Blocks. Now, Sir, Government have come up with
another notification on 18th May, 1989, declaring
creation of 27 Blocks, having 6 Blocks in Nowgeng
District. Sir, we know it well that Nowgong will
get the lfon’s share as things are done on - political
consideration. But we want to know what about the
27 Blocks 7 What the Department is doing in this respect ¢
Then, Sir, with regard to RLEGP, 1 would Iike to
state that RLEGP allocation were made on blocks
basis and hot on population basis though it has been
discontinued sirice 1989-90. Other States are receiving
huge amount of money under RLEGP schemes but
we are piot receiving more allocation as our number
7 blocks remiains same as before. Then, Sir, with regard
to the holding of the election ‘‘less said is better”.
Sir, here in the floor of the Housz, the then Minister-
incharge of Panchayat, Hon'ble Shri Chandra Arandhara,
had declared that election of Panchayats will be held
by May, 1987. This is in the proceedings of the
House. But what has happened about his declaration
of holding the elcction ? Sir, we know that this
Government will not hold the election 3 But what
is the difficulty in advancing the process of delimitation
process and creation of new blocks. Sir, it is learnt

5
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that Government is trying ‘to have all the G.Ps as
‘ad-hocs’. Sir, I want to know whether there is any
such provision in the Act e So far T know, Sir,
there is no provision for adhocism. But if they want
to do it, they may do so in the panchayat Raj Act
1912 or 1986. Sir, the way the department is functioning
nOwW is very miserable. It is a sorrowful state of
affairs, Sir, in the name of distribution of commercial
items, in the name of adult education, in the name
of construction of roads and culverts etc, grants arc
given everywhere without having the utilisation certificates.
The department should have made proper assessment
of works before giving grants.

Actually huge amount of money is being spent
but it is sheer wastage. For S.N.P pregramme lakhs
and lakhs of rupees are being spent but how th:
staff are working is bstter known to the department.
The STATFED is there, their services may be utilised
for' th purpose but the department is not involving
anybody., Local people are there, local committee is
there—they should be involved in the programme to
see distribution, but nothing is being done.

Sir, in biocks there are two BDOs, of course,
provision has heen made for two BDOs, one Senior
BDO for looking after the DRDA and one BDO to
look after CD works. It is not a bad system, it may
be introduced properly. There are huge volunie of
works in the biock and so CD work should be done
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by one BDO and the Senior BDO should look after
the DRDA, work such as, RLEGP, NREP and other
works because now-a-days the work-load has increased
considerably. For smooth running of the blocks, there
should be more blocks and the suggestion that there
should be 252 blocks in Assam, should be implemented
in phase manner but taking into consideration the
population of the district and whether it is necessary.

With these few observations and supporting the
cut motion I would like to conclude Sir.
