Item No. 2 Hon'ble Member Shri Abdul Jam
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Shri Digendra Purkaystha : Mr; Deputy Speaker Sir,
in support of the cut-motion moved by our friend I would
liked to say a few words; Regarding this Grant much has
been discussed and many of the Hon’ble members have put
forward their suggestions, I Would like to say something
regarding functioning of the BLCC. Sir, the Rural Develop-
ment is a department which is run on the guidelines of the
Central Govt; and the BLCCs are formed by the Hon’-
ble members of Constituency as its Chairmen; But Sir,
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here we have noticed one thing; We as Chairman, are
invited ‘to attend the meetings and in the meetings" we
select schemes ‘and the concerned B.D.O; or Junior engineers
prepare p"'lane- estimates and implement the works. But Sir,
much has been discussed about corrup-tion in the depart-
ment: I think, in this respect we have got some responsib-
ility also. But in actual practice we are almost helpless
because ‘whenever a scheme is 1mplemented the Junior
engmeers and the B. D, Os, semior or junior as the case

may- be, 1mplemeng the works.. -The. Junior _enigneers
are entirely . responsible for the works, They engage
labourers and _they implement the scheme. In respect
of payment the Chairman of the BLCC are not at all
.cousulted Here I want to give one suggestion; At the
time of payment and whenever master-rolls are prepared
atleast before the final payment is made, this should be

pas‘sed'by the respective Chairman tf the BLCC. In that
case wWe can 'also know how much money is being spent

in the scheme and we could have given some suggestions
‘also; Sir, this is the main defect because the Chairman
has no control over the financial matters and so there are
scopc for coituption: In my Block in Narsingpur there
is no senior B.D. O, since last few months, The Se, ior
B. D, O., ‘who is in charge of Chalchapra’ Block is looking
after the works of both the blocks, So itis very difficult
to contact him because ke is to look after two blocks.
It is not ‘possible to one Senior B.D. 0. to maintain two

Blocks- so immediately one Senior B.D.O should be
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placed sthere fof the convenience’ of: the: people ‘and - for
smooth furctioning of the Block. Sir, another thing is that
there is' no:vehicle in tho-Block: The :Jr. Engineers and

the B; D.Os cannot move for want of vehicles. “We. also

cannot' Supervise the works. So ‘there are much scope’ for:

corraption or ‘mismanagment, So, Sir; -this block should be
provided ~with one vehicle 'so: that “the concerning officers
and 'the Chairman can 'visit the: works from: time to- times

Sir, another ‘thing in our Block ds that:3 personswere
nominated as BLCC members and subsequently - when ‘the
Mahkuma Parishad “was “constituted the councillor’ have
been included as members of the BLCC; In my block thers
are 6 Gaon panchayats; All these councillors plus “the other
3 pominated persons are made members of the BLCC. One
particular member Mr. Lal Mohan Dosal is a member of
sclcoure Gaon Panchayat is also made member of the Narsi-
ngpur as well as Chalchapra Block. S_ir‘. this kind of anomaly
should be removed for smooth functioning of the Block and
there are uo coordination between the Junior and Senior
B. D, Os. Sir implementation of the schemes at earlier_times
was easier because there were no Senjor B, D. Os; There was
only one B.D.O. But after coming to: power, this Government
have dismissed the earlier' B, D. Qs, But all the dismissed
B.D.Os, have gone to the Court, ‘And consequeetly, this
Government are placed the 'dismissed B. D. Os, by Senior
B. D. Os. That is why there are® anomalies and it is very
difficult to expedite the implementation of the. schemes. till
such anommlies are prevalent,  So  Sir, this kind of anoma-
lics should be removed, “With this :suggestion T conclude
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my speech in support of the Cut-motion. Thank you, Sir,
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“ You ate aware, Sir, that the 38th round of the
Sample Survey by NSS, conducted during 1983-84 has
iadicated the percentage of people living below the poverty
line in Assam as 23.5 percent only. This finding of the

NSS has been disputed by us because in 1977-78, the
incidence of poverty was 52.65% as reflected in the Gth plan
document of the Planning Commission. If the figures of
38th round of NSS is taken as true, there must have been
a reduction in the poverty level to the extent of 29:.1:%
in the State within 6-7 years, This when compared to
National average of poverty reduction at around 10% during

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the period, raises further questions about NSS 38th round
report, Also during this period, due to mass movement
on the foreigners issue from 1979 to 1985, economic gre-
wth was slow and halting, Further, no structural change
in the ecomomy of state took place between 37th and 38th
round of National Sample Survey,

A study was subsequently commissioned and conducted

by Agro-Economic Research Centre for North Eastern Region
of India, a Government of India Organisation, under the
Directorate of Economics & Statistics, Ministry of Agriculture.
The study has followed the same me thodology sampling design
and sample coverage as that obtained by NSS during the

38th round: -The survey was conducted throughout Assam
and the reference period was September 1986 to August, 1987;

Taking Rs.110/ per capita per mensum expenditure as
the poverty line for 1986-87, the study reveals that 32,29%
of sample population in Assam were living beiow the
poverty line. Another significant fact revealed by the study
is that the average size of the family in Assam is 6:3
which is higher than the accepted All India norm of 5 per
famaily. While computing the per capita expenditures of Rs:
110 per month weightage has been givenin the study for
higher prices prevailing in Assam based on the Consumer
price Indices for Agricultural labourers as published from
time to time: by CSO, For 1986 for example, the diffe-
rence in price level in Assam and India as a whole for
this purpose it is shown as 57: Tt will thus be seen that
the figures of 23.5% brought out by the 38th round of

Now sir, there are so many thmgs t;)at ca;; be said
about this, I remember our former Chief Mmlster Shri
Sarat Chandra Sinha. while' Speakmg in 1572 bef'ore a gathe-
ring gi\}mg his own wggestmn’dver the floods ifi the state'<aid
that “ well, there is no solation to ‘theiflood |problem rbut
we must know! how: to live with the floods.” 1:do not know
whether- he -still holds. the same ideas even;nows Eyen,, he

suggested, that we should try to change the, croppmg patrern
in the state, namely, we should go for such type of, croppmg

wh1ch can be grown not in flood seeson but in_ other sea-
sons so that we do not have to face devastation of floods,
So sir, so far as the crops are concerned though the ideab
have been put forward by him in the year 1972, are still

of floods-a We have been hearing about the glgantlc plans
and programmes that have been taken by the Government
from time to time. Even at one’ 'stage it was SUggf’Sted

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that the whole of Brahmaputra should be dragged and some
dredgers were also brought but ultimately it did not give
any result, it proved fruitless because either these dredgers
were too small or too big andi as such, it was not possi-

ble to drag the river Brahmaputra.

So sir, I feel the time hasfcome when we should have
a new orientation and newj look to wards the problem of
flood. So far as measures are concerned all these years we
have been talking about long term measures such as dredg-
ing of Brahmaputra, Barak Dam and so many others; If
work starts in these long term projects it will take many
days to complete the projects but what will happen in the
meantime ? Sir, empbasis should be given on. short-term

projects because the people suffer from flood almost every
year so that we can give succur to the people €very year.
What I feel is that if we take leng term measures, making plans
and programmes for, say, 15 years, or 20 ears, I think,
possibly, the people will have to face more difficulties. I would,
therefore. convey to the Government through you that instead
of taking lcng:-term projects which are costly and time consu-
ming and God, knows, when these will be completed, when
people will really get relief and saved from vagaries of floods,
that they should consider taking short-term measures to give
immediate relief to the people. Sir, it has been suggested
by some quarters that Flood Control Departmant should
be abolished. T only hope that the present Minister will pot
do it, and we should not. It should be the policy to distri=
bute the entire money to the poor people because every

Secondly, we hear that every yeurithe floods gives some
advantage to certain sections of the peopls becuase once
they spends the money they cannot be made accountable
because they come up with the plea that so much . bags of
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cement so much bags of earth or so much boulder were
utilised in the work, have been washed away. I would req-
uest the hon'ble Minister to take note of this. Nobody can
find out how much materials of such nature had been
used in the particular work:; In this way, a huge amount
of money is squanZered away. In fact this is the best possible
way to eat up the money by the department. The hon’ble Mi-
nister who is also the Minister for PWD, knows that whenever
a building is constructed that building cannot vanish and even
after 10 years one caa verify as to what amount of work has
been done and how much money has been spent. So far, crores
of rupees that have been spent for flood control measures;
nobody can be accounted for because they always come
with simple explanations that this much quantity of cement
boulder etc. have been used and that everything have been was-
hed away by river Brahmaputra. Nobody can be held res-
ponsible, T would request the hon’ble Minister to find out
and tell us as to how much money has been spent durirg
the last 20 years and how much relief has been given to
the people.

cultivator has been clearly spelt outin the note appended
therein,

As per prevision laid down under section 3 of the
Assam ( Temporarily Settled areas ) Tenancy Act, 1971 an
occupancy Tenant shall have a right of transfer in respect
of his holding with prior permission of the Government
in the manner prescribed therein, It has further been
prescribed that a occupancy tenant shall not transfer his
land to an non-agriculturist, In the case of the non-
agriculturist.
