in the State. Sir, in earlier years flood occured once in
a decade. But since last four years we are witnessing the
flood not only in each and every year but several times
in a year too. And, the reason for this annual phero-
menon is known to each and everybody which has been
explained elaborately and beautifully by some of the hono-
urable members including Shri Hemen Das. As the time at
my disposal is very short I am not going to repeat them
here. Now, the question is whether it will be possible
on the part of this AGP Government or any other Go-
vernment that may come to control the flood ? Sir, from
the way the small and medium sized rivers are silted and
the mighty rivers like Brahmaputra and the Barak flow-
ing turbulently, it appears, probably it will not'be possi-
ble to control the flood successfully, Some of the honoura=
ble members put forward suggestions for drazling the river
in order to control the flocd. But it will be very costly
affairs which may not be possible on the part of the
Government to undertake the work. So, Sir, people of
Assam right from the beginning are living with the flood.
Fortunately or unfortunately We inherited flood as gift
since our birth. So, flood became a part and parcel of
life of the people of Assam. Under all circumstances peo-
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plé*of - Asdam  should live with flood for all time. = We
aré living in Assam taking flood as our life. -Now, Sif,
someé’ of friends fiom 'Tteasury- benches putforward the
arguément that the Ceritral Government is not giving :mo-
néy”fof:the -control “of flood in- Assam. Sir, probably my
h‘oﬁourdble"”‘fri'ehds ‘do’'not’ know that last year. a Private

" ughout' the ~whole State, in certain’ places, Sir, it may be
“possible to control it to some extent for the .benefit' of
~ the ‘people. I am giving here 'an example which is con-

fined to my constituency —Sonai in the district of Cachar. .

Now, Sir, there are three Sluice” gates - project, —viz.,
" gakhara, Roko, Gargari in my Constituency .and Lakhi-
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pur constituency., The four G.P. areas have been badly
affected from floods right from the beginning. Conside-
ring the situation created by devastation the Assam Go-
vernment was very much pleased to sanction money pro-
bably in the year 1980 for constructing three number of
sluice gates.. Money was santioned ; work started but all
on a sudden the work was stopped. The work was left
half done, After my repeated persuasions although the
local district officers assure me that they would look into
the matter seriously, I am extremely Sorry to say that

nothing was done.

So, sir, in this respect I would like say that if the
Sluice Gates are completed, then not less than 30-40 thou-
gand people will be benefited as the sorrounding is com=
pletly agricultural area and the land ‘s very fertile one
It is said a granary in the eastern Silchar. so, I would
like to draw special attention of the Honourable Minister,
P. W.D. who is a prominent Minister with good reputa-
tion. But in the Flood Control Deptt he is a new Mini-
ster. However, I hope from his experience from P. W. D.
and as a successful Minister, he will definitely look into
the matter so that improvement can be achieved, particularly
in this sluice gate and work can be completed as early
as possible and I can assure this Honourable House that these
sluice gates will give benefit to a large number of peo-
ple belonging to all sections of the pecple. Sir, as the
time is very short Tam raising one point regarding Uttar
Krishnapur a rich village of my aiea through which
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the rlver Barak flows.: There is heavy erosion in this
v1llage Many educatlonal institutions and very rich pu-
blic bulldmgs and N. H-54 is going to the erocted. So,
