reference to the standing departmental instructions in view of the
statement he has made in the House . To my knowledge, at the time of allot-
m:nt of slespers the parties conczrned, as per depicem :1tal circulae i ssued-
most probably in 1982, are required to state the source from which
they would procure the timber .,

Secondly, would he also examine whether it is not in the Government

instructions that the lessees are required to supply a cer ain number of
sleepers where coups are allotted by tenders ?
Shri Surendra Nath Medhi (Minister) : Sir, I will answer the second
question first . Coups are not sold now. As far as I know, that has
been absolutely Stopped by the previous Governnent in 1981 . Coups
and Mahals are departmentally operated-trees are cut and felled and the
fots are sold by calling tenders . Therefore, the second question does
not arise at all in my humble submission .

Regarding the allotment of sleepers T would like to inform the Hon’ble
House that the norms kave now been completely changed . In December
last we have constituted a three-member Committee  consisting of 2
Conservators and one F.A.O, who would sclect applicants for supply
of timbers . Previously ¢hat was not done. This s for the information
of the House . i

This firm
knows how to deal ‘with the department and with all his experience, he
was able to get the decree‘in his favour and the Government was helpless
in this matter. ' But, a few days back, the hon’ble Judges have altered
their order and stayed operation of the timbers . Had the Government been
very much careful in this regard, it wonld ot have happened. The
Government was requested to'look to the matter and the Minister gave an
assurance 'that he would examine the matter , T hope that the Minister would
give a clarification on this matter while replying to the Demand . A

wing his personal attention in regard to the illegalities at Nunainala and

Dhalcherranal wherein 9 Nos of unauthorised Contracters were felling

the trees and dragging the felled trees by engaging 5 Nos of elephants.
It was also stated in the said communication that at Gandocherra and
Jamira area 3500-5000 trees wers already felled by the miscreants on
the strength of Mizoram IPS as reportedly obtained from Kplasib Range of
Mizoram and he { Shri N.K. Sinha, IPS') has issued an order allowing
removal of these illegally felled illicit timbers, :
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The situation arising out of unchecked /uninterrupted illegalities in
the arca by way of illegal feling and removel of illicit timbers
forming the outturn of those illegally felled trees with ¢he -advantage
of orders issued by Shri M,K. Sinha, 1IFS, DFO Silchar Division as

referred to in para 3 above, At any rate, concurring with the suggestions
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Shri Digendra Purkayastha. Mr., Deputy Speaker Sir, in support of the V
cut motion on Grant No. 55—Forestry and Wild Life, I like to say
a few words. Sir, as we all know, Assam has reputation for its forests XS
and mineral resources. It has rich heritage and in the whole of India,
Assam has got a good place in the matter of forest resources but now-
8-days, what we see if we look at the forests ? These forest produces
are being destroyed like anything, who are responsible for this and who
are doing these illegal activities mapy hon’ble members have already
pointed out but it is a plain fact that our forest produces are being
destroyed recklessly and in collaboration with some Government officials i 1
who are working in the fields. So, If the things are allowed to con— i
tinue like this. a day will come when there will be no forest in the
State of Assam. Sir, this depaitment has got different wings such as,
Soil Conservation, Social Forestry, General Forests etc. Social Forestry
is necessary for maintaining ecological balance but if we cannot protect
our natural forests what is the use of social forestry? We have seen
that this department is doing very good works but at _the same time,
we must also see that the natural forests are also protected and so far |
I know in Social Forestry in our Cachar district, there are about 25 ‘ |
posts of Forest Rangers are lying vacant for the last two years. So, })
there are shortage of officers also and for this shortage, works are being ‘
hampered. So, I suggest that these posts should be immediately filled
up so that the work can be expedited and the uncmployed educatcd |
youths also in the process get employment.

Sir, forest includes not only trees but it includes sand, bamboos, 3 ‘

stone etc. In our district, ther¢ are many sand mahals speeially inmy
and Jalenga. |

constituency there are two sand mahals namely Rukini
These sand mahals are settled very lately and as a result of which
traders explojt these sands illegally. Some unscrupulous traders extracted {
sands from these mahals and sent to Mizoram by illegal means. From
Rukini mahal we see that trucks of sands are being sent €very day
without any valid permit in collaboration with the officers of Mizoram
and Cachar forests, So, these things should be stopped immediafely.

[

They are not only illegally destructing the farests but at the same time,
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the existing PWD roads also are being damaged, Similarly, the stone
quarries are also not properly maintained. So, the Government should
take steps so that more revenue can he earned from these stone Qua-
rries and Sand Mahals.

Sir, I would like to make a few suggestions in regard for the pro-
tection of forests from destruction. The forest Protection Force is to
be strengthened. We cannot protect foresis with 2 or 3 personnel,
We have seen that there are many officers from the rank of Chief
Conservator of Forests down to the Forest Guards, the number of
officers, the number of buildings, the number of vehicles are increasing
day by day, but in actual field, we see that they are very much lagging
in supervision. So, the officers should properly supervise the working
of the field officials. Another thing we have seen that many people
who are landless sometimes occupy the forest lands, and very often they
are evicted. Once they are evicted from this place they occupy some
other place. So, I would eome up with a suggestion that forests depart-
ment should utilise the vacant lands. the unproductive lands, by settling
these lands to these landless people who are residing in these areas
so that these landless people can get shelter in these areas.

Another point I want to raise is about the sorrowful stage of affairs
of the forest villagers who are residing in the forest. These villagers are
to render free labour every year, they are just like bonded Ilabour. In
this 20th century this system of free labour should be abolished and
the forest villagers should be given more facilities because they are resi-
ding in most interior areas and mostly coming from the backward and
tribal communities, The department should take better care for their
livelihood.

Sir, the department should take better care for their livelihood, We
have scen that whenever they applied fog bank loan or IRDP }oan
the same is not granted by the bank because these forest villagers do
not possess any land. Bven if they are possessing any land they do
not have the ownership right, Therefore, whenever Shey apply for loan

t0 the bank the bank refuse to grant the same on the grounl that the
